Officers.

The Democratic Municipal Nominating
Convention last ni at Metro-
politan Temyple for tiie second time, To save
confusion, whieh had caused so much an-
noyance at the previous session, signs were
affixed to rows of seats denoting the respec-
tive places for deleg.tes according to dis.
tricts. For this purpose the center of the
main floor was reserved, but even then there
was some trecubie in seating delegates, sev-
eral of whom either did not or would not
notice the placards.

The crowd was larger than that of the
previous night. Almost cvery seat in the
gallery was taken by a crowd which kept
up a hoodlum concert of cat-calls, hellors,
yvelling aud stamping. Indeed, it seemed
that all the heelers and toughs of the city
w ere in the gallery.

When Chairman R. B. Mitchell rapped
for order the hall was blue with tobacco
smoke, which must have been most annoy-
ing, if not suffocating, to the ladies in the
upper seats. The Chair asked for three
Sergeants-at-Arms to look after the gallery,
which trumvirate was badly needed to quiet
the noisy assembl . i'wo more Sergeants-
al-Arms found scats for the standing dele-
gates, and then Secretary W. I Mott cailed
the rell. Nearly all the delegates were
present.

J. Scott Wilson placed in nomination for
Treasurer Christian Reis, because, he ven-
tured to assert, no ene could iutluence Reis
nor find any fault with Lis record. The
tongue of slander, he said, could not reach
him in his private or publie life.

SLATE BUSINESS.

Without a second scme delegate shonted a
motion that Reis be nominated by acelama-
tion. The motion was carried amid applause,

Frank H. McNally placed in nomination
for Recorder William W. Ackerson, who,
he believed, was going to do the best for the
Democratic ticket, ‘The name of Chief En-
gineer Ackerson of the Exenipt Fire Depart-
ment raised the wildest appiause, which
assumed the characteristics of one great cat-
call.

ment. Althoungh Cook evidently was on the
slate, every time Kenny’s name was men-
tioned it ealled out applause or cheers *‘for
the statesman of Salmon alley.”

Freese for the office of Public Adminis-
trator because Freese “has always been the
consistent triend of the laboring man, and
eunjoys the respect and contidence of the
community.”

A. P. Bellue presented the name of a “‘good
and tiue Demoerat,”” T. G. Cockrill, who
had once been Chief of Police.

The roll was called. Freese received 119
votes and Cockrill 50. Freese was declared
the unanimous choice of the convention.

The convention adjourned until 8 o’clock

WILD AND WOOLLY.

Buckley Democrats Aopgry at the Ex-
vosure of Their Plot.

The true explanation of why the Demo-
eratie Judieial and Educational Convention
made a proposition to the Repablican Mu-

A Few of the Buckley “ Lambs’ Who

He Demands a Nomination for Superior
Jurdge or Nothing.

Still another troublesome issue has sprung
up that will cause more conflict and per-
haps an aittempt to rearrange Buckley’s
slate at to-night’s session of the Demoeratic
Eduecational and Judicial Convention. The
convention wiil have to find some one to
succeed Presiding Justice of the Peace
Henry J. Stafford for the nomination of
Police Judge. James H. Lawler accepts
the renomination with thanks, and Justice
Julius Reimer is equully gratefu!, but Staf-
ford has sent in lis resignation and it will
be read to-night.

After serving on the Justices’” bench for
six years, Justice Stafford thinks he is en-
titled to a Superior Judgeship, and refuses
1o become a Police Magistrate despite the
fact that tempting inducements were held
out to him. When a delegation of attorneys
waited upon him and asked him to witn-
draw from the contest for Superior Judege
and consent to receive the nomination for
Police Judge he refused to accede to the re-
quest, and said he wanted the nomination
for Superior Judge or nothing. Despite his
refusal, he was nominated to preside over
one of the tenples of justice in the old City
Hall, and now that step wiil have to be
remedied, as he positively refuses to accept
the lesser honor,

It was said last right that an attempt
would be made to place him in nomination
for the unexpired terra of J. F. Sullivan,
who resigned.

For the Legislature.

The Twenty-eighth Senatorial District
Demceratic Conventicn last night nominated
E. R. Stevens of the firm of E. R. Stevens &
Co., commission merchants, to representthe
district in the State Senate.

About thirty Demoerats gathered about
American Hall, corner of Pacific and Leave
enworth streets, last night so attend the
pominating convention of the Thirty-fourth
Assembly Distriet. F. H. Kilduff was made
Chairman., Evidently the *‘Boss” had not
vet deeided upen whom should be nom-
inated in that district, tor an anjournment
was taken until to-morrow night, the vote
being almost unanimous. Five minutes did
the business o! the evening, and at 8:15
o’cloek the corner was us deserted asit is

at any midnight hour.,

THE NOMINEES INDORSED,

The Chairman next reaa the list of ean-
didates of the Reform Democrats, and
commmented on each as steriing, loyal citizens,
absolutely unpurchasable. A resoiution
was presented, indorsing the nominees,
which was adopted. One of its sections at-
tacked Frank McCoppin, Democratic eandi-
date for Mayor, in regard to his panhandle
scheme, and read as follows:

This Buckley-MeCoppin, solid-nine, panhan-
dle, public-plunder scheme is without a paraliel.
It must be consgigned baek tothe ghostly solitude
of its own originality, and take with it the author
of tie Infamy. If this panhandle sciieme could
be consummated, Buckley and his g.ng would
be astonished at thelr own moderation in the
millions tuat they could add through its vast op-
portunities to their already ill-gotten gaios,

When the resolutions were put to a vote
there was one objector in the audience, who
rose and sa'd that * Frank McCoppin was
not dishonest.”

