Bad MO>BY.
The Government* Klli.rts to Foil the

I'onnterfrilrrs.
"Before the war Itwas much more difficult

than itis now to detect bad money. There
were then many kinds of bad money. There
were wild-cat banks whose notes were of us
value of the same name as good bunk?, and
the wild-cat notes were of the same form as
the gocd notes. Tin there were ninny al-
tered notes from lower to higher denomina-
tions. The use of greenbacks, or any backs
at all, was rare, so that the counterfeiter had
but on» side of a note to counterfeit Of
late years the paper is covered front and
back with the figures of the denomination,
so that alterations from a lower to a higher
denomination is rare. Before the war by
actual computation four-fifths of the bank-
note issues wen counterfeited. There were
in circulation in 18(X) actually 3039 different
kind-- of ban money, mid it was estimated
that about 8G0,000,000 of it was afloat

"When the necessities of the war led to
the Government Issue of paper money all
these old banks went out of existence and
the old counterfeit- went out with them. It
was a great boon to the business community
to have (he old stuff wined out mm the new,
clean currency put into circulation that was
current all over the Union. Itwas some
years before successful counterfeits ap-
peared. The lirst issue of the National
Hank notes of the denomination of £.", was
practically not counters ited for fifteen
year*. Even taking all the denominations
of National Bank money and all the varie-
ties of money issued by the Government, tin;
number of these varieties istriflingcompared
with the Immense numb of banks before
the wur, whose notes were all different."

Wlieu itis considered how many millions
of dollars of the same sort are Issued by the
Government it is wonderful that the genuine
ul.itcs are not oftener used for the i>uruo»t>
of printing unauthorized issues. Of course
itis pre.-cntid that the safeguards of the
Bureau of Engraving and Printing are so
great that no such work could be, done. But
there is a well authenticated case where the
printer actually did print from the genuine
plates without discovery while being
watched by a bank officer. Some years ago
there was a famous suit. In which the Gov-
ernment financial agent in How Yorkclaimed
to have redeemed a certain Issue which
proved to bo unauthorized, and the experts
were very much in conflict as to whether the
iß?uc was actually counterfeit or printed
from Government plates. Itwas finally de-
cided by a jury that the issue was counter-
feit, although some reputable experts swore
thiitit was printed from the Government
plates.
