EXFVORTING STEEL.

Gladstone is an advocate of State insuranee of
workmen against the ultimate poverty of them-
selves or their familles, and William A, Huuter,
M. P, for Aberdeen, intends to Introduce a bill
on this subjeet during the approacbing session
of Parllament. According to this plan each
workmau is to contribute to the general fund six
pence a week between the ages of 20 and 60, the
employers collecting the money and transferring
it to the official treasurer of the fund. The State
at the same time isto contribute six pence for
every six pence put in by the workmen. Incase
of adeath the family of the deceased workiman
is to receive 10 liings weekiy; If a workman
is permanently incapacitated for labor this sum
is to be paid to his family, and after a workman
reaches the age of €5 he i{s (o have a weckly pen-
ston. While approving the principle Gladstone
suspends judgment on the plan for the present.
The system has been tried in Germany, where
the movement Jn favor of insurirg woikmen
against 1ll-health, accidents and cld age began in

1851, but it was pot until 1883 that the first law
was passed. The law of 1&83 compelied the

vorkmen to insure agalust sickness. In 1884
the law insuring sgainst accidents was passed
throwing the obligation of insuring cn the em-
ployer in whose service the werkman is disabled
or injuied. 1In 1885 this law was extended 1o
embrace woirkmen employed by the State in the
railways, post, telegraph and paval and military
admimistrations. In 1587 the law’s benelits
were further extended to all persons concerned
in marine occupations except fishermen.

Towering Precipices Easily De-
sceuded by the Woolly Roamer.

In a Main-street cigar-store is a stuifed
specimen of the Argali, or big horn sheep of
the Rocky Mountains. This animsl is not
only very shy, but, having an appetite for
vegetation which can only be discovered
among the very highest plateaus ot the
Rocky Mountains, is a dweller of the crags
and cliffs. It is se!/dom it breathes a more
rarified atmosphere than is found at an alti-
tude of 9000 feet. Its manner of life and
its place of living make it a difficult animal
for the hunter, and the Utes and other
mountain Indians in the day of the bow
and arrow looked on the Kkilling of a big
Lhorn as a feat. They are very scarce and
not at all prolifie.

There has always been a large athount of
lying about the big horn. Hunters had, for
a time, some unexplainable experiences
with them. A bunch of feur or five would
be seen feeding upon some high grassy
mesa or table land which would find termi-
nation, on three "sides perhaps, in a pre-
cipitous up-and-down descent of several
hundred feet, The hunter, ambitious and
indefatigable, would, with infinite labor,
creeping up canyons and erawling among
rocks, come in behind them. He would
exult in the certainty of a shot. The
big horns could not escape. A 400-
toot  precipice on three sides so steep
that a bird could scarcely sustain itself
thereon and the hunter cutting off retreat on
the fourth, matters looked gloomy for the
big horn. Resting himself tor a moment to
recover his breath and nerve, both somewhat
strained in bis scramble among the rocks,
the bunter would move forward. On cateh-
ing sight or scent of him the big horns
would Tamble in a confident and ('onteu:ed
way apparently to the edge of the precipice
anda disappear. 'The hunter on coming for-
ward would see his game racing far out in
the valley 400 feet below. How did they
get there? ‘That was always the questioa
withthe Western man. [{ was finally con-
cluded on all hands that the bLig horn
jumped. As his four slender legs could
arcely be expected to sustain such a
descent, the ingenious Western mind had
recourse to the big horns from whieh the
Argali gets his souriguet, Tnese are from
four to seven inches in diameter at the base,
and sprout in !mmy spirals from the
znimal’s head mueh after the fashion of the
horns of that engine of destruction the com-
mon Merino ram. When the big born
leaped, said these Munchausens, he turned
head downw.ard and alighted on these
horns, They had seen bhim make the trip,
they said, and they would thereupon enlarge
on the downward whizzing plunge of any-
thing from 300 to 2000 feet, according to the
men d weity of the raconteur.

But the Argaii does not indulge himself
in the flizhts aseribed to him. He has i0o
much good s nse. A jump from such heights
would smash to smithereens a big horn made
of steel. But the maiter 1s not leit to duubt-
ful argument. Their manner of descent has
been discovered and is casy enough—1or a
horn—when ence you witness it. All
through these mouutaius vou will find seams
and rifts which split the precipices irom top
o bottom. ‘The rock has been torn asunder
vy sone force of nature, and the result in
Hany instances is a cieft or split where the
valls are not separated twenty feet, and yet
run from the bottom te the top of the ciliff
some hundreds of 1eet.  That the rock sides
were once together may be seen in the swells
or protul rr;um-»' of one wall corresponding
to the dep n ions in the other.

The biz ho m 1s tie prince of caution. Be-
fore he is found anvwhere he has made a
complete war map of the neighborhood,
which Le carries locked in his woolly head.
When he disports bhimself on some dizzy
plateau he is always certain of an outlet.
No cul de sac for him ; heis too good a moun-
taineer for that. Before he nibbies a mouth-
ful of "1-- erisp herbage he has looked up one
of these deep rifts which go down to the val-
ley Lelow. The moment he is disturbed he
makes straight for it .\nl\u.l., at the verge
be never lLesitates, but jumps boldly out
and down, aiming for the other side of the
deep crevice. This he strikes with bhis four
hoofs, which are hard as cast steel, and at
once leaps back for the otl side. He de-
scends perhaps fifteen or eighteen feet at a
leap, and as he could not retain a feothold
for a moment at any one of the places he
strikes the rock, hie never pauses 1o his zig-
zag leaping unti llhv stone brings him to the
villey A.U“(l“ Is of feet below., That crev-
1ce is the big horn's stairway, and that is
tiie way he descends.—Kansas City Star.
