BEYOND MEDICAL AID

Justice Miller's Death Hourly
Expected,

The October Term of tie United States
, . Supreme Court. -

Government Land Sales Eusiness of tne

Pacific Coast Offices for the Past
Year—Revolutionary Relics.

Washington, Oct. There has been
littlechange in Justice Miller's condition
since early morning. All day the physi-
cians and watches have been gathered
around his bedside, momentarily expecting
his dissolution, and ithas only been owing

to his wonderful vitality that ho lived
through the day. The physicians say that
he has been dying all day and that the end
is not far off. During the day his respira-
tion has grown shorter, the pulse increased
and the lungs constantly filled with phlegm,
rendering breathing extremely difficult.
This afternoon, when Dr. Lincoln relieved
Dr. Cook, he noticed a marked change in
the patient's condition, and knew then he
was beyond medical assistance.

During the day and evening a large num-
ber of persons called. Only the Justices of
the Supreme Court wore admitted to the
sick-room. A telegram was received during

the day that Mrs. Touzalin and Mrs. Cork-
hill, daughters ol tho Justice, had left
Omaha and would arrive here to-morrow
night. Mrs. Harrison and Chief Justice
Fuller were among the callers, each remain-
ing several hours.

The great vitality exhibited by Justice
Miller is surprising to his physicians and
friends. He is stillalive but _ scions,
and the family are gathered at the bedside
awaiting toe final change.

Washington, Oct. 13.—At 1 o'clock this
morning Justice -Miller was sinking rapidly,
ami bis breathing had become more diffi-
cult. It is hardly possible at times to tell
whether he is alive ordead, so feeble is his
rest [ration.

At2 o'clock Justice Miller was still alive.•

The firstundei taking of the society
willhe the completion of the monument to
Mary Washington, mother of President
George Washington, and every American is
asked to send a contribution; the setting
apart of the lllhof October as a permanent
anniversary or meeting day of the society in
commemoration of the discovery ofAmerica
and the requesting that a special building
for space be set aside in the World's Fair for
relics and other tilings illustrative of the
period of the Revolution, the exhibition to
be brought hero after the fair and made
permanent

THE SUPREME COUItT.

Important Cases to Be Considered Boring the
October Term.

The October term
of the Supreme Court begins to-morrow, but
the familiar form of its oldest member, Jus-
tice Miller, willbe missing. Should he die
before the court convenes to-morrow, an
adjournment willbe at once taken out of
respect to his memory.

'lhe coming term of the court will be a
busy one. A number of interesting cases
will be pressed for bearing, Notice has
already been given that an effort will bo
made to impeach the constitutionality of the
New York electrocugtin law, on the ground
that it is "cruel tutu unusual punishment."-
The appeal in the case of the imprisoned
Chicago Anarchists willalso come up. The
liquor laws of the various States, however,
willfurnish the largest number of cases of
general interest. The court will early be
given an opportunity, in a case brought
Irom Kansas, to reaffirm the doctrine laid
down in the orgirnil1 package decision. There
are also some cases from ether States.-

Notice to Custom iCffic»r?.

Washington. Oct, 12.—Assistant Secre-
tary Spauldtng of the Treasury Department
has issued a circular to customs officers and
others calling attention to Section 7 of the
new tariff law, providing that on and after
March 1, 1891. no article of imported mer-
chandise which shall copy or simulate the
name or. trade mark of any domestic manu-
facturer or manufacturers, shall bo admitted
to entry at United Stiles Custom-houses.
In order to aid the customs officers in en-
forcing this prohibition it is provided that a
domestic manufacturer, who has adopted
trade marks, may require bis name and resi-
dence and a description of his trade to be
recorded iv books kept for that purpose in
the Treasury, and may furnish to the de-
partment fac-similies of such trade marks.

