SHOT DOWN INA BOSTON STKEET.
Au Ex-Convict Attacked by n Man lie

:'-- , Bad ltnlneil.
James Toner was probably fatally shot in

Ilaymarket square by John D.Oazzolo. The
shooting was premeditated, as Gazzolo, who
is one of the most prominent of the Italian
colony, had openly avowed that he would
settle Toner for having squandered his
estate. Toner was the executor of the estate
of Charles Gazzolo, valued at 8300,000, to
which John and his sister were heirs.

Toner, fifteen years ago, was one of Bos-
ton's most prominent politicians, a promis-
ing lawyer and a protege of General F. A.
Collins. In1875 lie got into financial straits
and blackmailed Dr.Fagauini nut of $19,000.
He served four years in State Prison for this
and has beeu a political outcast since, al-
though lie is reputed to have made money in
stocks.

The shooting occurred in the middle of the
afternoon, on ouo of ill\u25a0 must crowded thor-
oughfares of the city. Gazzolo fired at Toner
on sight, and the latter fell witha bullet in
his abdomen. His condition is critical in the
extreme.

Tho would-be murderer replaced his re-
volver, declared that he had done the deed
and was glad of it, as Toner had ruined his
lifeby squandering his estate. Ou being sir-
rested lie turned his revolver over to the
officer and was an easy prisoner. Toner has
it wife and child.— Philadelphia Times.

SUGGESTIONS
FOR ANGLERS.

Every Fisli-rmnn Should Carry

His Own lScpair Shop.

How to -fend Broken Beds. Bee!., Flies or
Lne3— About Duplicate Outfits and

Tools—Where Bods Snap.

There are always to be found anglers
who have to tell wonderful tales of
big catches and those who desire to
keep up reputations for good catches should
see that their rods, lines and everything used
are kept in the best of order. The following!
from the New York Times, willprove of in-
terest to the many who are often at a loss to

know what to do when a break occurs:
As piscatorial science makes progress the

more choice and expensive become the rod,

the reel and the angling outfit Itwould now

seem as though the limit had been reached,
and that nothing new could bo added to the
apparatus; but, on the contrary, some new
device or kni-knack is constantly being of-
fered at the tackle stores to attract the eye
of the angler who has money. Nowadays
tlie efforts of manufacturers aro net turned
so much to finding something new as to se-
curing improvements and a liner finish in
the articles of the outfit.

The reel has been wonderfully improved
in the last half century. Beginning with
wooden affairs, there was soon a change for
brass.

-
Nickel- plated reels and German sil-

ver followed, ami then hard rubber became
popular. The quadruple multiplying reel
was a great advance, and really it is a very
pretty bit ot mechanism. The finest reel-
have steel pivots upon which they turn. ."
Itis just so with the line. Horse-hair lines

were once considered the best. Then came
water-proof oiled silk, the best of which are
saturated all through with a water-proof
mixture. The evolution of the red from the
hickory sapling out in the woods to the split
bauibt o of six strips was wonderful indeed,
aud now no angler of experience is found
without the latter. Finely polbhed lance-
wood rids are used by many forbait-fishing,
and they an- found durable, springy and
satisfactory. Bethabara. an African wood
of hardy fiber, has also been found to make
excellent rods, and they, too, can be pro-
cured for a reasonable sum. As improve-
ments were made inthe material of rods, so
al-o there has been a change as regards their
weight

TWENTY YEARS AGO

The nan with a ten-ounce rod was looked
upon with wonder. Now a five-ounce rod
is considered the proper thing and is found
to be very popular among fishing-tackle
dealers. Indeed, a little light split bomboo
lod of four ounces was used by a successful
angler of this city recently inkilling eighty
black bass.

A break-down to the rod is one of the
most annoying accidents that can happen to
an angler, and yet it Isone of frequent oc-
currence. Old experienced anglers will
often slip and hillinslimy rocks and pitch
the rod from them, when it will invariably
split or snap off. Sometimes in striking a
miserable little fiugerling the tip will be
broken. Even butts are smashed by being
stepped upon, In the camp, when the rod
is not unjointed, but placed up against a
tent or a tree, a sudden blast of wind will
Often blow it down, and not infrequently a
break is the result.

