An English Ship to Sail With (he

_y Crew She Brought.

Vessels B_;orted Ear-Bound at Eureka— Plac-

ing the Ccfferdam Under the Steamer

State of California.

The British ship Combermere. which ar-
rived here on September Ist from Sydney,
Australia, with a cargo of coal, is now lying
in the stream laden with wheat forEngland,
ami will.ail probably to-morrow. Captain
Jenkins is an old-time trader to ibis port,
and is a great favorite with his crew. This
is evidenced by the fact that not a man has
left the vessel since he arrived, he having
the same men on board that he had when he
left England. The only man that has left is
the steward, whom the captain paid off at
his own request There never was prob-
ably a British ship in this port before from
which some of the crew diet not desert, and
tlie fact that none have left the Cnmbermi'ii'
speaks volumes for the captain, Ifhe had
only given a pretext or occasion for the crew
to leave at Sydney oi here the ship would
have been a gainer by £500 or £000.

A cofferdam was placed yesterday under
the stern of the steamer State of California
ot Green-street Wharf for the purpose of
putting in a new" shaft ami wheel. P. J.
Kelly superintended the work, which was
done expeditiously. After the cofferdam
was in position the Water Nymph, Captain
J_. Harvey, pumped itout, and work on the
shaft will bo commenced to-day.

Lobos yesteiday. A calm prevailed until 9
o'clock, when a light breeze sprang up from
the southwest, veering at 3 o'clock in the
altera ito the west.
