SEA AND SHORE.

Arrival of the Richard Rush
From Alaska Waters.

The United States revenue cutter Richard
Hush arrived from Port Townsend yester-
day morning, having been in Alaskan waters
for several months. When she left this
port it was supposed that she went on a
cruise in Behring Sea in search of seal-
poachers, but the results of her trip show
that she did not attempt to capture any.
When seen inregard to his voyage Captain
Coulson refused to state whether his in-
structions were to seize sealing poachers or
to make any statement regarding his con-
duct should any foreign vessels be found
poaching in Behring Sea. lie did state,
however, that the report of Britisli vessels
fitting cut for a winter cruise in Behring Sea
is all nonsense, fur the reason that the seals
do nut congregate there after the Ist of
December.

The cutter left Port Townsend on July
2d and proceeded toUnca Island, where the
sealing lie t was anchored ready to co into
Behring Sea. United States Commissioner
Tarpiey was received at Oonalaska and
tnkrn to Unea Island to conduct the pre-
liminaryexamination of Joseph E. W. Clark,
who killed Agent Hemingway. Clark was
held on the charge of murder and taken
tn Sitkn for trial. The Hush also took to
Port Ti'Wnsentt Deputy Collector Emmnns,
who seized the schooner Mattie Dyer. JSm-
-1110113 claim*, to have additional evidence to
prove that he was justified in seizing the
schooner. A fine specimen of the family
phocidse, an Immense walrus, was bioimht
down by the Kush. The animal is thirteen
feet lima and has tusks three feet in length.
Its estimated weight is four tons.

The steam schooner Jeanie left this port
on Tuesday for Fnget Sound with a cargo of
general merchandise. On her deck she had
fifteen tons of powder and rive of giant pow-
der. Some time after leaving the schooner
sprung ii leak, and the captain determined
to return to port. The leak proved to be a
dangerous one, and it was found necessary
to put back as speedily as possible. Coal
was shovel, d 011 the fires Ingreat quantities,
and the speed of the echoonei was thus in-
creased. This increase, however, gave rise
to another danger, mid the smokestack began
to give forth sparks which were blown on
the deck near where the powder was stored.
For a time the few passengers on the
sehl oner were between two dangers, that of
sinking and that of being blown to pieces.
Happily none of the sparks ignited, and the
schooner returned safely into port. Her
condition will be the subject of an investi-
gation to-day.

Special Acents to Begin Their Compila-

tion N«-xt Week.
The Special Agents of the Census ap-

pointed tocollect the statistics of the ninnu-

fitrtures In this city are about to begin their
ennvass, and every effort will be made to do
the work thoroughly and systematically. .1.
11. Gilmore, for many years Superintendent
of the Mechanics' Institute Fairs, has been
appointed special agent in charge of the
work, with a corps of fourteen assistant
special agents. These have the same rowers
conferred upon them, in respect to the sub-
jects in their charge, as had the enumerators
of the census. , -
'

The law governing the work of those
agents provide* penalties for refusing or
willfullyneglecting to answer questions or
for giving filse Information. Tho statistics
willconsequently be of much interest and
value, and it is hoped that manufacturers
willdo all in their power to assist in render-
ing the returns as complete as possible.

The special agents are sworn not todis-
close any Information obtained by them to
any person not authorized to receive the
same, under severe penalties imposed by
law, and no tabulation of the returns what-
ever is permitted to be made by the office or
agency here, the schedule* when completed
btins; at once forwarded to the Superin-
tendent of Census at Washington. The
census reports themselves, moreover, will
not disclose the names or the operations of
individual establishments, nor willthe data
be used as the basis erf any system of taxa-
tion or license, or In any wayto affect ad-
versely the interests of manufacturers.
