Another Inspection Report of
Summer Camps.

Etcrfmento's Military Hcu'.ed Over the Coals.
What the Fisnreß of Kerit Do Bhcw.

The Army cf 30,000.

As has been noted, the report by Lieu-
tenant J. W. Staples, Division Inspector of
the summer encampments of the N. G. C,
Is a modest document. Particular note is
made of the condition of the tents as show-
ing the care taken of the State's property.
Itis a pity,however, that in these inspection
reports never or seldom are given figures
showing the attendance in camp, by com-
panies, of the battalions of the Second.
Brigade.

CAMP OKTOX. • -\u25a0'•:.-
Speaking of Camp Orton of the SixthIn-

fantry—and, by the way,the three encamp-

ments reported upon were allpitched on the
same tract near Santa Cruz— tho report
says that "special mention is male of the
condition of the tents in thiscommand," and
"while no special mention fo particular com-
pany or street, yet tents generally were
well cared for. Hay wasnot confined to ticks;
hence scattered over tent floors. This was
not general, but sufficiently so to deserve
this criticism." Company and State prop-
erty was looked after, except in some tents.

While incamp there were forty-five cases
cf diarrhoea, superinduced by drinking 100
freely of ice-Mater when heated after march-
ing or drills. Guard-mount was "notice-
able for lack "of proper work by the officers.
Particularly was this the case in the inspec-
tion of arms, which did not reflect credit on
inspecting officers." The report of the in-
spection by companies shows the usual re-
sult of "uniforms off color," "a number ill-
fitting," coudition of them good and "amis
I'oor" or "many of them unserviceable."
Company A's formation preparatory to dress
parade apparently lacked animation.

The Inspector with pleasure calls atten-
tion to the lact that on the day of inspection
94% per cent of the 275 men taken to camp
was present for duty. (This is calculated to
mislead. The strength of the battalion in
August was 375 and 71per cent of them was

;In camp.) In closing the report makes the
declaration concerning companies E and F:

The arms, with Hie exception or the eighteen
new tuutt in His posses-sum ol each company,
were Id poor order, and In soin* cases almost
useless. The uniforms were 111-filtluff, and the
elcth showed mauv diflereut eolois. 1 was par-
ticularly immersed niln Hie soldierly appear-
ance o! the men of both comiiaiiii"« »nO their
strict altriilluu and obedience to the orders of
ti..ir oQlcers.

CAMP STANFOKI).

At Camp Stanford of the First Artillery
were reported two cases of poison oak and
other cases of dysentery, none laying men
up, but traceable to water and fruits, though
the pii-ontd men were ordered home. The
company tents were in a fair condition, and
then the report proceeds:

divert the minds of the command from this liin-
dameutal principle of Instruction It,iv my juas:-
iiient. a thing to be caietullY excluded from the
camp grounds.

line It Is desirable and ueeessaiy to put in as
much hard work as possible in the sliorl tune
allowed lor camp puiposes, an occasional even-
ing tor reception of quests should be encouraged,
as lending to relax tlie tension of camp life and
invite the inieiesl of the citizens toward the Ma-
lional Guaid.

lhe general condition of the officers' tfints was
uot tractive (exception in favor ot the tents or
the iDicers of Company C). AfljuUul's tent and
l.i-;i'.'i:.;aiti'iilent In good bhape. (Juaitersot
the Lund weie neat and well kept.

The water supply was not good, but the
Commissary Department, as well as that of
the Sixth, left nothing to be desired. The
general condition of the men showed marked
improvement over the camp of the previous
year. Drills displayed steadiness, orders
were executed with promptness, etc., but
"in dress parade the commands were
marched on the ground with fatigue caps
suspended from the rear waist button, which
is not \u25a0a good form." On the day of inspec-

linn _" Imen reported for duty, or 93.7 per
cent of the original number takeu to camp.
(The battalion's strength in August was
372 and 68 per cent reported for duty in
camp). In conclusion:

Uniforms were better than the average, and
while Iv some cases not liltingas well us they
should, yet the general appearance was good.
The leason tor uniforms not liltingwell is often
traceable, not to the fact that they did not orig-
inallytit the men for whom made, but in the
many changes taking places in the "National
Gu^id." the company tailor does not always
Kri-ppace Kith such changes; Hie ludlcioussoiue
timei crops out wbeu a six-footer is obliged lo
gel Into a coat intended for a man about live feet
lv height— his waist is certainly "well set up."

