Such I:. mi.It.- Having Been Chnsen» a

Jury Trial Is Nut Allowable.
The Supreme Court yesterday handed

down a decision in tho case 01 Taylor
against Ford, in wbicil the former sued in
equity to determine the validityor invalid-
ity of an "alleged obligation" claimed lo
he held against Taylor. The latter de-
manded a jury trial in the lower court and
was refuged. His appeal was lmsid princi-
pally on tiiaerror nf tlie lower court ivre-
fusing liiin tiiftrial by jury. Justice Works,
who wrote the decision, holds that the
cause of action "beim; to deeiare an obliga-
tion invalid and to set it aside, the real issue
in tlie caso was equitable. The plaintiff,
li:iviii2 chosen the equitable remedy, and
thus brought the defendant into court to
meet his equitable cause of action, cannot
eoinpliin that a jury trial, which would
hare been his ri^ht if lie hod allowed the de-
fentiant to maintain his common-law ac-
tion ou the note, was denied him."
