A Tropical Vine With Gorgeonus Flowers
to Be Propagated Here.

A consignment of 100 young plants from a
choice South African vine has been received
by Miss Kate O. Sessions thr i the kind-
ness of J. D. Schuyler. The vine was dis-
covered about two years ago by a traveler.
In a forest he came upom a clump of trees
covering over 300 feet in breadth. They
were completely mehpwul with a vine
whiech had branches of pink blessoms three
feet long. He secured a young plant and
f-uim'utvd it, and later shipped two to the
United States. Onie remalned on the At-
lautic Coast and the otber came to Southern
California to S. E. Combs, a skilled hortienl-
turist. This vine is now foriy fest high,
with laterals that spread about seventy feet.
The drooping brouches of eight blossoms,
each about the size of a half dollar, are often
a foot long. The plant is not yvet catalogued,
and itsdame only appears in the new Botan-
ical dictionary—Tecoma Mackenii rosea.

SKA AND SHORE

The Magellan Believed to Have
Been Lost off Cape Horn.

An Apprentice Lost Overboard From the Ship
Ea'on Ha!l-The Whitelaw Dropped
Eer Tow off Cape Blanco.

The British ship Eaton Hall, Captain
Lowrison, arrived yesterday after a passage
of 162 days from Newcastie, England, with
a cargo of merchandise for Balfour, Guthrie
& Co. Some little anxiety has been felt in
inaurance circles regarding her, because a
couple of months ago the American ship St.
Mary, which put into Port Stanley, Falk-
land Islands, and was stranded there, re-
ported that she had been in collision with a
ship supposed to be the Eaton IIall

A few days ago the British ship Dumbar-
ton Rock arrived in this port, and Captain
Donovan reported that he had been in colli-
sion with a vessel in the vicinity of Cape
Hoin, and it was geunerally thought here on
his arrival that it was his vessel that collided
with the St. Mary.

On Tuesday, July 15th, in
south, longitude 48° 25 west, William
Chichester Barnard, an apprentice of the
Eaton Hall, fell overboard and was drowned.

He was 16 years of age and a native of
England.
FROM THE SHIP'S LOG,
The following is taken from Cavtain
Lowrison’s report of the passage: Sailed

May 12th; passed Cape Clear May 21st;
crossed the equator 41 days out. Had light
airs and calms all though the southern
tropies. Off the east coast of Patagonia had
fogs and calins, accompanied by thunder and
lightning. Passed Cape Horn on July 34,
79 days out. On August 2d had a strong
westerly gale, in which we lost lower main
topsail and ship took a heavy list to port.
Afterward had a continuation of heavy
gales until August 6th, when we had a ter-
rific gale, and the ship was hove to for 56
hours on the port tack.

We had squalls of hurricane foree, and
drifted with the storm and Cape Horn cur-
rent north by east 174 miles. Had strong
gales and unsettled weather until August
15th, when we passed Cape Horn the sec-
ond time. Were twentyv-two days from 50
south in the Atlantic to 50° south in the Pa-
cifie. Then had an uneventiul passage to
port.

The Eaton Hall also spoke the following-
named vessels on the passage: S£t. Mary,
Henry Villard, Prince Edward, Star of
Russia, Elsinore and Spartan.

QUITE A DOUBT, NOTWITHSTANDING.

Although the Eaton Hall has tursed up
all right, and reported no cellision with any
vessel off Cape Horn, it is not at all certain
that it was the Dumbarton Rock that was
in collision with the St. Mary off the Horn.
Underwriters have been feeling uneasy
lately as to the safety ot the Awerican ship
Magellan, which left Boston on May 10th
for Valparaiso, and has not been heard of
since. From advices received yesterday
fromn Boston it is feared that the Magellan
was the vessel that was in collision with the
St Mary, and that she sank with all hands.

