iMemorable Demonstration In a Host Re-

markable Tour,

Bpadal to The Morning Call

Bas Jose, Oct. 21.— This has been a

memorable day in this most memorable
campaign, and the reception tendered
Colonel Markham to-day was one ofthe most
splendid accorded him during his present

canvass. Tho town was literally turned
iTer to him, and those who thronged to the
Auzcrais House to grasp him by the hand
and welcome him to the Garden City were
numbered uot bihundreds but literally by
thousands.. The party leftIWatson vflle at 7 o'clock
»nd arrived at Gi'roy at 8 o'clock,
where breakfast was awaiting them,
and after which an informal reception
was held in the Opera House lor
two hours. At 11:30 o'clock a special

train, drawn by a handsomely dec-
orated engine, arrived at Gilroy from San
Jo*e, tearing the following prominent citi-
zens: O. A. Hale (Chairman), Judse F. E.
Spencer, Charles M. Shortridg.', W. D. Tis-
dale. S. F. Leib, Dr. A. E. Mintie, C. A. Ful-
ler, J. D. Mackenzie, J. B. Burg, D. B.
Moody, W. I.Dougherty, C.H. SimoncSs, J.
T. Wa Uee, R. I).Shiv 1.-, Judge May and
Judge Joseuh S. Wallis, who were to wel-
come Colonel Markliam to tho latter place.
Colonel Markbam and part; were taken on.. board, and at noon started on their way to
tl.is pice. The run was made in a little
over an hour, f.nd as the train entered the
suliu !>- hundreds of curious spectators
crowded the line of the road to cat h a
i;limi'-p of the future Governor.

As the train slowel up at the depot a can-
non thundered a welcome, and cheer after
cheer went up from hundreds who were in
waiting. So great was the throng, and so
eager were they to nice. Colonel Mark-
ham. that it was with the greatest
difficulty that hova^ extricated from the
crowd and conducted to a c -.rria^o in which
he was driven to tha Auzerals llonse. The
entire route from the. d'pot to the hotel
was thronged with people who cheered for
the popular favorite. At the hotel the
handsome parlors had been profusely decor-
ated wittU fl.wers and banners by a com-
mittee nf .\u25a0--, chief among wlioiiwas Mrs.
11. C. Morehouse. An attractive ornament
was a large chair literally heaped with
Mark!:.m roses, emblematic of the fact
that tiio gubernatorial chair will be
filled when taken by the sun-tanned son of
Pasadena. Her-1, under the folds of the
American Bag, Colonel Markham stood and
received the immense throng of people who
flocked to meet him. For each he had a
warm grasp of the hand and a kind word of
greeting, and all went away please. l with
the manly bearing and pleasant face of the
genial gentleman who lias won to himself .so
many true and trusty friend*.

bhortly before 8 o'clock the booming of. lannnu and hiss of rockets announced the
appro eh of the hour for the meeting, and a
p:occssiun of over 1000 men formed to escort
the eminent gentlemen to the Pavilion. The
streets were literally alive with people, and
blazing torches and exploding fireworks
made the scene one not easily forgotten.
As the carriage bearing Mnrkham and .Stan-
lord passed between the livingmass lining
the streets a continuous roar of cheers passed
along the line and the wildest enthusiasm
prevailed. Long before the party reached
the Pavilion it was literally packed
to suffocation, there being fully3000 people
pre-eut, and they manifested their en-
thusiasm in the most vociferous manner.
As organization after organization marched
In with flying colors and noisy bauds
the, scene was a beautiful one. When
Colonel Markham entered on the arm ot
Senator Stanford a scene of the wildest en-
thusiasm ensued. Men and women sprang
to their feet and cheered themselves h >arse,
while hats were thrown in the air and rings
and handkerchiefs were waved by thousands
of bands. It was fully five minutes before
order was restored. Markbam and Stan-
ford stood side by siie and smilingly bowed
their acknowledgments.

