. LoKDOK,Oct. 23.—The "Diaries cn 1.Let-
ters of Major Kartelot," the murdered com-
mander of Stanley's re r guard, are pub-
lished here to-day. They contain serious
charges against the explorer. The book was
edited by the dead n ana's tiro her, Bartelot,
who, inthe preface s.iys:

•'lt is not likely
this book wou!d have been published had
justice been cv n partially done or any kind-
ness shown by the Itad -r of the expedition
to the officer who was left at Yambuva with
the iiu]diluents o stores and baggage.''

In lis book Stanley In
fault because the rear (O turn did notfoi -w
the advance column as directed. Barter*
asserts that his brother's diaries and letters,
as well as the testimony of surviving iffl
cers, show that Stinley made it utterly iiu-
rossible to carry out the orders, as he took
all the strong, able men and tl.ose of good
character, with him, leaving to the rear
guard the -sick, feeble and incorrigible.
Major Bartelot's diaries declare that Stan-
ley threatened to blast the Major's reputa-
tion with Lord Wolseley and ruin his
career in the army. In referring to this in-
cident Bartelot gave his brother's words:
"Afterward, turning to me, Stanley said it
was inhis power 11 ruin me in the service.
Isaid to him that this was an
empty threat, and it would take a great
deal more than be could say to do that. 11
punished me afterward by making me
march to Leopoldville with seventy mm
v bo were noted for lazziness and incapacity
fur carrying loads, warning me ifIlost a
single load Imost stand the consequences."

This expose of Stanley's character, as
shown up by the diaries and letters, makes
spicy rending. The story includes an ac-
count of a quarrel between Stanley i-nd
Jephson. The publication has caused a
great sensation here. Stanley refuses to be
interviewed on the subject.

THE ECCLES ELECTION.

Bemirks of Gladstone at a Meeting at West
Calder.

London, Oct. 23. —1n a speech at West
Calder to-day, Gladstone referred to ttie re-
sult of the Eccles election as a forecast of the
triumph of the.Liberals in the coming general
elections. lie advocated the principle of
one man one vote tn'i shorter Parliaments.
Commenting upon the enormous power Hie
wcrkii:gmen now possessed, he said itwould
prove beneficial, as the judgment of great
questions by the masses was mure enlight-
ened than 'by the educated classes. He
would not venture a decisive opinion on a
general eight-hour tilluntU lie taw a den-
cite measure. He was inclined to think
eg.it hours enough for miners. Speaking
ol the struggle between labor and capital,
he said that among the means the woruing-
men ought to select in order to strengthen
tl:eir position, lawful combination was the
most valuable. The bulk of what men have
gained in the contest with capitalists has
been through judicious cunibinatiun.

THE LONDON STKIKE.

A General Lockout of Sailors Threatened by
th? Shipping' Federation.

London, Oct. 23.— At a meeting of the
Sunderland Branch of the Shipping Federa-
tion yesterday, itwas stated that the central
authority in London is arranging for a gen-
eral lockout, :hould tun sailors persist in
their hostile attitude.

The Shipping Gazette says on the subject:
Should such a desperate remedy be neces-
sary, ship-ownerj will have no difficulty in
making out their cu9e. They can show their
business is being ruined by the tyranny of
unionism. The prospect of an immense fed-
eration of every trade remotely connected
with shipping has convinced ship-owners
that something must be done promptly. It
is better to have a short, sharp, decisive
struggle now than make further surrender
at the dictation of men as unscrupulous as
they are tyrannical.

The Times confirms the truth of the state-

l!eat that inquiries have been started as to
the practicability of the general laying up
of vessels in British ports.

The Trades Council met to-day and re-
solved to raise £20,000 by collection for Aus-
tralia. Large societies in the meantime are
loaning money to avoid delay.

Redmond and O'Connor protested against
tbe trouble lo which the accused aud their
witnesses liad been put. The Court refused
the request of the prosecution to dismiss the
summonses.

A BRUTAL CONTEST.

