Twenty Men Struck Down and Many of
Them Badly Hurt.

A terrible explosion oceurred at the Otis
Steel Works, on the lake shore, recently, in
which three men were badly injured, while
a dozen or fifteen more were bruised and
burned. The accident oceurred in the
Bessemer steel department of the large
blishment. A leak inthe Bossemer con-
verter allowed a all quantity of molten
metal to escape, This caused a slight ex-
plusion which served as a warning to the
two hundred workmen employed in the
shop. They ran for their lives, but all had
not reached a place of safety when a second
ind mueh  heavier explosion occurred.

ME

I':e terrible report was  accompanied
by flying debris and molten metal
ihe roof of the Dessemer shop was

1 lown off, and the slate aud iron composing
it were thirown in every direction with ter-
rific force. F'wenty or more men were
struck by the flying missiles and all of them
were more or less injured. The combustible
material of the building was ignited and
alarms of fire were turned in. Fire Engines
1 and 5 and Hook and Ladder Trueck 1
respoinded, and the flames were quickly
subdued. A Leader reporter passed through
an open gate, and, uninvited, took a stroll
throngh the dawaged building, The roof
had been literally torn from its fastenings
and strewn about the yard. ‘T'he inside of
the shop looked as though a Kansas cyclone
had been out on a holiday. At this point in
his observations the newspaper man was
roughly told by an official of the company
who had espied him that vo one but work-
men were allowed inside the gates,

A number of workmen were visited by
ithe reporter at their homes. John MeLane,
who is a converter-hand, said: *At the
time of the accident there were about 13,000
jounds of metal in the converter, and di-
rectly under it was the pif, in which thers
was some water, A new bottom had but
recently been placed in the converter and
the fire-clay, it is thought, was not fully dry.
In turning over tha converter some of the
molten metal escaped through a small crev-
ice and caused the first explosion. The va-
vor and heavy atmosphere made it almost
impossible to distinguish  anything, and
panic that [followed the first
explosion tire converter was turned the
wrong way, allowing the major portion
of the metal to fall into the wate I, causing a
Jgerrific expicsion. 1 took warning at the
first explosion and was several hundred feet
away when the second occurred, but 1 re-
turned to the shop immediately. 1 heard
groans issuing from the dnm tion of the pit,
and upon investizating, found that a mau
wias lying on his back near it. I carried him
out of doors, and he was removed to bis
home.”—Cleveland Leader.

A Sketech of One of San Fran-
cisco’s Earliest Teachers.

The following is a sketeh of John Swett,
ore of the earliest teachers of the publie
schools of this city, and the candidate of the
Republican party and of the Reform Demo-
crats for the office of City Superintendent
of Publie Schools.

Having alieady received tfie nomination of the

tepublican Convention, and standing pledged to
support the platform and tieker, 1 take it for
granted that your committee does not expect or
desire any pledge from me other than that, Iif
elected, 1 will endeavor to discharge the dutles
of my oltice honorably and faithtulty.

It pives me great pleasure to receive this In-
formation from yourself, under whom I served
as a teacher during the two years thai you were
a School Direetor. Yours respectfully.

San Franciseo, Oct. 13, 1890.

Mr. Swett, though now more than 55 years
of age, stiil combines the ardor of youth
with the strength of middle age. He has
the wisdom that comes from thirty-five
vears of educational experience. IHe knows
the schools of the city and of California as
probably no other man can know them; for
he has been identified with them, with
brief periods of exception, ever since his
arrival on the Coast, in the “‘fifties.” The
scheol system of the Pacific Coast bas grown
up from infancy under his observation, and
his skiliful, plastic hand has been felt at
every step of its progress. A glance at a
few facts will convince any reader that Mr.
Swett may be truly called the father of the
graded school system in San Francisco and
California.

After nearly ten yesrsof suecessful teach-
ing and crganizing, during which he enjoyed
the warm friendship and confidence of
Thomas Starr King and others hardly less
eminent as friends of edueaticn, he was
elected State Superintendent of PPublie In-
struetion, In this capacity he visited almost

every school distriet in the State.
ideals, his enthusiasm, his wis
accurate information, as
shown in innumerable lectures, essays, ad-
dresses, newspaper and magazine articles
aud personal conferences, m;ule a d im-
pression for good upon almost every Wrt of
the commonwealth, On the expiration of
his term he was re-eleeted for four vears.
Afterward he was a third time a candidate,
and was defeated, |:thmn.:h running ahead
oi his ticket some -

His work as State Superintendent gave
him a national reputation. Probably no
California edueator stands higher in the
estimation of intelligent and thoughtful men
in the Euastern States. In any large gather-
ing of eminent teachers in America, he
would receive conspicnous honor. He is
known as the man who drafted what is
substantially the present California school
law, the provisions of which have been
adopted in many other States. Under his
guidance State certificates were issued,
teaching was recognized as a profession, the
odious rate-bill was abolished, teachers
were made to feel the essential unpnrt.un
and dignity of their work when rightly per-
fxvnm-d. and the wearying and weorrying an-
nual examinations of teachers of proved
ability were abolished. He started and
edited the first educational journal on this
Coast, and was mainly lllblrll”\ -ntal in or-
ganizing the first teachers’ associations.

After his official terms as State Superin-
tendent he was for three years principal of
the Denman Grammar Sc¢hool. He then be-
came Deputy City Superintendent. In this
position he labored successfully to establish
free evening schools. In 1876 he began his
career as principal of the large hizh whnul
for girls, one of San Franeisco’s noblest in-
stitutions. In this school he originated and
fostered the invaluable Normal Department.
For thirteen years, till his resignation, he
filled this position of principat with rare
fidelity, ability and success. To many hun-
dredsof the graduates of this school his name
is very dear, for probably no man in Califor-
nia has done more to train and inspire thou-
sands of vounyg ladies to lives of usefulness
and honor., His good influence is still feltin
that great school and will not soon die out.

It is fortunate for the cause of edueation
that Mr. Swett has put some of his best
thoughts into permanent form. His text-
books are full of common sense and noted
for their concise and attractive style. His
**Methods of Teaching” has had an extra-
ordinary circulation, and is used in nearly
every important normal school in America,
