Items of Interest to Members of
All Faiths.

Mrs. Stanford’s Gift to the Sacramento Cathe-
dral—California Missionary Work.

The anniversary of Cardinal MecCloskey’s
death was observed on the 10th inst. by a
solemn requiem mass at which Archbishop
Corrigan was celebrant. Sixteen hundred
children from the parish schools attended
the services.

Bishop Loughlin of Brooklyn, N. Y., cele-
brated his golden jubilee on the 18th inst.
The anniversary was marked by religious
services in the morning and a banquet in
the evening, which was attended by all the
church dignitaries and civic autlorities.

Ti:e Archbishop of Brisbane, Australia,
Most Rev. Dr. Dunne, is making a tour of
Ireland. He was recently the guest of the
Most Rev. Dr. Fitzgerald, Rishop of Ross.

The Archbishop of Alexandria has conse-
crated at Port Said the first Catholic Cathe-
dral built in Egypt for thirteen centuries, 1t
is dedicated to St. Eugenia.

The new Church of the Immaculate Con-
ception. en Chestuut avenue, Trenton, was
dedicated on Sunday, the 12th inst. Bishop
Wigger celebrated pontifical mass, previ-
ous to which there was a procession of the
parish societies. Bishop O'Farrell delivered
the dedicatory sermon.

Very Rev. William P. Salt, Vicar-General
of the divcese of Newark, died on Tuesday,
October 7th, at Seton Hall College. Ile was
stricken with a hemorrhage, on his way to
breakfast, and expired before his physician,
Dr. James Elliott of Newark, reached him.
Father Salt had been suffering trom con-
sumption for three years.

Mrs. Stanford has ordered a full-size copy
of the *“‘Sistine Madonna’ for the Catholic
Cathedral of Sacramento. Permission bad
first to be obtained from the Emperor ol
Austria to make the copy, and was obtained
on the condition that the Emperor might
name the artist whoshould be cownmissioned
to do the work. The picture is now so far
advanced that it will probably be placed in
the Cathedral before the close of the year.

There is an international movewment in
progress cn tihe Continent to promote the
recogaition of the Holy See as a permanent
Court of Appeal for the peaceful solution of
disputes between Christian nations. The
Governments of Belgium, Austria and Port-
ugal are said to bave non-officially given
their approbation to the proposal.

Pope Leo XIII, now in his eighty-first
yvear, is tlie senior sovereign of Europe.
The next in age is William 11J, King of the
Netherlands, who is 73. The King of Den-
mark comes next, 72, and then Queen Vie-
toria, 71. ‘The youngest sovereigus are the
King of Servia, aged 13, and the King of
Spain, aged 4.

Bishop Levinhae, Vicar-Apostolic of the
Lake Victoria Nyanza country, has arrived
at Marseilles from Zunzibar., He says that
the missions are prosperous and the black
population industrious. The country be-
tween Uganda and Bagamoyo is peaceful,
and he thinks the slave trade will gradually
die cut for want of demand for slaves.

A movement is on foot to place a thorough
exhibit of Catholic educational work m
America before the Columbus World’s Fair
of Chicago in 1893. At a recent meeting in
Chieago, Archbishop Ireland of St. Paul de-
livered an earnest address in favor of the
scheme, urging that it be made thoroughly
American as well as thoroughly Catholie.
Vice-President Ryan of the World’s Fair
Directory, on behalf of the beard, promised
every possible assistance and ample space.
Bishop Spalding of Peoria has been chosen
to head the niovement.

The Jewish journals of the East are unan-
imous in condemning the conduct of their
Russian coreligionists who glory in proclaim-
ing nihilistic doctrines. They voice the
opinion that such Jews are not wanted in
America.

The question of the position of the Jews
in Russia is about to be brought before a
special commission which is to meet at St.
Petersburg. It will be composed of several
representatives of the higher administra-
tive departments and the Governors of those
provinces chiefly inhabited by Israelites.
The eommission, in itsdeliberations, will fol-
low the lines pursued by the former com-
mission, over which Count Palilen presided.

SEA AND SHORE.

Arrival of the First Vessel of
the Whaling Fleet.

Catch of the Whalers in the Aretic and at
Bristol Bay—The Sylvia Handy Towed Out
of the Break:rs—Steamer From China.

Considerable excitement was felt in ship-
ping circles yesterday afternoon when the
news was reported on’Change that the whal-
ing bark Alaska, the first of the whaling
fleet of the season to arrive, was entering
the port.

