What Brokers Say Krgarding the

-Market and Outlook.

The San Francisco F.cal Estate Exclnrgo In-

dorsed—S. J. Stabler Speaks About Oar
Trait Lands— Auction Notes.

Last week witnessed a film, but compara-
tively inactive market, owiug principally to
the interest which is being taken in matters
political. Prices ruled steady and high, and
holders of property showed little disposition
to make concessions, even when the differ-
ence between sellers and buyers was small.

Mr. John C. Green (if California street, a
dealer who believes inconstantly submitting
a Jong list of offerings, discusses the market,

and future of San Francisco: The real
estate market is in a healthy condition.
Tlii're is evidence on all sides of unbounded
faith and confidence in the future greatness
of this city. This confidence is more notice-
able in the shrewd Yankee who conies out
from Chicago and other enterprising cities
in the East. This class of investors are
wellposted on what a city ought to lie, aud
are quick to see the advantages offend for
investment ina grow ingcity iike ban Fran-
cisco.

Our own people are beginning to wake up,
though there are many .Silurians among us.
The Eastern investor seems to have more
"sand" than our people ami knowing a good
thing when he sees it takes hold. The
trouble with the average San Franciscan is
that he is used to having tilings come easy,

or inother words, without much exertion on
his part, and he does not seem to lulls' com-
prehend what competition Is; he is like tlie
rich man's son, born with a silver moon in
his month and has been nursed in the lap
ot luxury. Unless he wakes up to toe era
of progress which is being thrust upon him
lie willget swamped, with the wave that is
rolling westward to flood this metropolis
with "new-ian^led ideas" of doing business,
as the Silurian calls it.

Yes, 1 am in favor of all legitimate
method! which may be introduced for deal-
ing in real estate, and especially am i In
favor ot establishing a real estate axebange
with weSidelined rules and regulations for
conducting the business.

The public, auctiou as conducted by the
"old time and representative houses is
fallinginto disfavor, and though ithas been
said "that all crops may fail, the crop of
fools never will fail." 1 am of the opinion
that through such methods of offeiing luop-
eity at "public auction" as conducted ny
the "old time and representative house" the
crop of fools are getting pretty well thinned
out, yet the "representative house" in its
ecotistn does not seem to realize tins fact,
and when a few progressive, live arid wide
awiikt) firms come together for the pun ose
ot forming an exchange, which willhave the
efftct oiuoing away with "wash" sales and
placing the business of a real estate agent
on a legitimate footing, the "old time and
representative house" is not inclined to the
proposition, Ifeel that this new move will
take can of itself. Itis to my mind fullyin
accord with the progress of the ace.

We are coming to a turning point, and I
am sanguine that the progress which willbe
made in this city from now on willbe as-
tonishing. 1 will undertake to say that the
person who goes away and returns to this
ciiy within a few years willsee such marked
cliHimei that he will scarcely believe this to
be the same San Francisco. Such buildings
as the Mills block, the Crocker block, and a
score of others now uii'ier way and to be
erected in the near future. Is the beginning
ol what may be termed a "marble and
\u25a0tone" era of architecture for this city.
With the meat variety of marble and stone

suitable lor building purposes to be found in
this stat« and throughout the Pacific Coast,
1expect tosee some of th«handsomest build-
ings in the world erected; these willline Mar-
ket street. VimNess avenue and all our lead-
ing thoroughfares. The value of Market street
property which some now consider huh at
iLiioo to §5000 per front fojt willmore than
treble with this era oi prosperity. Electric
railways, elevated railways aim other sys-
tems of rapid transit willbe ierfeeted to
the highest degree, and with such facilities
for travel there will be no sectii nof the
city and county of San Francisco that will
not be made accessible in the shortest
possible lime.

The mvi who lias to stretch his im-
agination or screw up his courage a little at
the iresent time before he can persuade
himself to invest in a few cheap lots in the
suburbs, will reap the reward of a well-
si I'm life. In a brief space of time he will
realize the wisdom of sneli an investment.

