GLADSTONE'S SPEECH.

Various Matters Touched Upon in an /.diresi
to Edinburgh Liberals.

Edinburgh, Oct. 27.—A meeting of Lib-
erals was held here to-day, at which Glad-
stone delivered an address. He said the
Liberal party is prepared to wait for an ex-
pre-siou of 1 lie country's opinion regarding
home rule before announcing any premature
scheme. He urged the people to closely
watch the naval and military expenditure-,
which, he declared, bad gone beyond all
bounds of prudence and propriety. Re-
ferring to the foreign policy of the Govern-
ment, Gladstone blamed Salisbury for send-
ing an accredited envoy to the Vatican." The
sending ol Simmons to consult with the
Pope regarding the rights of the Catholic
Church in Malta came dangerously .near to
supporting the Papal claims to clerical do-
minion over pan of Italy. Continuing,
Gladstone said the accounts of internal op-
pression in Russia raised feelings akin to
abhorrence, and he trusted the world would
soon be favored with better report?. Re-
garding Armenia and the misrule of the
Porte, he said the lone series of outrages
committed by the Turks on Christians
might eventually seal the doom of the once
great Turkish Empire.

Referring to home politics, Gladstone said
there were seven test questions, apart from
that of home rule for Ireland, namely,
ten pc auci-, eight hours a day. disestablish-

ment of theScotch Church, disestablishment
of the UeUh Church, woman suffrage,
hone 1 ule forScotland and allotments. But
lie c«utio)'.ed the Liberal party against di-
viding on« large army iuto seven small
ones by declining to support a candidate
who does not accept a particular V st.
Gladstone praised Lord Salisbury's South
African arrangement as the best that the
circumstances permitted.

FOR THE RAILROADS.

A Decision on Interstate Com-
merce Law.

George Eice Loses His Case Against Several
Transcontinental Lines.

Ex-President Cleveland in the Role of an
Attorney Before the Unlled Slates

Supreme Court.

WabhikgtOH, Oct. 27.— A lengthy decis-
ion was announced on interstate commerce
law to-day in the case of George Rice against
the Southern Pacific, Union Pacific, Atchi-
son, Topeka and Santa Fo railroads and
others in reference to rates on petroleum
and its products to Calilornia points as af-
fected by the long and short haul clause.
The decision is in favor of the railioad
lines, and maintains that under the act to
regulate commerce they have a right to

make lower rates at California water and
terminal points on this kind of traffic to

meet the competition of water lines without
reducing their rates to the. same level to in-
termediate points where no such competi-
tion exists.

The decision also sustains the carriers in
making a "blanket rate, as itis called, on
this traffic, beinir a through rale that is the
same to California points, lrom allpoints io
the United States east of the ninety-seventh
meridian of longitude, on the ground that
this rate has its origin and is based uij:>n

actual competition between allrail lives en
one side, aud water lines which aie not sub-
ject to the act to regulate commerce on tlie
other.

Inr^'ft r-nce to freight, large in amount,
the decision states that tlie other claim of
complainant that tlie defendant rail carriers
made lower rates to recoivtug-tank stations
In California to favor the Standard Oil.
Trust, and its affiliated companies, firms
and associations, and then low local rates
from such receiving-tank stations to adja-

cent points whereby preference is given
these slippers over other shippers of this
kind of fieight, is not sustained by the evi-
dence ivthe proceeding.

The .Southern l'u< ilie Company is ordered
to publish its rates as to this (lass of freight

aud Santa Fe Railway, end California ter-
minal points on tho lilies (if this c;>rr;er.

As to the transcontinental lines, the com-
plaint Is dismissed, but is held forfarther
evidence and investigation in the ease of
certain Southern and {southwestern railways
\vho are also parties defendant in the pro-
ceedit.i;.

GIBBONS ItKI'OUT.

Ccod'.ticn if Affairs is the Department of the
Colombia

Washington. Oct. 27.—The Secretary of
War has received the annual report ofBriga-
dier-Genera) John Gibbon, commanding the
Department of the Columbia. He reports
the Indians of the extreme Northwest per-
fectly peaceful, and he thinks they willre.
main so. indefinitely, unless "goaded to des-
peration by the constant encroachment? of
whites and their acts of injustice." lie says
in regard to conns-martial: "The supposed
irregularities in court-martial proceedings
have recently given rise to a good deal of
comment throughout the country, and a
preposition has been made to take lioui the
department commanders the power to order
general courts and rest itonly In the divis-
ion commanders. lam of the opinion that
this would be a great mistake. Itwould not
be in furtherance of the administration of
justice, and would simply add one more to
ihi! disadvantages of the present division
organization.''
lie recommends, however, certain im-

provements in the administration of military
justice as follows: To authorize the Secre-
tary by law to establish a. schedule of pun-
ishments for certain well-defined offenses to
which the courts should conform in these
sentences ; by requiring a strict compliance
with the law in convening general courts
and by establishing a military court of ap-
peal, whose duties should be similar to cor-
responding civil courts. General Gibbon
reports the troops in his department in
good condition us regards discipline and
drill, and gives it as his opinion that the
various measures, taken to decrease the
number of desertions iv the army willre-
sult beneficially.

