Both Secretary Blaine and Senator Sher-
man in recent speeches have drawn power-
ful contrasts between the condition of the
United States thirty years ago and at the
present time. Mr, Biaine showed that the
comparative prosperily of the country under
the revenue tariff of 1846 was due to other
causes than the tariff. These were the Mexi-
can war, which caused the expenditure of a
hundred millions above the ordinary ex-
penses of the Government; war and famines
in Europe, which created an artificial de-
mand for our products, and the discovery of
gold in California. by which hundreds of
miliions of dollars were added to the me-
tallic currency of the country. But in spite
of these accidents or incidents the country
in 1860 was pot in a high state of pros-
perity. We had no currency worthy of the
name. Senator Sherman says it was the
meanest ever devised by man, and would
not pass from one part of the country to

another. This every one knows to be true.
Dank-notes were only good at their face
valne in the immediate locality. The best

of Boston or New York bank-notes were
subject to a discount in the West, while
Western were, with few exceptions,
not negotiable in the East.

We arenot
dependent upon toreign nations for any of
comforts of life. At the same time,
under present conditions, foreign trade adds
to our comfortand prosperity. We can pro-
duce tea, but it is better in an industrial
1se to cultivate other industries and buy
our tea abroad. We can produce coffee, but
at the present time it is not worth whilo.
We can produce a fair article of silk and an
excellent v: y of woeolen cloth. Atthe
same time there are rich people who prefer
the foreign produect. There is no harm in
letting them have it. There are productsof
the tropics which we cannot produce and
v well do witbout. It js these
alify the statement made by Mr,
Loud. urope sends us little or nothing
that we cannot get along quite well with-
out. The present tariff is a contrast in pol-
icy with the free-trade doctrine which de-
clares that each nation should do that which
it can do cheapest. Under this doetrine we
should remain for years exporiing raw ma-
terial and importing finished goods. No na-
tion ever prospered under that poliey. The
Southern American States had in eotton the
most valuable vroduct that a country ever
exporied, but gland get rich much fasier
in converting cotton into finished goods than
the South did in growing it. The McKinley
tariff aims to encourage the establisiment
in the United States of all industries which
we can profitably conduet. Itis nota blow
at foreign trade, but at excessive foreign
trade. We shail continue to import things
which we cannot profitably produce. The
time may come when our labor will need
the employment found in growing tea and
coffee. At present, however, our labor will
find more profitable employment in produe-
ing certain kinds of goods which we have
imported largely from Europe

NROEBBING 1THE

The New York Tunes is waging earnest
war against the Tammany organization of
that city. It charges the Tammany leaders
with extravagance and corruption which it
declares to be in effect robbery of the poor.
Says the Tines:

If the workingman whose little bome costs him
over $5 a year more because of unjust taxation
were assaulted by thieves on the street,who tried
to take that sum from him, he could at least have
a chance to defend himself aud his property.
The intelligent citizen who votes to Leep Tam-
mauy in power would feel very mean if Le stood
by and saw such rebbery and gave no belp, but
his vote for Tawmany bas the same resuit.

The illustration is not perfeet from the
fact that in that city, as well as in this, cor-
rupt government is sustained, or at least
permitted, by the masses of voters. The
poor, in voting for Buckley’s followers in
the light of the past, help to rob themselves.
'I'he poor man’s home in this city custs more
than €5 a year more than it would under a
clean and economical government. Unless
the Buckley ticket polls close upon 23,000
votes next Tuesday, Buckley will be over-
thrown.
