A VETBKAM'B BIKTUD,

The celebration of the birthday of a sol-
dier by simultaneous banquets at cities go

far apart as Ni\v fork and 15-rlin is so un-
usual an event that it almcst becomes his-
torical In fact, Hellmnlh, Count yon

M. 'ike. Field Marshal of the German army,
has made hi- mark su tirnily on the history
of the nineteenth century that everything
which concents him interests the annalist of
that century. Lie has been a laree part of
tlie times which the historian will have to
describe.

His biography is familiar to ir.n-t readers.
Two or three points In it arc of especial in-
terest. He was what is general called an
old man before lie made his mark. He bad
seen some little service inTurkey when he
was 40, and bad worked lauoriously in the
staff offices of the Prussian army for the
twenty years ensning. But he was 65 years
old before he showed, in tlie Seven Days'
War, that he was one of tlie most consum-
mate captains of the age. He was 70 when
he planned the masterly campaign in
France, which made German victory a
forced conclusion. Some other Generals
have been tardy indeveloping their quality:
Mnrlboror.gh was 53 when lie fought the
(tattle of Ulenheini, but wr know of no
other first- lass soldier whose mastery of
in- art was unknown to ins comrades until
after he had passed his sixtieth year. Yon
Mol'.ke's life, too, had not been passed in
tlie practical observation (if war. He was a
bureau officer, evtr busy with charts and
muster-rolls: his chief concern for many
year-. v..is with the caliber of rifles and the
fashion of uniforms. Yet when the time
for action did come no youth was swifter in
movement nor more energetic, in carrying
out a plan of campaign than he. Years do
not always cool the blood.

Another Interesting point I*that the key
to You Moltke's irresistible strategy was the
simple rule which Napoleon always im-
pressed on his generals, to have more men
at the point of impact than the enemy could
assemble. This was particularly conspicu-
ous in the Franco-German war. Wherever
theOermans met the French tney were either
Uvu to one or three to two. This was the
fruit, Brat, of'tho compulsory enlistment in
the German army of an enormous proportion
of the able-bodied male cittzenj of Germany :
second, of an admirable system of mobiliza-
tion, and third, of a carefully prepared sys-
tem of transportation, which never broke
down. The French never thought of In-
creasing the .-tieiinUi of their urmy; their
cadres showed a force which to the Emperor
Seemed sufficient ;it was only on the lield of
battle tiiat It was discovered that a larue
percentage of the men on the rolls enlisted
un paper only. Acuin, the French plan ol
mobilization was defective; it was found
impossible to concentrate on one spot the
[orce which the Emperor had. Finally,
tne French transportation service was
woefully inefficient. Whole divisions were
kept iv the background from tho want
of railroads to move them. The Emperor
bad reached that point in his career ulien he
was reluctant to override commerce, indus-
try andagriculture on the ground of military
necessity.

•He relied on the valor of his troops, and
the reliance was not misplaced. The Ger-
man loss at Woerth and Gravelotte was far
greater than that of the French. Inother
wars those actions would have been classed
as French victories, and would hare been
followed by German retreats. But Yon
Jfoltke had provided so many lighting men
that, notwithstanding tueir losses, the Ger-
mans were stronger after these battles than
they had been before; nn«l they pressed on,
brushing the French before them by sheer
weight of numbers. The same tactics ena-
bled YonMollke to split the French army,
to shut up one-half of it in Met* and to
corral the other half at Sedan. Both opera-
tions involved an overwhelming preponder-
ance of numbers. With anything like equal
numbers IJazaino would have cut his way
out of Metz, and MncM;ihnn would have
Given battle in the open, instead of allowing

himself to lie trapped in the tilldo sac by the
Meu-e. Bat the Germans were so superior
in numbers everywhere that to fight was to
court defeat.

This strategy was effective, and in war it
is results which count. Ifever it fails to our
lot to he engaged in another war ithto be
hoped that its record will not be a story of
glorious victories won over a superior force.
We ought to initke' sure of having more men
at the point of collision than the enemy
can muster; ever remembering the adiige
that fortune is usually on the side of the
heaviest battalions.

TIIK D&HBEBS.
We liavo had forseveral years past what

have been termed very respectable candi-
dates on Buckley's ticket for municipal and
State officers, but alter election we have
seen what most of those candidates have
dune. Tli3 Major has ben like a piece of
putty in the hands of tho.boss, and the Su-
I«ivis irs— th.it is a controlling influence iv
that body—have been ready to perpetrate

almost any enormity. The departments
such a* County Clerk's ollice, the Sheriff's
office and.foraisght weknuw to the contrary,
nearly all of the other departmental offices,
have been filled with the creatures of the
boss. Go to the courts and we lind a very
respectable body of Judges who have been
placed in oilice through Buckley's influence,
but during their occupancy the rights of the
city have been frittered away. What we
mean by this is that we thought the city had
come rights, but nearly every time a trial is
bad Ihe rights of tlie people crumble away,
until we have reached a condition when it
is doubtful if wo have even a charter which
forbids boss rule from swallowiuu up nearly
everything. We would not even Liut that

when the, boss selects a Judge bo knows
exactly what are the candidate's opinions on
Important question'— such, for instance, us

favor obtaining as much money as possible
by the acting regime. In all seriousness,
Tin;Call Would ask voters if itis not time
to put an end to such a system of govern-
ment as permit] Buckley to select our
Judges, our heads of departments whose
clerks have tin? selection of juries, etc?

provident, is a scheme, he aigues, worthy of the
loftiest statesmanship.

Several
of these mocK elections have shown mat not half
of the voters really east their ballots as they in-
tended, tlio nrlucipal mistakes occurring in
checking oil the names to be voted for. This Is
not th.' fault of Ibe system, which Ua very good
one, but shows that those who desire to exercise
the right of citizenship must furbish up their
faculties a little bit. The disclosures of the
mock elections have, however, a tendency to up-
set party calculations.
