A HALLOWEEN STORY.

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A DiN OF THIEVES.

The Blue Mountnins of Utah a Refuge of
Criminnls.

The Blue Mountains in Utah have for
years been the resort of all kinds and eon-
ditions of eriminals. The La Sall Mountains,
connected with the Biue range by spurs
and ridges, form a vpart of thie almost im-
penetrable region which has served to keep
many a rascal from the law and to defeat
the ends of justice.

The criminals who infest these fastnesses
are all of Western practice and profus\nn.
None of the Eastern fugitives have as yet
learned of such a place, and it is doubtful if
any of them could stay there long if they
should find their way into it. 1t seems to be
the special preserve of a band of Western
thieves and desperadoes who often work to-
gether and know ecach other and each other’s
methods well.  Their field of operations in-
cludes several States and Territories, whether
in the line of train, mail, express or stage
robbing, horse-stealing, or any vther enter-
prise in their particular line, they are equally
at home in Colorado, Ul.lh Arizona, New
Mexico, Texas, Wyowing, or mnwlnu‘o in
the Indian Territory. Nearly all of them
are murderers, or, to use their own expres-
sion, men who have got the first shot. It
would take a strong and well-armed force to
drive such a body of desperate eriminals out
of hiding into the numerous jails which are
yawning to receive them. It might result in
a wholesale slaughter of the innocent as
well as the guilty, but it is the unanimous
opinion of officers of the law and members

of vigilance committees, that sooner or later

it will bave to be done.

“I'he occupation of the country by such a
class has resulted in a great and wanton
slaughter of the game. Last year more than
8000 deer were killed only lor their skins,
thie wost of every carcass being left to rot on
the ground. The country, as far as it was
penetriated by an official party, was found
filled with the sleletons of the dead animals.
The pelts were sold at the nearest trading
post, and must have resulted in great profit
to the butch-rs.

The rustlers of Southwestern Colorado are
large patrous of the Biue Mountains. They
are contintally committing depredations
and as often getting out of the way of the
officers. 1f they can reach the mountains
they are, or always have teen, safe, for
Parker is the first man who has ever I)e-en
brought out of the mountains after having
reachied them. Remaining in seelusion for a
time, the rustler emerges (o rencw his plun-
dering operations, He has been such a
nuisance and affiiction to honest people that
if it is once proposed to raise a ltorce of men
suflicient to break up his lair there will be
no lack of recruits. When the attack is
made it can have but one result, although
the criminals will make a desperate resist-
ance aud die with their boots on, and will no
doubt make some corpses with the same
pedal adornment in the attacking party.
The people are ready to take the chances,
though. It will notbe long until the Blue
Mountain refuge is broken up. The first
pusse aft-T a criminal who has gone there
will be ine largest that ever wentinto the
country, and it will go in to stay uatil it has
done its work.—st. Louis Re “pu lie,

SEVENTY L1V h FED HIS REVENGE

“0ld Tom"* Starr, the Notorious Indian
Desperado, Ends His Career.

*“Old Tom” Starr, formerly ona of the
most daring outlaws that the Wiid West
has ever known, and for whose head at one
time a reward of $30,000 was offered, died at
his home on the Canadian River, south of
Guthrie, Oklahoma, on the 21st of October.
Starr was a full- blood Cherokee Indian,
measuring 6 feet 4 inches in his mocce asins.
He never knew bis equal in  strength
throughout the whole tribe. He swore
vengeance upon a posse of twenty-seven
men who killed his father, uncle and brother
in their own ecabin in 1860, and when his
death list had reached seventy, includinz
every member of the posse mentioned, the
Cherokee nation entered into a contract with
the outlaw by whiech he returned home
and again took up a peaceful life. He came
to this territory in 1839, when his tribe
immigrated from Georgia. 11is son Sam was
the husband of Belle Starr, who was famous
for her daring exploits in tie Indian country
and Texas, aud who was shot and killed in
the Creek nation last spring by Deputy
United States Marshals. His case was
cne where a single man caused a powerful
nation of people to plead to him for quarter,
apd after he had carried out his oath
of vengeance and extermination gladly
allowed bimn to become one of them again
without harm or molestation. During the
days of Lis warfare against nis Indian foes
there were many deeds of desperate daring
placed to his credit. By him a tax col-
leetor in Crawford County, Arkansas, was
overtaken in the mountains, murdered and
robbed of $10,000. Watt Grayson, a Chero-
kee, was robbed of £32,000, and a subsequent
suit against the Ge vernment to recover the
money developed *Old Tom™ as the brains
of the gang that did the neat jub 1n a most
romantic way, aided by the cunning of Bill

Reed. After the robbery Reed went to
Texas, w here he met a tragic death. Delle
Starr and 'Tom quarreled over the Grayson
booty and Belle married \nm Tom’s pet
son, to spite *Old Tom” and his wife.
Three years ago Sam Starr and Bill West,
cousins, Lnlwl each other m a duel over
family matters. “Old Tom” was buried
near the place where he had lived for the
past few yesrs and where he had died.—
Chicago Herald.
