Seattle SlldinpDown Hill.

Seattle, Oct. 30.—Terrace street, one of

the steepest in the city, leading up to the
base of a high bluff, has formed Into an
avalanche, and fiftyor more people who
liveIn the vicinity are moving out of their
residences inalarm Fissures have formed
In the earth, and tho cracks are from three
Inches to two feet in width. The damage
already done will exceed 520,000, and the
people are fearful lest the whole hillwill
slide down. The City Board of Public
Works put a force of men lo work this
morning digging at the base of the hill, and
the result was the location of a largo living
spring, which had sent seeping water down
the grade and was the cause of the trouble.
A drainage system will be put in, and the
city has hopes that the avalanche can be
checked.

Astoria and South Const Binds
Pobtlaxd, Oct. 30.—President William

Reid ofthe Astoria and South Coast Rail-
way received from London this afternoon a
cablegram from the chief of the London
syndicate, which bought the Astoria and
South Coast Railway bonds, acknowledging
the receipt of copies of the bond and stock
contracts, signed by the Finance Committee
of Astoria and the South Coast Railway
and Pacific Construction Company, both ac-
knowledged before the British Vice-Consul
at Porti ml October llth. The cablegram
says: "1approve the contracts received to-
day. Will pay $200,000 seven days after
the encineers arrive."

Mors Orchard Planting.
Tulare, Oct. 30.—There was another im-

portant land sale to-day in the Roberts Tract,
near this city, and the W. E. Ward Fruit
Company of San Jose bought 'MO acres,
which will be planted in peaches and prunes
within the next three months. Tbis, added
to t'.e WO acres purchased in the same

locality recently by an Oakland syndicate,
makes 1000 acres of new orchard in that
tract. Many smaller pieces are being pre-
pared for fruit. The Ward Company will
establish a cannery, dryer aud packing-
house.

Freedom, tbe apple of
his eye is Hazel Wilkes, and if his inmost
thoughts were laid bare they would be that
he considers her as gooi as the best of tho
cracks. How really good she is is only
known to Corbett and Goldsmith. One
thing seems assured, and that is that next
year she willbe sent East tocompete in the
free-for-all list against the best in the coun-
try. Hazel Is now reported as being in
excellent order, and if sho continues to
improve as rapidly for the next few months
as she has done of late, she will make the
best of them do their utmost next year to
beat her iva race.

FREEDOM'S RECORD.
William Corbett, the proprietor of the

San Mateo Stock Farm and of the valuable
Wilkes family of trotteis that hail from
that vicinity, said yesterday that inallprob-
ability no further attempt would be made
this year to lower Freedom's record. The
phenomenal yearling,' the first of his age to
enter the 2:30 list, is in fine form, but to
send him now against his notch of 2:29%
wouldnot be the best policy. Both Corbeit
and Goldsmith think he can easily reduce
Ills mark by a couple of seconds it the con-
ditions are favorable, but even if he did so
only glory and nothing else would be reaped
as the fruits of his victory. Practically, for
stake or class racing purposes, Freedom is
now of but littlo value, and it willbe only
in his three-year-old form that the colt will
earn immediate cash returns. Itis almost
a positive fact that no attempt willbe made
tbis year to give Freedom a lower mark.
Rupee, ihe crack three-year old pacer of the
Coast, has recovered from the injury he re-
ceived by picking up a nail, but willnot be
raced again this year.

ARRIVAL OF MILLARDSANDERS.
MillardSanders, one of the leading East-

ern drivers, who has been engaged to take
charge of the aged division of ibe Valensin
Stock Farm, arrived in this city a couple of
days ago. and has gone up to the ranch to
look over I.is future charges. Itwill be re-
membered that Mr. Sanders relinquished
his former engagement because he drovo a
horse out to win. This did not suit his em-
ployer, aid Mr. Sunders at once resigned
his position. This is about the first time on
record that a driver has been discharged be-
cause he acted as only an honest man
could do.

Tho string
that went East was small in Dumber but
rich in quality, consisting of Bacine, tbree
veais old, and three two-year-olds— Kiniax,
Homer and Glenlivet.

All were bred at Palo Alto. Bacine was
only leased by the Palo Alto people to
Bamsdell and Williams for the trip Fast,
but the others belong to the Undine stable.
Racine's performances on the Coast are too
well known to Californiaus toneed recapitu-
lation: Barring Flambeau he is the best
colt ever raised at the Palo Alto ranch.
Back East lie started six times aud won five
of the races, losing the last, in which he
went to the post.

Bin-tax started eight times East and won
twice. His only win of importance was in
the first running of the Friendly stakes at
Chicago, where he beat a big field and
placed $5612 to the credit of tlie stable. At
the seioud running of the stake at Coney
Island he was unplaced.

Itformerly had 9 o'clock, but is willingto
compromise on 8. It proposers to send a
committee to confer with the Federated
Trades to-night with that object in view.

ASweeping Craande bythe Retail Clerk*'
Association.

The committee from the cloak houses re-
'\u25a0 ported last night to the Dry-goods' Men's
Early Closing Association that all are will-
ing to close at 6 o'clock in the evening ex-
cept Kellv&Bebes on Kearny street. 'After
some discussion a boycott was ordered on
that firm. The same committee reported
that all the fancy goods houses on Kearny
and Market streets had agreed to close at
6o'clock in the evening and 10 o'clock on
Saturday nights; also that all glove houses
would closo at 6 o'clock and 10 o'clock
on Saturday nights, except Mr.Metse, who
has half a store in tlie Pbelan Block and
half of another on Kearuy street.
A boycott was also ordered on these two
stores. There was a committee appointed
to visit the clothing and gents' furnishing
stores to endeavor to have them close on
aim after Monday, November 3J,at6 o'clock
in the evening and 10 o'clock on Saturday.
Over fiftyapplications for membership were
received and the followingbouses were re-
ported to have agreed toclose from Monday
next: Boos Bros., M. J. Flavin, Charles
Keilus &Co., Chicago Clothing Company,
O'Banion &Peck, The Globe Clothing Com-
pany, Raphael's, The lllistings Company
and Boston Clothing Company.

