WELLINGTON MANNING, M.A.,
wWfjg was one of those literary offshoots
wf.il..*^who hat. like unquiet ghosts the
neighborhood of Fieet street or else seek
refuge in the greet reading-room of the Brit-
ish Museum, finding there that warmth and
comfort which they seek in vain elsewhere.
in bis youth he was destined for the

church, but coming unexpectedly into pos-
session of considerable property, lie gave up
his career and sought the fashion ible world.
Of a soft, impressionable nature, he easily

became the prey of unscrupulous adventur-
ers and acquired a taste for gambling and
all kinds of dissiva'.ion, his large fortune
was quickly dissipated and he sank into
direst poverty.

However, unlike the coarser type of Bo-
hemian, who delights in low associates,

Wellington Maiming. M.A.,never consorted
with pronounced imbibers or sporting char-
acters, but sought those of fallen reputa-

tion and aristocratic lineage, whose abase-
ment was the more real by reason of tlieir
obstinate self-esteem.

Wellington Manning had essayed writing
a serial story, besides many light effusions
loth in poetry and prose, lint unfeeling
publishers, with an eye to business, de-
manded brain work of the commonplace
»nd practical kind rather than those imagi-
native flights, which lead to fame both pres-
ent and future.

This was the bete noir of the once dis-
tinguished poet and scholar; mind and body
failed, nnd at last the end came and lie died.

Application to bis few remaining Iriends
yielded barely sufficient wherewith to pay
funeral expenses and buy enough ground in
(rod's acre to save him the degradation of
pauper sepulture. A gentle wife and pale-
faced boy survived him—their only inherit-
ance poverty and neglect.

Woeful were the years that passed for
Mrs. Wellington Manning and her sou.
Hers was the burden of ceaseless strife for
bread, but by wearisome toil as a governess
she contrived to maintain herself aud child.

Wellington Manning Jr. grew up unusu-
ally talland proportionally weak.

M'CDDKEN INDICTED.
Two Bills Pre suited .\ .r lint Him by tlie

Federal Grnnrl Jury.

James McCudden, the Vallejo contractor,
who for years' has

'
been furnishing the

navy-yard at MareIsland withcoal and other
supplies, was yesterday Indicted by the
United States Grand Jury for having pre-

sented false, fictitious and fraudulent claims
to the Naval Department of the United
States for payment.

There were two indictments returned by
the Grand Jury. One charges McCudden
with having presented a claim for payment

for 100 tons of Wellington coal at SlO 96 per
tan, on September 14. 1889, to W. Golds-
borough, Paymaster, stationed in this city.
This claim had been approved by A. E. K.
Benham, Commandant, to whom itwas pre-
sented by McCudden, and his false state-
ments to Commandant Bcnhaiu constitute
the second count of the indictment. The in-
dictment states that this consignment of
coal fellshort of the amount for which pay-
ment was claimed by ten tons.

The second indictment is in form and
wording the same as the other, but it stated
that the claim presented by McCudden was
for 200 tons of broken anthracite at $I.' 4,"i

per ton, and that the consignment fell short
of the required 200 tons by 32. This claim
was presented for payment on April 27,

1889. and the requisitions for the coal were
made out by the Bureau of Equipments and
Recruiting of the United States, and were
numbered 34 and 75 respectively.

McCudden was placed in custody imme-
diately by the United Stales Marshal. The
blinds on each indictment were placed at
$5000, and soon after K. J. Wilson, Presi-
dent of the Vallejo Bank, and 11. J. B.
Aden, of Piper, Aden & Co. of this city,
went on the bonds. The penally, if found
guilty. Is imprisonment not less than one
year or more than live at hard laboi, or a
fine of not less than $1000 or more than
SoOOO. The penalty is fixed bySection 511W
of tne Revised Statutes.

TERRIBLE DEATH.

A Vnr. Type-Writer Crashed to Death
in no 1.1 it-tnr.

The swift descent of an elevator in the
establishment of the Thacknra .Manufactur-
ing Company, 1524 Chestnut street, Phila-
delphia, recently, says the Record, hurried
to an awful death Miss Ida li. Duseuberry,
a young type-writer employed in the build-
ing, and a particularly estimable woman.
Her neck was broken and her body was
otherwise badly cut and mangled.

The young girlin the course of her day's
work was frequently obliged to go from
one floor to another and it was her custom,
in the absence of the boy wj.o is supposed
to attend tho elevator, to run it herself.
Yesterday afternoon she had occasion to
co to the third floor, using the lift,as usual.
Having finished her duties on the third lloor
she ran to the second floor and got off. No
one saw the fatal accident; but it is sin posed
that while the elevator was at the second
floor she reached into it, and grasping the
lever, pulled it with the intention of send-
ing the car to the first floor.

So suddenly was the lever moved, how-
ever, that ihe elevator gave a quck start
and before the unfortunate girl could with-
draw her load from the shatt the top of the
entrance to the car struck her upon the neck
and threw her to the floor. Her neck was
caught nnd broken, and the car, still pro-
ceeding downward, dragged her wiih iiand
she plunged down the shaft. Death must
have come instantly. The force of the blow
was evidenced by the condition of the (le-
vator, an iron shaft of which was broken,
while all the glass in it was shivered.

The li:st news of the accident was carried
to the girl's home about 5 o'clock by her
lover, who feared to break the shocking
news. Ida was the lifeof tbe house. After
au hour the truth was revealed and the whole
household was prostrated. .Mi,-*.. Duseu-
berry was a remarkably lovable aud true
girl.
