Immense Crowds Cheer the
Next Governor,

Colonel MarMam Royally Welcomed at
Santa Ana and Anaheim.

His Popularity Constantly Increasing.

Speeches and Receptions at

Eoth Cities.

Anaheim, Oct. 31. Colonel Markliam
arose at an early hour this morning, aud at
7 o'clock he left San Diego amid the cheers
ofhis friends, wbo had gathered to see his
departure. At10 o'clock he reached Santa
Ana, where it had been arranged
for him to held a day meeting,

and hundreds were nt the depot to
welcome him. When be stepped from the
car lie was instantly surrounded by an eager
throng, all anxious to grasp his hand and
speak words of greeting to the favorite son

of Southern California. It was ono of
the most enthusiastic receptions yet given
him. and its spontaneity showed as
nothing else could how dear he is to the
heart-* of tbe good people ot tbis sect on. It
is only one more evidence of the fact that
the Democrats are going to meet their
Waterloo south of the Tehachapi Mount-
ains.

Th-» meeting, which was held in the after-
noon, was a moii-t one, considering the
hour, and fully1500 penple were in attend-
ance. In fact, every square inch of space in
Armory Hall was fully occupied, and a
more enthusiastic audience has not been
seen in the State. Itwas a cheering, yell-
ing multitude, each of whom seemed to feel
that the weight of the campaign rested on
lis own alders and that he must shout
for relief from ihjburden.

For an hour and .-. h 11 they stamped and
eh ered, :nd when it was over the hotel was
liteialiy thronged with visitors. They came
by dozens and by hundreds, men, women
aud children. Democrats and Republicans
alike, to grasp the strong right hand of the
gallant loh n 1, and assure him of their
most earnest support

After dinner the party left for this point
on a special train, accompanied by 200 clti-
zeiin of Santa Ana, who formed an escort in
honor of Markham. On their arrival here
they were met by a large concourse of peo-
ple, when another scene of enthusiasm was
enacted, and more cheers rent the air in
honor of Ihe distinguished guest.

Aprocession was formed aud marched to
the hotel, where dinner was waiting, and
hundreds crowded about the doors and
windows of the dining-room to catch a
glimpse of the future Governor.

WORK OF THK MINTS.

Director Leech Gives Somes Interesting Fig-
ures Regarding the Coinaee.

Washington, Oct 31.
—

The annual re-
port of Director of the Miut Leech says the

coinage for the past fiscal year was the
largest in tho history of the Mint, aggregat-
ing 112,098,071 pieces. Gold and silver bars
were manufactured as follows: Gold.
$23,342,433; silver, $7,045,357; total, 530.357,-

--791. Gold b.irs were exchanged for gold
coin free of charge of the value of $10,357,-
--677. The exports of gold dining the year
exceeded the imports by £4,253,047; the sil-
ver exports were $8,545,455 over the imports.
The total amount ofsilver purchased during
the fiscal year for the coinage of silver dol-
lars was 30,912,111 standard ounces, costing
620,899.320.

Froni the close of the fiscal year toAugust
13th, the date the new silver act went into
effect, the amount of silver purchased was
3,108,196 standard ounces, costing 53,019,
The amount of silver bullion purchased un-
der the act to October 31st has been 12,270.-
--578 ounces, at a cost of $14,038,108, an aver-
age of $1.14349 per fine ounce.

There was a marked Improvement in the
price of silver during the fiscal year. The
Director estimates the stock of metallic
money in tne United States July 1,1890, as
follows: Gold, $095,50.1,029; silver, $403,211.-
--919. The total amount of metallicand paper
incirculation, exclusive of holdings in the
Treasury, June 30, 1890, was $1,435,610,612,
a per capita of $22 03, against $1,380,418,091
at the commencement ol the fiscal year, an
increase of $55,192,521. The number of sil-
verdollars in circulation June 30, 1890, was
50,278,749, against 54,437,299 at the com-
mencement of the year. The product of
gold from the mines of" the United Mates
dining the calendar year 1889 was $32,800,-
--(XX); silver. 50,000,000 fine ounces, of the
commercial value if$46,750,000, and coining
value $04,040,404.

