DIPHTHERIA SPREADING,

The Henlth Officer Fumigating Wherever
n Case Is Found.

The prevalence of dipkthena all over the
city is becoming alarming. There were
more than 100 cases last month and twenty
deaths, and the dreadful disease seems to be
spreading.

The Board of Health is taking all possible
precautions against it, bowever, by fumigat-
ing all places where it prevails with the
same thoriuzhness that would used in
small-pox. All undertakers are now can-
tioued by the health officers not to allow the
dead in their charge to be viewed where the
death resulted frow diphtheria, and every
pos-ible precaution is being used to keep
children away from infected places.

_Both typhoid and scarlet fever are more
than usually prevalent, but not to sueh an
alarming extent as diphtheria. The reports
from Yokohama in relation to the cholera
show that the epidemic is on the decrease.

DESTROYED BY FIRE.

The Burlington Hotel a Mass of
Smoking Ruins.

A SBimilar Fate for the Grand Averted by
Strenuous Efforts—Losses by the Cone
flagration—Guests E:cape.

The conflagration in ~the Grand Hotel
block raged fiercely for nearly two hours
after Tne CALL went to press yesterday
morning at 4:15 o’cleck with a full account
of the fire up to that time, and 1t continued
to burn until 7:30 o’clock, at which hour it
was under control. The Burlington lodging-
house adjoining was a mere shell of walls,
charred and shaking frem the effects of
the great heat and flames, and most of the
Grand Hotel was ruined by fire and water.

The seething and furious flames, which at
4:30 o’cleck shot up through the light shaft
in the middle of the building, and then
threatened to vanquish the struggling fire-
men, did not abate in fury until the cellar
was deluged with water, thus cutting off the
supply of fuel.

The immense stock of inflammable mate-
rial stored in the basement burned like
tinder in a furnace, and bafiled the efforts of
the Fire Department to quench what at first
was considered a *‘blind fire.” So when
least fear was entertained the flames burst

forth and swept up the middle shaft, envel-
oping walls, floors and roof in their upward
flight.

A TOTAL LOSS,

The flames rapidly grew intensely hot and
then dense volumes ot smoke were emitted
from the cellar. Rooms were soom suffoeat-
ing with choking odors, which, however, did
not prove disastrous, as was at one time
dreaded. The floors of the Burlington had
fallen one after another during the few
hours the fire lasted, then the partitions dis-
appeared and that part of the block was a
total loss.

The Grand Hotel was only partially de-
stroyed, and will require no more than
general and extevsive repairs to have most
of it fit for ceeupancy. The cffice was not
tovched by fire, but water from the hose-
pipes coverea the floor and soaked every-
thing near the tiles; and yet the hotel
nearly suffered the fate of the Burlington.
The north and west portions of it were
gutted by fire and water, and even as far as
the parlors over the office on the Mont-
gomery-street side the insidions flames
worked their way, and the water svoiled
nearly everything which the flames did not
destroy.

TIMELY ESCAPES.

Many stories of the timely escape of
guests of both hotels were told yesterday.
There were 260 guests in the Grand alone;
but owing to the precautions taken by the
Fire Patrol and hote)l empl@yes, all escaped
without injury, though, in most cases, with-
out their property as well.

A bell-boy of the Grand saved Alfred M.
Wickes, the casiiier, who is a paralytic and
moves with great difficulty. The boy car-
ried him from his room on the third fioor to
the street.

Mr. and Mrs. Osgood, who had been
married on Sunday in Haywards, were in
the Grand on their honeymoon. ‘I'he bride
was aroused by the tramping of firemen in
the halls, and when she heard cries of
“yire!” resounding through the house be-
came almost hysterical. She attempted to
leap from a window on the second floor in
her night dress, but her husbaud held her
back. She was completely prostrated, and
had to be carried to the Palace Hotel.

Edward Curtis, the politician, had a nar-
row escape from death by suflocation. The
ceiling of bis reom tell upun him and smoke
rushed into his room. Ue had not reached
the ¢flice when his apartinent was in flames.

