
WAR MEASURES.

England's Threatening Attitude
in the West Indies.

Rumors That Hostilities Will Be Began
Against -tlie United States.

All the British Troops Eelng Concentrated
at a Few of the Most Important

Strategic Points.

New Yobs, Soy. 4.—The Times has the
following: The British are reported to be
actively engaged in Jamaica, Bermuda and
St Lucia, West Indies, in fortifying these
places against all possible likelihood of
capture. Extensive coaling stations are
being established lvJamaica and St. Lucia.
Bermuda is also to have one. Allthe British
troops in the West Indian Islands are being
concentrated. No other posts willbe held
but Jamaica, St. Lucia and Bermuda. But
for fear of exciting unusual comment the

forces now in the Bahamas would be with-
drawn at once. The British Admiralty and
War Office, itappears, are determined to in-
sure coaling stations to British cruisers in
the event of hostilities with the United
State*. IpH

From well-infrrmed souics th> impres-
sion given out that the detail of Grenadier
Guards was sent to Bermuda because of
mutiny is all a canard. The British author-
ities decided some time ago 1 1 send the very
pick of British troops to the West Indies,
and in this way doubly assure the defense
of what is now recognized in military cir-
cles as Great Britain's "fighting hold on the
Ijiiited States." The detail of guards to
Bermuda has caused this po«t to be placed
second to Gibraltar in importance.

The greatest secrecy is being observed in
all the improvements now in progress, but
tlie work is growing day by day. The Brit-
ish are working as if they expected war in
a fewmonths with the United Mates. Bodies
of troops are being quietly concentrated in
detachments of twenties and fifties. Ifthis
concentration continues much longer, all the
troops in the Bahamas willbe at Jamaica.
Nassau has only a mere guard left, the re-
moval of the forces stationed there having
beeu Inprogress during the past summer,
and continuing up to the present.
Inthe report submitted List week by the

Colonial Defense Committee to the British
authorities itwas stated: "This policy (con-
centration) is now being carried out." The
committee further states: "There has been
no question of abandoning any of the West
India colonies or of leaving them to their
own unaided resources in time of war. The
policy." it states, "based upon the princi-
ple cf the protection of the West Indies as a
whole, must depend upon the navy operat-
ing insufficient force." The committee also
states that in accordance with the recom-
mendations of the Royal Commission it was
decided to fortifyand maintain imperial
coaling stations at Jamaica nnd St. Lucia.
These points are being selected on account
of their strategic importance inrelation to
the operations cf her Majesty's navy in
tht-sc w titers and toconcentrate there all the
imperial troops in the West Indies.

Cable communications are to be estab-
lished between all the islands, the ends of
tiie cables in Jamaica, St. Lucia nnd Ber-
muda being extended into the forts. These
cables will tap the main Halifax cable.
They are under no contract to connect with
the American wires. More troops are to be
sent out from England as soon as the bar-
racks and works now building are in a re-
ceptive state. Imperial troops have now
been wholly withdrawn from the Bahamas,
only a few colored battalions remaining.
These forces keep tip a show of defense.
The Defense Committee declares that the
welfare of the British Empire depends on
the assurance of Jamaica, St. Lucia and
Bermuda against the attacks of a contigu-
ous power. ; ;

Objects of the Proposed Qasb'c, Montmorency
and Quarlerxdx Hallway.

New Yop.k, Nov. 4.— James Johnson,
engineer, with two assistants from Loudon,
have arrived, and proceeded to Quebec to
begin the survey of ths proposed Quebec,
Montmorency and Charleroix

'
Railway,

which is to form one of the most Important
links in the new trans-Atlantic service be-
tween Canada and England. The new com-
pany willbe known as tho North Canadian
Atlantic Railway and Steamship Syndicate
(Limited.) The scheme is to construct a line
of railway between Quebec and a point on
the extreme east of the Labrador coast,
presumably St Charles Bay, whence steam-
ers of twenty knots can readily accomplish
the voyage to Milford Haven ln ninety-four
hours. As the distance is only 1870 miles
against 4070 miles from New York to Liver-
pool, the saving accomplish»d on the route
willbe sixty hours. On the English side the
Great Western Railway willmake quick con-
nection to London and Liverpool. On this
side a route to Chicago in forty-seven hours

illbe afforded by the Grand Trunk and
North Canadian Atlantic This willmake
the trip from Chicago to MilfordHaven five
days and twenty-one hours. The same trip
consumes now at least seven days. The pro-
posed new route, therefore, will represent
an actual saving of two days and a half of
uncomfortable sea passage.

He was captain in the Third Regi-
ment, a lawyer of promise, and mixed con-
siderably in politics. His father was Gene-
ral George C. Bingham, State Treasurer un-
der Governor Gamble and Adjutant-General
under Governor ilardan.

STEALING STAMPS.

Toor Uncle Sam Has to Contend With
Dishonest People.

