•NOT MUCH OF A HILL.

The measure of Governor Hill of New
York is rapidly being taken. There was an
Impression at one time that he would be a
dangerous rival for Cleveland for the Dem-
ocratic nomination for President. This
grew out of the fact that Mr. Hillhad come
into notice under conditions which did not
seriously test his ability. He was Lieuten-
ant-Governor of New York under Cleve-
land, and when the latter resigned Hillbe-
came Governor. About the next that was
heard of himwas his election as Governor
in 1888, when the Democratic national ticket
was beaten iv that State. Itappeared later
that Mr. Hill bad formed alliances winch
promoted the success of the State ticket at
tne expense of the national ticket. He was
charged with having "knifed" Mr. Cleve-
land, but the general opinion is that he
simply looked out for the State ticket and let
the national ticket look out for itself.

Some months ago Mr.Hill and his news-
ja'ier organ, the New York Sun, began a
crusade against the national census. The
mere ignorant people who do not realize the
value ofstatistics got the idea from the San
and other Democratic newspapers that the
Government was about to make an imperti-
-11, nt inquiry into their family and personal
affairs. Without doubt this prejudice made
the work of taking the census more difficult
and the results less accurate. When returns
came a hue and cry was raised that the cen-
sus was a political job. The Democratic
localities had been systematically dwarfed
and Republican localities exaggerated. Gov-
ernor Hill repeated these insinuations in
publicspeeches, and reiterated them in a
request or demand that the census of New
York City he taken again. The reply of
Secretary Noble shows Governor Hill in
his true character of an irresponsible ac-
cuser, repeating charges without proof of
their truth, and apparently without caring
whether or not they were true, if he
could make a point agiinst the Census Of-
fice by urging them. Secretary Noble in-
forms him that the Democratic States of the
South have made no complaints, but that the
Republican State of Oregon had made such
complaint Arepresentation from the City
of Columbus, Ga., that the census was in-
correct, was answered by a recount, which
showed an increase of only 117*. which
might easily lie accounted for the ordinary
fluctuations of populations in towns of con-
siderable size. After showing how little
foundation there is for Governor Hill's in-
sinuations of fraudulent purpose. Secretary
Noble retires Mr. Hill to private lifein the
following scorching sentences: "1 regret
the necessity of addressing the Chief Magis-
trate of the leading State of the Union in the
terras Ihave employed, but Ifind my justi-
fication in the reckless intemperance ot the
language you have seen fit to use— language
that is lacking as much in truth as in the
dignity befitting your great office, which in
the past has been filled by eminent men of
both the political parties-of New York."

Probably no public man in America has
so exposed himself to rebuke as Mr. Hill,
and been so promptly punished according to
his deserts.

IN SOUTH CAROLINA.

There is a kind of political revolution
going on inSouth Carolina which has little
or nothing to do withparties as organized in
the North. Itis not exactly an attempt to
solve the race problem, but the solutitjp of
that problem may found in the movement.
Certain Democrats, under tho leadership of* Mr.Haskell, have appealed to the voters of
the State without regard to party or race to
defeat candidates who have been generally
accepted as "regular" Democratic candi-
dates. The significance of this movement
is that Democrats of high social and politi-
cal standing invite the co-operation of the
colored race inan effort to keep the control
of affairs from falling into unfit hands. The
ruling Democratic party has been and is a
kindof close corporation. Itgained power
by suppressing the colored vote, and has
maintained its ascendency by suppressing
opposition from whatever source it might
spring. Itspretext or excuse for despotic
action has been that if the whites did not
stand by each other the negroes would as-
sert the supremacy of numbers. It could
hardly be otherwise than that a rnle based
upon an admission that theVhite man was
only superior tothe black man while the lat-
ter was inchains would Scon be- questioned.
Mr.Haskell and his associates now question

'it. They invite the black man to vote with
•them, promising, of course, that .his cote
shall be cast and counted. Under this dis-
pensation it will not be the white man
against the blue);, but white men opposing
each other withcolored allies on botn sides.
Mr. Haskell does not propose black su-
premacy; he proposes to lead the colored
people, at least until such time as they may
he able to lead themselves. The natural
Way to deal with the blacks in the so-called
Mack district, it is urged, is to" let intelli-
gence, education, experience and wealth
have their natural influence. These con-
ditions would give a white minority as-
cendency over a white majority, and there
is no apparent reason why like results
should not follow when tbe majority is of
another race and , color. The ;intelligent
black man can. act for himself, and the igno-
rant black man willby an instinct ot nature
attach himself to men, who can protect him
and lead him in the path of self-improve-
ment An absolutely essential condition to
the permanent success of the Haskell move-
ment is that the leaders keep faith with
their black followers.- ;

THK FLOWKK SHOW.

