CHICAGO, Nov. 7.—At last the returns
from the State of 1llinois have become suf-
ficiently complete to annouuce decisively the
result on the State ticket. The Democrats
have won and Edwin S. Wilson of Olney is
elected State Treasurer by 11,436 and Henry
Twaab of Belleville Superintendent of Pub-
lic Instruction by 36,144. No compilations
have been made yet on the Trusteeship of
the University of Illinois, but the indica-
tions are that the three Democratic nom-
inees are also elected by a slight majority.
Not until to-day have the Republicans of
1llinois realized the full extent of the ava-
lanche which has obliterated their old-time
majority in the State.

Fuller returns to-day showed that in ad-
dition to Democratic gains heretofore an-
nounced in their Congressional districts,
Payson and Hill have also been defeated and
Snow and Stewart (D.) elected. Both Con-
gressmen, Hill and Payson, have telegraphed
the Associated Press conceding their defeat,
whe former by 650 and the latter by from 500
to 700. This makes the Congressional dele-
gation stand fourteen Democrats and six

lepublicans. The Congressmen elected are
as tollows: First, Taylor (R.); Second, Mc-
Cann (D.); Third, Durburow (D.); Fourth,
Newberry (D.); Fifth, Hopkins (R.): Sixth,
Hitt (R.); Seventh, Henderson (R.); Eighth,
Stewart (D.); Ninth, Snow (D.); Tenth, Post
(R.); Eleventh, Cable (D.); Twelfth, Wike
(D.); Thirteenth, Spriuger (D.); Fourteenth,
Scott (D.); Fifteenth, Husey (D.); Sixteenth,
Fithian (D.); Seventeenth, Lane (D.);
eenth, Fornam (1.); Nineteenth, Will-
iams (D.); Twentieth, Smith (R.). The
great delay in arriving at an authentic con-
clusicn in this State has been due to the
lateness of the returns owing to the
tremendous amount of scratching. All the
estimates on which previous reports were
based were valueless in view of the political
tidal wave which swept over the State, and
which is unprecedented in the history of
Tlinois.

CHICAGO, Nov. 7.—The Evening Journal,
for many years one of the stanchest of Re-
publican papers, in_the course of a double-
leaded editorial on the political situation this
evening, says: ‘“What now shall be the Re-
publican party’s course? Simply this, that
it must live up to what are its real princi-
ples. The McKinley bill must be modified
in almost every feature. A national caucus
of the party has been beld, and the leaders
must obey the dictates of that caucus.

If this opinion
is well founded the Republicans will profit
by the result, and all the more from the re-
action which defeat on false grounds always
produces. 1f the Demociats sre right then
we have received a reward for our misdoing
somewhat earlier, that is all. As to the
Election Bill, if that bad been the issue, the
result in Massachusetts would bave 'been
very different, for the people in this State
will always sustain measures for honest
elections. That the principle of the election
law will triwzaph I have no guestion, but I
did not report or support it with any idea
whether votes were to be made of it tnis
year or next.

A STRANGE RECITAL.

Senator Blackburn Tells a Mar-
Yelons Story.

He Accuses Blaine of Having Denounced
the McKinley Bill.

Predicting That Its Passage Would Canse
the Downfall of the Republican
Party—Strong Language.

WAsHINGTON, Nov. 7.— Senator Joe
Blackburn, after many weeks’ secrecy, fo-
day told an intensely interesting story about
Blaine and his wonderful political fore-
sight. It is the talk of Washington to-night,
and Blaine is complimented on every hand
for his marvelous political sagacity. Sena-
tor Blackburn returned yesterday from Ken-
tucky, and in speaking about the election
results to several correspondents said:

“Out of the general wreck arises a soli-
tary figure, alone but censpicuous. That
figure is Mr. Blaine. Always towering, he
pow appears peerless in pre-eminence. He
alone emerges from the crush of disaster
unhurt, unrufled. To him his party will
turn as the only Moses or Joshua that ean
lead it out from the mire of defeat to
solid ground, where a footing may yet be
gained, and now that it is all over, I will
tell you of a scene that I witnessed in whick
Mr. Blaine wus the prineipal actor; a scene
that to me was so full of intensity as lo be
almost dramatie, and which will never fade
from my memory. It has never been told
befecre.

