SEA AND SHORE.

The Famous Ship Earl of Dal-
housie Again in Port.

Two of the Crew of the -ark John and Win-

-throp Bet Fire to the Vessel— 4 Vessel

Bound for This Port -ground.

The British ship Earl of Dalhousie, which
capsized in the bay here some five years ago
and was afterward raised, arrived yester-
day after a good passage of 125 days from
London, Her cargo consisted of11,400 casks
of cement and 359 cases of window glass,
consigned to Meyer, Wilson &Co. Captain
Jarvis, the crank, has left the vessel and
Captain ilaird, her former mate, is now in
command.

The Oceanic Company's steamer Aus-
tralia, Captain Houdlette, sailed at noon
yesterday for Honolulu, carrying a large
list of passengers and freight. The granite
monument which willbe placed over the
grave of Jules Tavernier, the artist was
left behind and willbe taken to the islands
on the Zealandia.

The steamer Humboldt arrived yesterday
morning early, 20 hours from Eureka, bring-
ing 24 cabin and 10 steerane passengers.
Among her cargo were 100,000 shingles, CIO
boxes of apples, 16 cases fresh fish, 27 boxes
of butter and $1332 treasure. '-.-.'.-'

SET FUSE TO TIIK SHIP.
When the whaling bark John and Win-

throp was at sea, on April 7th last, two of
the crew, William Kitehie and Lewis 11.
Kilboiirii, set fire to the vessel. By prompt
action on the part ot the ship's company
the flames were subdued without serious
damage. The men made written confes-
sions to the captain, and will be handed
over to the United States authorities for a
trial. Some of the crew of the bark tell the
usual sailors' yarns about having been ill-
treated by the captain.

Work on the new section of tho sen-wall
is progressing slowly. Tho guide piles for
the wall have been driven in position from
Meiggs Wharf to Taylor street, and eveiy-
thing is in readiness for filling in. The
bay has been dredged on a line lor the wall
to a depth of thirty-two feet. A quarry
from which rock will be obtained has been
opened on Telegraph Hill, fad— on -road-
way and onMontgomery street.

Captain Libbey of the ship General Knox,
which arrived yesterday, 135 days from New
York,reports that he was 70 days to Cape
Horn, 9days from 50° south in the Atlantic
to 50° sou.li io the Pacific, and 99 days to the
equator in the Pacific. Since losing the
northeast trades, in latitude 30° north, bad
light bafniug airs and calms and thick, foggy
weather to port.

The weather was hazy at Point L<bos
yesterday. In the forenoon a calm pre-
vailed, and in the afternoon there was a
light breeze from the northwest. The ba-
rometer stood: 8 o'clock in the morning,
29.85; noon, 29.83; 5 o'clock in the evening,
2D.:y.

A SHIP AGROUXn.

County ol Peebles at Newcastle-on-Tyne lor
this port, partially laden, is aground in the
river, and attempts willbe made to help her
oft. A late dispatch says that she is making
water and willdock.

Unpleasant Experience or —title Sallie
Murphr Willi a Nomidlc Hand.

After six weeks' traveling around the
country with a band of gypsies by whom
she was stolen little twelve-year-old Sallie
Murphy managed to make her escape on the
Ist instant, says a special to the St. Louis
Globe-Democrat from Philadelphia, and ar-
rived at Broi-d-strcet Station last night in
charge of a conductor of one of thesubutban
trains. At 9 o'clock she was clasped in the
arms of her father at the Twentieth Dis-
trict Stntion-house. where ho. had come post
baste upon being notified by a mounted po-
liceman, who had ridden out from the Twen-
ty-first District to his home in Darby to tell
him of his child's return. It was a much
changed little girl who told the strange
story of her wanderings in front of the
crowd of big policemen. Her long curls
had been shaven oft close to her head, and
her neat clothing had been replaced by rans,
and she was worn out. The old tradition
that gypsies stain their little Captives nut-
brown was not carried out in this case, as
beneath the dirt her skin still retained its
natural fairness. Sallie says she was Hay-
ing near her home September 23th, when a
woman, closely veiled, ar-proa-died her and
asked her ifshe would like to take a trip to
the country. \u25a0*-.:t-n

She said she would, and the woman took
her to Sharon HillStation, where they took
a train and came to Broad-street slat'on.
Then they went to Manayt— )_ on another
train, and after arriving there they walked
a short distance into the country, where
they came upon a gypsy camp, composed of

a lot of men and women mid ten littlegirls,
colored and white, of about her own age.
They had three wagons and a lot of horses,
and the women were seated around a big
lire, ever which a big pitof soup was boil-
ing. The woman who, had stolen her ap-
peared to be the queen "of the band, and cut
off allher hair and took her clothing away
and gave her a lotof rags to wear. They
staid there two days, during Which a num-
ber of girls aud young men and women
visited the camp, and the gypsy women tori!
their fortunes, while the men traded horses
with farmers. Then they started to travel,
and went from place to place, keeping along
the Lancaster pike most of the lime, and
camping out each night in a different place.

The other girls and herself were kept
closely confined to the wagons, and made to
do all the work for the band, although they
were not badly treated and always had
enough to eat. She watched day alter day
tor a chance tc escape, but found no oppor-
tunity until yesterday, when she managed
to jump from the wagon when noone was
watching. She did not know where she
was, but wandered along the main line of
the Pennsylvania Hailroad until >ho reached
ParKersburg, where she met a gentleman to
whom she related her story, lie procured
a ticket for her mid placed her in charge of
the conductor of in (incoming train. At10
o'clock she was on her way home to her
anxious- mother.— Globe-Di'inocrnt.
