One form of sil-
liness is the desire to marry a foreign title,
witheut the least consideration of the male
whe bappens to own it. There zre, per-
haps, a hundred rich and outwardly attrac-
tive American girls in Europe who are be-
lieved to be anxious to barter their cash for
a corovet. Expostulation does no good.
The girl who has money, and has set her
heart cn a title, is pretty sure to get the title
and ged rid of her money. On the other
hand, there are estimable girls whose eccen-
tricities take the form of marrying so far
beneath them, from a social point of view,
that their mearriage excites the surprise of
their littie world. Sometimes the object of the
rich girl’s infatua tion makes a fairly good
husband, but in mio re cases the prospect of
reconciliation with the girl’s rich parents in-
fluence his choice of a wife. We can read-
ily understand that in many cases the affec-
tion is mutual; but in many others the ireak
is nnact u.m.lble. Handsome, elegant and
well-educated girls have conceived an infat-
uation for men in menial positions who were
in no respect atiractive or desirable. Inthis
country a girl should not be condemped for
marrying oukof her social sphere if she mar-
rie man in other respects worthy of her.
But most of the mesalliances we hear of are
incowpreliensible on any other ground than
oi caprice or a merbid desire for notoriety.

STANLEY-BARITELOT.

The Stnnle}-nrttdot controversy is as-
suming the form of an advertising dodge.
Most of the parties to it are preparing books,
and Stanley himself hascrossed the Atlantic
to enter upon a lecture tour. If public in-
terest can b e kept alive there will be money
in the b oks and in the lecture tour. There
are a great many peoplein the United States
who will give a dollar to see a man who is
wuch tulked about. The one thing that may
be safely said of Stanley is that alinost any
other man would not be alive to tell his
story. Courage inspired him to penetrate
into a country of caunnibals and endurance
brought him out alive. The average man
would have left his bones in Africa, after
the natives had feasted on the flesh that cov-
ered them. The immediate result of these
explorations will be to expose the natives of
Africa to the horrors of warfare. It is not
to be supposed that they will regdily yield
th ir country to an Invader. It ertain,
however, that the invaders can take it.
Modern science makes opposition fantastie.
A gun which will kill at the distance of three
miles imparts to war with naked savages
the revolting features of a massacre. But
the gun wiil win in the end. Even the ma-
laria arising from swamps will disappear be-
fore the science of engineering. But the
moral questinn will always remain, if eivili-
zation has a right to annihilate uncivilized
races and take their country from them.

WHY SURPRISED?

Some of our citizens seemed surprised at
, the bungling manner in which the election
officers mapaged the polls in this city at the
recent election. The polling places have
been under the control of some of the worst
possible material in San Francisco for sev-
eral vears past. 1f we place the ballot-
boxes in such hands we need not be sur-
prised at almost anything.

WHAT 1> WANTED.

Our citizens desire to be rid of a system
which permits a few disreputable persons to
make neminations for the two great political
parties to support at elections. For some
time past it has been unsafe for reputable
people to attend ncminating conventions,
for they were, to a certain extent, filled with
the worst elemeut in the city.

The neminations were the weak spofs
which required amendment, but we .("uuld
not obtain any under boss rule. Our citizens
asked for the adoption by the last Legisla-
ture of the Australian system, but they
were treated with contempt; but it is sup-

posed a law will be enzeted when the Legis-
l.mne assembles. Such an actis demanded,
for it will um\ble a few persons to wake
nominations in spite of bossism. Without
sneh a law, the recent vietorics achieved
this c.ty and State will not be complete.

“CLEOPATRA” IN PARIS.

It is probably the case, as the newspapers
say, that the melodrama of “('Ieoputrn.”
which is now being played, with Bernhardt
in the title-ro'e, at the Porte St. Martian in
Paris, and which will be pridneed in New
York next month and in this city next Feb-
ruary, is the most magnificent spectacular
picce of modern times. No nobler theme
for dramatic art can be conceived, The
radiant Queen typified all that was most
gorgeous and wmost luxurious in the most
gorgeous aud luxurious days of Egypt.
Her life, from her childhood to her
death, was one long drama of thrilling
interest, She surpassed most otlier

women in beauty, in wit. Shelived in fairy-

.unl. When she sailed down the Nile to
meet Antony her galley was rowed with
silver oars; on an ewmbroidered couch she
lay robed as Aphrodite, surrounded by
cupids, while the faint southern Dbreeze,
scented with fumes of Oriental incense,
fanned sails of purple silk. Her death, ac-
cording to the popular legend, was as
dramatic as her life.

