Referring to what"was published yester-
day regarding the neglect of the captains of
the steam whaler Narwhal and the bark
Charles W. Morgan to report the mishaps
that occurred on board their vessels, it may
also be mentioned that McGreggor, as mas-
ter of a steamer, is bound to make a report
to the Inspectors ofBulls and Boilers.

Another captain is liable to findhimself in
trouhla for not having reported the loss of
one of his crew, and that is Captain Coffin
of the schooner Rosario. The vessel arrived
here a week ago, and the captain reported
nothing except his catch. 'It was learned
yesterday that while Antonio Sylvia, one of
the crew, was out in a boat that was pur-
suing a whale, the latter lashed out with his
tail and struck Sylvia, knocking him over-
hoard. Ilis co 111 janions were unabfe to
rescue him.

The weather was hazy at Point Lobos yes-
terday and a lightbreeze prevailed from the
northeast until 3 o'clock in the afternoon,
when it veered to the northwest. The ba-

DISCHARGING COAL OX TnE DOCKS.

Ten vessels wire discharging coal at the
various docks on the front yesterday. At
Pacific street, where the Buudileer is dis-
charging, tlicie was the usual double line of
teams waiting for a load. South of Market
street, however, nt Howard-street Wharf,
where the Alex McNeil is discharging New
Wellington coal, things wero different and
more orderly, for Chief Wharfinger Corcoran
had posted up a notice that waiting teams
would not be allowed to form on the bulk-
bead.

The coal being scarce, it lias been cus-
tomary for teams to fo:m in line sometimes
four mot fivedays before the expected cargo
arrived. On the day the ship did come in to
the dock the teamsters received tickets num-
bered according as they stood in line, en-
abling them to load at the ship's sine in
rotation. Charles R. Allen, agent for the
coal, has put into operation a new system,
which prevents a blockade in the vicinity of
lie wharf and works admirably, and the

dealers are greatly pleased therewith.
When a collier is about due each retail

dealer in town is furnished with a numbered
card entitling him to receive coal at a cer-
tain li ur in. a certain ship, and no coal is
given withoutpresentation of the card. An
alphabetical list ol dealers ismaile out, and
while the "A's" have the first turn at one
-\u25a0hip, the "XVdo at the next and so on
through the alphabet. Oilier firms will
doubtless follow the new plan, and if they
do it willgreatly lessen the confusion at the
coal dock and cause the dealers to rise up
and call Allen blessed. By reducing the
waiting time it is said tho difference in
price to dealers is 82 a ton or thereabouts.

IKU.N SAND.

An Kaatern Manufacturer Who Contera-
lilntp'fla Hraneh Here.

Visitors to tbe Chamber of Commerce who
see the bottle of Iron sand among the ores
have no idea that this sand is a duplicate of
that sliinped from New Zealand to Sheffield,
England, for manufacturing the famous
cutlery, edge tools and springs that the
United States si largely consumes. 'Itwas
In explaining the merits of this sand that
Professor C. E. Anthony spoke of a Pitts-
bury iron manufacturer who put its value
at SU- as against the best iron ore from
Michigan for which S-J a ton is paid. Kor
nearly a year the matter of establishing a
branch manufactory here has been under
consideration, as itis known now that Ven-
tura County's crude oil can be used to
make steel direct from the ore. One
hundred tons a day is being turned out at
the Pittsburg factory withcrude oil for fuel.
The little impurities in tins Pacific sand can
readily be removed by running itthrough a
magnetic separator, as the iron being mag-
netic it is attracted to the magnets and all
Impurities are left behind. A recent dis-
covery In smelting the sand obtained near
Atlantic City and Cape May is that itcan
be reduced without the admixture of a
lower grade of ore. The process is to mix
the sand with quick-lime and form bricks.
These placed in the furnace and subjected
to heat coma out all right, the lime acting
as a flux to absorb the impurities and form
slag. The exact location ot the largo bed
which has been uncovered near this city
is known to but few, although mineral-
ogists understand that black san Iis found
all along this southern coast—San Diego
Union, Nov. 10th.
