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THE CRISIS PASSED.

Transactions in Wall Street.
Show a Better. Feeling.

Prospects of a Sharp and Rapid Im-
provement in the Market.

'
Suspension of tbe North River Bank—Fail-

ure of New York Firms— No Fur-

ther Disasters Anticipated.

Epcclal to The Morning Call

New York, Nov. 12.—The stock market
to-day showed a materially better feeling,

both on the street and on the outside, which
was a most gratifying indication that not
only was tin/worst vow over but that the
improvement would be quick and sharp.

The action of tlie Clearing-house Committee
incoming to the relief of the banks in diffi-
culty was the means of restoring tne confi-
dence of many, while the improvement in
the situation abroad was also a powerful
factor to that end. Not only were active
stocks much higher all day long, but inactive
specialties, which yesterday could not find
buyers at any price, 10-day were taken at

constantly advancing figures, and the heavy
slump In those shares was in a great meas-
ure made up. A liquidation in Vil-
lards is now believed to bave
marked the culmination of tbe efforts
to force a complete liquidation in the street,
os those stocks bad resisted a iorce applied
for a much longer time than any other group
of stocks on the list The impression is

that now the whole situation has been
changed for the better and the improve-
ment in the condition of affairs will be fol-
lowed by higher prices along the line.
There is to be expected considerable sell-
ing of Northern Pacific securities and some
others to liquidate loins, as was witnessed
to-day, "but the market now shows no
pressure of stocks, and the offerings of the
past few days have undoubtedly been taken
by strong parties. Unfavorable factors to-
day were continued sales under the rule
both for account of the suspended firm of
Decker, Howell &Co. and for the accounts
of two other brokers, whose suspension was
announced during the day. There were
still rumors of further troubles in financial
circles, and the North Ri.er Bank went
into the hands of an examiner late in the
day, though the fact was not made known
until after the close of business. JggiM

Foreigners were heavy buyers all day
long, and transactii ns for foreign accounts
were so large that a suspicion that the late
sales for Loudon were for a short account
was opetiiy expressed. Loaning rates for
stocks has been very high, and inquiry has
been very urgent, which would go lo give
color to the suspicion.

The report that Gould h d acquired con-
trol of the Union Pacific auain was used fur
all it was worth, but the stock showed no
response to the story. North American
sold heavily, and, although taken Ireely, it
failed to advauce with tbe remainder of tbe
list, and was specially sluggish in com-
parison with Northern Pacific. Transac-
tions in it,however, were on an enormous
scale, and aggregated about one-quarter of
the total business done inall the securities.-

The general list was very feverish, as was
to be expected under the circumstances, but
-.here was analmost continuous advance in
prices from the 01 eniug to the close.

MOVEMENTS IN bXOCKS.

Heavy Trading in Securities in tbe New
York Stock Exchange.

New Yokk, Nov. 12.— When the gong
sounded for the opening of business this
morning on the Stock Exchange there was a
yell and a rush, and pandemonium reigned.
Toe galleries were crowded to the utmost
capacity Dy the class whiclionly visits Wall
street iv times of great excitement. Richly
attired ladies pushed forward fora sight of
the struggling brokers, and the most casual
observer w uld have seen there was a time
of unwonted excitement. The market
oiened stronger than might have been ex-
pected, and there was evidently a hope-
ful view of the situation, despite the fact
that early London advices were not very fa-
vorable. Interest seemed to be centered in
the Villards, and on tremendous sales
North, m Pacific and North American ad-
vanced two points over last night's closing.
Ihe general list showed gains aver last night
of one to three poiuts. The market con-
linued active an.Iexcited, but tbe upward
tendency remained. The trading in the
morning was simply enormous, especially in

