The exercises possessed more than or-
dinary interest, inasmuch as the recent ad-
dition to the college building was dedicated
to. the cause of medical instruction. This
addition is also the gift of Professor Lane to

'. the faculty. Eight years ago the commence-
ment exercises were made commemorative
l.y the gill of the main eolleee building to
.the faculty by Pr Cesser Lane. The struc-
ture co»t hitu nearly $100,000. The addition

The college as it stands now has cost about

,'JJSO,COO.
In appreciation of Professor Lane's gene-

.rosity, the faculty ordered from Europe a
white marble bust of the philanthropist.
The souvenir was chiseled under the super-
vision of the artist, Toby Rosenthal, and
occupies a niche immediately in the rear of
the reading-room in the new auditorium. It
is an exquisite piece of work, mounted on a

{icdestal of rose-colored marble, and at the
i se is a representation of a serpent coiled
around a cup of knowledge and a sword,

. above which aud against the column is a
laurel branch. The monument was unveiled
by Or. Edward It.Taylor.

PKOFESSOB LAKE'S VALEDICTORY.
The graduates were heartily applauded

as they received in turn their diplomas.
Among the graduates S. M. Harris was re-
ferred to as probably llie oldest man ivthe
United States to receive that honor, and his
venerable appearance authenticated the
statement.

Professor Lane then delivered his vale-
dictory address, in which be characterized
earnestness, cheerfulness, sincerity and
willingness a- the essential accompaniments
tn success ln the practice of medicine.
Dwelling upon the necessity for earnest-
ness, be spoke of the manner in which re-
forms have been introduced by men who
have faced ridicule and the stigma of fanat-
icism in cider that the world of Suffering
humanity might be benefited.

'ihe piofessor terminated his profound
aililress by stating that lie alone provided
tlie money, earned solely by his proiessional
labors, for the building or the college, other
statements to the contrary, and that the
proof was obtainable Inthe publicarchives.
He declared that the college is now most
favorably recognized In i-iiioj.ono .cli m

. in.the United States, and then formally an-
nounced that he deeded the institution to
the healing art, the Greatest of ail arts.

\u25a0\u25a0 Dr. Edward R. Taylor, upon whom de-
volved the honor of unveiling the marble
bust of Professor Lane, recalled the history
of the college and then asserted that in the
near future it would rival the very best in
the United States, so complete are its appli-
ances for the advancement of medical
science. He said that 2000 patients had
been treated in the college during the past
year and under the supervision of the stu-
dents.

JIEN WHO KULE THE WORLD.
The doctor stated that the name of the

college, originated withDr. Cooper, the uncle
of the founder, and that these two men are
excellent representatives of a class that
rules the world. He mentioned that during
the iast year Captain James M. McDonald
had donated a SO-vara lot to the college and
Dr.Lane two 50-vara lots, both tracts of
laud adjoining the institution. Mrs. Lane
was grai-eluliy tendered a eulogy upon the
assistance she has given her husband in tiie
wi.i.rk of his lifetime, a work that stands'
without parallel in the history of medical
benefactions, the doctor eloquently asserted.• lie ended by saying that every inch of
ground upon whiclithe college stands is lov-
inglybedewed with the sweat of profes-
sional labor. The veil was then withdrawn
and the statue disclosed amid applause.

LABOR STRIKES.

Ono Hundred Men Were Called
Out Yesterday.

Lewis Murr, a Shoe Manufacturer, .Refuses to

Recognize the Union, Also the Truckee

Box Factory.

Now the shoemakers are on the warpath.
Yesterday alternoon fiftyleague men wero
called out ol Lewis Hurt's factory, 41 and
43 Stevenson street.

This troublo is principally on account of
oue man. For many years past William
Samuels lias been instructor ina Chinese
factory ;infact, remained there as long as
they had any use for him, according to the
statement of the league Secretary. When
he lost his position there fie made applica-
tion to the league for membership, so be
could go to work among white men. The
league spurned his application and would
have nothing to do withhim.

