WHAT MR. GLADSTONE THINKS.

One of the tilings which Mr. Gladstone
thinks is that if free trade is good for En-
gland itshould also be good for the United
States. Another thing that Mr. Gladstone
seems to think is that a fiscal policy which
produces good results in this country cannot
injure England. He is not, therefore, much
concerned whether we continue our protec-
tive policy or not On general grounds he
thinks that it is better not,but his reason for
this conclusion is that he thinks Iree trade
better for its as well as forEngland. A man
cannot reason himselt up to a loftier plane.
Having discovered tiie absolute right, he
kindly invites people who ate groping in
darkness to come up and see things as he

sees them. Possibly Mr.Gladstone is enough
of a politician to have remarked that En-
glish arguments in favor of free trade do
not lave much weight in the United States.
We are not so fully assured that England

refers our prosperity to her own as to sur-
render our judgment to English guidance.
Mr. Gladstone

—
we willnot say "therefore,"

as Mr. Gladstone is a remarkably conscien-
tious man— assumes that any fiscal policy
the United States may adept dees notvitajiy
ccnt-ern England, The people of the United
States are quite willingthat Mr. Gladstone
should continue to think as he does. We
like the man so well that we would not like
to sec him crossed in a matter which be
considers important. As we propose to con-
tinue the protective policy until we shall
become convinced that it is impolitic, we are
rather glad than otherwise that Mr.Glad-
stone does not think it a matter of much
consequence to England whether we con-

tinue itor not;

IIATKKI.ILFOR THE BENCH.

A Kansas City dispatch says:

J. A. McKay, the Farmers' Alliance candi-
date, who wax elected Judge ol the Judicial Dis-
trict composed of Barber and C'oniauclie coun-
ties, K.iis., who never studied law, never was
admitted In the liar and never was ivcourt lv
any oflieial capacity, willbe sent by his alliance
to Aim Ailr>r to study law for sixty days and
prepare himself for the bench.

Atthe first glance one would say that the
Farmers' Alliance must be short of material
for the bench. But it is possible the new
plan may work well. The alliance may

have found the kind of man they want and
have concluded that it is easier to make a
good Judge of him than to find a good ready-
made Judge. 'llie experiment is worth
tr.v ing. In view of the conflicting opinions
and 8 to 7 decisions which mark the proceed-
ings of our courts, itmust be admitted that
law i- net an exact science. When a man
with a level head acquaints himself with
tlie method of courts he may with his prac-
tical good sense prove a greater ornament to
the bench than men who bring to itnothing
but technical education. The theory of suc-
cessive grades of courts Is that, in the way
through, a case willbe tried on its merits.
Each grade of court is assumed to be a sift-
ingmachine, each a little finer than the last,
which, taken together, let out alienor and
hold fast to all truth. The science of law
lias, in theory at least, enabled the last court
to present a decision which willstand criti-
cal analysis. But the most symmetrical
theories sometimes work awkwardly in
practice. A clear

-
headed and bnnest-

iiiiudeU Justice of the Peace sometimes
Hands down better law than the most august
judicial tribunals.

PROTECTION" OR FItEK TRADE?

controlled by the same influence. The pub-
licprobably willnot become very much In-
terested, intheir arguments, but if it suits
their proprietors tliat is all perhaps that is
wauted. But it is rather curious, is Itnot,
that papers owned substantially by the same
parties should be used to bring tolls to the
same mill?

FURTHER FRAUDS ATTEMPTED.

The Board of Supervisors, it seems, are
upon the point of trying to perpetuate the
system of plundering which has been go-
ing 011 in some of the departments
of the city government. They now de-
sire

' to let contracts which will run
through the next two years. The first
proposition is to give out a contract for.the
city printing Inadvance for the two years to
come. Tin; Cam. cares nothing about the
job on its own account, but itcannot see how
such an act can be legally consummated. For
two years past the printing has been a fraud
upon San Francisco, and we have no doubt
but the pretended contract could have been
set aside had the proper officers moved in the
matter. The officials who will soon come
into power, we hope, will trample upon all
fraudulent contracts which the present of-
ficials may try to fasten upon the people.

INVINCIBLE '\u25a0 A.VIiHANY.

Tlie New York Tribune, which supported
the fusion municipal ticket in that city, said
the day niter the rout of its party:

Two facts, of course, me vat- nt, that Tam-
many was in a minority on Uie legistration lists,

aud that Tammany bad a comfortable majority

at the polls. All that is oiled thereby it Is

not possible to tell just at piesent. Butevidently

theie were thousands of
"stay-at-homes," and

they did not belong to Tammany.

The long and short of this is that men who
were opposed to 'Tammany aid not take the
trouble to vote. They thought "they were
against Tammany, but in reality they were
indifferent.

