A Sample Verdict by a Sample Jury—

Sergeant Gano in Trouble Again— An

Electric Franchise Deeded Away.

An unknown man, "a little under the in-
fluence of liquor, took a room at the Weber
House, at the corner of Twelfth and Frank-
lin streets, on Tuesday night. Ho was
allowed tokeep his room all day on Wednes-
day, but as his door remained locked yester-
day, it was forced open and the occupant
was found in a stupor, breathing heavily.
On the table by a tumbler were found four
empty papers, each marked "25 grains
chloral hydrate," purchased from different
drue-3tores and making 100 grains.

After brief
treatment he was at once removed to
the Receiving Hospital where . hot
applications, rubbing, slapping and vigor-
ous treatment were resorted to.

Baldwin of Cleveland, Ohio, and when
asked when he came to Oakland answered
"Yesterday." He Is understood to be well-
known in San Francisco, having come to
that city from Cleveland, Ohio, about
fifteen years ago, aud about ten years since
was appointed a clerk at army headquarters
at the Presidio, aud finally followed the
transfer to the Phelan Buildiue. He be-
came so dissipated, it is saiil, that
he was discharged. He stated that he was
going back to Cleveland, and disappeared.

Short Distances— How DixonBecame
F?.mouj-Tha Wrestlers.

CANVASS OF THE VOTE.

No Material Change
—

Ferral's
Reported Gain Not True.

The figures thus far given of the official
canvass are, as a general thing, very mis-
leading.' While |many small errors are dis-
covered as the work progresses, it should
not be | taken for granted that tbey will
make any material result in the estimate
given from the semi-cflicial bulletins.

Reports have from day to day been pub-
lished of such junusual gains as GO, TO, 80,
and even 100 voles in a single precinct,
w ben, in fact, there have not been any such
gains or losses at all, or, indeed, any ma-
terial change in the semi-official returns.

To understand how these curious figures
have come to the surface it is necessary to
understand the .intricacies of the Story sys-
tem of counting, and without that knowl-
edge itis impossible to explain intelligibly.
Sutlice it to say that between the official and
semi-official count there has not beeu a vari-
ance to exceed 8 or 10 votes on any candidate
thus far.

Yesterday there was quite a little sensa-
tion un and down the streets, caused by the
publication that Kobert Ferral had gained
something like 250 or 300 votes thus far iv
the canvass, and was sure to defeat Cutting
after all. Those figures were wholly de-
ceptive and have no significance whatever
in determining the result.

To find out just what the relation is be-
tween the official and semi-official count
Registrar Smiley went to the trouble yester-
day to foot up the semi-official bulletins and
a comparison with the official figures showed
a difference of just two votes in favor of
Cutting.

The fact is, the first three or four districts
counted were heavily Democratic, and ihe
friends of- Ferral, who are following the
count closely, made the confident assertion
at the close of the day's work on Wednesday
that Ferral had gained upward of 200 votes,
meanimr, of course, that as far as the count
had progressed he was that mauy in the lead
of Cuttiug.

When the other districts, heavily Repub-
lican, are counted, however, it will be
found that Cutting stands, as already re-
ported, several hundred in the lead. The
official figures in the three first districts
counted for Cutting ana Ferral areas fol-
lows :

At the close of the day
the Fourteenth Precinct of the Thirty-sec-
ond Assembly District bad been completed.

Guard of California is whom willGovernor
Markham appoint Adjuiant-Generjl of the
State?. Adjutant-General Orton, who was
appointed on the unanimous indorsement of
the officers of the Second Brigade, an Iwho
hits given general satisfaction, announced
himself as a candidate for reappointment
some three or four weeks ngo. His assist-
ant. Colonel Kewen, who has held the posi-
tion under Governors Stoneinan, Bartiett
and Waterman, also wants to succeed him-
self, but forestalling his chief sent out self-
laudatory circulars already in August when
the regiments were in summer encampment.

