
THROUGH ATRESTLE.

Accident to the Southern Pa-
cific Overland Train.

Fiie Persons Killed and Nearly all the
Passengers Injured.

Corrected List of the Casualties
—

Sad

Scenes at the Wreck— The Railroad Com-

pany Censured by a Coroner's Jury.

Epeclal to Tub Morsixo Call.

Salem (Oregon), Nov. 13.— shortly
past 8 o'clock last night the overland
Southern Pacific passenger-irain, or Califor-
nia express, went down with the north end
of the long trestle crossing what is known
as Lake Labash, about a half mile north of
the Chemawa Indian Training-school, five
miles from Salem.

The trestle must have given away as soon
as the engine struck it, and the train and
the trestle all went down together. The
engine was overturned aud half buried al-
most in the mud.

Following this were the tender, mail, bag-
cage ond express car?, twisted and broken
entirely out ofshape.

Then followed the first-class day coach,

which was saved from going over by alight-

ing with tlie front end on an old tree broken
off even with the trestle. The seats in the
car were every one broken to splinters, and
the partitions were broken into thousands
ofpieces. Then followed the smoker, the
scats in which were nearly all broken.
Back of this was the tourist sleeper, in
which were some twenty-five or thirty pas-
sengers. Of this number only three were
uninjured. Next was the Pullman car
Alatia. with seventeen passengers, and
only three escaped without injury. The
next and last car was the Pullman Rose-
nurg, in which were fifteen passengers.
Only four of these got off with slight
bruises. In the smoker an 1 day coaches
every seat was occupied, an.l the proportion
of injured was larger, ifpossible, than that
of the cars foliowin;, as the wreck was the
most disastrous from the front end on ac-
count of the mail, express and baggage cars
overturning.

The only thing that kept the train from
burning was the fact lhat the trestle and
track went down almost perpendicularly
with itand none of the passenger cars were
'overturned. A tramp who was riding on
the trucks of the express car was found
mangled, making the fourth victim. The
total number of deaths from this accident
willprobably reach as high as ten, as many

have sustained what is feared will prove
internal injuries. The names of several
could not be obtained.

SCENES AT THE WRECK.
Fires. built near the wreck to keep

the wounded from chilling through in the
cold fog. Laid out on the ground ere the
mangled corpses recovered from the wreck.

. Reclining on improvised beds about the
'fires were the wounded, who had been taken'•"• from the coaches, while standing -about,
tendering what assistance they could, were
these less seriously wounded, and around
these and everywhere were Iho crowds who
had come to helpor from curiosity. Inthe
coaches, slanting on the fallen trestle-work,
were the same scenes, every available

.' cushion being occupied by some unfortunate
one more or less injured. As soon as the
doctors fiom Salem arrived, at about 11:15

• o'clock, t! ey set about dressing the wounds
and administering to the needs of the in-

. jured.
a PASSENGER'S TnEORT.

One of the passengers thus described the
wreck: 'Twas in the day coach next to

• tbe baggage-oar. About 8:15 the firstthing
1heard was men remarking that the engi-
neer hud given the danger signal. Ithen

• felt a jar as when an engine goes forward at
a higher rate of speed ;then there was a

: crash of cars colliding with each other. My-
theory of the wreck is that the engine
struck some obstacle on the track and went• off. ; The great crash came when the engine- was in the middle of the trestle and the cars. began to

*buckle,' and this caused the
stringers to break, and the trestle fell flat.
When we got the first jar It felt as though, the engine had struck something. My next
experience was that Iwas struck by some-. thing. The car lull flat with the bents of
the trestle, which seem to have fallen for-

.ward like a house of cards. Ifound my hat
covered with blood, and worked some fifteen

. minutes before Iwas overcome."
AMONG THE WOUNDED.

.The scenes at .Salem followinglust night's
. disaster ar.) most mournful. At 8:30 o'clock

this morning a train arrived from the wreck
bearing the killed and wounded, and hun-
dreds of Salem people were in attendance to
help carry them on stretchers to the Willam-
ette hole', which was converted into a hos-

pital for the time being. Undertakers' vans"
stood at the depot grounds with their sug-
gestive receptacles. Long files of men only
slightly crippled walked slowly toward the
hotel, supported on either side by a helpful
citizen or railway employe. Men and women. with faces blackened, bloody and bruised
wero carried out on stretchers, apparently
unconscious or resting after the horrors of
the night, lt took an hour to unload two
cars of the unfortunates.