Charles A. Sumner, Reform Demoecratic
candidate for Distriet Attorney, was the
first speaker introduced by the Chairman
and was greeted with considerable enthusi-
asm. He delivered a very scathing denun-
ciation of Buckley and bossism, whom he
called the “infamous master of infamous
creatures.” He entered into the system
which Buekley pursued in manipulating pol-
itics and showed how the strings were
Ynl!m!. the boss always coming out ahead.

Ie asked his hearers not to consider the
Irving Hall nominations as a side show, but
to vote themn on the score of pure polities.
In the course of Lis remarks Mr. Sumner
also gave the Fire Department a severe
tongue-iashing for its corrupt assistance of
Buckley in pelitics,

T. V. CATOR'S ADDRESS,

Thomas V. Cator’s name was the ocecasion
of a long outburst of applause, and on ap-
pearing three chieers were given in his honor.
He spoke at great leogth, indorsing the plat-
form of the Irving Hall Convention, and
said that the political cerruption in the
Democratic party is worthy of the despot-
ismn of Russia itself. True Americans could
not live under such a tyranny. The out-
break against this corruption is in the form
of a revoiution, which he belicved would be
successful on eleetion day. e spoke
against MeCoppin, and claimed that he ls
the representative of the Spring Valley
Water Company, and that he isone of a
set of conspirators to prevent the people
irom obtainingZ cheap water.

T'he connection of MecCoppin with this
eonspiracy is shown by his panhandle seheme.
McCoppin wanted the city to get into debt
in improving the park, and then, when
the time comes for the city to own its
wa'er-works, it would be impossihle for
the people to censent to go any further
into debt. After attacking all monopolies
in general, and the Southern Pacific Rail-
road in particular, Mr. Cator stated that he
is in favor of the Nicaragua Canal and op-
posed to the Southern Pacific Company
haviug an extension of time on its ponded
indebtedness.

Chairman Taylor brought the meeting to
a close by entering into a detailed account
of how Boss Buckley bhad acquired his
riches.

Three cheers were given for the Reform
Democratic  ticket and the meeting ad-
journed,

AMERICAN PARTY.

Further Nominations by the State Cen-
tral Committee.

A meeting cf the State Central Committee
of the American party was held last evening
at their headquarters in the Merchants’ Ex-
change Duildivg for the purpose of com-
pleting nominations on the State ticket of
the party.

VOTERS IN TNE ALMSHOUSE.

The Matter of Residence ss Electors Is
Optional With Them.

M. A. Dorn and Charles L. Ackermun,
the two aftorneys to whoin was referred the
question as to where the inmates of the
Almshouse should register from, stated to
the Board of Election Commissioners yester-
day that in their opinion a voter residing in
the Almshouse has a right to vote in that pre-
cinet, if he considers it his permanent home,
but the maiter of residesce should be op-
tional with the inmate.

Considerable discussion was indulged over
the point thut a voter must reside thirty
days in a precinet in order to exercise his
right to vote and Dbitter complaint against
this constitutional restriction of the citizen’s
rights was made by Mr. Strother.

Mr. Dorn’s cold consolation was that he
would have to seek relief in the United
States courts, or else be coutent with the
law as found.

‘I'he board decided to approve the opinions
submitted by the attorneys ana directed the
registration of the Almshouse vote acecord-
ingly.

Registrar Smiley reported that J. Fagan,
an officer in the Second Preeinet of the
Twenty-ninth Distriet, does not have a resi-
dence there. He had Fagan shadowed and
found that he lived with his wife at 825
Pine street. He wanted to put bim off the
register and also off the Preciuet Board.
Fagan was cited to appear before the boara
at its next meeting.

The polls in the Twentieth Precinet of the
Forty-secend Assembly District wers fixed
at Mrs. Curley’s house, southeast corner of
Wood street and Point Lobos avesue. The
Third I'recinet polling place in the Thirtieth
was removed to 6 New Montgomery streat,
and the Thirteenth of the Thirty-first to
J24 Grant avenue.

About to Be Established.

It will be news to the labor world that the
Boot and Shoe Makers’ White Labor League,
assisted perhaps in some way on the out-
side, bas now on foot the project to estab-
lish a co-operative boot and shoe factory in
thls city. This is about as far as the an-
pouncement can be made at yresent.

The scheme, though definite and positive,
is as yet purely in embryo. Just how soon
work will begin even the promoters do not
know, nor is*any one prepared to say on
how extensive a plan the enterprise will be
conducted. A thorough canvass of the ficld
for such an undertaking has been made,
and tue fixed conclusion reached that the
time is ripe for it.

The capital that will be required, to al-
most any reasonable extent, is in waiting,
and the great success that has crowned the
labors of the Leather Federation in produe-
ing stock is what stimulates the enterprise.
The friends of co-operation are anxious to
make the experiment, test the scheme, and
show the world what California can do.
The details will be published as soon as
they have been arranged.

CHARGED WITH LIBEL.
The Baycotters Againat Welnhardt Fined
$100.

General Secretary Fuhrman received a