Land Decision.
Washington, Oct. 12.— Secretary of

the Interior bas denied tho application of
William Fulton for a writ of certiorari di-
recting the Commissioner of the 'General
Land Office to furnish a record of the pro-
ceedings iv tbe case brought against him by
Frances J. Johnson, in which suit is involved'
a tract in the Los Angeles land district.
The application is based upon the ground of
newly discovered evidence which would ren-
der Invalid the claim ofMrs. Johnson. Tno
Secretary of the Interior didnot think the
ground sufficient to grant the application,
which besides was quite irregular.

A LONDON failure.

Arrest of the Wives of Insolvent Bankers at
New York.

New York,Oct. 12.—The wives of insolv-
ent London bankers are In custody here.
The firm name was James 11. Field & Co.
They are said to have done a large business,

paying 25 percent on allmoneys left with
them. The doors of the institution were
closed Inthe latter part of August, and soon
thereafter Hie wives of the two members of
tlie firm sailed to this country, arriving here
September 30th. They had drafts on the
banking house of Brown Bros. &Co. for
$95,000, which they cashed. Another draft of
$35,000 and others for smaller amounts
followedthe 595,000 one, but Brown Bros.
&Co, reFusee to honor these, havltie re-
ceived a cablegram from London advising
them that . the drafts Mis. Miller
was presenting weie the proceeds
of a • stupendous swindle. Yesterday
spector Byrnes, on the strength of
a cablegram received by the British Consul-
ate, arrested the women. The cable read as
follows: "Those people are supposed to^beAmericans from Chicago. Warrants for
their arrest have been granted. Ap-
ply to the authorities for their
arrest. The necessary documents
willbe sent as soon as possible." A writof
habeas corpus has beeu obtained by the
women's counsel, returnable to-morrow.
When the writis disposed of the women will
be immediately re-arrested by the United
States authorities, upon warrants charging
them with bringing stolen money into this
country.

Chicago. Oct. 12.— The publication here
of the arrest ofMrs. Miller and Mrs. Field
in New York, for bringing to this country a
large amount of money alleged to be the
proceeds of a swindling scheme worked by
their husbands in England, created much
interest here, where both men and their
wives were well-known. A gentleman ac-
quainted with them to-day said: Field is
about 54 years old. He came hero thirty
years ago from New York State and went
into newspaper work, and whs for a time
the editor of the Journal. Finally lie got
into the insurance business, at which be
continued a number of years. He lefthere
a year ago and up to tho publication of to-
day's story nothing has been heard of him.
Milleris not so wellknown, but stood quite
well. It is known, however, that he as
connected with the famous fund bucket-
shop scheme, the collapse of which a few
years ago created such a stir. Miller's wife
is a niece ofGovernor Yates of Illinois. No
details are at hand of the nature of the
alleged swindling scheme in England.

BURIED IN ROSES.

Colonel KarUiam's Novel Recep-
_ tion at Mokelumne HilL

Tie Republican Standard-Bearer With
Calaveras County Friends.

Informal Reception at San Andreas to
Residents of the City and the

Surrounding Towns.

San-Andreas, Oct. Colonel Mark-
ham left Jackson early this morning in a
private conveyance for this city. The re-
spect due the Sabbath day was not sufficient
tokeep down the euthusiasm of the people
along the route traversed. The passage of
the mazuetic Colonel was the signal for the
wildest demonstrations in the shape of the
blowing of steam whistles at quartz-mills,
the ringing of school-house and church
bells, and the waving of bats and general
cheering.

Colonel was almost buried from sight by

The floralbombard-
ment was kept up until the town's supply
of Matkham roses was exhausted, when the
childish captors led the captive candidate
through the principal street to the hotel,
where the whole population was assembled
witha brass band lobid him welcome. Tho
novelty of this reception greatly delighted
Colonel Markham, who declared he would
never forget itto his dying day.

After an elaborate luncheon, which had
been prepared at much pains and expense,
the Colonel thanked the people, individually
and collectively, excusing himself from
making a political speech on Sunday. In
lhe midst of the general hand-shaking
jubilee, a four-horse carriage'arrived from
San Andreas, containing a number of lead-
ing citizens of that place, who came to act
as an escort to the Republican standard-
bearer the remainder of the way. Half an
hour later the triumphant march toward
San Andreas was again taken up.