When patience is most severely tried,
however, is when a break-down occurs on
the stream. It is, of course, impossible to
carry around an extra tip on the river or in
wading the stream, and unless the -Sherman
is something of a tinker at such times his
iishiug lor the day will be spoiled. Itdoes
not take much of a repairing outfit to fix up
a rod for use, even though the break ap-
pears at first to be serious, and, of course, at
the camp or in his hotel, the fisherman may
have a regular kit of tools for making re-
pairs. Nowadays tools are made so small
and they are so neatly packed iv boxes that
they do not take, up 'much room. They can
easily bo carried in the pockets of a coat or
inthe trout basket, In starting out for a
day's fishing the angler should see that bis

Are in good order. A good sharp-bladed
po.-ket-knifu is the basis of the kit; a little
pairof flat-nosed cutting pliers, asmall flat
file, a spool of silk twist, a piece of shoe-
maker's wax, a pill-box containing a few
rings or guides and one or two lod tips, a
piece of sandpaper, and a little bcttieef
varnish or cement complete the list of es-
sentials.

One of these patent little tool-holders will
ott-ii come handy and take up littleroom in
thai wading trousers' pocket

On the stream only temporary repairs
such as will lit tha rod for use throughout
the day are made. Atnight, after supper,
however, the rodis overhauled and made as
good lis new. So that the usual Work to bo
accomplished when the angler breaks his
rod Is splicing, or fittingon the ferrule when
the joint has broken short off. When a joint
or tip is broken over three inches from the
ferrule it simply becomes a matter of splic-
ing. The rod is unjointed and the sharp
knife whipped out iv a moment The two
broken ends are whittled down so that they
willsplice in an even manner, ami the ii.it
file finishes the splice. A bit of ferrule
cement or glue or varnish, if the angler has
it, is put on the flat side of the splices and
they are lapped together. They are then
wound carefully and tightly with the waxed
silk.

The wrapping should begin at least an
inch beyond the points of contact of the
splices and continue over the whole splice.
A dab of varnish is then run over the silk
and the splicing is dune. Tnen, the rod
again jointed, the angler goes on fishing
merrily. About ten minutes has been spent
in the operation.
Iflhe point of the tip breaks off all the

repairing necessary is lo file down the end
of the tin so that a ring can bo placed on
it. A drop of varnish will hold it securely
enough.

Amore frequent accident is to have the
jointsnap offat the fofrule. Many rods are
especially weak at this point, though now-
adays they are building them with more
care as to the ferrules. Of course, the first
obstacle that presents it-elf is to remove tie-
wood from inside the ferrule. Ifthe ferrule
is fastened with a pin it will he found ml
easy matter to pull out the pin with the
pliers. If tho pin has no head it can be
ariven in the wood, out of the way. By
starting a little lire of a few sticks enough
beat can be obtained to expand the metal,
and with a smaller stick the wood in the
ferrule can be pushed out and everything
made clear. As lung as care is taken no
harm can come from ..eating the ferrules.

In remounting the ferrule tho Joint is
simply rounded down by means of the file
and sandpapered tillit willjust lit the fer-
rule. When it.is nil ready the cement is put
on ifitIs handy; ifnot, the wood is moist-
ened so as to swell, :nd it will be secure
enough for the day's fishing. A new pin
can also be put in the place ol the old one.

SI-LITBA-tBOO BODS
Are the hardest to mend, ami it is a good
tiling that they break so seldom. Caro
should bo taken to lose ns little enamel as
possible Iriinithe wood, as the strength of
the bamboo lies in the enamel. The file,
however, willalways conquer, and a bamboo
tip or Joint can he men in a strong man-
ner, provided the mender exercise* patience
and doe. not hurry in his work.