CAMP WATERMAN.
At Camp Waterman of lhe Second Bri-

parte the average attendance was 1255, and a
point is made in favor of the Eussell tract
(area 230 acres, one-half only available for
cam;> purposes) for a State encampment
ground, with the proviso:

and c auvas cover for beds. This tent de-
herves special mention on account of the
care taken to preserve State property and
tho air ifneatness prevailing. F and 15 I,ad
gun-racKs and boards for hanging clothing,
generally, however, not entitled to special
n.eotion. A's tents not in good condition,
ths company being on guard duty. 1) C and
G tents iv good order and racks for guns in
all tents. What of II?

Inthe Third Infantry Company C's tents
were all ris»ht, li's tents in good shape, though,
according to the report, "the company had
an awning In front oi the tents stretching
list* entile .length of the company street. I
was informed by the Colonel commanding
that be had notified the Company Com-
mander that in his Judgment this was a
violation 61 tl.e brigade order 'not lo deco-
rate.'" Company H was not provided witri
any tent equipments and the condition of the
tents of tliuother conipanies was fair.

'1he tents of the Filth Infantry were gene-
rally in g< od oid.-r, particularly F's. Special
mention is matin of the First Sergeant's
tent, which was verj neat. Among uther
things specially noticeable w.B a uortablu
desk, which could to advantage be adopted
lor use by all First Sergeants.

The genius of an eveninß paper who has
never yet mtcmpird toherald a bitof mili-
tary news nitbout demoustratine hisutter
IgDOiance of the subject, wisely declares as
follows:

The Adjutant-General's monthly "figures
of merit," withtile word "merit" italicised,
are dangerous things to fool with, even by
those who understands them. in Hit; first
place the report in question did not show
drill reports for the month of September,
but for the month of August. Itwillhi-
Interesting to note how near the truth are
the bold atsertions that the Second Artillery
had "the largest percentage of attendance,

.' and that in the First Intantry "the attend-
ance was very poor."

The Second and First have each 7companies, and the First's company mem-
bership in August was 434 and the Second's

418, or 76 less. The Third Infantry with
8 companies had only a membership of
400, or 4 less than the First, but 72 more than
the Second. The Second with 418 then had
a per centaße of 80.14 iD attendance, so that
335 must have drilled that month, while the
First with 4!>4 men and 71.91 percent must
have drilled 356—20 more than die Second-
yet, notwitiistandlnK, its "attendance was
very poor."

The Third with 490 and 8 companies,
and 75.18 per cent, drilled 363 men—
more than the First and 33 more
than the Second-yet the Second, with actu-
ally the smallest number drilling of all."

had the largest percentage of attendance.
So much for tuo face value of the Adjutant-
General's tabulated figures ofmerit.

Look at these figures from another stand-
point and note the result. The Third's 3GB
men, in 8 conipanies, represented 3maxi-
mum companies with 59 men over; the
First's 366, in7 companies, 3 maximum com-
panies and 46 men over, and the Second's
335,1In 7 companies. 3 maximum companies
and '-'(> men over, so that the 22 companies of
the three regiments represented during that
month at drill only 10 maximum companies
(or 1maximum regiment) with 28 men over.

HORRIBLE SUICIDE.

Slander Drives a Young Man to
KillHimself.

Owen Lavin, a young mm who had led a
seafaring life, sought death yesterday after-
m off, in bis room at the St. Nicholas Hotel,
212 First street, in a horrible manner. He
slashed his throat almost in twain with a
sharp raznr, and tv make his terrible work
n.orc cert iin, (Bopped his right arm just
above the elbow through, muscles and arter-
ies to the n ne.

The bl d fl wed out of his body in big
streams from both wounds, and when
Thomas Young, bis room-mate, entered the
apartment at 1:15 o'clock a ghastly specta-
cle was presented by the desperate young
luiiiiweltering in goro upon a bed.