Some time ago the owners of the Magellan,
Messrs, Hemenway & Browne, received
information that oil packages had been
passed at sea bearing their private mark.
They then thought the ship might have en-
countered bad weather and had to
some of her cargo. A second
it came from Port Stauley,
nds, to the effeet that wreck:

A REPORT FROM ANOTHER SOURCE.

On September 1st the German bark Pera
arrived at Valparaiso, and the captain re-
ported to the agents of the Magellan there
that on August 12th, when 100 miles south

of Statenland, in latitude 57° 37 south,
longitude 63° 28" west, his vessel passed
through large quantities of wreckaze, in-

cluding parts of a wrn ‘cked vessel and pack-
ages of werchaudis», some of which were
taken on board. Awong othier things se-
cured wasa case of petroleum, bearing marks
which Hemenway & Browne recognized as
their private mark on the cases in the Ma-
gellan’s eargo.

The captain also saw among the wreckage
the body of a man lashed to something, ap-
parentiy a door or a part of a cabin. It will
be noted that these observations were inade
six days after the collision between the St
Mary and an unknown vessel. The great
mass of wreckage seen by the captain of the
German bark and the fact that the body near
Ly was in a good state of preservation con-
vinced him that the disaster was of recent
oceurrence. The owners of the Magellan, it
is said, feel very little doubt that it was their
ship that was in collision with the St. Mary,
and further fear that itis more than prob-
able that the entire crew has perished.

The Magellan was built at Boston in 18753,
and was of 1073 tons gross register. Her
dimensions were: Length 175, beam 34,
depth of hold 22 feet.  Ship and cargo were
insured for their full value. Captain Dono-
van of the Dumbarton Rock has sinece his
arrival maintained a very discrest silence as
to exactly when, where and how his ship
collided with another off Cape Horn, saving
that he would report to the proper .mtlmrl-
ties. It was thought by many here that he
was in eollision with the St. Mary, and that
he wished to keep the matter secret.

DROPPED HER TOW.

Whitelaw’s wrecking steamer arrived yes-
terday afterncon from Vietoria after a pas-
saze of ninedays. When sha left Victoria
she had in tow the four-inasted schooner
(formerly the steamer of Llw same nanme),
which is laden \\lth wreckage from the Bar-
nard Castle. Off Cape Blanco the White-
law found herself short of coal, so that on
sunday morning she dropped her tow there
and came down alone. The schooner is
well found and manned, and will no doubt
come down all right under sail.

Lynde & llongh s codfishing fleet, the
Arago, Fremont, Jane A l‘.tlkmbnw and
John Hancock, are now l.ud up in ()al.laud
Creek. The Hancock will be brought out
of seclusion next week and sent up to Sand
Point. James i.. O’Drien, agent at Sana

The bark Columbia, owned by the Port
Blakely Mill Company, is loaded at Seattle
tor Honolulv.

packet. Captain Renton knew her well
when she was new, and is now one of her
mvnors In l'ebru.lr). 1847, he sailed from

New York in the Amanda, with a load of
mrn for Ireland on the d'\y the Columbia
clearel for Liverpool. Both vessels were
caught by a storm midway across the At-
lantie, and the captain, mate and three of
the crew of the Columbia were washed over-
board in the gale and lost. Captaiu W. G.
Goodman is now the captain of the Columbia.

Incoming ship-masters réport that heavy
swells ple\ax] up the coast and vessels are
bar-bound at all the ports bet'veen bere and
the mouth of the Columbia River.

WORSE THAN GHOSTS.

The Way the Sullivans Were Made to
Suffer Day and Night.

He thought
that a great deal of the noise which robbed
him and his wife of their sleep was made on
purpese to annoy them, He said that when
he complained to the employes of the com-
pany they threatened to blow Lim up and to
give him more trouble than ever before.
Their dynamos buzzed day and pight, he
said, shook his house, caused the wi ndu\\s
to rattle incessantly, eracked the plaster,
kept the inmates of his house awake, and
drove away his wife’s lodgers, on whom stie
depended for a liveliliood.