O'Sullivan's Dtnth
Stockton-, Oct. 21.—The body of Andrew

O'Sullivan, who was drowned Saturday
nlglit from the stenmer J. D. Peters, on her
trip from this city, was brought here and
an inquest held to-day. Itwas shown that
deceased was under the influence of liquor
while on the boat, and when last seen h«
had at least S3 in his pocket. The body was
found in the river about two miles from
Bouldiu Island and was towel here by two
bshermen and tied to a stake. When the
Coroner recovered it the pockets were found
turned inside out, which leads to the beli-f
that O'Sullivan w.is foully dealt with. The
jury brought iv a verdict that death was
caused by accidental drowning.

HORRIBLY BURNED.
Mary Higgins Fatnlly Injured by

a Coal-Oil Explosion.

An alarm of fire was sent in from Sta-
tion 183 at 9 o'clock last night for a fire at
1.521 Harrison street. The fire was caused
by a coal-oil lamp explosion. The damage
to the house was slight, but the explosion
resulted iv a serious and probably fatal ac-
cident (o one of the inmates.

The premises are owned by James Mc-
OUrney, a bois teamster. While he was in
his dlclnK-room ho heard an explosion in
his kitchen, and on going to tho door saw
the burnine oil on the Hour and Ins servant,
Mimed M.ii'. Higghtti attempting to put it
out. Her clolhea caught fire in the attempt,
and Mr. McElarney rushed to her rescue,
taking har iv his arms and carrying her out
of the kitchen. Alter taking her out he
seized a larue overcoat and placed itaround
lit,and succeeded in smothering the flames.
His hands were badly burned in his en-
deavors to s.ivb tiis servant.

Dr.Logan was called in to attend the in-
jured woman, and pronounced her Injuries
very dangerous, saying that she would uot
probably recover. Her lower limbs are
badly burned up as far as the waist. Miss
Hi^gins is about to years of age. and it is
not supposed her constitution can stand the
shock to her system.

AFTER A MURDERER.

A Prisoner Demanded by a
Vigilance Committee.

THe Santa Barbara Jail and Conrt-Honse
Searched for Ramon Lopez.

He Is Secretly Conveyed to Los Angeles

for Safe Keeping— Tragedy in an
Arizona Town.

Santa Barbara, Oct. 21.—Last night a
Vigilance Committee of over 100 visited the
County Jail and demanded Ramon Lopez,

who murdered Mary Dezirello. The
crowd, not believing that the prisoner
had heen removed to Ventura, which
was done In the afternoon, the
keys were given to the loader and the jail
and Court-house were searched, but the mur-

derer could not be found. To-day the
girl's mother is reported dying of a broken
heart, and her father is nearly crazed witn
grief. The feeling against the murderer is
at fever heat, and it is reported that the
Vigilance Committee lias sworn to haug

him.
Ventura, Oct. 21.—Ramon Lopez and

Edwardo Espinoza, the Santa Barbara mur-
derers who were brought here forsafe keep-

ing, were taken on to Los Aueele3 by this
evening's train, the officers considering that
Ventura was entirely too near Santa Bar-
bara to be saf« fruin the mob there who
have banded together to lynch the prisoners.

Itia suppose! that word wns received from
S.mta Barbara thaUhe crowd was coming
here to take the prisoners ifpossible.

A physician was
called when me family was taken sick more
than a neck ago. lie. found symptoms of
poisoning, and on being questioned Mrs.
Gridley stud that something in a paper
from a shelf 1: d diopred into
the fiour-che;-t, which she did not re-
niove when ninking bread afterward, and it
is now Drettv certain that itwas blue vitriol,
a package having been in the house when
the family moved in. All were very sick
for several days, but were thought to bo re-
covering. Itha-s been statea that the poison
was put in the bread intentionally by the
disheartened mother, but this report is not
confirmed.

An Arlzna Tragedy.