AFight to a Finish Between a Negro and
Mite Man.... • :-

Providence (K. I.), Oct. 23.—A great,
crowd assembled at the Gladstone Club to-
night to witness a boxing contest between a
colored lad, George Dixou, the ban-
tam light

-
weight champion of the

world, and young Johnny Murphy of Bos-
ton, for a ]ur.:e of 52000 and a. wager of
SIOOO a side. Dan Coakley of New York
was referee. Dixon weighed 115 pounds
and Murphy 111. Dixondrew blood from
Murphy's face in the first round. After
that the battle was last and furious
for several rounds, with no partic-
ular advantage on either side. In
the tenth round $100 to 850 was
offered on Dixon. He teemed to be playing
a waiting galne and lan led some hard blows
on Murphy's face and body while dodging
returns. In the twelfth round Djxod Degan
to get in hi* famous left-hand stomach
blows, while Murphy, whose left eye was
closed, seemed to lack strength. The same
thing prevailed in the next two rounds,
Dixon punishing Murphy on the stomach
while the white boy's arms appeared to be
too short to Inflictdamage on the champion.
In the fourteenth round Dixonhit Murphy
four times, while Murphy lit him once.
Bloodstreamed down Murphy's neck, and
Dixon continued to pound bis stomach amid
Aries of foul and hissing. Little was
done from this tothe end of the round ex-
cept sparring for wind. Inthe twenty-sec-
ond Murnhy landed agood, blow on Dizon,
tut received inreturn the most terrific blow
jet landed. I'rom this time on Dixon
pushed Murphy hard, smashing him right
iind left, and forcing him around the ring.
While Murphy was too weak to In-
flict runi-hment, still he pluckilv re-
spended to the cr.ll of time in

round. In the thirty-ninth round. Murphy,
bleeding mid exhausted, was reclining
against the ropes too weak to defend him-
self, with Dixon showering blowsupon him,
when MurphyVsecond threw up the sponge
an*l gave up the fight. His friends sprang
on the stage and protested that be had not.
been knotted out. but the referee would not
allow the contest to proceed further. Mur-
phy was terribly battered, while Dixon
shows little punishment.

SECTION THIRTY.

Alleged Discovery of an Omis-
sion in the Tariff Bill.

A Question Raised as to the Legality of
the Entire Instrument.

No Alarm Felt Among the Friends of the
Measure in Washington Regarding

Its Constitutionality.

New Tor.X, Oct. 22.—The Ilerald en-
deavors to show that the McKinleyTariff Bill
is invalid because of the alleged omission of
a portion of Section 30, relating to Uie to-
bacco tax. The paper takes its cue from a
passage In a letter sent very recently by

Senator John It.MePherson to a member of
a prominent Importing house in this city.
MePherson says: "This omission is fatal
to the bill, and in the opinion ofeminent
lawyers here, Senator Carlisle among them,
it vitiates the whole bill. Itis an internal
revenue section, but being part of the Tariff
Billas passed it stands and falls togctbei."

The opinions of lawyers are given to sup-
port this view, but Special Deputy Col-
lector Couch, ho is a recognized authority
at the Custom-house on all knotty tariff
problems, said of the alleged omission:
"Ido not see how itcould possibly affect

import duties in any way. Even if the
omission bad occurred, Ido not see why a
special session of Congress would have to be
called to remedy it. Congress willmeet
early in December. There would be plenty
of time to correct the mistake before the Ist
of January." \u0084;

Deputy Collector Dudley Phclps of the
law division of the Custom-house took the
same view of the case as Mr. Couch. If
there bad been any omission of part of Sec-
tion 30it would not in the least affect the
law. lie not see how any serious con-
sequences could follow it iftne provision
giviugrebata to manufacturers should be re-
tained in the bill, as 'it was in the Confer-
ence Committee's report, and was omitted
by an error. It was a very simple matter
for Congress to remedy it at the coming
session.

A QUESTION FOR THE COURTS.
Washington, Oct. 23.— Secretary Win-

dom said this morning that he knew nothing
officiallyabout the protest against the legal-
ityof the McKinley Tariff Uill.