The Alaska was last spoken off Qunimak
Pass on July 12th, when she had seventy-
five barrels of sperm and 265 barrels of
whale cil, baving captured two whales.
She left Bristol Bay for this port twelve
days ago and up to that time she had cap-

| tured nine whales, and they muvst have

been large ones, as they yielded 1000 barrels
of oil and 10,000 pounds of bone, which are
consigned to Frederick Swift.

Captain Fisher of the Alaska reports that
the captain of the whaling bark Helen Mar,
which arrived at Bristol Bay on October
24 from the Arctie, caid that there had
been a heavy gale oft Point Barrow, lasting
five days, and that all the vessels put to sea.
The whaling steamers were on the east of
Point Barrow and the Mar had no com-
munication with them for two weeks before
leaving. Whales were very scarce up to
that date, but when the gale sprang up there
were plenty of whales in sight.

A SCIOONER IN THE BREAKERS,

Yesterday forenoon Lieutenant Finley, in
charge of the United States Signal Service
Office in this city, received the following
dispatch from his subordinate at Point
Reyes:

Schoouer In dangerous position in breakers
about three miles norih of Point Reyes.

The Lieutenant at once notified the Mer-
chauts’ Exchange, which notified the tug-
boat offic and tugs were sent to the
vessel’s rescue.

At 2 o’clock in the afternoon the Lieuten-
ant received another dispatch stating that
the schooner was bound south in tow of the
tug Relief. Shortly after dark last evening
the Relief cume into port with her tow.
From Heyman & Mayle, the owners, it was
learned that the vessel was the schooner
Sylvia Handy, Captain Iobbs, bound to
this port from New Haven, 90 miles north,
laden with bark and cord-woeod. At an
early hour yesterday morning she was be-
calmed and drifted in the breakers just
above Point Reyes, and anchored there in
2% fathoms of water until towed out by-the

Relief.
STEAMER FROM CHINA.

The Pacific Mail Company’s steamer
City of Peking, Captain Cavarly, arrived
in port at 1:30 o’clock yesterday morning
after a passage of 2614 days from Hong-
kong and 16% from Yokohama. For the
first three days after leaving Yokohama
the steamer encountered fresh gales from
east - northeast to southeast, with rouzh
head sea aud heavy southeast gale, thence
to meridian moderate westerly winds; rest
of passage had smooth sea and fine weather.

The City of Peking Dbrought 7 cabin
passengers, and in the steerage 2 Euro-
im\ns, 19 Japanese and 122 Chinese. She
1ad 2722 tons of eargo and a package of
United States mails. Among her cargo are
15,758 mats of rice, 12,132 chests tea, 501
packages raw sillk, 515 of oil, 536 of curios,
162 of opium, 760 of cofiee, 500 of hemp and
2217 flasks of quicksilver.

Upen arrival off the port the pilots who
boarded her notitied the captain that she
would have to Dbe fumigated, and at 3
o’ciock yesterday morning every one on
board was mustered on deck and the vessel
thoroughly fumigated with sulphur. Quar-
antine Officer Lawler boarded ber before
daylight, and, finding that she had a elean
bill of health and had been thoroughly fumi-
gated, allowed her to dock after examining
all on board. Only thirty-twe of the Chi-
nese on the Peking for tnis city have
papers.

CATCHING FISH AT NIGHT.

At the foot of Beale street there is an un-
covered space in the dock about sixty feet
square, aund every evening the stringers
there are covered with men, women and
children fishing. There is an electric light
near the open space, and it is thought that
this attracts the fishi. On Thursday even-
ing the teamsters in the employ of the Black
Dizmond Coal Company caught over 300
pounds there, and it 1s said that tons have
been caught there at night during the past
three weeks by means of crab-nets.

The Black Diamond Coal Company’s tug
Rabboni, at Main street, is not ready for sea,
as stated by a contemporary, and itisa
waste of time for those who would wish to
engage on her to apply at the company’s
office for berths for some time yet. When
the repairs are completed the tug will prob-
ably go north.

‘I'he weather was thick and hazy at Point
Lobos vesterday and the wind all day light
from the west. The barometer read: 8
o’clock in the morning, 30.12; noon, 30.06;
5 o’clock in the evening, 30.01. .

THE LARGEST AFLOAT.

The five masted schooner Governor Ames,
1690 tons, sailed from Baltimore for this
port yesterday with 2300 tons Cumberland
ceal, This is the largest schooner afloat.
She will go into the Paeifiec Coast trade upon
arrival, and, being a good ecarrier, will do
well for her owners.

The tug Robarts, Captaln Smith, will
make another fishing excursion to Duxbury
Reef to-morrow, leaving Mission-street
Wharf at 7 o’clock in the morning.

The Fort James will go up to Port Costa
to-day and the Queen Victoria, which put
into this port in distress on September 17th,
will tow to sea.