COUXTKY PBOPEBTT.
A wealthy and experienced dealer inagri-

cultural and fruit lauds, S. J. Stabler of
328 Montgomery street, was walled upon by
THE Call's real estate representative and
asked to give his opinion on.tlie outlook for
country realty and fruit industry in this
State. Mr.Stabler is n practical fruit-grow-
er and an authority on th« subject and the
following statements by him in response to
questions willbe read with interest:

The outlook for the fruit industry and
other California products were never more
promising.

The increase of orchards and vineyards
during the last live years had hardly kept
Iace with the enhancement in prices of
trullduring that period, and as yet we have
not enough fruit to ship East to ascertain
the compass and extent of the market inour

own country, Itis immaterial whether the
Jersey, Delaware or other fruit sections on
the Atlantic Coast have a full output in
future years; there is but little conflict.
Our fruit .ripening earlier, it merely
lengthens out the season Id the
Eastern market. There is not only no
conflict, but there is no competition
injurious to us between raising ami
i ing fruit inCalifornia and in any other
of the States; the climatic advantages en-
joyed by California in wheat raising aro
even more pronounced in growing and cur-
ing fruit, independent of the fact that the
prune, apricot and many other fruits will
not mature in any State but this. Thou-
sands of acres of land during our summer
can he covered with laden fruit trays for
weeks nt a time without fear of rain or in-
jurious dews, which is an Impossible thing
to practice east of the Rocky Mountains. It
is beyond controversy that sun-drying in
the great valleys of California is Incom-
parably superior to artificial means in dry-
ing fruit from a financial standpoint and
equal to them from any other standpoint.

Mr. stabler seems lirnily convinced that
the most profitable future industry upon
this Coast willbe dried fruit,and particu-
larly the dried French prune. The present
protective tariff of 2cents per nound places
itat once in a position to outstrip all com-
petitors in the list of dried deciduous fruits;
then again, the irune can be gathered and
cured with more ease and much less ex-
pense than the other deciduous varieties.
The longevity and hardiness of the tree is
much in excess of th« peach, apricot or
nectarine. Of course, 10 cents per pound,
the price of the dried prune this year, is
known to be phenominal and is by no
means to be taken a* ft criterion, but 5
cents or even 4 cents a pound for th3
dried material will yield the producer an
enormous profit. To ascertain this fact we
are not driven to the fabulous yields of 1000
pounds to the tree, which was obtained in
many favored portions of the State during
the past season, but the average yield of a
five or six year-old tree of say 1200 pounds
would give us 75 pounds of dried fruit,
which at 5 cents would be 63 50
to the tree or over $300 to the acre. If
quantities of the article, first-class in every
respect and inviting to the eye, could be ob-
tained nt 4or C cents per pound, the con-
sumption would be enormous. The States
and Territories north and east of us would
have as many pounds on their tables as they
have of meat or vegetables. • •

Mr. Stabler suggests that the young men
of California of limited means should strive
to procure title to one or mote, acres of first-
class fruitland planted to French prunes,
and that they forever after keep the same
unlucuinbered, and proceed fully within
their means. Itwould prove to them a gold
mine, in which the "pay-streak" would
widen and trow richer for a generation of
years. -

The board sent its resolution to the Board
oi Supervisors. That l>ody referred the
matter to the Street Committee, and the lat-
ter sent it buck untouched to the Board of
Health, simply saying Hint the last-named
body had the power to order the sewers
Hushed, If itis deemed best.

The Board of Health then took the order
to the Superintendent of .Sheets with in-
structions to carry it out, and Mr. Ash-
worth Informed its representative that lie
could not do so without instructions' from
the Supervisor*, There is the condition the
order finds itself in after two weeks of
dangerous delay and lost time.

Scarcely a sewer in the city that doe9not
need drainage more orIts-, and yet through
the clumsy delays of Incompetent authorities
tuo work is hindered and the city's health
jeopardized. Mr. Ashnortu states that
there are SCO miles of sewers in the city,
and that he is Boshing as fast anil as much
us he can with the limited force at his com-
mand, lie cannot do more than lie is doing,