"Nostep?," lie says, "willproduce better
results than the plan to get better material
by enlisting recruits Inrural districts rather
than in crowded cities." He reports the
canteens inbis department ina satisfactory
condition, and says the system isnot only
better than that of sntlership, but enlisted
men are beginning to realize some of its
benefit^. lie recommends that the War De-
partment charter a seaworthy vessel for the
transportation of stoics across the mouth of
the Columbia River and Makers Buy, as was
done until recently, when the contract for
that service was disapproved. Since the
stoppage of the steamer the garrison at Fort
Can by has been cut off from ordinary table
supplies.

IHK NATION'S WARDS.

Annual R-port of Commissioner Morgan of
tbe Indian Bureau.

"Washington, Oct. 27.
—

Commissioner
Morgan of the Indian Bureau, inhis annual
report, says that lor ten years there has
been real progress in the right direction In
the Indian question and that the outlook fsr
the future is encouraging. Itlias become,

be says, the settled portcy of the Govern-
ment to break up reservations and tribal
relations, settle Indians upon their own
homesteads, incorporate them Into national

life, and deal with them, not as nations or
tribes or bands, but as individual citizens.
The American Indian is to become the In-
dian American. Americans themselves are
coming to understand the present policy of
the Government and are showing an In-
creasing readiness and even desire to adjust
themselves to it.

Upon the subject of the personnel of the
Indian service, Commissioner Morgan ssiys
wherever itcan be done without too great
hardships, he has endeavored to remove
those who were immoral.Incompetent, in-
efficient or unfaithful. No one has been
discharged on account of politics or religion,
and inno single instance except for the im-
provement of the service. Great improve-
ments have been made in the government of
the industrial schools. The Commissioner
says that believing that the public schools
are a more effective means of Americanizing
our foreign population, he is desirous of
bringing the Indian school system into rela-
tion with that of the public schools, nut
only so but wherever possible he is placing
Indian nuplU in public schools. lie favors
compulsory education for Indian children.

At the date of the hut annual report there
were 133 Indian reservations in the United
States, having an aggregate area of 111i.000,-
--000 acres, or 107,250 square miles. During
the year about 13,000,000 acres had been
secured by cession from the Indians, and an
agreement by which about four and a half
millions willbe secured is now pending in
Congress. The work of making allotments
of lands in severally under the several nets
of Congress has steadily progressed during
the year.

Electrical Execution.
Washington-, Oct 27.—The first motion

to secure final action by tlie Supreme Court
of tlie United .States on the question of the.
constitution ilityof the New i'ork Electrical
Execution law was made in the Supreme
Court to-day. It was moved that tho case
be advanced and set for n speedy hearing.
The point raised is that the Keinmler exe-
cution demonstrated that killing by elec-
tricity was cruel and en unusual punish-
ment, and as such prohibited by the Con-
stuiuii 11 of the United States. Alter
counsel made his motion Chief Justice Fuller
asked :

"is tnere any distinction between this
ca<e and the case of Kemniler?"

Daniel O'Callahau, tl.e counsel who made
the motion, responded :"Yes, sir; this dis-

dicate any immediate uprising or serious
outbreak, but Ido feel it my duty to report
the present 'craze' and the Datura of the
excitement existing among the Sitting Bull
faction of Indians over the expected

dian millennium,' the annihilation of the
white man arid the supremacy of the In-
dians, which is looked for not later than
next spring."

ile repeats in detail the story which]has
been told the Indians by the medicine-men
and adds: Sitting Bull is a high priest and
the leading apostle of this latest Indian
absurdity; iv a word, he is the chief mis-
chief-maker at this agency, and if he were
not here, this craze, 5o great among the
Sioux, would never have gotten a foothold
at this agency. He lias been a disturbing
element since his return from contiuemcul
as a military prisoner in t lie spring ot 1884:
but the feeling has been growing the pas:
year, which is partly to lie accounted for by
the presence of a lady from lirooklyn,N. V.,
named ilrs. C. Weidon, who came, here in
June announcing herself as a member of
Dr. lilnnd'H soilety, an Indian Delense As-
sociation, and opposed to the Indians ratify-
ing the act of March 2, IS-.s!).

"While here she bestowed numerous pres-
ents upon silting liull,besides considerable
money, which had a demoralizing effect
anon hint, Inflating him with, bis importance.