ON THK WARPATH.
The Itfix-Hnwyi'" Trjint to Subdue

Unwillli<£ .Factories.
The box-sawyers and nailers are having

trouble with the Truckee, San Francisco and
Union factories, which;refuse to be com-
pletely unionized, and are the only ones in
the city now not in the union.

Tne union is anxious to make quick work

of the cases by declaring a strike at once,
but it is restrained by the Executive Com-
mittee of the Federated Trades in the hope
of arriving at the desired end by a more
amicable process. The three factories have
left the question ivthe bands of Mr.Car-
rick of the San Francisco Factory for settle-
ment, but he has been out of town so much
that the committee from the council could
not see him.

Last week the Trucken Factory discharged
seventeen prominent union men.. To the
surprise of the proprietor the places of the
men could not be tilled. Then he tried to
re-engage the men, but they had all gone to
work inother factories. ItIs said that this
little incident hns made the three factories
anxious for settlement. '-y-ly

ALL IM.

The Breweries Dave Allowed Their
Drivers to Join the Union.

The brewery workmen have been vic-
torious in the organization of the b'er-
wagon drivers. Last night fifty-four,repre*
sen ting every brewery in the city, except the
Buffalo, joined tho union. The reason the
Buffalo was not in the list was because that
establishment' had not been called upon,
and not because it stands out against the
movement. No opposition is looked for from
that firm. The result is, of course, that
there willbe no boycott declared to-night by
the Federated Trades, and the brewery
workmen are now a completely organized
trades union.

-
At Peace With All.

There are few unions in such a peaceful
condition as the journeymen butchers. It
embraces the entire Pacific Coast, is at log-
gerheads withno one, has no "kick"about
work or wages, and its labor bureau has
been completely successful in the distribu-
tion of labor. The o ilyobstacle now in the
way of complete success is the union's inabil-
ity to supply the demand for workmen. Two
applications for good men were made at last
night's meeting, and while they cannot be
supplied at once, they willbe before many
days. The union is now contemplating an
organization inMontana.

Will Join thn Carpenters,
The painters and decorators are arrang-

ing to affiliate with the carpenters and
joiners in the establishment of a general
mechanics' headquarters/ free reading-room
and labor bureau. A committee from that
union lias beeu in conference with the car-
penters for some time, and, while nothing
has yet been evolved.it is morally certain
that general co-operation will be the result.
The 150 tickes to the moldcrs' benefit ball
that the painters took, and afterward lost,
were settled for last night by drawing a
warrant iv favorof the nio'.ders for $75.

EARLY TRANSPORTATION.
How llro WillnmrtiH Itiver Traffic Was

Handled InFormer Days.
The following interesting account of early

transportation on the Willamette is taken
from the memoirs of the late George T.
Allan, formerly of McKinley &Co., of Ore-
gon City. The memoirs are at present in the
possession of Editor Cornwall of the Cath-
lamet Gazette, and the extract following
was published in that paper under date of
October 23d :

"As neither steamboats nor railways in
1849 were yet heard of in Oregon, wehad two
largo battcaux or bonis bunt at Fort Van-
couver, and named them the 'Skookum
Chuck' and!

'
Turn Water,' which mean, in

the Indian dialect, strong water and water-
falls, such n. nre at Oregon City. We took
them to Oregon City and commenced carry-
ing passengers and freight between that
place and Poit'aud, and did a roaring busi-
ness. To insure di-patch we manned the
boats eacli with a different tribeof Indians—
the Klikitats ami Spokane). Sometimes
McKinley and Itook a trip to encourage our
crews, and afterward we picked up an old
English captain whose vessel had been seized
ami condemned by the Government lorblad-
ing spurs on the American side of the sound,
winin we put in command. -From his bluff
manner and eeneral appearance Inamed him
'Dick Haterick.' of Guy Manneriug mem-
ory. He had to reign his position, as the
natives rose inarms against him."

Mr. Allaninformed the editor of the Ga-
zette, previous to his death, that the fare
was $20 for the trip between Oregon City
and Portland, nnd the Indians were paid $5
at each end of the line for their services.

OIiITUAKY.
BRUCE' B. LEE. j.

Bruce B. Lee died yesterday morning at 9
o'clock at lied Bluflof disease of the heart
He wris one of the oldest and most highly
respected citizens of California, and was at
one time a Harbor Commissioner of San
Francisco. He was agent of several insur-
ance companies at Bed Bluff and was a
large fruit-grower and an enterprising man.
His funeral will take place on Saturday at 2
o'clock in tho afternoon. The business-
honses in Bed Bluff will close for four
hours to attend the funeral. He leaves a
widow* and oue child.

Mr. tee was one of the State Board of
Harbor Commissioners during the incum-
bency of the late Governor Irwin, his asso-
ciates having been the late Captain William
M.Blanding and Captain J. M.Burns, the
latter being now the only one left of the
board. Itwas under their administration
that Sections A and B and 1, 2 and 3 of tlie
new sea-wall were built. Upon the organ-
ization ol Company I),Eighth Battalion In-
fantry, N. G. C, at Bed Bluff,Mr. Lee was
unanimously chosen as Captain, a position
he held at the time of liis death. Company
D was one of the ten additional companies
for the organization of which authority was
given by the Legislature at its recent ses-
sion.