The product of the mines and smelters of
the United Stales during the same year was f
Gold, 2,527.892 troy ounces; silver, 60,236,489
troy ounces. The total purchases Of silver
for tlie coinage of silver dollars from March
1, 1878, to August, 12, 189% was 323,035,570
standard ounces, costing $303,199,201. The
net profitof the earnings over the expendi-

tures of the Mintduring the fiscal year was
$9,232,329.

The Director recommends, among other
things, the repeal or modification of the
act of May 26, 1882, authorizing the exchange
of gold Oars for gold coin.

The San Francisco Postcfiice Site Still Worry-• ing Washington ClScials.
Washington, Oct. 31.—The much-vexed

question of the San Francisco public-build-
ing site remains undecided. Another con-
ference will net be had until Attorney-
General Millerreturns to Washington.

Supervising Architect Wiudiiui of the
Treasury Department says that in viewof
the fact that the Sacramento side has been
found to be "soft ground" and not capable
of sustaining so great a weight as the pro-
posed building willbe, it has beeu decided
to adopt Engineer Lyman Bridge's recom-
mendation, who was sent from Augel Island
to examine the Sacramento site. Instead of
"piling," as some favor, lie recommends
what is called "cement gravel"— that i*. to
say, a two-foot layer of gravel aud one-foot
layer of cement, on which the foundation of
the building willrest.

DEPARTMENT OF THE PLATTE.

Eepcrt cf General Brooke en the Condition c.'
His Command.

Washington, Oct. 31.—1n his annual re-
port open the operations of the army in the
Department of the Platte, Brigadier-General
Brooke says the practice marches during
tho year were beneficial, and the mingling

of the National Guard aud regular army ac-
compli shed good results. There has been a
falling of in trials by court-mania', both

general and garrison, but General Brooke
says it is impossible to determine at this
early date whether or not this is owing to
the recent activity of the authorities in be-
half of the enlisted men or the normal fluctu-
ation incident to the service.

WITHOUT WARNING.

Cowardly Murder of Two Yonng
Men at Westport.

Shot by Tteir-, Brother-in-law Without
Any Provocation.

Their Bodies Discovered by Their Brother.

The Assassin Pursued by a Posse

of Citizens.

Westport, Oct. 31.—Jesse Vann, who
left here this morning for Eel River with a
band of horses, suddenly returned withthe
startling intelligence that his broths,

Charles and Matthew, had been shot and
killed by tlieir brother-in-law, Frank Ma-
son, near the hitter's house, about two
miles from this place. The particulars, as

near as could be obtained from Mrs. Mason,

were as follows:
Charles and Matthew were (-topping with

the Masons for a few days. Atthe supper-
table last night Matthew passed some bread
to Mason, who took it and after tasting it
put it away from bim, refusing to eat any

more of it. Mason told his wife to put the
bread away, saying it was not fit to eat.

After the Vann boys went out of the house
Mason told bis wife that Matthew bad put

something on tho bread to poison him so
they ciuld cet his insurance fromlh« Work-
men's Lodge, Mason being a member of
that order.

Nothing more was said about itthat night.
and about 5o'clock this morning Masou got

up and dressed himself and ok his gun
and stait d to go out, when his wife asked

hint where he was going. Mason said he
was going out, and she said: "What are
you going to do? 1think you are up to some-
thing."

He answered, "Never mind, Iam all
right."

He then went out, closing the door alter
him. His wife, thinking that something was
wrong, got up and went to the window just
as two shots were fired a short distance from
the life, ami a moment after Mason came
back to the side of the house, but did not go
in. His wife heard him throw some car-
tridges into the magazine of his rifle and
saw him start off Into the woods. She re-
mained in the house until her brother Jesse
came along, as above stated.