THROUGH BLINDING SMOKE.

George W. Hopkins of the real estate firm
of Carnall-Fitzhugh-Hopkins Company was
asleep in a back room resting soundly when
a bell-boy awakened him with loua knock-
ingon the door and sheouts of fire. Throw-
inz on some clothes in feverish haste he ran
downstairs through the choking halls.

General Jonhmy T. Carey occurpied a room
on Lhe second fltor, and though he escaped
in time he lest a valuable library in the
flames,

Senator Fred Cox of Sacramento wlien
ealled could not open bis door and 1t bad to
be kicked to pieces to let him out,

0. Rich, day clerk of the Grand, who with
his wife lived on the third floor, was aroused
by the alarmm and escaped with the guests.
Everything he had was burned, as Lie turned
his attention to getting the guests out of
danger.

J. S. Severance of the Scuthern Pacific
Company was alarmed in time and packed
up his traps, but on his last trip dowastairs
the roof fell in over his room.

THE LOSSES.

The total loss by the iire, as estimated by
Captain White of the Fire Patrol, is about
€350,000. Mrs. Burling, lessee of the Bur-
Jington, lost about £20,000 in furniture and
carpets, insured for $16,000, while the house
itself was valued at §90,000 and insured for
25,000,

The other losses were as follows: Grand
Hotel, building and furniture, $75,000; Heu-
ter Bros., loss to stock, $30.600: O. P. Down-
ing, loss to stock, $20,000; Hurst & Co., loss
to stock, $10,000; Marwedel & Co., loss to
stoelk, $10,000; Ned Fay, Grand Hotel Dar,
$1500; Wiliiam Bryan, druggist, $2500; Hill
& Goldmap, $2000; Hall Sate and Lock Coms-
pany, $3000; Charles Laubenheimer, barber,
€200; W. J. Bryan, drugs, 87000, fully in-
sured.

The Grand Hotel was Dbuilt in 1869 ata
cost of $450,000 by the Montgomery Real
Estate Association and opened in May,
1570, as a hotel. It was originally designed
for stores and offices. T'wo years ago the
lease expired and the building, by the terms
of the lease, reverted to the owners of the
ground. There was trouble between the two
owners about a renewal of the lease and
that part of the building owned by the
Woodworth jeople was partitioned off and
turned into the Burlington ilotel,

AN EXHIBIT DESTROYED,

The State Board of Trade exhibition under
the Buriington was totally destroyed. It
was the accumulation of California’s varied
and wonderful preducts, gathered In the
ctlmrse of years, and a most attractive dis-
play.

The firemen escaped without any serious
accidents. Frank W. Keane of No. 4 Hose
received a severe cut on his right hand.
Fred Simmons of Truck Company 2 had
his left foot crushed. Michael Dougherty
of No. 3 Engine was strunck by falling glass
and badiy wounded ou the eye. John Sulli-
van of No. 4 Engine was severely shaken
by falling from the roof. He was taken
home in the patrol wagon. The other men
were treated by Assistant Police Surgeons
A, P, O’'Brien and Bunker.

THE STREETS CLEAR.

At 9:30 0’c'ock yesterday morning the fire
wus completely extinguished aud the hose-
pipes taken irom the streets. Then the
cable-cars, which had been blocked all the
morning, [)egan moving. When the fire was
*‘cold” a CALL reporter passed through the
Grand Hotel corridors and halls. Charred
debris, fallen glass, plaster, torn carpets,
broken mirrors, papers, books, trunks, fur-
niture, ete., all drenched with blackened
water, strewed the floors. Walls and ceil-
ings were thoroughly soaked. The clatn
that the hotel was an indestructible building
was demonstrated to be false, KFrom the
fourth floor it was plain to be seen how so
much damage had been done, for the entire
interior from this floor to the top had been
constructed of 2x4 scantlings, and wood on
all sides was within easy reach of the spread-
ing flames. No sooner had the fire gained
good headway between the rafters than it
continued on its course, feeding upon the
light material composing the center floor.