"Stamped envelopes bring many people to
grief," remarked Mr. David H. Hayes,
cashier of the St Louis Postoffice. "Not
long ago

—
these are official secrets and you

will excuse my withholding names— a boy
came up here with 342 stamped envelopes,
and, saying they were spoiled, asked us to
refund the postage and in the form of 200
stamped newspaper wrappers. They were
spoiled; no question about that; but the
question arose within me, 'How were they
spoiled?' Generally we are in a hurry, and
onlyrun over the offerings to count them,
give them stamps to equal the value of post-
ago on the damaged enveloues and send the
latter to Washington. But this time I
chanced to have leisure, and noticed that
tho envelopes had been destroyed pur-
posely. They had been taken one at
a time, some punched with an inked
pen, and some rolled undeifoot on the
floor. Itelephoned down to the firm which
had sent in the envelopes, asking if they
had sent any spoiled envelopes back for re-
demption. They said no. Iasked if they
had sent their boy lor any wrappers. They
had. That explained it. The boy had
stolen the envelopes, spoiled them deliber-
ately, and then, watching his chance when
the firm wouldgive him money to buy new
postal matter, had brought them up to ex-

change for the new, giving him a chance to
put the money in liis pocket. There is no
telling how long the little thief had been
doing this."

"Willthey prosecute?"
"Probably not They usually dismiss

the peculator. Itis quite a common thing.
The stamps, ifstolen, you see, could not be
exchanged. One firm recently, which han-
dles hardware extensively, caught one of
their b iys systematically stealing Irom
them. The boy had beeu employed to re-
lieve his Door but worthy parents, and the
firm, instead of prosecuting, paid the boy's
fare ami sent him home to New Orleans to
get him out of the way."—St. Louis Star
Sayings.

CRUSHED BY TIMBER.

Alfred McQueen Meet. Will a Very Se-
rious Accident.

CONDITION OF TRADE.

Gratifying Increase inLocal Hank
Clearings.

Coal Scarce and High
—

Cereals Generally

Quiet— Th? Ccffes Trade— Sugar Higher.

The Lumber Suinoii.

The election being over, whatever loss
business may have suffered thereby will
now be made up. Both produce and mer-
chandise show a healthy undercurrent, and
we bid fair to close the year with a good
movement in almost all lines of trade. Our
local bank clearings are cheering, as they

show a steady gain over those for 1889. For
last week they were $20,300,150, against
$18,992,400 for the same week' last year. The
clearings for October were 584,285,C09,
against $82,022,519 for October, 1539. Those
for the first ten months of 1890 were $102,-
--117,509, against $097,104,147 during the same

period in ISS9.
TIIE CEItEAL MARKET.

Wheat is dull and fairly steady.. Freights
have advanced to 45 shillings, and this ad-
vance operates against wheat, though prices
are about the same as last week.

Barley is firm at last week's prices. A
fairdemand for both feed and brewing de-
scriptions is reported. Oats are steady at
the high prices, and dealers report a fair in-
quiry. Corn is steadier. White is scarce
and higher, while yellows are more firmly

held. Receipts of yellows, however, are
larger than usual. Rye is dull and not over
strong. Bran is in sharp demaud, and millers
are hardly able to till their orders, despite
the high rulingprices. Middlings are scarce
and firm.

Grain bags are dull at 6% cents for May
and June delivery. The elevator system in
the North Pacific States is cutting down the
demand for bags, as they are not needed
until the grain is put aboard ship, which is
often months after harvest, and .supplies
can then be picked up usually at low figures.

GEM.KAL COUNTRY PRODUCE.
Hay is quieter and rather easier, though

receipts continue moderate. The high
ruling prices tend to check the demand.
Straw is steady.

Beans continue unsettled and arrivals are
large. 'Whites are depressed and freely
offered. Bayos are in light supply and
higher. Linias are more steadily held.
Pinks are steady.

Potatoes are lower under continued heavy
arrivals. Onions are in light receipt and
higher.

Dairy products show some variations. All
kinds of cheese have advanced and the mar-
ket is very firm. Pickled butter is so closely
held that it is almost cornered, and the com-
mission merchants have marked up the
price to 2754 cents. The demand for it is
very sharr^ a: stocks are running low.
Firkin butter is very firm, in sympathy.
Fresh butter alone is easy and quiet.

Eggs have again decline 1 under large ar-
rivals from the East aud the market is quiet
at the close.

Fine white honey, both comb and ex-
tracted, is firm and wanted, but the darker
descriptions are quiet.

Dried fruit is quiet. Prunes are inactive
and easy, though prices are nolower. Apri-
cots are firm and in light supply. Peaches
are heavily offered, and buyers are scarce.
Pitted plums are still and in demand at high
prices. Apples are weaker and not active.
Grapes are also weak.