Now the election is out of the way, the
attention of San Franciscans is directed to
a less exciting though perhaps more agree-
able object tlie exhibition ol the State
Floral Society, which will open in this city

on Thursday
—

to-morrow. The society has
decided to have two annual exhibitions
hereafter— -one in the spring and one in the
fall; the latter is expected to outdo the
flower shows of New York, Philadelphia and
iiodou in the number, variety and beauty of
its exhibits.

The present taste in flowers runs to chrys-
anthemums, ln ISB'J no less than seventy-
five new varieties of chrysanthemums were
exhibited; this year we are bidden to ex-
pect a still larger increase. Mew varieties
and new ro'ors seem to be inexhaustible in
the proline chrysanthemum. The original
flower,, which, as its mime implies, was
colileii-lnied, is now superseded by rose,
violet, white, purple and lilac varieties; so
that, to findthe true shnde of the old stock,
we have to fall back on its congener, the
marigold, that "goes to bod with the sun
and with him rises weeping." Some varie-
ties of the familyhave a perfume, though it
is not delicate; the sun-flower, which deco-
rates garden plats inseme Northern States
and in Canada, can be smelt for Quite a dis-
tance. Our modern chrysanthemum, like
most hybridized flowers, is devoid of fra-
grance.

For this reason, many florists hold that
the present rage for chrysanthemums will
not last— thai it is a mero fashion which
willbe ephemeral. Certain itseems that lo
hold popularity a flower should combine
fragrance with beauty of form and color.
Itis doubtful if the rose and the violet
wouldhave been such favorites if they had
been scentless; and the defect bodes no
long lease of life to the beautiful hybrid
roses of to-day which have nut much more,

odor than artificial flowers.
We hope the flower show willbe a success,

and the object of drawing attention loit is
to enable every florist to make a creditable
exhibit. There willbe a great many East-
ern visitors to the show ;we ought to satisfy
them that California did not win the titleof
the Flowery State without good reason. We
can, ifwe choose, get together a collection
of flowers that could not be duplicated in
any other State; but the flowers willnot
collect themselves : the florists must see to
it that the display is well exhibited and
copious.

ran OCEAN UKI'TIIS.

Some interesting information regarding
the great depths of the ocean lias just been
given by Admiral Belknap in a paper read
before the Asiatic Society of Japan. The
Admiral is a veteran in the study. Sixteen
years ago, when lie commanded the United
State- ship Tuscarora, be surveyed the bot-
tom of the Pacific from the coast ifCalifor-
nia to Japan, with a view to ascertaining
whether it would be practicable to lay a
snboiar_te cable from San Francisco to Yo-
kohama. fitwas whileengaged in that en-
terprise that be discovered the deep trough
which lies at the bottom of the ocean paral-
lel with the south shore of Japan and the
Aleutian chain. This trough, or hollow, ex-
lends at least from the meridian of Hako-
date to the eastern extremity of the Aleu-
tian chain, and runs quite close to tiie land,
often within 80 or 100 miles of low water
mark. Itappears to serve as the bed of the
marine river known as the Black Stream, or
Kurosino current, to which we are in-
debted for our equable climate in this city.

Uu to the time of Captain Belknap's dis-
covery the greatest depth which had been
sounded in the ocean was one of 3875 fath-
oms, or something over four miles, which
was obtained by the Challenger a few miles
north cf the VirginIslands in the North At-
lantic, Inthe South Atlantic a. depth of
3284 fathoms have been found, and that
still remains the greatest depth that has
been sounded in that sea; in the South _-

cific the Challenecr had at that time found
no greater depths than 2000 fathoms. The
Tuscarora found in 1874, at a distance of
from 100 to _•*) miles from the shore of
Japan, depths of 1350, 4643, 4411, 4655 aud
4037 fathoms. When itis remembered that
4655 fathoms are equal to 27,930 feet, or five
and a quarter miles, the prodigious size of
this chasm can be conceived. Mount Ever-
est, in th- Himalayas, which is supposed to
be the tallest mountain in the world, is
ouly 29,000 feet in height; if itcould be
plunged into the bed if the Khrosiwo cur-
rent its summit would only be about 1000
feet above the level of the sea.

Two years and a half ago the British Gov-
ernment dispatched tne surveying ship
Egeria to survey tlie bottom of the South
Pacific, witha view to ascertaining the pros-
pects of submarine cables. Captain Pelnam
Aldrich, who commands her, has transmit-
ted to the Admiralty a series of reports of
progress which contain valuable informa-
tion. Up to the time be sailed the deepest
spot which had been sounded in the South
Pacific was about 100 miles west of
Callao Bay, in Peru, where Captain
Belknap, in the Alaska, had found 3367
fathoms. In 1888 and 1889 the Egeria
found a deep bole lying west of the Friendly