A DRAMATIC ECENE.

“The.McKinley Lill had been passed by the
House and was on the calendar of the Sen-
ate, though it had not yet been taken up.

PRESERVATIVE FLUIDS,

Various Methods Explained for Treating
Fiesh Fruits.

WasHINGTON, Nov. 7.—The experiment
station record for October was issued to-day
by the Agricuitural Department. It con-
tains an extract from an article on “"Preserv-
ative Fiunids for Fresh Fruits” by E. F.
Hilgard, Ph.D. This article was written in
answer to inquiries regarding the method of
preserving the samples of fruit for exhibi-
tion at fairs. In general, the preservative
must be an antiseptic liquid, which will
neither exercise a solvent or scftening action
upen the fruit, nor extract nor change its
color, nor differ so in density from tie juices
of the fruit as to cause the latter to snrink
or swell. Aleohol, sugar, glycerine and
salt, while useful as a preservative, for
some purposas do not meet all these condi-
tions.

Salicylic acid, boracie acid, sulphurous
acid and bisulpbite of suda are recommmended
as antiseptics and the methods of their use
described. Attention is called to the resul's
of investigativns by Professor Pichi of the
Royal Viticultural School at Conegliano,
Italy, with corrosive sublimate (bictloride
of mercury) for the preservation of grapes.
Professor Piclii’s conclusion is: ** That
grapes in bunches can best be preserved for
collections by keeping them immersed ina
solution of corrosive sublimate, taking espe-
cial care to wash them thoroughly before-
hand. The best strength for this solution
seems to te 4 pre milie. T'lie poisonous na-
ture of this fluid shouid be taken into ac-
count.”” lests of this preservative are now
in progress at the California station.

The *“*Sulphuring of Dried Fruits,”” by
Professor Hilgard, is a resume of the
author’s opiunion on this subject, whieh is
of considerable iwportance in Califoraia.
The sulphuring of dried fruit has two ob-
jects—to Dbrighten the color and to preveut
the attacks of insects. When freshly sliced
frutt is heated with sulphurous acid for a
short time the effe t on fruit is compara-
tively slight, and yet insects are toa con-
siderable extent deterred from touching
such fruit. Whnen, however, as is often the
case, fru:t is thoroughly sulphured after
drying, the gas peuetrates the entire spongy
mass of fruit, bleaching it without regard
to its quality, injuring its flavoer, and, worst
ot all, causiug the formation of sulphuric
acid in sufficient amount to be injurious to

‘I'his bulletin
wus prepared to combat irrational preju-
dice against the treatment of wines by
purely physical mears, sucn as are coin-
wonly employed in wine-producing coun-
tries of KEurope, especially in  those ia
which the pievalence of climatie conditions
siinilar to ours renders the couservation of
dry wines not fortified a matter of well-rec-
ognized and ackuowledged difticulty. The
process of wine heating, or pasteurizing,
direct treatinent with an electric current,
and the sterilization of wine by filtration
through porous porcelain aré described and
discussed, principally by means of quoia-
tions trem foreign sources. An electro-mag-
netic process, devised by Dr. Fraser of San
Francisco, is also favorably referred to.

RECRIMINATIONS.

Stanley Reiterates His Charges
Against Barttelo.

Licutenant Troup Accuses the Explorer of
Telling an Untrath.

Suffering and Privation Endured by the Rear
Guard in Order to Obey Their
Instructions.

Special to THE MORNING CALL.