Witk such materials to work upon it was
easy for the dramatist to construct a strik-
ing play. The theme had been handled by
the prince of dramatists, but in his day
spectacular effects -were unknown on the
stage, and *“*Artony and Cleopatra® relies
fer success upon the power of the dialogue
and the genius of the actors. This s.eri-
fices the splendid background and the gorge-
ous accessories of the Egyptian Queen.
Without her silken sails aud her gaudy
gallev and her silver oars and her swarm
of regally appointed attendants, the last of
the Ptolemies sinks to the level of ordinary
women. With these surroundings she
flashes like a meteor, the like of which the
world never saw before or since.

The Freneh are just the peorle to drape
such a story s¢ as to catch the eye, and of
all Fre: ien  Sardou knows best the art
of stage effect. Taking history and Shakes-
peare as a grounawork, e has constructed
a play so fascinating that the vast hall of
the Porte St. Martin is too small to hold the
audiences. With Shakespeare the acquaint-
ance of the average Frenchman is slender.
Even Micbelet interested them but slightly
in the Egyptian Queen. Gerome's picture
is rather a tribute to Cwsar than to Cieo-
patra. Sardou Las cloth:ed the story with
sueh dazzling magnificence of pomp and
show that the average Frenchman wili now
be as familiar with the history of the Egyp-
tian Queen as witn that of Mary Queen of
Scots, or even Joan of Arc; and the knowl-
edge will spread from France to all lands
where people go to theaters.

The dramatist takes up the work of teach-
ing history where the historian leaves off.
The latter is bound by his oath of ofiice to
tell the truth as he finds it. The former is
at liberty, under the canons of art, to mingle
ietion with fact, where the blending of the
two presents an agrecable picture. Few
men’s lives are dramatic threughout. They
generally contain dull intervals. Even
heroes are some times tame, and their per-
formaneces uninteresting. The historian can-
not ignore tb the dramatist may. And
he may do more. Where the interest of the
sto1y would be heightened by the introduc-
tioa of a striking incident, ne is free to as-
sume that it occurred without being obliged

el

to give his authority. Dramatic writers |

have so freely availed themselves of this
pr ivilege that historical dramas must never
be studied as exact records of fact; they
are mere pictures of the times, with a thread
of truth running through them. The story
of Cleopatra, like the popular biographies
of Cwesar, Joan of Are, and other famous
personages of the past, is an example in
point. Was the fair Egyptian the best be-
loved of Antony at the age of 17? Did she
make her first appearance before Ciesar in a
roll of carpet? Was there ever such a per-
son as Cwesarion? Did she cause her sister
Arsinoe to march in Ceesar’s triumph at
Rome, in fetters? Did she marry her little
brother Ptolemy, and afterwar d cause him
to be poiscned? Finally, did she commit
suicide by applying an asp fo oer breast ?

There is no evidence of these events that
would for a moment carry conviction to the
minds of a jury. They may have occurred,
as Quintus Curtius may have leaped into the
chasm in the forum. DBut they nfay not, and
the weight of probability is against them.
Still, it is pleasant to see them depicted,
with glowing aceessories, on the stage, and
peovle generally would rather be sorry to
lose them.

WILL STAND BY 1HE BILL.

The New York Herald’s Washington cor-
respondent says the Republicans will stand
by the McKinley bill, The general deter-
mipation of the party, he says, is to stand or
fall by the bill. For once the Herald’s
Washiogton correspondent is undoubtedly
well informed. The Republican party will
certainly stand by the bill. Some meodifica-
tion of its features may be found necessary,
but as a whole the bill will stand until the
free-traders get power to repeal it. The bill
puts a larger proportion of our imports
on the free list than any tariff which has
preceded it. It derives the revenue the
Governmeent necds from articles in the pro-
duction of which we com pete with Europe.
The slight advance in the cost of these com-
peting articles will be meore than made up
by the cheapening of articles admitted free.
Before the Fitty-third Congress is elected
the McKinley tariff will be tested. Home
industries which foreign competition has
pearly crushed out will be revived. Thou-
sands of men will be employed in this coun-
try doing the work that in the past has been
dope abroad. The McKiniey act has cer-
tainly two years to stand. Under the pres-
ent law the Democrats will meet in the
Fifty-second Congress a year from next De-
cember. If they succeed in framing a tariff
biil that will be acceptable to the Senate
and the President the work will take time,
The McKinley act can only be repealea by
putting another act in its piace. These two
years of trial will prepare the people to vote
understandingly on the merits of the act.
The voters will see for themselves Low it
woiks.