Villards and St. Paul. Several thousand
shaies were sold under the rule, completing
ii:..sales begun yesterday. These were all
i Vi.l.nils and St. Paul, and are believed to
be lor the account of Decker, Ilowell &Co.
Early buying was very urgent, resulting in
lurther gams of % to 1. in which Western
Uniun, Burlington, Union Pacific and
si vie specialties were conspicuous. The
Villards, and especially Northern Pa-
cifies, were conspicuously active and
strong, common rising 1%, and pre-
ferred 2, touching 20,' iand 59 respect-
ively, 'the general list, however, soon
yielded to pressure and influence and
farther sides under the rule ol Northern
Pacific North American, St. Paul and few
others for account of Decker, Ilowell&Co.
The downwaid movement became more pro-
nounced toward the noon hour, and Burling-
ton dropped 3, Northwest 1%, while Villards
lost alladvantage ana North American re-
lire.l 1. The fluctuations among specialties
and low-priced stocks were extremely wide
and irregular, while the entire market was
feverish in the extreme throughout. Later,
the Villards again showed strength and the
list followed. The market at 11o'clock wai
very active and firm to strong, but generally
at something under first prices, though lat-
ter than those of last night.

Tbe market developed new strength after
IIo'clock, and while money was loaning at

Vi and interest, prices rose materially. The
extreme feverishness of tbe first hour still
continued, but a better tone was noticed all
over the list. Another advance sent North
American to 20%, Northern Pacific to 21 ami
preferred to 6*.,although these prices were
not held long. Among the usually active
st.cks there was less animation, but the Im-
provement exceeded 1 percent in many
cases, St. Paul, Atchison. Burlington and
some of the inactive specialties being the
most conspicuous. The trusts were com-
paratively quiet. Atnoon the market was
active and strong and generally at the best
prices of the morning. The decision of the
New York Clearing-house to issue certifi-
cates to be used in the settlement of balances
a layed apprehensions of a bank panic, and
in that respect bad a beneficial effect in
helping the recovery.

At1o'clock the market, under the influence
of sales under the rule, somewhat declined
from the be.st prices. Lacking support uom
London the market was quiet ai.d compara-
tively ste.dy. Allday slocks for account of
Decker, well & Co. and C. 2d. Whitney
were sold under the rule, but littleattention
was paid to the sales except by creditors of
the firm. The fact that no more trouble »as
developed among the banks caused a steady
return of confidence, and at 1:30 o'clock
piices moved steadily upward. A powerful
pool had been buying Northern Pacific
pi erred, and that stock advanced 7 per
cent. The iest of the list ranged 2 to 4
above last night's close.

At2 o'clock the market was at its best,
and the general list was at tbe highest of
the day. The advance of last night splices
ranged from 1to 0, the latter Northern Pa-
cific preferred. The total sales to 2 o'clock
amounted to over 500,000 are-, of which
230,0ii0 were Viilard specialties, Money
ruled l/s per aiem i.nd iuteiest.

THE CLEAHIXG-HOLSE.

Nothing in the Situation to Affect the Asso-
ciated tasks.

New York, Nov. 11.— An Associated
Press reporter interviewed President F. B.
Tap! of the Gallatin National Bank and
a member ot the Clearing-house Committee.
He says: "Our committee is now in ses-
sion signing certificates, but the indications
are the issue willbe very small, probably
not more than $5,000,000, »gainst 527,000,000
in 1884. There is nothing in the situation
so far that affects the associated banks at all.
There is not the slightest reason to antici-
pate auy disturbance in the finances of this
center. Our action yesterday in deciding to
issue certificates ..as merely precautionary.
We did not anticipate any disaster, bnt be-
lieved it the part of wisdom to forestall
rather ihnu have to meet it. We are entirely
satisfied the situation willimprove."

The Bank of North America was a heavy
creditor at the Clearing-house. The oanK
will pay over to the assignee of Decker,
IIwell &Co. a lar^e sum as differences on
the sales of securities held by the bank as
collateral for loans and sold yesterday.

lin Post says editorially: ltis to be re-
gretted the action of the Clearing-house had
not been taken one day sooner, in which
case the house of Becker, Howell A Co.,
one of the most meritorious and most re-
spected in the while country, would have
been saved and the losses consequent upon
their failure prevent.

The Commercial Bulletin in an editorial
condemn;, the use of Jay Gould as a con-
venient scapegoat for every Wall-street dis-
aster, and especially the disturbances of the
past two days. The Bulletin says: The
present breakdown is tne inevitable out-
come offour or live years' excessive specu-
lative enterprises which neither Gould nor
any other capitalist has the power to mate-
rially aggravate or mend. The blame and
punishment must rest on many other shoul-
ders than his.