Murr's employes were all members of the
league, although Murr himself never bad
much use fur unions of any kind. To the
surprise of all, when they went to work on
Wednesday there was Samuels, as much at
home as anybody in the factory.

The Shop Committee Informed the Super-

intendent and proprietor that Miamen could
not work with him. They were laughed at.
The Secretary of the league then went to
see Samuels to persuade him to leave the
shop and save trouble. The Secretary was
thrown out of the factory bodily. Finally
a committee from the league waited on Mr.
Murr, and alter a three hours* conference
left without having accomplished a thing.
Mr. Murr informed them that be cared noth-
ing for the league, would not recognize it,

and did not wish to have his factory known
as a union shop. .;..-

That was plain enough for anybody, and
would admit of no misconstruction. There
was then but ono thing left for the league-
walk out; and they did. In five minutes
there was no oue lelt in the shop but the
foreman, some girls and one apprentice.

What the next turn of events will be no
one among them was prepared to guess.
The committees of the league aud Council
of Federated Trades may be able to patch
it up and convert Mr. Murr, but that is
purely speculation.

QUICKLY DISPOSED OF.

The Jury Thai Tried Davidson Finds a
Vrrdiot of Noi Guilty.

The case against Kobert Davidson was
quickly disposed of yesterday morning by a
verdict ofacquittal. Davidson is the strik-
ing iron -mo. who was arrested on a
charge of attempting iolearn the contents of
a telegram by offering to bribe a mis-,

toy. Charles Hilpert, another molder, was
arrested on the same charge.

The first witness called was L. W. Stover,

of the Pacific Postal Telegraph Company.
lie was asked ifthe messenger boy In ques-
tion was an employe of that company, anil
replied in the negative, "I might add,''
said he, "we employ no messengers."

Mr. Horan. for the defense, immediately
remarked to Mr. Darwin "That settles your
case," and after some discussion Is was
agreed by the prosecution that the case
could not proceed any further on the in-
formation on file.

The Judge was asked to instruct the jury
to bring in a verdict of acquittal on the
ground of variance, which be did.

The verdict was "not guilty," and whon
Mr. Bonn demanded that they be polled
each answered "not guilty" with consider-
able emphasis.

Davidson's acquittal makes Hi perl's con-
viction out of the question, and on that
ground Mr.Horan moved that the Informa-
tion against him be dismissed. Judge Van
Keynegom has taken itunder advisement.

In the midst of the excitement that followed
the iron-molders' strike last spring the
founoryn on were receiving unite or less tel-
egrams from the East every day in regard to
the employment of non-union molders.

The strikers had their pickets out inevery
direction trying to intercept all new-ci men
and get whatever Information they could
bearing on the plans and movements of the
foundrymen.

Davidson says lie saw a messenger hoy
coming up the street with a telegram for one
of the foundries, and ina playful waycalled
out to Mm "Here, little one, what have you
got there, a trUgrani?- I'llgive you four
bits ifyou'll let me see it."

That ended the interview. The boy was
not molested, and dcil»tr<-d bis message
without disordering its ronttnts. His report
at headquarters of the conversation that
took place was what caused the arrests.

STRIKING BOX-MAKERS.

Fifty Men I.ear* thn Truck*-* Factory.

The box-sawyers have struck in the
Truckee Box Factory. Trouble has been
brewing here for a long time nnd itreached
a climax yesterday when the manager, J. S.
Merguire, discharged two of the best union
men in the shop. When a committee asked
him to reinstate them and he refused about
fiftymen quit work. Five men remained in
the factory. One of these— a man named

There is a
little trillion between the union and the
Sau Francisco Box Factory, but itmay not
amount to an outbreak. The union thinks
that Mr. Curricb, one of the proprietors, has
uot acted fairlyby them.

Clothing-house, and M. Lasky. a haber-
dasher, both on Market street, near Fifth,
were actively boycotted by the Retail Clerks'
Early-doting Association last night. The
crowd on the sidewalk was so great that
several policemen were required to keep a
passageway opeu for pedestrians. One
young man was caught distributing boycott
circulars and was arrested. Aside from
this there was no disturbance. Before 9
o'clock both dealers apparently got weary of
the struggle and closed their doors.

ness, and P. Murphy, the veteran dealer, is
handing them over to his assistants. Rice,
the oldest trapper in the union, has the
ropes in his steady hands, ready to spring a
trap at the command "Pull!"