The "stay-at-homes" iv New York
permitted Tammany to carry the election.

stay-at-home" class of voters in San

Francisco turned out pretty well on elec-
tion day. Had the Republican vote been
one or two thousand less Buckley would
have had one-half the offices. Looking at
the majorities of Republican Supervisors, it
willbe seen lhat there are not many votes
to spate. Anexperienced newspaper man
was standing before Thk Call's bulletin
canvas 011 Tuesday night as returns were
being written out. When returns showed
that about one-sixth of the precincts had
polled about one-sixth of the registered vote
he rein rked that the Kepublicans bad
swept the city. Being asked the reason for
that conclusion he replied that the "stay-
at-homes'' were voting this year. The
working politician always brings out a full
vote, but it is only when t!ie public if
aroused that the ordinary good citizen is a
good enough citizen to take ilia trouble to
vote.

THE Fl.UltltY IN BONDUBIB,

There is nothing new or surprising In the
outbreak in Honduras, it is the old, old
story. The Presidential lorm of General
Luts Bogran, who has been Chief Magis-
trate of Honduras since 1883, was about to
expire. He began to intrigue to succeed
1 -fit', whereupon a rival candidate, San-
chez, called his followers to arms, attacked
Bi.'. ti inhis residence ind verynearly cap-
tuiedhim and his Cabinet. As it was, the
President succeeded in culling liis wav out,
and now poses to light fur his restoration
to power. ItIs of liltleinterest tothe world
at large which of the combatants wins the
day. Bogran has made a fair President.
lie was discovered by the late General Bar-
rios of Guatemala, ami faithfully adhered
to the mines of his patron until the death
of the latter. But the chief ruler or a. State,
with no more people than the city of San
Frnneisco, and these scattered over an area
as large a? Ohio, cannot cut much figure in
the world.

One interesting problem m the ease is
whether the other republics of Central
America will take a hand in the quarrel.
Nicaragua and Costa Rica have declared that
they will not General Barillas of Guate-
mala, whose personal ties withBogran are
close, is said to contemplate intervention.
And General Ezeta, the new President of
Salvador, states that be will be guided by
Guatemala's a. ti.m. If Barillas moves
troops into Honduras, Ezeta will follow
suit to head them off. Itis a cardinal prin-
ciple of Salvadorian policy that whatever
Guatemala does Salvador shall do the oppo-
site.

The incident affords fr sh evidence of the
necessity of Central American union. Noth-
ing could be more contempt! than the
casus belli in this instance, and yet, until
the controversy is ended, all Central Ameri-
ca willbe in turmoil, and three millions of
people-more or less— willhave their atten-
tion diverted from productive Industry ti
idle squabbles over personal ambitions,

The standing danger of the present situa-
tion is that some unforeseen accident may
tempt some European power to intervene in
Central Ameiica and occupy territory which
may require an armed appeal to the Monroe
doctrine, it is not so very long since Great
BtitaiiiOccupied the Mosquito Coast, litook
years to adjust the questions which arose
out of that occupation; and but for the
moderation of the United States trouble
might have arisen between the two English-
speaking nations over \u25a0_, strip of territory
which in sober moments neither would have
acrepted as a gift. History may repeat It-
self, Some Euglbhnian or German may
suffer indignities at the hands of one of the
little Cential American States. His country
may take no his quarrel. Tito State which
itcalls to account may appeal to the United
States for protection. And thus we may
drift into a quarrel which may be none of
our seeking, and in which we have little in-
terest. The only guarantee agaiust such an

evil-nt is the consummation of the uuion
of tbe five States.——————

Air. A. J. Warner of Ohio thinks tlieMc-
Kinley tariff _ proposition to exclude trade.
The McKinley tariff puts 45 per cent of our
Imports on the free list- Itis only intended
to exclude trade in articles which we can
produce at home. Mr. Warner says that If
he had been inCongress he would have voted
lor the increased duty on tin plate. The tin
plate provision in the bill illustrates the
purpose of the protective principle. Tin
plate may be manufactured at home as
abroad. The Wales factories so far control
the market that home industries cannot
compete with them without a heavy duty.
It is not that tin plate costs so much more in
this country than inWales, but that the
Wales factories are and for years have been
conducted on the principle of crushing out
opposition. .When a new tin factory is
started the foreign product is thrown upon
the market at prices wliichdefy competi-
tion. But as Boon as the new enterprise is
abandoned the prices of the foreign duct
is raised. . The rate of duty the McKinley
tariff places in tin plates protects home
manufacturers from such fluctuations. If
the foreign tin plates should be sent here at
merely nominal first cost the duty it would
have to iay would stand between the bom.,

manufacturers and absolute ruin. When
the industry is well established local compe-
tition would regulate prices as is now the
case in respect to steel rails. The people
gain nothing by temporary cheapness.
Transportation companies which carry pas-
sengers tor nothing whilea competing liveis
being run off makes the traveling public pay
double fare when they recover control of the
busiuess.