Then itis report that Lieutenant-Colonel
J. A.Koster of -the Second ArtilleryRegi-
ment, Second Briaade, would like the posi-
tion. Humor lias aiso coupled with the office
tbe name of W. 11. Chamberlain, though lie
is in no wise connected or affiliated with the
N. G. C. Again the Impression seems to be
abro-'d that the coveted plum will fall to the
lot of some reisonai friend of the Governor-
elect, which means some one from oneof
the southern counties. •

In response to his letter asking for sup-
port to obtain the reappointment, three ot
llie four regimsntal commanders in the Sec-
ond Brigade have furnished General Orton
with high and Mattering testimonials, The
gentleman who lias tint thus complied is
said to be Colonel William McDonald of llie
Sec. nd Artilleiy, who probably leans to his
brother officer "in the regiment, and whose
name lias even been coupled by reports with
tne generalship of the Second Brigade. .
it is stood, however, that the Second

Brigade, N. G. C, as a body will come out
strongly for General Orton, iv recognition
of his services during the four years, and
willgenerally petition Governor-elect Matk-
bam to reappoint him. The First Infantry
started ibe ball rolling on Wednesday even-
ing, when ils Board ofOfficers unanimously'
declared in favor of him and decided toad-
dress a petition to that effect. The move-
ment is even more general, and petitions
willbe placed in the. bauds of every com-
lianv commander forsignature by every en-
listed man in the brigade.

SAFE INPRISON.

The Detectives Have Caught the
Busy Burglar.

Ec Led Ihen a MerryDance While Ec looted

the Ciiy—Eow People in the Mission
District Suffered.

At last after an exasperating hunt tbe de-
tectives believe they have safe in Ilia City.
Prison tanks the burglar who has been ap-
propriating people's properly at the rate of
SIOOO a day for the past month or more.

Detectives Seymour and Hundley were
looking for the burglar for weeks, one day
in the Western Addition, again on North
Beach, and the next they would hear of
him from the Mission district. liewas lead-
ing them a merry dance fromplace to place,
and tbey were beginning to lose patience
when, by a fortunate circumstance, yester-
day they came across a fellow whom they
are confident is responsible for the unpre-
cedented wholesale pilfering of houses all
over the city.

They were not, however, fullyprepared
yesterday to give bis name or enter any
charges against him, hut expect to connect
liiui with many burglaries by the identifica-

tion of pawnbrokers, and also residents of
the districts wb ere be is believed to have
worked, ln a day or two they hope to have

his record, as well as enough evidence to
send him to State's prison fur a lung time.

From the adroit and clever methods em-
ployed by Hie burglar itis evident he is an
expert "crook," daring, but. running and
experienced. Alternately lie plied his voca-
tion by nitfbtand day, invariably at a profit
tohimself ol about $1000. ilis coolness as-
tounded the police authorities, who seldom
before had to deal with such a man, whom
they rate as an Kastern crook rf the lirst
water. . Ilisbusiness has reached a total of
at least $20,000.

lie was taken In custody on Fillmore
street, near Ureen, while trying to work his
way into a house previously visited by a
burglar.

'ihe account of the more important
burglaries supposed tohave been committed
by him was published exclusively in Tue
Call, aua now the word comes from ths
Mission that he mad.' a thorough canvass of
the district lying between Eighteenth and
Twenty-third stieets and west of Valencia.
From this district alone so many as thirteen
burglaries are reported in two weeks, repre-
senting a loss of many thousands of dollars.
And all the stealing was none in broad
daylight. •':..'

The house occupied by Mrs. Richardson
on Fair Oaks street, near Nineteenth, was
visited in the usual course, but suffered
worst of all. A genuine surprise greeted
the festive burglar as he approached the
front door. His keen eye picked up a note,
which tv him was as dear as a billet-doux
to the love-lorn swain. Itwas signed by
Mrs. Kichardson, and ran thus:

Am dowu town buying something. Uo arouud,
the back door is op-.-u.

HE WENT ABOUND.
Of course the burglar accepted the invita-

tion intended as an instruction to Mr.Kich-
ardson on his return. The burglar went
around the house and passed inside. Willi
the experience and rapidity of an old band
he ransacked every drawer and packed up
whatever was worth carrying away. When
Mrs. ltirhardson returned she found the
house looted of jewelry, valuables and good
clothing and in hopeless disorder.

The fact of the prisoner attempting to
commit a burglary in ta house previously
looted, aud during the daytime, the de-
tectives say, goes a long way to prove that
he is the Mission burglar, and the one who
entered the bridal chamber of A.C. Miller,
at 3001 Fillmore street, and other houses
already mentioned in Tiie Call.