The special train bearing those slightly

injured arrived at Portland this afternoon.
Tbey were taken 1 1 the Good Samaritan aud
St Vincent Hospitals, where they are re-
ceiving every attention. Those more seri-
ously injured, of whom mention has already
been made, are left at Salem.

The number of injured passengers brought
to this city is twenty-four. Itcannot be de-
termined what caused '.he wreck until an
official investigation is bad. By some the
wreck is attributed toa misplaced rail. An
interview was had with Marshal McGarry
by an Associated Press reporter. He
is about the worst injured of
all of the living victims of the wreck, hav-
ing at least ten different wounds and being
badly disfigured. He said: "The first
notice Ihart of an impending accident was
three distinct chegs in rapid succession
and then came the crash, in a moment I
nas hurled about unceremoniously and
finally struck ou top of my he.-.d and became
unconscious."

VICTIMSJK POr.TI.AND.
Just as the relief traiu bearing the

wounded from the scene of the wreck to this
city arrived in East Portland, C. G'riet'el of
Milwaukee, Wis., a traveling agent fur the
Vai Blatz Brewing '.'. aipnny, expired, mak-
ing the number ol dead five, tlriiiiel bad
both legs broken and his body was badly
crushed, and he also received injuries about
his head. The body was taken to the
Morgue.

Captain Ednell of San Francisco, who had
both legs broken, was taken to the Hotel
Portland, where he Is being cared for. The
remainder of the wounded were taken to
different hospitals. It is thought by the
surgeons that Captain C. E. Bowden ofTacoma, who is at the Good Samari-
tan Hospital, cannot recover. He is
suffering from concussion of the
spine. He was accompanied by
two little daughters, one of whom, Ida, suf-
fered a broken arm and dislocated shoulder.
The party were on their way to Australia.
Among those receiving slight injuries were
Mr. and Mrs. Welizuer of Portland, who
were married yesterday and were on a bridal
trip to Sao Francisco.

BELIEF TENDERED.
Following is a copy of a dispatch sent by

the Mayor of Portland and thu President cf
the Chamber of Commerce to the Mayor
and the President of the Board of Trade of
Salem in reference to the care of the in-
jured :

Salem, Nov.13.— Alter hearing evidence

ployed as a lireinan on Ihe Southern I'acitie
Hallway; that the other body Is lhat of a man
unknown to us. 1hat all three of Ihese men came
to their death by the wrecking of a pasieucer

do further Una that said engineer, John if. Mc-Fadden, and said fireman. F.G.Neale, met their
death ihrnnch no fant or negligence of their
own: that Ihey were faithful to their duly, and
acted heroically in remaining at tneir post after
lb'-y had discovered their danger; thai said
engineer did me best In his power to reverse his
eatlne lo avert Ihe calamity, or at least save
fioni the Impending accident as many as possible
of Hie lives lit \u25a0 listed to his caro; that Hie death
of the uuKuown man before us was the result of
the same accident through which those above
named lost their lives, and was not attributable
to any negligence or carle.suess or fault of
(.aid engineer and fireman that the accident was
Ihe tesull of au unsound, unsafe bridge, aud that
said southern I'acilic Kallroad Company is guilty
of criminal negligence Inallowing such a _ tinc-
ture to stand and lo be used for the passage of
trains, a constant menace tolire aDd properly
which said company has pledged to protect and
transport lvsalety. »

—
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BURNED TO THE
VERY GROUND.

Costly Conflagration at Sacramento
anil Davis Streets.

A HUGE FORTUNE SWEPT AWAY.

Smoking Ruins Left to Tell the

Mournful Tale.

Fully $350,000 Said to Be the
Amount of the Loss— The Origin

Not Known— Work of the Water-

Tower
—

Saroni &. Co., Leibes
Bros, and H. Dutard the Losers.

Itira« just 10:32 o'clock last night when
tongues of fire were seen leaning from the
midst of the four-story brick building at the
corner of Davis and Sacramento streets.
Analarm from the auxiliary box at the cor-
ner of Sacramento ami Davis streets was
sent in by Police Officer E. \V. Gwiun, but
it was soon discovered that the flames were
gaining on the firemen and itwould require
all the reserved force of the department to
make auy headway against it.

A second alarm was turned in and the
district promptly responded, By that time
the whole city was lighted up by the flames.
Huge volumes of black smoke wero issuing

:from every window of the building. Streams
of water were turned in from every possible
quarter, but they were of no apparent avail.
Ladders were hoisted, but the firemen were
driven back by the tensity of the heat.