Once ina while tin* reel will Dreik down
OB the stream, It is then a mure serious
matter, as reel-mending belongs rather to
the repair -shop than to the fisherman.
Often, however, th« tightening of screws
will make it all right, and that is easily
done by a small screwdriver or the back of a
knife-blade, if the reel breaks down be-
yond repair or beyond the ingenuity of the
nngler there is only one thing to be done,
aud thatis totakeoff the line. A quantity
of the line should be tied around tho butt
and the rod may be u<-ed as before, itis
much safer to tie the line at the butt than
at the ring at the end of the butt

Accidents to the rod and reel are tne only
ones that need embarrass the angler while
on the stream. Ifa fly-caster, ho should al-
ways have a good supply of leaders and

Hies in his fly-book. Ifa bait-fisherman ho
will always have at least a dozen hooks
with him. If,however, the fish have been
fierce and and have played ha voce with his
tackle, itis easy enough work to tie on new
hocks to a sucli. The waxed silk is all that
necessary. A fewrounds of the waxed silk
arc made on the shank of the hook, then the
suell is laid on and bound down by careful
wrapping. The gut or suell should be
soaked in water fur a moment before it is
tied on.

Leaden and gut are being used almost
universally now by fisherman. When the
fish are wildand easily scared a leader is in-
dispensable. The leader should beat trans-
parent in the water as possible. Gut may
be readily colored to a neutral tint by plac-
ing itiv coffee or tea or indigo. The white
gut as it comes from the manufacturers,
however, cannot lie much improved upon.
Anglers who go on longItrips will do well
always to carry a duplicate outfit.

THE BUS _IURDEKER.OF IOWA.
Henley Kilting,Eleven Years Old, Who

IVa* Sentenced for Life.
Prisoner No. 1000 was sweeping out the

cell-house of the lowa State Prison at Ana-
mosa, writes an Anamosa(lowa) correspond-
ent of the Chicago Times. Prisoner No.
1900 is a slim boy eleven years old. He is
rather a handsome boy, with a broad fore-
head and a thoughtful face. His shaven
head shows the stamp of the felon. lie is
not kept apart from the men prisoners. He
joins in the lockstep with them and
marches out tomeals. Ho lives with them
tbe daily, monotonous life of the convict.
Itis a sin against humanity, you say. that

such a baby should be Kept for"yeti*-in the
midst of such associations and companions.

Prisoner 1900 is sentenced to the lowa
State Penitentiary for life. His crime was
tin- brutal and premeditated murder of his
father and Step-mother. Look into his
thoughtful, childlike lace again and ask
yourself how he could have done it.

In July. 1889, John Elkins and his wife
were livingon a little farm in Elk town-
ship, near EtigewooJ, Clayton County,
lowa. Mrs. Elkins was a pretty young
woman and the second wife of her elderly
husband. By his first wife he had two
sons.

Tuesday night, July 16, 1880, there were
four persons in the little farm-house, Mr.
and Mrs. Elkins, Wesley anil the baby.

Early Wednesday morning Wesley drove
the old farm team furiously up toa neigh-
bor's house. He had the baby in the wagon
with him. He had an awful story to tell.
When be arose that morning and went into
his parent's room a terrible sight met his
eyes. Lying stretched out on the bed was
the body of his father with a bullet-hole
through his head. Half on the bed and half
on the floor was the body of his step-mother.
Her bead was beaten to a jelly. On the floor
lay a heavy club smeared with olood and his

ther's old muzzle-loading rifle, with which
the ghastly work had been done.
Itwas strange to see this mere boy so un-

moved by tho terrible recital. Could ha
know anything of the crime? The thought
seemed impossible.

He was finally arrested, however, and
locked up in jail at Elkader, the county seat
of Clayton County.

One day this ten-year-old child called the
official into Ids cell and confessed that the
work was his.

There was no breaking down, no tears.
Coolly and calmly again he detailed the
story.

His father and his step-mother whipped
him and he wouldnot stand it. He waited
until Ids brother was gone away and ho was
alone in the house with his parents. At 3
o'clock Wednesday morning, July 17th, bo
got up, stole downstairs anil loaded his
fathers old muzzle-loading lille, which hung
on the wall in the bed-room. He put the
muzzle to his father's forehead and fired.
The oil man never moved. As be had ex-
pected, his step-mother was awakened by
the report and leaped out of bed tostrike a
light. Wesley knocked her down with a
club which he had ready. Then, to make
the matter sine, he beat her head to a jelly.

The boy was taken before the District
Comt at Header, where lie again told the
story of his crime. He expressed DO sorrow
for his act, but said ho would do itagain
under the same circumstances. He was
then sentenced to the penitentiary at Aua-
inusa for life.