Officer G. W. Baegett was called in from
tnporary station at First and Howard

streets. He loftno time iv mr.king use of
what he bad learned at the "First Aid"
lectures to the pi-lice, some time agn, but in
lii'M!,; so mi:w:;!;a iesistance he did not ex-
pect The dying ni^n was still strong,
though his hie's blood bad flown freely
fr;lv his vein-, and he foUElltaud struggled
with the ferocity of a maniac.

He was a young man and of well-knit
powerful frame, and while tiie air that
reached his iuugj passed through the gash
be bad niad<* in Itistbroat, lie resisted with
grim determination any attempt to thwart
his purpose. It was only after a long
seuiUe that Officers Haggett and Farley
pressed him down to tlie Moor before being
able to attend to the wounds.

Seeing the blood spurt Haggett knew that
an artery in ths arm was severed. Us tied
a doth around the arm, and with his clnb
twisted it tightly. The flow ceased until
Lavirlwas hud ou the hospital operating
table.

The patrol wagon hart the dying man at
the hospital iva few minutes, and not a
moment was lost by the physicians, but
Lavin's work w;n beyoud repair a-.d he
died almost Immediately, His body was re-
moved to the Morgue.

Lavin was believed by soim-gof his nc-
qnaintances to be somewhat dem-nted, and
a letter which he left would heir nut that
opinion. In tiie lett r he wroto "This is
my dying statement Don't tell anyone be-
luii-iiiijjto me." And then he continued,
as i;<'il was his Judge, he was not guilty of
infamous crim-s which some people had
charged him with.

On the I'th inst. lie encased a ronm in
tlie hotel where he killed himself, and last
Saturday found employment in Ihe gas
works as a laborer. Previously f<>r two
years he worked at odd jobs iv the
foundries.

A seaman's diseharß« card from Deimty
I'niteiiStates Shipping Commissioner John
Lynch, waa found in liis pocket. Itwas
worn and partially defaced, hut enough re-
mained to tell thai 1»* \u25a0 w.i> twenty-six years
of age, anative of Ireland; that lie. sailed
to this port on April 18, 1883, from Balti-
more, and received the discharge October
19, 1888—just two years ngo yesterday. Hi*
was given a, "very good" character on the
document.

Aboard the Walla Walla.
On board the steamship Walla Walla,

which was expected lo arrive early this
morning, are the thirty-two Chinese caught
making illegal entry into the United States
territory by I'lieelSound.

As soon as captured they were sent to
Port Townspnd and remanded then! by tho
Judge "back to tlio country Irom whence
they came," which he decided to he Canada.
The Canadian authorities refused to admit
them except on the payment of a per capita
tax of $50. The Secretarjspf the Treasury
was then appealed to, who ordered ihcin
delivered over to Collector l'he;ps of this
port firdeportation to Chirm.

They will be kept on the Walla Walla
until to-morrow, when they will be trans-
ferred to tho next departing steamer, it is
sail that two aespeiate attempts to esraoe
have, been made by them since their
capture.

NEWS FROM PANAMA.

The City of Colon Devastated by

a Great Conflagration. .

Narrow Escape of a Railroad Train From a
Terrible Disaster— Favorable Beporti

From the Canal
—

Etc

The Pacific Mail Company's steamship
Collma arrived from Panama and way ports
at an early hour yesterday morning. From
files of exchanges as late as September 25th
the followingitems are taken.

Tim Isthmus.
Telegraphic advices from Carthagena an-

nounce the arrival of Dr.E. Roman and J.
X. Recuero, delegates appointed by the
Panama Chamber of Commerce to treat
with President Xunez on behalf of the con-
cession to the canal. The Star and Herald
says: The news now brought is that the re-
sult of the interview between Dr. Nunez
and these gentlemen has been most satis-
factory, and is well calculated to calm all
unrest that might still bo lelt. The Execu-
tive is evidently in Record with the desires
of the people of Panama, and it iiexpected
that the report which was to be presented by
the special Congressional Commission this
week wouldbeexceedingly favorable. There
were certainly no fears entertained but that
the opposition in Congress would have to
yield to a very decided majority, whose favor
of the scheme was pronounced. We, there-
fore, have very good reasons indeed lor an-
ticipating Ihat in about one week's timethe
anxiety willbe over and that we willbo in
a position to announce that a mutually fa-
vorable arrangement has been reached be-
tween the Colombian Government and Lieu-
tenant Wyse.