Internal Revenue Collector Sears re-
ceived the following telegram yesterday
afternoon from the Comwmissioner of Inter-
nal Revenue:

Until furtber instructions you may permit
bLrandy distillers to pay tax on spirits produced
at their distitlertes, and to use such Dbranay o
fortifying sweet wines prod uced by them under
IHmitations of Act of 1st inst., and supervision of
your oflicers, who will make and prescrve a full
record of the transactions. Applications for re-
fund should show whether tax became due on
the spirits so used before, on or about the 18t
lust. JourN W. Masox, Commissioner.

Speaking on the same Mr. Sears con-
strues the telegram to mean:

First—That brandy produced by distillers may
now be used 1o fortily sweet wines.

Second—That tax must first be paid on all suci
brandy, and it must be properly stamped.

Toird—That a refund of all money paid as
taxes on sueh brandy so used in tortifyiug sweet
wine will be granted upon pioper clalm being
made.

Fourth—No refund will be allowed on brandy
produced and gauged previous to, or on, the 1st
day of July, 1800.

Fifth—That if sueh brandy, used as specified
hereln in sweet wines, was produced and gauged
after July 1, 18900, then there is no quesilon of
his right to ‘refund the money paid as tax on
biandy used as stated.

Sixth—Sueh brandy ean only be
the supervision of reveuue oflicers,

CONDITION OF TRADE.

Business Good Last Week With
Few Fluctuations.

Continued Rise in Coal—Hops Higher—Ship-
ments of California Produce to the
Eist—Lessened Imports.

As to trade in general there is litile new
to be said this week. The clearings of the
banks again exhibited an increase over
those for the same week in 1889, being $20,-
166,524, against $19,435,221. The chief feat-
ure was the fine showing made by the
monthly nverland freight statement of the
Southern Pacific, the details of which ap-
pear below. Our produce shipments over-
land are growing with such rapidity that
they are attracting the attention not only of
the Eastern trade, press and people, but of
the authorities at Washington. When such
a condition of affairs prevails it is idle to
talk of dull times.

THE CEREAL MARKET.

Wheat is a point higher at the close, in
sympathy with hardening foreign markets.

Barley is also tending upward and is very
firm at §1 3774 to $1 40 for feed, and $1 45 to
$1 50 for brewing. These are good vrices.

Oats are strong at good figures, and re-
ceipts of late have been light,

Yellow corn bas weakened under large
receipts, but white corn is doing better,

Rye is dull at a decline.

Bran and middlings have again Deen
marked up. The millers report flour quiet
and steady, -

Wool continues in good demand at the
recent advance,

Hay rules 11rm at the unusually
prices, and straw continues scarce.

Beans are still unsettled, and dealers do
not know from one day to the next how
priees are going to run. At the moment the
market is liberally supplied and lower, with
a disposition to sell.

Potatoes continue to advaunce despite heavy
arrivals. Onions are now selling up to $3,
which is a marked-advance. Receipts are
light.

All classes of butter are firm and in mod-
erate supply, and pickled roll and tirkin have
both advarced during the week. Cheese is
firm and unchanged. Ezgs continue at the
famine point, and fine fresh eggzs have sold
up to 50¢ per dozen. The demand naturally
shows a marked falling off at the present
faucy prices. Liberal supplies of Eastern
eggs are coming in at the ciose.

There is not much new in dried fruit.
Apricots are firm and in light supply.

The fact that rough lumber has been put on the
free list, while a bene fit to the coun'ry at large, is
not uled\ln;_ to lumbermen owning large tracts
of timber land in this country, nor to Canadians,
excepl those who have lumber to sell. The lead-
ing Canadian papers are outspoken In this mat-
ter, basing their opposition on the ground that
Americans will enter Canada to compete witn
Canadians and deplete the forests of the British
possessions in North America. The duty, here-
tofore, has confined lumbermen to this country,