Globe (Ariz.), Oct. 21.—A tragedy oc-
curred here this afternoon abnut 1:30
o'clock. D. A. Reynolds, better known ai

"Kit"Reynolds, was shot fiur times and
almost instantly killed by Alexander Gray-
don, a prominent cit.zen. There was no
witness to the killing, which occurred iv
the oftice of Graydqn & Corral]. Bey-
nolds was drunk, and isknown to have made
ilneats Rjains 1.Graydon, and had entered
Grraydra's promises several times during the
past two &r three days and abused him, and
it is alleged threatened to fix him. Both
men have resided here for a nnm-
iier (if years. Graydon's reputa-
tion is E°oa. Reynolds \va3 peaceable
when not drinking, but abusive and qaarrel-
soine when inliquor. Both men have fami-
lies. (ira.Mlun is uiider airest and the (_'or-
un«-r's jury is Investigating the killing. No
weapons were found on Reynolds except a
pocket-knife.

Snicide of in Aiylam Inmate.
Kapa, Oct. 21.— Chailes Warren, a patient

in the Xapa State Insane Asylum, commit-
ted suicide this afternoon by hanging. While
the patients were out in the yard Warren
slipped into the tower used for conveying
dirt to the basement. With handkerchiefs
he made a noose and fastened it around his
neck, and the other end over an iron hook.
Then raising hU feet from the lioer he
slowly strangled to death. Deceased was
aged 41 years, and was a native of New
Jersey. An inquest was held, the jury
exonerating the asylum officials from all

ous young man. The wedding day
was near at hand and he hud
gone to another county where ho
owned it farm to prepare it for the intended
bride. A few ui^hls ago sh« awoke with a
scream and becamn delirious, and has been
Browing worse ever since. She constantly
talks of the coming marriage aud pro-
spective happiness, hut does uot recocnue
her betrothed.

A Cbild Fatally Burned.

Pardoned by the OiTrrnr.
Sacramento, Oct. 21.— The Governor to-

day pardoned Melvin Congdon, convicte.l in
San Luis Oblspo, October, 1885, of murder
in the second degree and sentenced to
twenty-five yeais' imprisonment. Congdon's
sentencß wan commuted November 19, IHH7,
to t. n years. The Governor thinks Congdon
acted in telf-defense.

Letter From Secretary Windom Regarding
tbe Expenses of tbe Commission.

Oct. 21.—A local paper pub-
lishes an abstract of a letter, received by
President Palmer of the National World's
Fair Commission, from Secretary of the
Treasury Windom, relating to the expenses
ol the commission, and which was read at
to-day's meeting of the Executive Commit-
tee. The Secretary first states that of the
$1,500,000 appropriated

-
$400,000 must be

used in tbe construction of a Government
building. For the fiscal year ending June
30, 1891, there is appropriated jointly 200,000
for the expenses of the commission and the
uses of the Government Board of Control.
The Government Board he estimated will
need $50,000, leaving 8150,000 for the use of
the commissl on. The Secretary then shows
that in salaries for officers and other ex-
penses tho commission has disposed of
£90,000 of this, and that the expenses of the
meetings of the Executive Committee now
in session iind of the meeting of the com-
mission to be held November 15th willbrine
the total up to $110,000, leaving only S-40,000
to run the commission till June 30, 1891.

The Secretary further says that be has
hesitated as to the approval of the resolu-
tions of tho commission fixingthe salaries of
its officers.

The Secretary says: "Among these are
the. Presideut of the commission, $12,000 per
annum; Secretary, $10,000; Director-Gen-eral, $15,000; Vice-Chairman of the Execu-
tive Committee, S80O0; employes in the
offices of the Secretary and Director-Gen-
eral, $10,000. IfIwere to give my indi-
vidual opinion, uninfluenced by the acts of
your commission, 1 should nut h?sitate to
decide that the amount named by your com-
mission for salaries lor itsprincipal officers
is creator than that irobably contemplated
by Congress in estimating the amount neces-
sary to carry out the provisions of the net.
The amount of ironey already expended
and the expenditures in contemplation by
your commission prior to January Ist next
willrequire so large an amount that itpre-
sents an additional reason whyIshould not
approve the compensation named were I
alone responsible for the expenditures. You
will observe th.it your salary list for the
years 1891, 1892 and 18!>3 will, without
a farther increase of employes, amount to
51G5.000. or about one-seventh of the entire
sum of meney, outside of the cost of the
Government building, which U named as
the limitof expenditures growing out of the
exposition. 1have grave doubts, in view of
the facts as herein stated, whether Iouglit
not to return the resolutions submitted by
your commission for revision as to the
amount of compensation to be paid your
officers. On the other hand. 1dislike to set
up my own personal views in opposition to
ihise ol the members of the commission
who are more familiar with the matter at
issue than myself. 1 tberofore approve
Articles 15and 16 oi your by-laws, and beg
leave to suggest in this connection that
great care be exercised in authorizing
further expenditures, to the end that your
commission may not create a deficiency for
the ensuing fiscal year."