Ido not,"

he said,

regard It as the province of an
executive office! to Question the constitu-
tionality of the acts of Congress. It is for
him to enforce the law as he finds it, and
not to determine questions that affect its
legality. 1am, therefore, executing the Mc-
Kinley Tariff Actas 1lindit and shall con-
tinue to do so unless a competent legal tri-
bunal, such as the Supreme Court, decides
the law unconstitutional. Itis not for me to
question the validity of any signature to the
billas enrolled. Neither is it for me to de-
termine whether the bill slgued by the
President did or did not pass the Lower
House, much less Is it for me to determine
whether the omission of the tobacco-draw-
back section or any other provision of the
bill invalidates the law. As 1 understand
it the act of October 1. 1890, is the law of the
land. .My duty, therefore, H plain, anil 1
shall execute the provision* of that law to
the best of my ability, its constitutionality
is aquestion for the courts, and until they
decide^igainst itIshall bo governed by it
us it stands." \u25a0;«

Attorney -General Miller positively de-

clined tn discuss the question, saying it
would be manifested); Improper to do so
unless it came to bin) In an official war.

Commissioner of Internal lievenue Mason
said: "Itis not for ma to say whetuer or
not the omission of the tobacco provision
vitiates the t.iriff. Being merely an execu-
tive of the Government Imust enforce the
law ib i find it- Anyhow tbe tobacco sched-
ule does not take effect until January Ist, so
if Congress desires to refund two cents a
bound on all the tobacco on hard when the
law takes effect, ithas ample tine to legis-
late to that end. .No alarm whatever Is felt
here among the friends of the McKinley bill
as to the legality of its enactment.'.'

"Precedents of unnumbered years," an

A SIMILAR CASE.
Captain McGregor, Chief of the Customs

Division, recalls a somewhat similar case
under the wool net of I*l7. The tariff act
boit1date of the I'd of .March, but Congress
extended the session of tho :M over to the
4th, so as a matter of tact, the hill was not
signed tillabout noon on tin*-Ith of March.
The stion arose as to nether a cargo :
that arrived on the 3<l should pay duty at
the old rate, as the bill was not actually
signed tillafter its arrival, or the new rate.
The case was carried into court, which con-
sented to go behind the public record and
lake the testimony of President Johnson
himself as to when the act was signed. A
similar petition will,of couise, come up in
connection with the Mclvinley bill. A copy
of the act which went to the President and
was signed by him certainly bore tho sig-
natures of the presiding officer* of the two
Houses of Congress certifying to its correct-
ness. Itmust now be settled whether itbo
lawful to go behind this certification and
ascertain what was really the billpassed by
the two Houses.

FOREIGN AGITATION.
Tobohto, Oct. 23.— Goldwln Smith, indis-

cussing the McKinli-yact, sa^s the agitation
created inGreat Britainand other countries
of Europe by this time ought to convince
the Canadians that it is not particularly
leveled against Canada, and that, therefore,
there is no warrant or excuse for unfriendly
demonstrations against a neighboring com-
mun'ty with which her- Majesty is at peace.
The Object, he says, of the fr.imers of tho
MoKinley act, like that of the Canadian
Government, winch anticipated the passing
of the McKinley act by a declaration of
tariff war, is simply to secure votes. Europe
and Canada wait for the result of the fall
elections to Congress now at hand. Tho
result of these elections will show, as far
as protectionist corruption will allow free
voting, what is the real tendency of Ameri-
can opinion.

special from Washington to the Public
Ledger says: The average monthly receipts
from customs exceeded during four months
$15,000,000, which was largely in excess of
the average for any similar period the past
fifteen or twenty years. The receipts for
the current month will go beyond this aver-
age, and arc liKilyto reach Sli»,000,000, which
is equal to the receipts for acy two months
of the preceding tilteen years. For the first
twenty days in October the receipts were
over $19,000,000. a daily average for the
seventeen business days of the month of
OVtT $1,112,000.

Bsd Feeling Against the Whites Becoming
Manifest.