She toldhim what had occurred and said
that Charley and Matthew were sleeping out
of doors about sixty feet from the house.
Jesse went there and found his two brothers
cold iiideath, both having been shot through
the head.

Justice Lumpkin of this place held an in-
quest. A posse of eight or ten determined
men is out scouring the woods for the mur-
derer, but up to this hour nothing has been
heard of him.

Mason has always been a very quiet, inof-
fensive man, although possessed of a very
peculiar temperament, and no cause can be
assigned for the terrible deed, as he was on
good terms with his brothers-in-law. Tiie
murdered boys were held in high esteem by
every one and their sad taking offhas cast a
gloom over the eniiie community.

EEMAfiKABLBSUItGEUY.

llio Operation at a New York Clinic
Orfphlcnlly Described.

After climbing eight pairs of stairs at the
New YorkHospital the writer found him-
self on the top floor of the building, and
turning to the left they entered a door on
which a pla'e bore the name "Ampin-thea-
ter." A crowd of doctors and students
entered with them, and were coming aud go-
ing constantly.

Every known scientific appliance was at
hand for the use of the operating surgeons,
Drs. Bulland Weir, who soon entered, but
the patient as yet was not fullyetherized,

and they stood around the arena, robed like
priests in white surplice-like gowns that
covered them from their necks to their
slices. They were fine-looking men, both
handsome, neither of them beyond life's
prime. Soon the patient was ready, and the
two male nurses brought him in on a
stretcher.

The surgeon in charge, Dr. Weir, now an-
nounces that the case was one ot diseased
kidney, in which, all other means of treat-
ment having failed, he had determined, after
consultation with his colleagues, to cut down
on and remove the organ.

An incision was now made in tho right
side of the center of the abdomen. The
kidney was then sought for behind the
stomach and other organs, and, being greatly
enlarged, was fouud without difficulty.
After all its connections were dissected out,
a platinum wire was passed around its
pedicle and heated to a white heat by elec-
tricity to burn away the connection. As it
slowly burned through the tissue? a frying
sound could be heard, and a thick, greasy
-moke came out of the abdominal incision.
Meanwhile the surgeons with the utmost
care controlled the amount of heat. Atlast
the operation was finished and the removed
organ was taken trom the abdomen. Itwas
as large ns a child's head and weighed sev-
eral pounds with the pcs and water with
which its various abscess cavities were filled.

After the removal of the organ a consider-
able hemorrhage took place. Vessel after
vessel was lied, and bleeding points were
touched with the red-hot end of the thermo-
cautery iron ;but for nlong time itwas im-
possible to check the flow of blood, and in
the midst of this the ether worked badly;
the patient became so pule and blue that it
had to be stopped. Great beads of perspira-
lion stood on the brow of the anxious sur-
geon as, with the aid of a small portable elec-
tric lightplaced within the abdominal cavity,
he groped around, trying to find tho chief
point from which the hemorrhage came.
Every eye in the auditorium was strained to
catch a viewof the least success. The surgeon
and his assistants that had entered in sucli
white apparel, presented the appearance of
but -hers— they were spotted aud spattered
with blood from head to foot. Atlast the
bleeding artery that had .occasioned most of
Hie trouble was' found. To seize itwitha
pair of artery forceps was but the work of
an instant. Ina few minutes more the ves-
sel was securely tied and the bleeding was
under control. Meanwhile, the ether having
been discontinued, the patient's condition
improved rapidly. The wounded surfaces
were then treated, thn abdomen closed and
the patient sent to the ward. After the
operation the siiigeon seemed utterly tired
out—St Louis Post-Dispatch.

him withthrills of joy, because he regards
it as a harbinger of good luck. Mr. Muss
appeared recently in a white beaver hat.

QUITE A COUNTRY.
Estimated Population of tlie

United States. -

Exclusive of Indians, It Is Placed at
62,480,640 People.

An Apparently Disappointing Increase Ac-
counted For by Gross Errors in ttie

Census ol 1870.