State Board of Trade.

The office of the State Board of Trade has
been temporarily located in Room 28, Chron-
icle Building, until other and permanent
quarters can be secured. Everything be-
longing to the board was destroyed in the
fire and althongh it will take some time to
replace the exhibits from the various
counties everything will be in order for the
transaction of business in a very few days.

WRECKED OFF PORT.

The Scliooner American Boy Runs
Ashore at the Farallones.

When the schooner Howard arrived in
port at dusk last evening from Humboldt,
Captain Dodd reporied that while making
for the harbor he had sighted a schooner
ashore at the Farallones. He suid that she
was laden with pine lumber, but he was too
far off to make out her name. He also said
there were two tugs with her.,

There was considerable speculation among
shipping men as to what vessel it was, as
there was quite a fleet of small inward-
bound sailing craft off the port yesterday
afternoon. About 9 o’clock in the evening
the tug Sea Queen arrived from outside, and
from her it was learned that the name of the
unlucky schooner was the American Boy,
Captain Hammond, lumber lades from
Grays Harbor for this port.

It appears that she went ashore on the
North Farallones, between 4 and 5 o’clock
yesterday wording, during a dense fog.
She bumped heavily, every wash of the sea
dasbing her against the rocks. As there
was no chance to kedge her off and no
chance to make for the shore, Captain Ham-
mond ordered the crew to tuke to the boat,
which they did, and then pulled for the
city. When about five wiles from the
islands, they were picked up by the tug Sea
Queen.  The tug then went out to the scene
of the disaster, and found that the schooner
was fast going to pieces.

The American Boy was a schooner of 174
tons net burden, built at Seabeck, Wash., in
1882. Her dimensions were: Length 103:6,
beam 31:5, depth 8:5 feet. S. H. Harmon of
this city was her managing owner. Both
vessel and cargo were insured, but in which
companies could not be ascertained last
evening.

ANOTHER MURDER.

Fatal Sequel to the Recent Chi-
nese Killing.

Bak Ngoey, a Chinese, was shot yester-
day morning in the abdomen while going to
work, and died at 3:20 o’clock in the after-
noon in the Receiving Hospital. He Choy
Pue, another Chinese, was cut in the head
and neck and kicked about the shoulders.
He was severely handled, but his wounds
are painful only and not fatal.

How the affray took place is a secret
which only the assailant is now supposed to
know, nor can the police fina who the mur-
derer is. Bak Ngoey was passing 832 Wash-
ington street, or going through the doorway
of that number, when shot from behind.
He either could not or would not tell how
the affair occurred. When the police ar-
rived on the scene they found him prostrate
uron the sidewalk with a pool of blood
under his waist. They noticed He Choy
Pue running away and overtook him, and
as he was Dbleeding profusely from bis
wounds they took him to the City Prison.
He wili be detained pending further inves-
tigations. %

The fatal bullet entered the small of
Ngoey's back, and passing through bis stom-
ach camze out in front. In the hospital he
said lie knew of no other reason for the
shooting than that he was a member of the
highbinder society to which Dick Ah Ting,
who shot and killed Wing Foek Toy Satur-
day uigit, belongs, and that the shooting
was in reprisal for that one. This statement
confirmed police theories.

He Choey Pue, the wounded Chinese,
says he saw two men shoot Ngoey, and tried
to stop one of them, but was beaten with a
revolver for his pains, He says he toek no
part in the shooting, and that the murderer
is a large, heavy Chinese, with big eyes,
light clothes and a puffed up, fat face.

The shooting of Saturday night was over
blackmail, attempted by the Sue On Tong
highbinder society on a Chinese actor. Bak
Ngoey, who was shot yesterday, belonged to
the same gang, and his death fulfilled the
highbinder law of *‘a life for a life.”” The
polica expect to hear of more sheoting among
the Chinese.