With the exception of chestnuts and pea-
nuts, which are in ample supply, nuts are
scarce and firm. Br.izii nuts aud pecans are
bringing remarkably high prices, supplies
being light. Walnuts, filberts and almonds
are firm.

Hops are very strong at 33 and 40 cents for
fair to choice, and it is thought that 42%
cents might be obtained for something fine.
Most of the crop has already left the State,
aud spot stock, particularly of choice, are
limited.

Hides are demoralized at a decline.
Wool 13 in good demaud aud prices are

firm.
The meat market is well supplied with all

kinds, and prices shew no further change.
Shipments of California wine from this

State thus far this year amount to 0,081,600
gallons, against 0,185,000 gallons during tho
same period last year.

GROCERIES AND PROVISIONS.
Sugar has been advanced by both refiner-

ies since last review, and the market is fairly
active. A press dispatch from Paris says
the French beet-root crop is a failure. Itis
estimated the fallingoff from 1889 is 000,000,-
--000 pounds.

The circular of R. Hochkofler says of
coffee :

Good to pi line Costa Rica moves
slowly, as the trade Inbuying gives preference
to the lowest-price coffee without much reward to
actual value. (Juatemalas and all grades from
fairdownward are obtainable ouly tioin second
hands, and at prices considerably above our quo-
tations, which are moie or less nomlual. Sales
between dealers of common and ordinary quali-
ties show prices fully1 cent a pound above their
relative value, and these aie eagei ly sought for
ulsuch figures. The steamer City ol New Yoik,
arriving the 2'.uh lost., brought Hi*Initialparcel
of new crop— 69o bags of Guatemala. Cargo not
yet landed, ThoNewYoiK market lined quiet
and steady at about previous tales until withlu
the past three days, when a disquieting rumor
that the Brazilian Government either had or in-
tended to abolish the export dutycaused n sud-
den decline. The report, while lacking official
continuation, has created a nervous leeling, and
business beie Is temporal ilyat a standstill, lie-
celpts at the Brazilian ports continue large, but
apparently the necessities of coiisiiuinlloii pre-
vent any accumulation of supplies there or else-
wheie. The lecelpis at Ibis pint thus far ibis
year are 134.0!):! bags, against 140,502 bags dur-
ing the same lime last year. Iho sales from Brat
bands In October weie 125,517 bags, ami the
stock InUrst hands November Ist was 4220 bags.

Rice is higher aud indemand. The local
market has been carrying a small stock
lately.

Provisions are reported fairly active.
Prices show no fuither change, though hams
continue weak.

In spices several minor changes are noted.
Pepper and nutmegs are a shade easier In
sympathy withother markets, sifted Singa-
lore pepper being quoted at 11% to 12c.
Sago and pearl tapioca are each quoted at a
slight advance. Mace and nutmegs have
declined.

The cheaper grades of Liverpool salt are
50c per ton lower.

One of the features of the week was tho
arrival of a train of twenty-four cars of
Eastern canned corn. It was the largest
special train of that class of Height which
has ever crossed the continent. Itreally
seems as if California ought to produce
enough canned corn to satisfy the local de-
mand without calling on the East.

Canned fruits continue firm at the remark-
ably high prices, and the dinners .are busy
tilling orders.
: Canned salmon is dull and not over strong.
A New Yorkdispatch says that Columbia
River salmon is reported offered there at
slightly cut prices, with the slow demand
usual at this time of the year.

GENERAL MERCHANDISE. , .'.'."\u25a0
Tillplate is strong at the recent advance,

but all other metals are quiet. Quicksilver
is dull at $53 50 per flask as a nominal
quotation. Nails have been marked down
10 cents per keg.

Tobacco is reported in fair movement.
Domestic cigars have been advanced in the
East, but the local manufacturers have made
no cbange thus far. Imported cigars and
many brands of Key West have already ad-
vanced, and when the present stocks are ex-
hausted a general advance will no doubt
occur.

Dry goods are morn or less unsettled,
owing to the new tariff bill. Trade, how-
ever, is good and the merchants report the
recovery of considerable of the northwestern
business, divested from this point some
time ago. This emphasizes the fact that
San Francisco must always be the chief dis-
tributing point of the whole coast, and that
diversions willbe only temporary.:-

Coal is inslender stock, unsettled and ex-
cited. Itis almost impossible to give accu-
rate quotations, as importers say that they
can get about what . they choose to ask.
Even the dealers themselves. are more or
less at sea as to prices. Receipts continue
light, those last week being 18,268 tons Coast
and 1357 tons Australian. Orders are being
cut down and divided among buyers-, so that
each shall get some coal. Itwillbe a relief
to the whole Coast when we can get coal at
reasonable prices, though the indications for
that condition :are not very promising at
present.'; The private circular of I.Steuart
gives the receipts ofcoal at this port in Oc-
tober at 86,000 tons, :against 116,080 inOcto-