1.-!auds, near south latitude 34' and west
longitude 175°. There she got soundings of
__*-, 4295 and 4530 fathoms. Another simi-
lar hole, with 4475 fathoms of water in it,
had been sounded by the Challenger, about
150 miles west of the Ladrone Islands, be-
tween them and the Philippines. No sue h
depths as these have thus fir been dis cov-
ered in the Atlantic, either north or south of
the equator.
Ifitbe safe to theorize on so slender an

accumulation of facts as these, it may be
said that the deepest waters on the globe are
to he found in the Pacific. There are a few
boles of moderate depth in the Atlantic, and
a mariner's tale ascribes considerable
depths— which have not been verified—to
parts of the Indian Ocean; hut the greatest
cavities in the earth's surface which have
been measured underlie the vastest body of
water existing on the globe. Itmay also be
observed that there appears to exist a pro-
portion between the average depths of the
sea and the average height of the mountains
on the shores of the continents which bound
it. The average depth of the Pacific, leav-
ing ridges and depressions out of view, is
not far from 2000 fatnoins; the average

height of the peaks of the Rocky Mountains
and the Andes willnot vary far from 10,000
feet, or 17i.0 fathoms. The depth of the
deep spots in the bed of the Knrosiwo cur-
rent occasionally reaches 27,000 feet; the
height of Mount Aconcagua in Chile is 23,290
feet. Admiral Belknap considers it estab-
lished that the deepest spots in the oceans
are near the shores; but the bole :near the
Friendly Islands cannot be reconciled with
this theory. ________________

THE JOHNS-OWN .UNO.

A wet blanket has fallen on the charita-
ble instincts of the benevolent in the shape
of a report on the distribution of the moneys
subscribed for the reiief of the sufferers by
the disaster at Johnstown, Pa. Itwillbe
remembered that olMay 31, 1889, the burst-
ing of a dam deluged the valley in which
Johnstown stood, drowned out the city, de-
stroyed 3000 lives and plunged a prosperous
locality into the deoths of misery. To re-
lieve the distress caused by the accident
appeals were made far and wide, and a sum
which, in the aggregate, amounted to *4,-

--211,039 was subscribed, of which 893,142 was
contributed by this State.

it is now aliened that of this sum only
$2,2-5,857 reached the sufferers by the dis-
aster, the balance having been diverted to
other uses, it is stated that 5250.000 was
applied to relieving distress inother parts
of the State ; that $75,000 was spent on
building new iron bridges fur the Improve-
ment of tlie city: that 840,000 went for the
purchase of new fire engine?; that 830,000
was laid out on a new cemetery; and that
other large sums were divided among con-
tractors and others; inall that nearly half
the money contributed by the benevolent
for the relief of the homeless, the naked
and the hungry was diverted from that ob-
ject, and practically looted by the persons

who bad it in charge. This is a very grave
arraignment, and calls for the fullest inves-
tigation and the most complete reply by
those who are implicated. Ifit remains un-
answered it will have the effect of chilling
the kindly feelings of the people at large
the next time a disaster occurs.
Itoften happens that benevolent funds

show a credit balance when their purpose
has been accomplished. .: Judicious almoners
husband their resources, so as to keep some
money on;band ,to relieve cases of distress
which are tardy in coming to light But
when every proper object ofrelief has been
relieved it is not right that any remaining
balance on.hand should beIused Ifor pur-

poses which were not contemplated by the
donors. -'. Itis ;quite unjustifiable to use' the
money .which we subscribed to clothe and
feed the sufferers by lhe Johnstown disas-
ter in ways which wenever thought of, such
as building iron bridges, buying fire engines
or relieving distress in other parts of Penn-
sylvania. Itwas the business of the Com-
missioners if they found they had more
money than they needed to return any sur-
plus to the donors. ...

The immediate cause of the
school-teacher's outbreak is a proposition
that the Girls' and Coys' High Schools shall
lie made one. Mr. Waterhouse offers his
own experience as an argument against the
association together of boys and girls. In
one school of which ho had charge there was
an elopement and marriage. Itappears, from
the report that 'has reached us, that Mr.
Waterhouse bad expelled the girl for the
offense of being |prettier than the averaee.

With one of her boy admirers, and the two
wero clandestinely married.

Mr. Waterliotise has made out a strong case.
Worse results have been recorded in schools
to which but one sex was admitted. ItIs
not possible to so fence a girls' school In
that one of the pupils may not elope ifshe
wants to. The underlying idea in this case
is that upon which the difference between
the treatment of girls in the United States
and in Europe. American girls are allowed
to associate with the opposite sex and taught

to take care of themselves. The testimony

of Europeans is that American girls abroad,

who have enjoyed a freedom unknown to
European girls, are thoroughly able to make
themselves respected. In this country, ifa
girldoes not associate with boys at school
she willout of school. While there are oc-
casional unpleasant results attending this
association of the sexes, experience cannot
be said to be against it If society and the
people composing it were perfect there
would be nothing to strive for.

NORTON'S WILD DKIVE.

How rolltlcs Cm tilve Speed to a Steam
FIT* Engine.

A false alarm was turned in from Box 24
at 9:10 o'clock last evening. The most dis-
tinguishing feature of the call was the wild
drive of Thomas Norton ot Engine No. 3,
who hail evidently beeu Indulging in politics
during the day.