Loxpox, Nov. 8.—The Times this (Satur-
day) norning prints a three-column state-
ment from Stanley, cabled by its New York
correspondent. In it Stanley reiterates his
charges of the vindictive cruelty of Barttelot
and says he himself would have ac-
quitted the Major’s murderer. He ac-
cuses Barttelot of harboring the wildest
and most unfounded suspicions against him-
self (Stanley) and other officers. Stanley
accuses Jamieson of having purchased a
girl for the sole purpose of having her mur-
dered so that a cannibalistic scene might be

Mujor Barttelot.
furnished for his sketch-book. The basis
for this story was the sketches shown him

by a European. The Times says editorially
that if these charges are true they will

compel all Englishmen to execrate the mem-
ory of ihe men who could bring such dis-
grace to the nation. The proof against
Jamieson, however, is deplorably vague.
Walter Barttelot says that Stanley’s account
is totally at variance with the others. He
reiterates all his charges and says that
Stanley’s action in leaving Nelson’s party
twenty-three days without food resunited in
the death of forty-seven of them.

Troup's Statement.

BosTox, Nov. 7.—Lieutenant Troup, who
was with Stanley in his last expedition, is in
Cambridge visiting relatives of his wife.
He is preparing to return {o England.
He interrupted his packing long
enough to read what Stanley had
said to New Yark reportcrs to-day, and then
very emphatically gave the lie direct to
some of Stanley’s statements relative to
Barttelot and Troup. He did not pose as a
defender of all that Barttelot did, but
merely wished to do justice to that officer’s
memory and at the samne time relieve him-
self from the imputation of insubordina-
tion. He said:

** If Stanley were to stick to one story it
would be easier to reply to him; but he
jumps about so often and contradicts him-
self so irequently that it is impossible to
keep very near him. In one interview
Stanley’s charges of disloyalty against Bart-
telot are based upon letters from me, and
now, after the letters have been published,
Stanley ignores them and takes Bonney’s
diaries for proof; but in his book Staniey
ilaces no relinnce on the diaries of his sub-
ordinates.

‘““IT'he rear guard was not in a condition to
follow after Stanley, and it would have
been a physical impossibility. It is plain
enough to most minds that 250 sick, en-
feebled and disabled men could not travel
with heavy loads through a rough, dense
forest as rapidly as if uwsincumbered.
Major DBarttelot did right to remain.

did protest acain and again acainst
certain acts of Barttelot’s, but he was not
devoid of many excellent points. When
Stanley charges me with cowardice and in-
difference to the fate of the natives with our
guard he knows that he is not telling the
truth. I have always treated my men as
kindly a8 if they were Europeans.

*“Staniey himself was responsible for at
least a part of the misery growing out of
our starvation and privation. When Stan-
ley left us he left only enouzh brass rods to
give one per week to each native, with
whieh to purchase fish, for five months.
When this supply was exhausted we were
in terrible straits. In view of Stanley’s
stern and relentless discipline no one dared
to disobey his order, and we were finally
forced to eat moldy biscuit and spoiled
rice in order to save our lives.

*Barttelot did not dare to use the pro-
visirns which Stanley had left for an emer-
gency. He felt, pvrh:ul)s, that the fate of
entire expedition devolved upon his abso-
lute obedience to Stanley’s orders, and like
a good soldier, he obeyed his orders. The
medicines were almost worthless, and those
that were of any avil were insuflicient.
Barttelot actually starved himself. He tried
to not ask his men to suffer any privation
that he would not endure himself, and he
shared all ot their privations.”

FEARFUL STORMS.

Wreck of a Scottish Nobleman’s Yacht on the
Coast of Ireland.

LoNDoN, Nov. 7.—A heavy storm prevails
throughout Great Britain and Ireland.
Much dsmage has been done. Rain is falling
incessantly in many sections and the eountry
is flooded. The downpour is accompanied
by a high wind, and reports are received of
many houses being unioofed. The storm
was especially severe off shore. Telegramns
from various points along thie coast state
that an enormous sea is running, and anum-
ber of coasting vessels are wrecked. Ad-
vices from Belfast state that a report was
received there that a yacht had foundered in
Belfast Lough, and its owner, a Scottish
nobleman, was drowned.

A later dispatch says the yacht lost there
was the Frania, belonging to Viscount Can-
telupe, the eldest son and heir of the Earl of
Delaware. The yacht, which attempted to
ride out the storm at anchor, was dragged
ashore and struck on the rocks. Viscount
Cantelupe was aboard and was drowned.