REEKED WiTH (()Rul}l TION.

We have heard some strange remarks
as we have passed around the ity
since the day of election. For instance,
yesterday we were met by an intelligent
gentleman — a  Republican—who  said bhe
could not understand why there was such
an uprising by the people in California at
the recent election. We supplemented his
remarks by adding that we could not see
bow any intelligent citizen could vote for
such a ticket as Buckley and his associates
had given to the Democrats for their sup-
port. Itis a bad indication when men who
ciaim to be intelligent cannot see why Buck-
ley’s ticket was defeated, when they must
know that it reeked with corruption.

OH! THATI MINE ENEMY, ETC.

The enemies of Mr. Ward McAllister are
indebted to that gentleman for a measns of
retaliation. Mr. McAllister’s book on * So-
ciety As I Have Found It” exposes him to
merciless criticism. As a conductor of en-
tertainments he was above reproach. He
had studied one thing until he koew it well,
No man in either hemisphere is more com-
petent authority on such important matters
as the month in the year in which salmon
may be served at a swell dinner or the kind
of sance which may be served with it. He
has given many years’ study to intricate
problems of this nature, and if he has not
solved them satisfactorily the man does not
live who can prove that he hasnot. But a
clever man with Mr. McAllister’s knowledge
of society in both Europe and America
ought to write an entertaining book. That
is precisely what Mr. McAllister has failed
todo. Itis pot that his book is given up to
trivialities, but that his solemin way of deal-

ing with them creates the impreis on that
he imagines himself occupied in a kind of
philosophieal research. Darwin in his evo-
lution of his evolution theory was not more
impressed with the magnitude of his theme
than Ward McAllister in establishing a rule
of etiquette. Inmost pursuits earnestness is
an element of success. A writer impresses
a publie in proportion as he isable to con-
vince them that he believes his own theories
and regards them as important. But with
society as a theme a man may be wise or
witty, satiriecal or indulgent, a scoffer or a
worshiper, but he mustbe bright. McAllis-
ter’s book is both trivial and dall.

Chinese Highbinders Quieted by the Six
Compnnies.

The prospects are that the shooting and
killing in Chinatown is at an end for some
time at least. Within the last few weeks
three fracas have occurred and two
men were killed, while the third victim of a
highbinder’s bullet now lies at the point of
death in the Recelving Hospital.

Coming so suddenly, this highbinders’
warfare struck terror to the hearts of Chi-
nese merchants and ccolies alike. Men
walked from their bomes into the streets
and without a word of warning were shot
down by lawless fellows either in the back
or from dark ballways. Blackmail was the
primary cause, and that, too, impelied the
respectable Chinese merchants to combine
quietly and lay their grievances before the
six Chinese companies,

Complaints were made, it is understood,
against the highbinder gang in general and
the Hop Sing Tonz and Sue On Tong in
particular as having figured exclusively in
the recent murders. The six compauies,
representing arbitrary power, and whose
wish is law, sat at their headquarters, 728
C omimercia Al mxul last Saturday, and after
hearing comvplaints and investigating the
causes of trouble came to a decision which
arranged the existing difficulties.

The proper .u]]uﬂ.u.cnl of all differences
has made the wealthy Chinese nmwore com-
fortable than before and a feeling of secur-
ity pervades Chinatown. It is understood
that summary mandates sufficient to terrify
even the highbinders were issued, aud that
the Tongs were given to understand that
peace should be vreserved at any price, also
that every peaceful Chinese would do his
best individually to bring the murderers or
offenders Iu justice in the ¢ um!ﬂ