MOKE*FAILURES.

A Ntw York Bank and Several Business
F ims Suspend Op-rar.Oii.

New York, Nov. 12.—Notwithstanding
the announcement early in the day that the
North River Bank would tide over the
losses of yesterday and had made satis-
factory arrangements with the Clearing-

house, that institution closed its doors at
2:15 o'clock and posted tie following notice:
'• This book has -suspended temporarily."
All efforts to obtain further iulonnation
from the officers were futile. The doers
were locked and a number of depositors
were congregated in front of the building,
much exercised over the sudden suspension.
At3 o'clock the Bank Examiner had taken
charge of the bank.

The. North River Bank is a member of the
Clearing-house, and operates under a State
charter granted in 1842. Itapplied again
to-day to the Clearing-house for a loan, and
a committee was on the way to examine into
the condition of the institution hen itwas
learued it was in the hands of the Bank Ex-
aminer, who is to-night overhauling the ac-
counts. Itis stated the bank officials expect
to open up for business to-morrow. The
cause of the present difficulty is simply
tight money. On account of the mention of
the North River Bank as one of the default-
ers at the Clearing-house yesterday deposit-
ors started aquiet but steady run on it this
morning. The bank stood out until 2:30
o^clock, when the ready money was ex-
hausted, and ithad to close its doors, lt
did an average business of $3,000,000.

The examiners said late tc-nfght that they
had not concluded their examination of the
books, and could make no statement.-

J. C. Walcott <fc Co., 32 Pine street, an-
nounced their suspension on the Stock Ex-
change. The house was generally consid-
ered solid, It is not believed the failure
will have any effect on the market. The
failure created little surprise. The house,
though a good one, had but small interest
in the market. The sales under the rule for
its account aggregated less than 2000 shares,
distributed among all the active specialties.
Walcott refuses to make a statement.
Itis stated to-night that Walcotl's liabili-

ties willnot amount probably to more than
$12,000, and the assets are ample to cover
this. 'Ihe firm is an old one. The failure
is dm* to the failure of clients to respond to
the calls lor margins and to the difficulty in
obtaining money from the banks.

Benjamin K. True, stockbroker, has
failed, He.is a small dealer aud his failure
is of no significance.

The members of the brokerage firm of C.
M. Whitney &Co., which assigned yester-
day, filed separate assignments this morn-
ing.

The assignee of C. M. Whitney & Co. said
this evening that the firm owes about
83,000,000 on bans, the securities on which
were deemed sufficient when the loans were
made. A considerable sum in cash to come
in within a few days willgo toward straight-
ening out matters. The question of whether
the firm will be able to resume depends
upon the state of the market in the next few
days and the value of the securities pledged.

The assignee of Decker, Howell & Co.
has a large force of clerks making up a state-
nient of the Aim's condition, hut its daily
transactions were so enormous that it will
take some time to arrive at a clear under-
standing of the assets and liabilities. The
assignee said this evening that a large
amount of the securities turned over to him
were extremely good collateral, particularly
the Villard stocks, which are vastly above
the temporary price made by this abnormal
market. Ifthe creditors use good judgment
and do not act hastily tliey willnot only be
paid In fullbut willleave a good surplus for
the estate.

SAN FKANCISCO FUNDS.

Opportunity for the Immediate Transfer of
Money to New York.

Washington, Nov. 12.—The Secretary
of the Treasury has authorized the Assist-
ant Treasurer of San Francisco to receive
de; osits of funds from bankers ', desiring to
transfer the same by telegraph to the As-
sistant Treasurer at New York. This is
done to enable persons inNew York having
funds at Sin Francisco not needed there to
transfer tliem for immediate use to New
Yoik. The department also accords the
privilege lo other points where there are
Sub-Treasuries, should itact as a means of
affording relief at the present time to Wall
street. __

THREE LIVES

All That Were Saved of a
Total of 250 Persons.

Less of the English Torpedo-Cruiser Ser-
pent off tte Spanish Coast

Blown Upon the Rocks During a Terrific

Storm— lmpossible to Obtain Assist-
ance From Shore.

London, Nov. 12.—The British torpedo-

cruiser Serpent has foundered off the coast
of Spain. The Serpent wns a twin-screw-
vessel of 1770 tons, and carried six guns.