Are you ready?" he asks, as R. B.Wood-
ward takes his place at tbe ISO-yard mark,
the first of eight whohave arranged a Pi-bird
shoot with12-gauge guns, thirty yards rise,
fiftyyards boundary and under tiie rules of
the American Shooting Association.

"Pull!" shunts Woodward, and a blue-
rock is sprung from the trap and skims so
swiftlyover the grass that two loads of shot
fired in rapid succession pass harmlessly
over his head and he gains life and liberty
by whirlingover tho boundary line."

Sure they're as fine a lot ofbirds as ever
jumped from a trap," says Murphy, "and it
is well for them, for a finer day for the sport
1 have never before beheld. Go it,gentle-
men, and may the Best shot win."

With Mr. Murphy's good wishes the con-
test proceeds. Mr. Woodward is more for-
tunate with the remainder of his birds and
kills them all, eleven straight A similar
score is made by Fred R. Webster, who
misses his eleventh bird but kills. the re-
mainder. So these two divide the honors
between them, ltis only an honor for them
to wiu, lor they are not slaughtering the
pigeons on a wager, merely for the love of
the spoil.

The first contest having been satisfac-
torilydisposed of a most Interesting test of
skill is arranged between F. L. Wooster and
Charles Macelester, the champion amateur
pigeon shot of the world, who bus a record
ulonly tailing to killone bird out of a pos-
sible hundred. Dining the two months ho
has been here be has made many warm
lriends allium; gentlemen sportsmen. He
has a cool head, good judgment and a steady
but rapid aim, which was shown during his
celebrated match in New York some two
years ago, when he duieated Dr. Knapp and
won a purse of 810,000. Mr. Wooster is
considered a crack shot by his fellow club-
men, aud so he is selected to compete with
the noted Eastern shot. The conditions are
100 birds at thirty yards rise. 12-bore guns
aud cartridges loaded with 1% ounces of
shot aud 3% drachms of powder. Mr.
Macelester faces the trap first and easily
brings down bis bird with the first barrel.
His adversary dues the same, but later on
encounters a succession of puzzling pigeons
that elude his aim, and when hard hit many
falldead just outside of bounds. He also
uses a borrowed gun wiih a stock too
straight, and withmany other disadvantages
the representative of the West si on falls be-
hind ihe expert Easterner. -The shoot pio-
ceeds without Interruption until each man
has shut at bis uiloted 100 birds, By this
tune the grounds are strewn with feathers
and dead pigeons are piled high upon the
coops.

Presently Wooster receives nn uuttsiially
heavy shock from the gun and cries: "This
thing kicks worse than a Missouri mule;
'twill break in suouidcr." 'Ihen he bur-
lowed a weapon fiom his friend Webster,
but missing a "tailor" with bolh barrels re-
turns the gnu In d.sgust to the owner.

The Fresno Murderer ou His Way

to Snn Quentin.
Joseph L.Stillman, convicted of the mur-

der of John D. Fiske, the Fresno theatrical
manager, arrived at the City Prison yester-
day in charge of Sheriff Henslcy of Fresno,
en route to San Quentin Prison, where he is
doomed to spend the remainder of his life.

Stillman quarreled with .Fiske about
money matters, claiming that he bad been
robbed by him out of large sums, and one
day inan excited moment shot him dead on
the street.

The belief that Stillmau is insane Is daily
growing stronger with those who havo been
thrown incontact with bim since the mur-
der, and he certainly acted like a lunatic yes-
terday in the prison cell.

His eyes
were restless and glared like a lunatic's. lie
said bis wife died of a broken heart last
week, and he could not le allowed tosee her
In death, nor did tbe authorities let himkiss
his children good-by.

"I
was robbed of millions, and 1killed himbe-
cause he robbed me, and nowIhave neither
wife nor children nor liberty.