That Palo Alto will do
better than last Saturday is not considered
possible by the horsemen. The horse is
sore, very sore in front, and should have a
well-earned and necessary rest Sun ilmay,
however, do better than she did the other
day, but that she willequal '2:10%, her pres-
ent notch, while a possibility, is not a proba-
bility. Many judges think that Stamboul's
present notch of -2:1114 is his limit, and that
be will not be again this year inas good
order as when be made that mark. As
VidaWilkes has been showing belter than

2:22% Inher work recently, she will very
likely take a new record. Those who go
nut to the track willhardly see Father Time
knocked out by any one of the three leaders,
but they willdoubtless have some fast work
shown them. The Bay District course is in
five order, though becoming a little liard,
and the trainers of the fast fliers seem to
think that they willdo something remarkable
to-day. Besides tlie time trials a purse will
be trotted by the followingentries :Wanda to
cart, Lee to cart, Bedvvood to harness and
Express to harness. This handicapping
should bring Ihe quartet pretty close to-
gether and make the selection of the winner
a somewhat difficultmatter. There willalso
lie some matches for records, and an ambi-
tious pacer willhave a set-to with the clock.
The races will commence sharp at 1o'clock
to-day.

ing have been to the Buy District Track se-
lecting their quarters. The Appleby, Rose
and Boots stables chose their stalls yester-
day and willcome to the track next Wednes-
day.

SEVENTY CENTS.

That Is What State Quarry Hock
Will Briug. ;;

Contractors G*t It for Seven Cents a Ton.
Director S.nntag's Opinion.

, Hr. Sheerin's Say.

The recent quarrel among the speculators
who have leased the stove quarry of San

Quentin was an engrossing topic of conver-
sation inpolitical circles yesteiday. Consid-
erable admiration was expressed forseveral
of the politicians named, wbo bad managed
to get hold of something which promised
tangible results so soon after assuming the
mantle of the late WilliamHiggins.

Charles Sountag, one of the State Prison
Directors, who objected granting the con-
tract whereby the State leases ilsstone quarry

\u25a0and allows the stone to be removed for7cents
a ton, was seen by a reporter yesterday.
"Ibelieve now as 1have always believed,"
said Mr. Sonntag, "that there was no war-
rant of law for the granting of the contract
If the niatter is brought up again, as will
probably be the case when Mr. Hart, the

-General-elect, takes his place, of
course Ishall vote ns Idid in the outset.
My idea is that ifthe Board of l'rison Direc-
tors have a right to rent out those three
acres on which tlie quarry Is located they
have a right to lease the entire State Prison
at Sau Quentin and everything connected
with it, as well as everything at Falun, jln
this connection 1 will mention that at one
time a syndicate of jute Importers ttied to
lease the prison jute-mills, butIobjected to
the scheme, believing that it would have a
tendency to give them a coiner on grain
bag-, nnd 1 thought if anybody was to be
benefitted by the State's mills it ought to bo
the farmeis.

"Dai. Sheerin, the marble-cutter and
stone contractor, is the only person known
tithe board on the lease. J don't know
anything about ivho are his partners, ifbe
lias any. My understanding is that the
lease is subject to amendment whenever the
Prison Directors see fitto take such action.
IIthat is not true it ought to be."

Mr.Sonntag was asked what he thought
of Mr. Hart's remarks concerning unneces-
sary expenditures at ban Quentin.
"I have always had an idea that the

prison might be rnn for less money, but you
know itis hatd to set men to agree. How-
ever, if 1 can gel two oilier Directors to
stand byme we wiilendeavor to cutdown the
expenditures without impairing the effi-
ciency of the management."
• Mr.Sheerin, in whose Dame tho contract
stands, was found at his marble works at
western end of tills street. "1wish that the
part about our meeting to divide profits had
been correct," said be. "We have had do
proiits yet, but ot course we hope to have,
The difficulty is to get the right kind of
barges to transport rock. We \u25a0an get 70
cents a ton for itfrom the sea-wall contrac-
tors, liit have not delivered any yet."

Mr. Shcerin's attention was drawn to the
fact that the quarry is reported to be very
valuable.

"That's true," he said, "it is valuable,
although the stone is not first quality.
There is none of what we call dimension
stone tlieie; nothing for fine buildings. It
is mostly for foundations, bulkheads and the
like.