At11o'clock the water-tower arrived, and
was stationed on Sacramento street, where
it threw in one volume a combination of
five streams from as many different engines.

The Intensity of the heat seemed to con-
vert the hu^e stream iuto steam as itstruck
the fire.

Every side of the huge building was at-
tacked by firemen, but the only hope was to
confina the flames within the walls of the
building. .

Fire lines were promptly stretched across
all streets leading to the conflagration, and
the police were battling with the mob, who
were trying to get inside. Itrequired he-
roic measures to keep back the crowds, but
the police were equal to the occasion.

When the water-tower lifted its head and
shot forth a deluge of water into the fiery
furnace, a shout went up from tbe
crowd. The work of the tower commanded
admiration. The good judgment ef the
Chief of department had caused it to bo
placed on tho opposite side of the street.
Therefore when a grinding noise was heard
and the upper wall was seen to totter, there
was a wildhowl all around the block.

"Get out of the way; gat out of the way,"
were the warning words as the entire side
of the top story reeled and fell Into the
street with a hissing sound.

Firemen and policemen retreated. The
tower escaped by a few feet.

A hundred or more willing volunteers
rushed upon the debris and threw the hot
bricks to all sides lvthe hope of discovering
some unfortunate who had beeu butied be-
neath the ruins.

The entire loss, distributed between Louts
Saroui & Co., Liebes Bios. & Co. and 11.
Dutard, together with tho building, will
amount to about 5350,000, largely covered by
insurance.

The buildiug itself was owned by Solomon
Wangenheiin, who valued the property at
£125,000. ______

FALLING WALLS.

The Fllm«y Structure! Crime Down With
a Tremendous C'rnali.

At11 o'clock the ornamental top portion
of tho facade fell while the firemen were
near the front wall and in tho street direct-
ing streams through windows. A tre-
mendous crash aciompanied the fall, which
caused a general scamnering of people to
places of safety. Some of the firemen had
a very narrow escape, only a few feet sav-
ing them from a terrible fate beneath the
burning and sizzling mass of heavy wood-
work. The crowd, which by tliat time had
pressed forward to ft dangerous proximity
with the fire, was driven back to places of
safety.

A lew minutes later the whole top of the
south wall fell away with a boom, leaving
a gap fully10 feet deep from end to end.
Through this open space could be seen tho
water-tank above in the southeast comer

—
a large wooden cistern— burning

'
slowly in

the flames shooting skyward from Saruni's
seething factory. The water steamed, and
gradually the tank burned.

Suddenly it exploded with a thundrous
sound, and was gone in a great volume of
steam which sputtered and groaned fora mo-
ment. Now more of the flimsy-looking wall
was dragged down, and what remained had
a treacherous appearance, which the fire-
men were not slow toobserve.

The men in charge of streams at this
point directed their attention tothe windows
where flames surged forth furiously aud
shot upward in tongues of fire. The heat
became intense, for Saroni's Inflammable
goods were stored against this ond.

Four streams. were secured when the
cistern fell, but they looked weak and with-
out good pressure. The firemen worked
from the top of a one-story frame building
and kept off respectfully from the wall,
which burst outward at 11 o'clock and
crushed through the low shanties with
a startling crash that made all spectators
near by retreat in precipitate haste. A
cloud of dust obscured everything and a
minute of suspense followed. No one knew
whether men were buried and dead beneath
the bricks. But when the dust cleared
away there was the same body of firemen
holding up the nozzles of four hose-pipes to
the burning building as complacently as if
nothing had happened. Nobody was in-
jured.

A great opening was left In the wall,
which materially assisted the usefulness of
the rtreams,.glving them room to pass into
the flames oh the level. .

Allhose, trucks and wagons were ordered
removed and a eeneral clearance was made
in preparation for an expected crash of the
front wall, which by this time stood threat-
ening without much support from the sides.

It Is Estimated Tlmt They Will Lose
About 800,000.'

Louis Saroni & Co., the candy manufac-
turers who occupied portions of the first, sec-
ond aud third floors, it is estimated, suffered
a loss of about $00,000. This is based on the
statement of a gentleman who was familar
with their business operations, and who
stated that he considered the machinery em-
ployed to be wortb $10,000, while the stock
he thought nt a constrictive estimate would
foot up $20,000 more, ln tnis business were
employed about seventy-five people.