On Wednesday, September 24th, the city
of Colon was visited With a fierce confla-
gration « that swept' every building in the
district bounded by Fourth street, running
east from the railroad freight depot,as far
as the market and Police Station. With the
exception of the lines of miserable hovels
that chiefly comprise Cash and East streets.
Colon was contained in the two finestreets,
Front and Bolivar,and both these are now
in ashes with the, exception of the three
northern blocks from Fir.-t to Fourth cross
streets, and the southern block from Ninth
street to the railroad new station on the
outskirts of the town.

The flames raged unchecked for five hours
and the tire department was powerless to
check the spread of the fire over block alter
block of stores containing enormous stocks
of alcohol, kerosene and other inflammable
materials. Ono train of freight cars, 13
empty and ITloaded, were swept away.

While a railroad train was speeding from
Panama toward Colon for the relief of the
sufferers by the great fire it came near meet-
Ing with a terrible disaster. Soon after
leaving Panama a heavy rain-storm came up
that increased In violence until it developed

into a terrific electric storm. About 1o'clock
in the afternoon, while the train was rush-
ing through the dense forests near G.itun, a
tall tree was shivered by an electric stroke.
Alarge section fellacross the top of the rear
car, and caused itto plunge and reel on the
rails as if about to jump clear. The en-
gineer stopped as soon as possible and an
examination was made. No special damage
was done and orders were given to proceed.
At this moment another bolt splintered a
large tree that fell across the track not fifty
feet ahead of the locomotive. This brought
the train to a dead stop for livehours, while
the tiee had to be chopped down and the
track cleared so as to permit the train to go
forward. Ifthe second tree had fallen upon
the cars the loss of life would have been
very great.

which was on the door-step commenced to
bark at them. One of them seized a stick to
hit the dog, and it was the noiso thus made
which led to thi*alarm of "Thieves" being
raised, and to Kodriquez firingand killing
one of the women instantaneously, as the
bullet from his riflepierced the brain of the
innocent and inoffensive man.

The Government has signed a contract
withJ. L. O'Berry of California for the ter-
mination <f the liuenaventiira and Call
railroad, which willbo extruded to Jlazat-
lan. The contractor will also enjoy the
preference, under similar conditions, to
build a line from a navigable point on the
Atrato, or from some point in the north of
the Gulf of iiHrien, and "ISO to construct a
railroad from Call to Ecuador, with a branch
to Popayan. and another which will place
the Upper Magilalena in connection with
the Upper Cauca. Th« first section .from
Cordoba to Cauca willbe commenced within
four months and opened to traffic within
lour years, with a guarantee of liveper cent
per annum for eighteen years on 838,000
gold for each kilometer constructed. TUB
second section, floin Cali to Manizales, will
be commenced when arrangements shall
have been made, with the Government, and
shall be built five years afterward, under a
guarantee of iV,per cent annual dunn/ a
similar time. This concession willextend
over a period of seventy years— at the ter-
mination of whichperiod the lino will be"
come the property of the Government One
point which is considered objectionable, and
which requires reform, is that respecting
freights, since the contractor is allowed to
charge the rates he may choose during the
first five years, and subsequently he will fix
them in accord with the Government, but
they willnut be less than those which rule
to-day. Tlic contractor will deposit $£0,000
in gold prior to October 27th as security for
the completion ol the contract

The mother's screams sonn brought the
father to her side, rod the body was quickly
rut down, but was already cold, and it was
immediately sco that any effort at any re-
Buscitation would be useless. The rope
with which the hoy was found hanging was
one used for lowering feed from tlie loftof
the stable to tlie lirst Moor. Itwas B half-inch
line, and on the end was a heavy iron hunk.
Tne noose was made by putting the hook
around the. rope, it is hard tv understand
how this could b« accomplished except In-
tentionally.