Immediately after this communication was
read Commissioner Mnrtiudale, of Indiana,
offered a resolution, which was adopted, de-
claring' that all standing committees be in-

structed not to meet before the next session
of the commission, uuless directed to by the
President. Five standing committees had
asked the Executive Cuiiuiittoe. to meet,
but none of them willbe authoii/.ed by the
President.

Hon. Mark L. McDonald of California,
Commi-'aiiiner-at-Liiriie of the World's Co-
lumbian Commission and member of the Ex-
ecutive Committee, says that before the
present meeting of the Commission adjourns
there willbe a distinct understanding in the
committee as to future plans of procedure
in World's Fair matters, and nothing here-
after will be able to cause any question of
jurisdiction or procedure.

PARTY ISSUES.

Large Audiences Addressed by
Political Leaders.

Questions of the Day Considered From Dif-
ferent Standpoints.

Acts or tbe Republican Congress Denounced
bj Governor Hill In Ohio

—
Speaker

Reed in Illinois.

Special to Tkk Mobs-ins Cale.

Cantox (Ohio), Oct. 21.—Governor Hill
was greeted on his arrival here to-day by a
large throng. To-night, after a large torch-
light procession of Democratic clubs, he
spoke to a crowd of 3000 people at the rink.
Many were unable to obtain admission. lie
said, in part: "Auimportant political cam-
paign is that uroii which the country has
entered. The que:>tion presented to our
voters is uot whether the next Houie of
Itepresentatives be Republican or Demo-
cratic, but whether the nature of our Fed-
eral Government is to be radically modified
and the Integrity of our institutions success-
fully threatened. The great issue is tho
record of the Republican party iv its brief
control of Congres3. No party has more
recklessly defied precedents, more boastfully
overturned traditions, more seriously in-
vaded private right!, more arbitrarily en-
croached upon the prerogatives of States, or
more tyran rally used the power of partisan
majority. The animating motive of its acts
seems to have been only the poipetuation of
its own pswer.

CHARGES AGAINST THE MAJOHITY.
"The party has increased its majority tn

the House of It'presentatives by arbitrarily
ejecting Democrats from their seats; stolen
tlie representation of one St.te in the Sen-
ate; admitted to the Union States whose
only chiim to admission is that they will
swell Republican majorities; dmiie'l repre-
sentation to Democratic Territories much
better qualified for Statehood in ]Kjintof pop-
ulation and resources; ignored tho rights of
the minority by tyrannical methods ami the
rulings of the Speaker of the House; squan-
dered the. Treasury surplus by extravagant
appropriations to conciliate particular iater-
esti; enacted a tnritT bill which willsupply
corruption funds for the election ;conducted
a census, denounced everywhere as worth-
less, and manipulated for counting Repub-
lican populations up and Democratic popu-
lations down; arid has threatened the en-
actment of a force bill which will
put an end to the State authority in tho cer-
tification of Federal elections, and make
Congress not the representative of the peo-
ple, but the creature of whatever men the
Federal officials may choose to count in.
This is the record that confronts the peo-
ple. Long practice in hypocrisy has en-
abled the Republican leaders to disguise
partisanship in patriotic language, but
their appeal, after all, is one to cupidity and
seilisliuess. Frightened by the disap-
proval which their headstrong and revolu-
tionary course has aroused in their own
party, they are endeavoring to bulst;r u\>
their shaky position by appeals to section-
ali sin and patty pride. Ifcur instituti"ns
are to be preserved pure and intact, every
patriotic citizen must do his duty inrebul;-
mg this crasplng and tyrannical political
oligarchy."