Kansas City, Oct. Thomas Knight,
Geological Engineer of tho Itoik Island
Railway, has been for some mouths past in
the Indian Territory making a ecological
survey ofIhe country to be traversed by the
Itock Island extension. -lie returned to-
day and, in an interview, said : "Analarm-
ing feeling of discontent exists among the
Indians of the Territory With respect to the
occupation of their lands by tho whites. It
is the work of Northern Indians who have
been wiought up for some t'lim over a pre-
diction by their medicine man that an lis-,
(Jinn spirit is shortly to come among them,
and by his inspired leadership willlead them
In an irresistible crusade against the whites.
This feeling has extended !o Hie Territory,;
and for months past there have been passing
among the tribes various tokens and signs
that mean discontent and secret plotting. ;
There appears to me to be a gravity in the
situation which should not be overlooked.
To just what extent tho Indians are prepar-
ing for war, if war itis to be,Ido not know.
Ibelieve, however, that the willingness to
part withtheir lands has been dictated, by a

desire to purchase accouternieiits of war
with the money received from the sate of
their reservations." Mr. Knight made an
exhaustive investigation regarding the re-
ported phenomenal gold finds, and while he
has found that small finds ofgold have been
found, he isnot of the opinion that gold ex-
ists in any considerable quantities, and snys
that most of the excitement is due to salting
and systematic booming by persons who have
land to diaposo of.

A good demand appeared, however, and
with considerable increase in the amount of
business done. There was a marked up-
ward movement in the entire list, though
only a few stocks at the top figures showed
material advances over tho opening prices.
Northern Pacific rose !i. Later, feverish-
ness ai.il wsakneas reappeared and the
advances generally were wiped out. Sugar
was the feature, its net decline from last
night's price being nearly 2 per cent, while
it changed lianas in large amounts. The
market at 11 o'clock was fairly active and
heavy to weak at about the lowest prices
reached, but generally at Insignificant
changes from the opening figures. [ v

Oue letter was addressed to his wife, and
one to bis partner, 11. 11. Brlgham. Anopen
letter was addressed "To all whom il may
concern," and read as folio"s: "1 have
fought a hard business battle and have
made a square fight, but lost. My brain has
given way and now my body must go. l'iease
break tin.' news gently to my wife. George
Crosby, the cashier, said: "Ileft him st the
office yesterday afternoon happy, and have
never seen anything in liis conduct to indi-
cate that lie was luw spirited. As far as 1
knew, his accounts are all right. He had no
liiiiiiKial difficulties, 1 think."

Creighton was the son of the late Commo-
dore Creighlonof the United States Navy.

Indian Rrpreerntstion in ConertEs.
Pakis (Tex.), Oct. 23.—The message of

Chief Perry man to the Council of the Creek
Nation, now iv session at Ocumlgee, makes
mention of tne law enacted by Congress by'
which the Western tribes are fast allotting
lands preparatory to admission as citi-
zens into the American Republic. He then
adds: "Thus the rights, privileges and
authority of the. Five Nations are infringed
upon nnd curtailed at almost every session
of Congress. It would hardly be lair to
charge Congress with malice toward the In-
dians, or Willfuldisregard of their interests.
The general policy of the Government
toward the Indixiis is one of humanity aud
charity. The fault lies in the Ignirauce of
our would-be benefactor as regards the true
condition and needs of the ludians.

LAWLESSNESS IN GKOKGIA.

Three Fetions Killed in a Quarrfl Over a
Piece cf Lin^.

Atlanta (Ga.\ Oct. 23.— Governor Gor-
don has received an appeal for troops from
the Sheriff of Coffee County, who tel-graplis
that negroes were shooting dowu whites.
The negroes constitu'-e. a large proportion
of the population of Coffee County, and the
county has been the scene of several race
troubles. Much territory is covered with
dense pine forests, the working of which for
turpentine employs numbers of both whites
and blacks. They are very illiterate and
there is much race prejudice, whi'h fre-
(luently leads to conflicts. Douglas, the
county seat, is a small village of the most
primitive sort.