Washington, Oct. 31.—The bulletin Is-
sued to-day onthe population of tlieUnited
States says the population of the United
States June 1, 1880, as shown by the first
count, exclusive of whites inIndian Terri-
tory, Indians on reservations and Alaska, is
62,480,540. These figures may be slightly
chauged by later computations. In18SO the
population was 50,155,783. The absolute in-
crease in ten years is 12,324,757. The per-
centage of the increase is 24.57. InIS7O the
population was stated at 38,558,371. Accord-
ing to these figures the absolute increase
between 1870 and 1880 was 11,587,412. the
percentage of increase being 30.08. Upon
the face these figures show the population

has increased between 1880 and 1890 only
727,315 more than between 1870 and 1880,
while the rate of increase has apparently

diminished from 30.08 to 24.57 per cent. If
these figures were derived from correct data
they would be indeed disappointing.' Such
a red tietionin the face of the enormous im-
migration daring the past ten years would
argue a great diminution in the fecundity of
the population or a corresponding increase
in the death rate. These figures, however, *

are easily explained when the character of
the data is understood. Itis wellknown,
the fact having been demonstrated by ex-
tensive and thorough investigation, that the
census of 1870 was grossly deficient in the
Southern States, so much so as not only to
give an exaggerated rate of increase of the
imputation between 1870 and 18S0 in these
States, out to affect very materially the rate
of increase in the country at lar_te.

These omissions, the bulletin says, wero
not within control of the Census Office. The
census of 1870 was taken under a law
which Superintendent Walker characterized
as "clumsy, antiquated and barbarous."
The Census Office hid no power over its
enumerators. In relerring to the omissions
the Superintendent of the tenth census said
in his report in relation to South Carolina:
"Itfollows as a conclusion ol the highest
authority either that the census of 1870 was
grossly defective inRegard to the whole of
the State or some considerable parts there-
of, or else that the census of 1880 was
fraudulent." Those, therefore, who be-
lieved in the accuracy and honesty of the
tenth census— and that was thoroughly
established— must accept the other alterna-
tive, namely: that the ninth census was
"grossly defective."

What was true ofSouth Carolina was also
true, in a greater or less degree, of all the
Southern States. The omissions, in all

ability, amounted to nut less than
1,000,000. Omitting fromconsideration those
States in which the census of 1870 is known
or presumed to have been faulty, the rate of
increase between 1870 and 1880 in tlie re-
maining Stales has been veiy nearly main-
tained in the decade between 1880 and 1890.

New Mexico, Arizona and. Utah show
rates of increase which are small when the
sparsely settled condition of*these Teui-
tiries is considered, w Idle Nevada shows an

.absolute diminution of population of 17,939.
or nearly 29 per cent, leaving it the smallest
of all the States. This condition of things
is the natural result of the failure of tbo
Comstock and otlier mines, work upon
which has practically teased. Idaho lias
increased its population two and a half
times. Its prosperity is mainly due to its
mines, although the people are now turning
to agiiculture in considerable numbers.
The growth of Washington

-
has been

phenomenal. Its population in 1890 being
nearly five times that nf 1880, as is show
by the State census taken in 1885. This
growth has been almost entirely during the
last five years of the decade. The induce-
ments which have attracted settlers are in
the main its tile soil 'and ample rainfall,
which enable farming to be carried ou
without irrigation over almost the entile
State.
Ilie growth of Oregon, though less rapid,

has peen at tiie rate of neatly 80 percent
during the past five years. The additions
to its population are mainly in the valleys
of the Columbia and Willamette rivers.

California, which increased 54 per cent
dining the decade between 1870 and 1880,
has maintained during the past decide a
rate of increase of 39 per cent. This in-
crease, though widespread throughout the
Stale, has been most marked in its great
cities and in th- southern part.

A table is given showing the relative rank
of the States. New York is first and Ne-
vada last. California is twenty-second,
Oregon thirty-eighth and Washington
thirty-fourth.