ALMOST A PANIC.

The Action of the Bauk of England Greatly
Affects Wall Street.

LoxpoxN, Nov. 7.—The Bank of England
has advanced its rate of discount from 5 per
cent to 6 per cent.

The heavy withdrawal of gold frcm the
Bank of England for the Continent is the
cause. If the withdrawal of gold continues
a further advance will probably be made.
At the Stock Exchange the announcement
at first caused a flatness, but since then the
market has been slowly recovering.

NEw York, Nov. 7.—The stock market
to-day, especially during the forenoon and a
poriion of the afternoon, was weaker than
at any time since the present decline in
values was started, and it acted as if a last
final raid was in progress. The whole
market had a semi-panicky appearance, and
the long and short sellers vied with each
other, It seemed to bring prices down as
quickly as possible to the lowest level. The
final changes of the day, however, owing to
a material rally in the latter portion of the
afternoon, are not so large as might be ex-
pected, and a few of the stronger shares are
even higher, though only in one is the im-
provenient of any importance.

The original cause of the stampede on the
part of holders of long stocks is to be found
in the action of the Governors of the
Bank of England, who at a speeial meeting
held this morning advanced their minimum
rate of discount from 5 to 6 per
cent, after leaving it unchanged at the
regular meeting vesterday.

The downward movement continued until
toward 1 o’clock, and its violence may be
measured by the losses sustained in that
ti me, Pullman bearing the banner with a
drop of 12 per cent to 188, while 1llinois Cen-
tral followed with 514 to 86; St. Paul, 5to
493, ; C. C. and St. Louis, 4% to 60%5; Rock
Island, 4% to 69; New England, 3% to 35%,
and others in proportion. In many stocks
the lowest prices to-day were the lowest
reached in years.

Some one bought large lines of Union
Pacific to-day when the market was weak,
and that stock held up reasonably well and
did not follow the rest of the list down,
never getting more than % per cent below
its opening price, and it 1s one of the few
stocks which show an advance for the dav.

Sugar was alsc strong and showed evi-
dence of good buying. The reaction was
sharp and material, some of the stocks
actually regaining all of their early losses,

while the weakest stocks made large
gains in the last hours of trad-
ing. ‘T'he close, bowever, was wealk,

leaving most of the best at material
lesses for the day, the only marked
exception being Lake Shorg with a gain of 1
per cent, but C. C. and St. Louis went down
2% ; Rock Island, 2%; St. Paul, .2%; New
Eugland, 2; Ilhnois Central, Northern
Pacific preferred, Louisville and Nashville
a‘xsld Lackawanna, each 13;; Pacific Mail,
1%.

Goverments were heavy. Petroleum
closed weak. Peunnsyvlvania spot clused at

The Stock Exchange closed very de-
pressed, with Consols at 94, the lowest figure
since the conversion.

The assignment was made in view of the
heavy withdrawals of those who had given
premium notes, and recent heavy fire lusses.
T he Secretary of the company says that the
assets are as good as gold and that there will
be enough on hand to pay the indebtedness
three times over.

~THE NEW METAL.

The Possibilitigs of Aluminum
in Mechanics and the Arts.

Aluminum, aside from its lightness and |
strength, is malleable, ductile, does not |
rust, is as beautiful gs silver, and is mueh
more abundant in its native state than any
metal in use. Cryolite, or Iceland-spar, is
the mineral from which it has been mostly
obtained; but it is a constituent of clay and
of other earths, and prevails almost every-
where. The statement has been made thas
it composes more than a twentieth part of
the crust of the globe. The difficulty is te
secure it in a pure state at a moderate cost.

Much has yet to be learned alse
as to the methods of using it, and
there remains some doubt as to fits

adaptation to certain important uses. But
within the last half century its cost has been
reduced from over $30 a pound to less than
$3, and it is now being put to practical usa
as an alloy. Recently a series of tests to de-
termine the virtues of aluminum bronze was
made by Goveroment naval officers at the
Watertown (Mass.) Arsenal. A tensile
strength of 90,000 pounds to the square
inch was shown, which is largely in excess
of anything before developed. The trans-
verse strength of the composite metal was
found to be 6600 pounds to the square Inch—
a result that has been only equaled by the
finest quality of erucible steel.