The cruiser was lest twenty mile3north of
Cape I'inisterre. .Out of a total of 250 souls
on board only three were saved. The Ser-
pent went on the rocks during a storm Mon-
day night. Owing to

-
the violence of the

storm it was impossible to send assistance
from the shore. Tremendous seas swept

the decks of the doomed vessel, carrying

away group after group of the unfortunate
men on board. The Serpent's complement

was 170 officers and men. The others were
going to relieve men nowon the African sta-
tion.

Later dispatches say the three survivors are
of the opinion that none of the others got
ashore. Four bodies have come up on the
beach, three of them being women.

MAY CAUSE ASCANDAL.
Lord George Hamilton, First Lord of the

Admiralty, on rising to speak at the Con-
servative nanquet this evening, announced
the loss of 11. M. S. Serpent The announce-
ment caused a sensation, but no action was
taken to postpone tho banquet. Loid Geoige
Hamilton led off in the toasts with an
unusually jolly speech. The news of this
affair readied the London clubs and exited
much adverse criticism. Itisconsidered that
Hamilton's conduct may cause a scandal
against himself and the Tories.

The Duke of Edinburgh was attending the.
Fatli concert at Plymouth when the uews of *

the disaster readied town. |He was imme-
diately Informed, and at once left the con-
cert hall. Alter reading all the dispatches
that had been received concerning the dis-
aster, he went directly home t without re-
turning to the coucert hall. He expressed
the utmost sorrow. The newspaper offices
at Pl>mouth were besieged by crowds of

'
people anxious to hear the news of the
disaster. Among these were many wives
and daughters of the lost seamen.

The Serpent was built after the Ideas of
Admiral Ccoj erkey, who insisted upon im-
mense horse-power, which, according to pre-
vious notions, was out of all proportion to
her displacement. Sho could maintain a
speed ol seventeen knots an hour. •

Lord Brassey, in the Naval Annual, ad-
versely criticized the vessel. He said the
economy ol weight had been carried -to ex-

cess in her construction; that her plating
was too thin and her armament overdone.
Ina sea-way her heavy top weight would
be a detriment to her speed and would un-
duly strain the hull. The vessel was 22.1
feet long, while snehad a draft only four-
teen and a half feet. *_JUIU

Relatives of the crew at Plymouth and
the do>.k-yard people are full of gossip
about the lost cruiser. itis claimed she was
unseaworthy and broke down on all her
trial trips. The Serpent has a bad record,
bhe broke down more than once lv the
maneuvers of 1888. Several admirals con-
demned the vessels of her class.TjßSßWWm

Lloyd's agent at Coruuna telegraphed:"
lt appears the Serpent was running for

shelter in one of the bays north of Fiuis-
terre. If she foundered nobody need be
surprised but the Admiralty. If she
grounded on the reefs she could not staud a
minute's battering in a heavy sea."

THE PRUSSIAN DIET. ,
Reforms Suggested in the Emperor's Speech

From th? Throne.
De-Rlin, Nov. 12.—The Emperor opened-

the Diet of Prussia to-day. In the speech
from the throne he said :"Ivview of the
friendly relations with all foreign States,
which have been further strengthened this
year, the country can look lorward with
confidence to the preservation of peace."
The speech also announced that bills would
be introduced for the reform of taxation,
the organization of provincial councils and
the establishment of elementary schools.

The speech deal-, almost exclusively with
home affairs. It emphasizes the necessity
for Improving direct taxation. An income
tax bill will be submitted to the Diet, in-
tended to effect an equitable distribution of
taxation by compelling all persons to make
a declaration of their income. This is in-
tended to organize a system of assessment
taxation. Itis calculated tbat by the exten-
sion of the legacy duty, combined with the
repeal of the duly on small bequests, funded
property may be brought more within the
reach of taxation. The condition of the
finances, the speech declares, does not de-
mand any immediate augmentation of the
revenue, while on the otlier hand itwillnot
permit any reduction in the receipts. The
increased revenue from direct taxation will
be devoted to lightening the buideus upon
communes, the land and building taxes being
handed over to the communal authorities.