Air. Saroni was seen, but nothing could be
learned from blm. lie was ina state of ex-
treme excitement, and refused to say any-
thing inregard to the value of his stock or
the amount of the insurance carried. Itis
believed, however, that the latter will be
equal to about $30,000, one half the sum in-
volved ivthe los_^_^_. .\u25a0.-.;'

Llebes Bros, occupied, the entire top floor
of the building as a cigar factory, ln which
were employed about 150 persons. Of this
number seventy-five were white girls, while
the remainder were Chinese. This was in
excess of the number usually employed, as
an unusually large number of heavy orders
received of late had necessitated the taking
on of about fifty extra hands. They had
also received only yesterday a large consign-

ment of goods to the value of about $10,000,
which they had not placed in stock, and
which was, of;course, uninsured, and will
prove a total loss. Altogether the stock on
hand and owned by this firm at the lime of
the breaking out of the lire amounted in
value to about (79.000, which, as near as the

THE BUILDING.

'

Not Considered of a Substantial Charac-
ter.

The building, which was owned by Sol
Wangeuheim, was a four-story brick struc-
ture and valued at 8125,000. Itwas of com-
paratively recent construction, but was not
regarded with favor by the merchants hav-
ing their places in that vicinity, ln fact it
was considered unsafe, as was evidenced by
the fact that the History Publishing Com-
pany, which occupied the upper portion of
itfor a time after the destruction of their
building on Market street, in April,1886,
grew uneasy and removed from itas soon as
other quarters could be secured.

That their alarm was not without founda-
tion was shovui last night by the manner in
which the building went to pieces from the
effects of the flames. The superstructure
above tho second floor was shown to be
weak and fell ina very short time, while
the walls one after another toppled, over
into the streets. If there was an iron
girder or a binding rod in the upper portion
there was nothing to denote its presence,
and the manner In which tho walls and
floors went to pieces Indicated that there
was nothing of a substantial nature to up-
hold and support them.

The insurance ou tlie building amounted
to £60,000, distiibuted among several com-
panies. \u25a0-/"

ALOSS ESTIMATE.

Captain White of the Patrol Flacea It
nt Over 8300,000.

The firm of De Bernard!, Westphal & Co.,
consisting of David de Bernard), Henry W.
Westphal and Charles O. Swauberg, com-
mission merchants and dealers in dairy-
produce at 2»os. 122 and 121, occupied tiio
central main floor of tho building. They
carried a largo stock of general produce,
butter and eggs constituting the major part.

Mr. de Bernard! stated last night that lie
estimated the value ofthe stock in his store
at about $25,000, which was about half in-
sured. As the lire was kept from reaching
the ground floor, such produce as potatoes,
of which the linn carried a large stick, will
only be damaged by water and falling
debris.

Captain White of the Fire Patrol stated
that when he reached the building the roof
was all ablaze and the fire shooting upward
most fiercely. Covers were spread in some
of the sections of the second story,
but as tho lire gained headway and
kept creeping down most rapidly, orders
to remove them were given. He was unable
to give any certain figures of the entire loss,
and could only guess last night that itwould
reach In allprobability over 8300,000.

By midnight the entire building was gutted
to the roof of the ground floor, the combined
Siamese streams and the water-tower at
last succeeding in bringing the lire under
control. Anumber of engines were ordered
to take up and go back to their quarters.

Although pretty well deluged by water
the contents of the ground-story offices and
store-rooms were saved destruction by fire.
As the books of each firm were kept in the
usual safes, tbey willbe found intact doubt-
less Ihis morning when an examination is
made.

In each of the ground-floor offices the
lights kept burning ihere all night were
never extinguished despite the volumes of
water and masses nf . debris that kept
falling through from the upper floors.

WHAT SPECIAL, STEVENS SAW.

He Believes the Fire Started Inside an
Hour Frlor to the Alarm.

Special Officer Stevens, in charge of the
building, stated to The Call reporter that
he was on the third floor of the burned
building between 6 and 7 o'clock, but did
not smell or ob-erve any other sign of
smoke. Ho was oi the opinion that the fire
started on the top fltor and burned down-
ward.

At 10 o'clock lie saw four or five men in
Sardom's facto. bald at work packing and
preparing for moving goods to the new
Fair building, corner of I'acilic and Front
streets. They had been moving for two
weeks, and a large pari of the slock was in
the new place, which represents a saving of
several thousands of dollars.

When the Ore broke out there were two or
three men in the office on the ground floor
.working on the books, etc., and whodid n<t
know that lie building was in flames till
people kicked vigorously on the Iront door
and called them out. By this time ihe place
was blazing furiously. :;

Stevens says he saw the blaze ascending
from the roof and immediately he rang in
nn alarm, which it is believed sounded nt
the same time as the alarm from au auxili-
ary box by a police officer.