THE TAKIFF IHIX.
After discussing the tariff, so far as Itre-

lates to the interests of the farmers, the
Governor continued: But not only has
the- Republican Congress stooped to tho
sharpers' trick to hoodwink the American
fanner iv the matter of tariff on hisproducts,
but it has made his livingeven m.iro exueu-
slve than ithas hitherto beeu. His woolens
pay :w per ceut more duty, while tlie rich
man's bioadcloth pays a iluty of 10 per cent
more, 'the duty on seal-skiu sacques is re-
duced 10 per cent, while that on siik
plush sacques, which tho poor woman
wears, is increased CO per cent. The
duty on worsted shawls, which the
farmer's wife wears, is raised fr.un 03
to 80 per cent; on woolen shawls tho
incre.ise varies frnm IS to ;d> per cent. On
women's snd children's cheap dress goods
the increase isnot much less. Fur hisllamiels
the consumer must pay an increasu of at
least 50 percent in duty. Onready-made
clohing tun Increase of taxation is from64
to 84 per cent."

Tho Governor mentioned several other
art cles, and added: "On milk-paus, tin
paiN, tin cans, coffee-pots, kettles, cups and
other articles oi tiuwun-, the people are to
be taxed SWOO.CiH) for three years, iv order
ihat a few manufacturers may experiment
with the tin-plate industry. Tf you iliink
this is a partisan statement read what a
member of Harrison's C.ibiuct says about it
iv a. recent advertisement:

The death of J. C. Sullivan occurred at

his residence in Oakland yesterday. The
deceased was unconscious from the time his
illness began limit death relieved his suller-
Ing. UN di'Htn was due to the breaking of
a blood vessel inhis brain, which occurred
one week ago. He had not been very well
for six or eight months, having been con-
fined to his home by rheumatism, buthe was
much better until during thepast few weeks.
The deceased was well known in San Fran-
cisco and Oakland, where ha has resided for
several years, and many friends regret his
death. lie was a prominent member of the
Indiana State Association of California."He
was born at Madison, lnd., sixty-one years
ago. He was graduated from the Naval
Academy at Annapolis and in184!) was mid-
shipman on the Uuited States ship Ohio of
the Pacific Coast squadron. He rose to the
rank of a Lieutenant in the navy, which
commission ho resigned before the civil
war. At the commencement of the war
liehelped organize the Thirteenth Beeiment
of Infantry of Indiana Volunteers and was
its first Colonel. At Rich Mountain, W.
Va., under Koseeranz, in IS6I, he first
gained distinction on the field, and on ac-
count of heroic service in the battle against
Stonewall Jackson at Kerns ton, near Win-
chester, Va., was made a Brigadier-General.
Afterward, in ISC2, he was transferred to
the Department of Tennessee and assigned
to the command of a district, with head-
quarters at Jackson. There under his di-
rection a raid being executed by Forrest
towutd the Ohio River, directed against Co-
lumbus and Pnducah, Ky., was prevented.
Forrest did not come anywhere near hi
declination, fur Suliivnu was in the way.
Afterward he was assigned by General
Grant to duty as his chief of staff, and
served in that iositlon s few months, Gen-
eral Boeeeranl regarded him with highest
esteem, and often speaks of his gallantry.
At the close of the war General Sullivan
lived for a time at Oakland, .Mil., and
about twelve years ago removed to Califor-
nia. He was a lawyer by profession, but
did not devote himself to practice. For
few years ho was in the office of the United
States Pension Agent in Sim Francisco, and
again for a time clerk iv the oilier of tne
Railroad Commission. In 1678 he delivered
the oration on Memorial day in San Fran-
cisco. General Sullivan was married during
the war to a daughter of Major-General D.
F. Keiloy of West Virginia, and she and an
unmarried daughter,

Mary 1., who is well

known inmusical circle survive him. The
deceased was a brother-in-law of Peter 11.
burnett, the first Governor of California,
who married his sister. General Sullivan
never Claimed a pension for Ins service*.
Arrangements have been m;ide to hold the
funeral at 10:30 o'clock to-morrow morning,
and the body will be buried at the Grand
Army plat in Mountain View Cemetery,