There are busy brains and hands con-
stantly at work to reduce the expense of
manufacturing the pure metal, says Har-
per’s Weekly, and as the iucentive to success
1s very powerful, their labors are not likely
to be discontinued. Its capabilities, sooner
or later, are very sure to be exhaustively
tested. 1f they prove as satisfactory as
there is reason to hope they will, and the
laboratory processes give way to mill pra-
duction at low cost, a wonderful revolution
in works of eonstruction will have been en-
tered upon. How far in the future the de-
sired end may be there is no telling.

Remove two-thirds of its own weight,
without diminution of strength, from the
vast structure that counects New York and
Brooklyn, and its effectiveness for service,
provided room were supplied, would be cor-
respondingly increased. Bridges of alum-
inum—supposing always its qualities are
truly represented—could be thrown across
streams and ravines to span which is now
impossible. The capacity of steamships
would be similarly enlarged. Notonly would
cargoes take the place of the lessened weight
of the body of the vessels, but also of that
of their machinery. Enough coal could be
stored to indefinitely lengthen voyages with-
out fresh supplies. The cost of transporta-
tion would be lowered in many ways, fore-
seen and unforeseen, and speed and safety
increased as well. The calculations of a
competent engineer as to the advantages to
be gained would produce a showing difficult
of belief at first. The Eiffel Tower as a
constructive feat would siuk into insignifi-
cance. 'The field for architectucal advauce
would be all but unlimited. Air uavigation
would leap forward with a bound—it feas-
ible at all—when its great desideratum, a
material combining strengih and lightness
in a degree never known before or even ap-
proximated, had been secured. Street-cars,
wagons, carriages, etc., would be improved
and save in draught power and wear
and tear. Machines and instruments would
partake in the benefits of the change, and
new ones beinvented thatarenow unthought
of. These are but suggestions which ex-
perts in each particnlar branch of mechanics
can seize the meaning of and amplifv.
Should the reasonable hopes of the alumi-
num-workers be realized mankind would
seem to have been emancipated from a bur-
den of heavy material which it had been
wrestling with for ages, and posterity would
talk of the unspeakable waste of human
energy that had been iuvolved in the use of
iron.

There is an esthetic side to the prospect
as well as a material one. Aluwinum not
only does not rust, either in the air or wafgr,
but is easily polished. Transform in In-
agination the elevated roadways of New
York, the railings and balconies before the
houses, or even the houses themselves, the
lamp posts, the roofs, spires and domes, the
Brooklyn and other bridgeshto barnished sil-
ver, and a glimpse may be had of the coming
eifect of aiuminum in our cities indicated by
the qualities now claimed for it. The like
has not been pictured since St. John spoke
of the golden streets and the pearly gates of
the New Jerusalem.

A Town Wiped Completely Out.
PETERSBURG (Ind.), Nov. 7.—A terrible
conflagration occurred at Winslow, Pike
County, this morning, the whole town hav-
ing been wiped out of existence. The houses
were all frame structures and the fire spread
with such rapidity that all the efforts of the
people to extinguish it proved unavailing.
‘There is not a house left standing and four
hundred persons are left homeless. There
is no fire department and no provision was
made for the sudden coming of such a
calamity. How the fire originated has not
been ascertained, but it is supposed to have
been caused by a defective flue. There will

be much suffering among the people.

NEW YORE, Nov. 7.—It is reported that
the sugar trust has sent orders to all con-
signees in the interior f{o meet all cuts
on prices of refined sugars by Spreckels
with promptness. Whether this covers an
understanding between the trust and other
refiners at Philadelphia and Boston since
June last is not known, but it is thought it
will not be cunsidered entirely satisfactory
by outsiders.

Heavy Losses by Fire.
SHREVEPORT (La.), Nov. 7.—Several
store-buildings in the business portion of
the city were destroyed by fire this morning.

The losses will aggregate £350,000.