Elementary education willhe made wholly
free. The speech says the development of
regulations affecting workingmen demands
attention, and an increase in the number of
Supervisors and the reorganization of the
system of trade inspection necessary. The
speech was frequently interrupted by ap-
plause, the Emperor's pacific declarations
regarding Prussia's foreign relations being
especially approved.. *

KOCH'S CONSUMPTION CUKE.

The To tor's Bepcrt to Be Published the Lat-
ter Part of This Week.

Behlin, Nov. 12.—Professor Koch's re-
port on his consumption cure willappear at
the end of the week in the Deutsche Medi-
zinische Wochenschrift.

The particulars were published to-day of
a case of lupus of the face that was treated
by Dr.Libherlz in Frankfort by Koch's
method. The case is progressing satisfac-
torily. The first effect of the treatment was
to cause the lupus ulcers to swell and dis-
charge a liquid, after which scabs formed as
in eruptive fevers. The doctor willrenew
the injection when the scabs fall.

.Minister yon Oiesslcr has given 200,000
marks for the erection of a special hospital
for the treatment of consumptives by the
Koch method.

Herzberg, whose niece hrs undergone Dr.
Koch's treatment for consumption, says
that patients are able to follow their usual
occupations while undergoing the treatment,
only it is necessary to take their tempera-
ture three times daily, owing to the fever
caused by the injection of the lymph.

.General Ecae'.'s Report on Its Adaptability

Washington, Nov. 12.— The annual re-
port of General Benet, Chief of. the Bureau
of Ordnance, shows that the bureau ex-
pended during the last fiscal year 52,289,!<20,
leaving a credit in the treasury of $3,994,455.
On the subject of smokeless powder General
Benet says: "Though some astonishing

results have been obtained in experiments

abroad, itcannot yet be said withcertainty
tb*t these new explosives will eventually
supersede the present powders. 'Ihe per-
formances of Maxim (American) and Wet^
teran (Belgium) powders are fairlycompara-
ble with those claimed tobeobtaiued abroad,

and itis hoped one of these can be developed
in time to a thoroughly satisfactory small-
arms powder."

With reference to the procurement of
modern small-bored rilies for the army,
General Benet says tho lack of a sufficient
quantity of suitable smokeless powder de-
lays the perfecting of a ISO-caliber barrel,
but it willbe complete by the time suitable
magazine mechanism is selected. Itseems
peculiarly necessary, now that a change in
tlie caliber is contemplated, that the pres-
ent Springfield single-loading system should
be replaced, if possible, by an equally effi-
cient magazine system. A board should be
convened to-select a suitable magazine mech-
anism, alter fulland free competition among
all the best existing systems."

UNION PACIFIC.

Statements Regarding the Rumored Deal
By Gould and Rockefeller.

New Yore, Nov. 12.—The New York
Times says that Jay Gould has got control
ofthe Union Pacific Railway Company ; at
least that is what he himself says. In-
terested with him inthe deal which has led
to the acquisition of this property— to the
re-establisl.ment of his power in it, rather—
are, according to his own statement, Will-
iam and Jjiin D. Rockefeller. Mr. Gould
said to-day:

"
The Union Pacific has come

under our control. Charles Francis Adams
willcease to be President Iwillprobably
take the presidency myself. Mr. Adams
has been managing the property alter a
fashion which set the business control
wholly at naught, and under his direction
the Union Pacific, more than any other rail-
road in the West, has disturbed and upset
harmony, knocked down rates and forced
the handling of business without profit.
That sort of tiling has gone so far that the
important Interests in the company, includ-
ing Sidney Dillon,Fred Ames and other
prominent stockholders, have determined
that bis administration must end. 1 have
become a large owner of the slock during
the recent wholesale decline in its market
value. Purchases of an important charac-
ter have also been made by the Rockefellers.
Mr. Dillon, Air. Ames and other stock-
holders are auxious to corporate with us,
indeed havo invited us to assume control,
direction and management of the property,
and we accepted."