IIItE AND SMOKE

The liin nine, as Seen by One Inthe Shift-
ing Crowds.

At10:45 smoke began to pour through the
windows of the third story on the north and
west sides of the building, and soon fierce
tongues of flame followed, and it was seen
that the while thiid story was ablaze and
the flames making downward. A few min-
utes alterward the roof on the Sansonie-
strect side fellin. 7'7A.

At1.1 o'clock a second alarm was turned
in, engines from the outside district quickly
came on the scene, and the water-tower was
placed in position on the north side of Sac-
ramento street, between Davis and Drumm,

Tlielatter did splendid work,aud soon made
a diminution of the fire ou that side of the
building.

At 11:20 p. If. the north wall of the
building above the fourth floor fell Into
Sacramento street with a terrible crash.
The debris covered the street clean across
to the north side, aud several firemen, who
wire warned just as the wall began to
topple, narrow escaped with their lives.
When the wall came down, about forty tele-
graph, telephone and electric-light wires
that were strung to a cross-arm on the
northeast corner of the burning building
came down in the street, and several specta-
tors who were standing in tho way were
knocked prostrate, but noue were badly
hurt.

At11:25 the upper part of the south wall
fell outward with a crash that could be
hoard blocks off, and a few minutes after-
ward the large sign iv front of the building
fellou the sidewalk.

During the progress of the fire a number
of people broke through the fire lines, and a
few who refused to back when ordered by
the police were clubbed.

. Where the Fire Started.
Charles Kern, a flour-packer in the mill

across the way. was probably the first man
to sec the fire. He was standing ata window
on Sacramento street when ho noticed tho
bright light, and looking into Saroni's
candy loft on the third lluor across- the
street saw the flames iv that part of the
building. Allat once, he says, the flames flew
toward the ceiling, and before people on tlie

street could notice the fire they
were burning through the roof. This,

he says, is positively where the
fire originated. The general opinion, which
was misleading because of appearances from
the. streets, was that the lire started in
Liebcs' cigar factory.

Only thiny-live minutes before Kern saw
the incipient flames he saw men working
about the same place.

The Water- Tower.
The water-tower was stationed on the

Sacramento-street side of the block, where
it did some vej-y effective work. De-
spite a weak pressure in the water
mains it swept that side of the
block very efficiently. Its great strength of
stream when directed at any one snot sen:
everything flying before it and hastened
considerably the falling of the two upper-
story walls. Although an enormous
quantity of bricks, beams and debris
came thundering into the street, scattering
all over promiscuously, strange to say the
tower did not sustain a scratch, though
hundreds of bricks flew all about it. The
efficiency, of the tower was again deniou-
atrated last night. .

\u25a0'\u25a0; H. Dotard's Loss.
. Mr. \u25a0 Dutard took the.matter philosoph-
ically,and chatted freely about the fire and
the building. "Iam not insured," said be,
"as the rate was too high and Ihad no
great risk. Saroni's factory and 'business
was always considered dangerous by tbe
insurance peoile, aud accordingly insurance
came veryhigh upon the whole building, It
was too high up for me to take out a policy.
My loss wont be much, as my stock was not
valuable—all my stock was in the books,
and they are all right in the safe." With
this he laughed carelessly, and added: "I
tbink our corner Is all right."

.The Frame Buildings.
The two one-story Irame buildings which

were partially destroyed by the falling south
wall were occupied by Arthur Joshua as a

It was impossible to ascertain the amountof damage sustained, but it is thought that

the contents suffered from water as wellas
the crushing from the wall. .

Fell From a .Truck.

TO IMPROVE THE RIVERS.
A Government Commission to Examine Cali-

fornia Streams.
Sacramento, Nov. 11— Chairman Dixon

of the Executive Committee of the River
Convention has received notice of the ap-
pointment by Ihe Secretary of War of a
commission authorized by Congress to ex-
amiuo the Sacramento and Feather rivers,
to ascertain what is needed for their
innroveuient, \u25a0 end report fully to the
War Department for the information
of Congress. The commission consists of
Colonel G. H. Mendell, President of the
Board; Major Alexander McKenzie and
Captain Dan C. Kingman, United States
Army Corps of Engineers. Captain King-
man and Major McKenzie have had much
experience inexamining Western rivers.