ANEW ASSOCIATION.
Mr. Gould, continuing what seemed a very

frank decimation as to his Union Pacific
acquisition plans, said: "The Union Pa-
cific willuot hereafter be the disturber of
the Western railway peace. The Uniou
Pacific-Northwesterncombination willbe no
longer able to prevent the maintenance of'
Harmony among the leading Western rail-
ways." Mr. Gould added what he had in
view was a new association for Western
railways, including those of the Southwest
and Northwest, which would be much more
effective than had been any other associa-
tion ever iv the field. Rates would not be
put up one day to be cut down secretly the
next. lieintimated that his old idea of a
lailway clearing-house practically a rail-
way tiust—would now be put in operation.

LACKS CONFIRMATION.
The Evening Pest says : The story about

the Union Pacific passing Into the control
of Gould not only lacks confirmation, but we

have most positive aud unquestionable
proof that the whole story is merely au in-
vention. Nevertheless, we have also gi od
reason for believing a majority of the stock-
holders are dissatisfied with the present
management and that a move willsoon be
made to break up the contract with the
Northwestern.
Ci'l'he Herald says that Gould has secured
enough stuck in ttie Union Pacific Railroad
to entitle bias to a voice in the management."""

George Gould relused to talk this morning
in regard to the report that his father had j
secured control of the Union Pacific.

Russell Sane expressed a belief that Gould
had obtained control of the road, and said
that was just what was needed to straighten
out tin* railioad situation.

GOULD'S EVASIVE ANSWERS.
Boston, Nov. 12. President Adams of

the Union Pacific, in au interview with the
Associated Press reporter inregard to the
statement published this morning that Jay
Gould had secured control of the Union Pa-
cific, said lie was ignorant of the alleged
facts in the Gould Interview, and greatly
questioned whether Gould ever made the re-
marks attributed to him.

One of tlie most Important instruments
used for effecting a rally instock values was
the ttieory thai Jay Gould had acquired
control of the Union Pacific Railway, based
on rumors printed in a morning paper. A
reporter saw Mr. Gould this afternoon and
he denied the truth of the published story.
"Have you or your associates nnuio pur-
chases which give you the control of the
Union Pacific was asked. "Ihave nothing to
say about my private business transactions,"
Gould replied. "All that lever said to
anybody was that what stocks Ipurchased 1
paid for."

"
Will you exert an influence

upon the Uuioii Pacific management or in
any way, directly or indirectly, effect a
change at the next election?" Mr. Gould
smiled and hesitated before his reply: "I
am acquainted with some of the larg-st
stockholders in the country," he said. "1
might have some influence if Ichose
to exert it. There is a great dissatisfaction
over the conduct ol many ofthe railroads.
Tliero is an uprising wliich ought to effect
great reforms in the management, for the
roads have enough business to give them
large profits ifthey can obtain proper rates.
In the Southwest we have made progress
toward securing an agreement which will
establish staple rates. There has been no
conference to-day that Iknow of on this
subject. The progress reported as made to-
day is probably the result of previous con-
ferences. The stockholders are aroused and
indignant over the result of warring rates.
The best way to express the situation might
be to say that iftile railroad elections were
to take place now results might be as sur-
prising as were the recent political elec-
tions." f-f-yrr

DISSATISFIED STOCKHOLDERS.
William Rockefeller, whose name was con-

nected with the fictitious interview, said:

have no interest in the Union Pacific."
Much was made in Wall street on what was
said to he tin evasion of the direct issue as
to the Union Pacific's control, when ques-
tions were asked of Gould. The Union Pa-
cific lias long beeu the subject of specula-
tive rumors. _ The Vanderbilts have been
said to bo seeking its control in spite
of official denials given by them.

The supposed contest for control between
the Yanderbilt and Gould legions failed to
save the Union Pacific stock from sharing
liberally in the late slaughter of values. It
is common talk in Wall street that tbere
will be change in the Union Pacific man-
agement at the next election, uext March.
Dissatisfaction is frequently expressed with
tbe present .managers, and many of the
stockholders accept implicitlythe allegations
of railroad rivals that by Its surren-
der to the Chicago and Northwestern
the Union Pacific bus contributed the prin-
cipal demoralizing element to the Western
railroad situation. Some Wall-street per-
sons go so far as to say the dissatisfied
stockholders of the Union Pacific are suffi-
ciently powerful to force the resignation of
Adams as President; As yet there is no
open evidence of an organization for this
purpose.