'Iho Executive Committee ol the River
Convention is called to meet in this city
Friday night to arrange for laying before
the uew commission data concerning the
rivers. At that meeting several Assembly-
men and Senators elect will be pres-
eut; also the Slate River Examining
Commission will bo represented. Probably
there willalso be discussed the drainage of
the valley basins and the part the State
should take in encouraging district forma-
tions to reclaim the basins, the cost to be
borne by the lands benefited, but tho
State to supervise such organizations
that the whole may be systematized and re-
late harmoniously to each other. It willbe
recalled that when the river convention
delegation last winter asked Congress to Im-
prove the rivers, the reply was that
the recommendation must first corno
from the War Department. The
committee then applied to that depart-
ment, and the answer was the engineering
department must first report that some-
thing was the matter with thn rivers, and
that It had unt done so. Finally, the War
Department agreed to advise an inquiry
into the condition of the rivers, and the ap-
pointment announced is the result, (treat
satisfaction is expressed that at last the
Government is to take some action.

SUIT ON NOTES.

Judgment Entered at Portland Against the
Southern Pacific Ballroad.

APPARENT STARVATION.

Sadden Death of an 0 IKan ia the Sacra-
mento Felice Station.

Sackamexto! Nov. 13.—Last evening a
telephone message was received at the Po-
lice Station calling attention to an old man
who was lying near tho stock-yards in a
helpless condition. A wagon was sent out
to the spot and . the man taken to the sta-
tion. 1The old man was very weak and ap-
peared to bo suffering more from the want
of food than from anything else. lie seemed
to recover somewhat after liehad been in the
hospital for a few hours. This morning lie
asked for a cup of coffee and his request was
complied with. He sat up to drink the cof-
fee and appeared to lie feeling much better
than on the night before, when on a sudden
and without a word lie turned over and died
instantly. The name of the unfortunate
man was J. L. Shaw. Letters found in his
clothing showed that he had lived in Colo-
rado. One of the letters was from the Car-
penters' and Joiuers' Union of Denver, ad-
vising him to make out a detailed report of
an accident in which ho had been injured.
The fingers of cue hand were gou-, the loss
of them being probably sustained in the
accident referred to. Shaw's body was con-
siderably emaciated, and it looks very much
as if he had died from starvation.

OBITUARY.
DANIEL AI'I'I.ETOX.

Yesterday morning, at his home in New
York City, Daniel. Appleton of the well-
known publishing house of D. Appleton &
Co., nnd the grandson and namesake of the
great founder of the house, died from the
effects of apoplexy with which he wai
stricken last uSnday. The house with
wliich he was connected, and of which,
from his name, he lias popularly supposed
lobe\ie head, was founded by Daniel Ap-
pleton, who was born. at Haverhill, Massa-
chusetts, in 1785, where he first commenced

business as a general store-keeper. Finding
Boston to be a field better suited to his en-
terprising nature be removed to that city,
but in a short lime be selected New York as
his place of business and residence, and
settled there. His idea at first was simply
to supply the demand for European litera-
ture, and particularly English books, and he
made tlieir importation the feature of bis
business. As his facilities increased lie com-
menced publishing, and it was not long
until his house took the foremost place on
this continent as a publishing liouse.

When Daniel Appleton died, in 1549, the
business was continued under the old firm
name by bis four sous: George Swett Apple-
ton, who died July 7, 1878; John A. Apple-
ton, who died July 13, 1881, and William
and Sydney, still surviving. Daniel Apple-
ton, whose death is now annouuced, was
the son of one of the brothers, and took an
active part in the business. . He was, in re-
ality, the head of the house. In society he
was very popular, and Count Ferdinand de
Lessens regarded him in the light of oue of
his most intimate friends. He was a mem-
ber of the crack Seventh Regiment, which
he entered as a private about the year 1873,
rose to be Captain, and about a year ago was
elected Colonel, a position held for so long
a time by Colonel Emmons Clark, to the sat-
isfaction of the regiment The fact of his
promotion to that rank was an evidence of
the high esteem in which he was held, as in-
fluence and popularity were buth needed to
be the successful competitor.

JAMES H. BUSS.

From a private dispatch . received last
evening itis learned that James H. Russ. a
well-known resilient of this city, died sud-
denly at Woodland yesterday of apoplexy.
He was inventor ofa device for making gas
from water, which he was introducing
throughout the State. His office was at 4

Robert Kidd, aged 11C years, died at his
home in Scaly, Texas, Wednesday. De-
ceased was born in Virginia and had livedin
Texas for eighty-five years. He was 64
years of age when he married and lie had
four grown children who survive him. He
was the oldest person livingin Texas.
