name has long been connected us the ablest
expor.eat on the American stage of the lead-

.me character ineach. "Kenee de Moray,"
played on Friday and Saturday evening, is
perhaps not as familiar as "Camille" or
"*MissMulton," but the title role gives the"
lady as great (if not greater) opportunity
for emotional expression as the other two

characters mentioned. The piece was origi-
nally adapted from the French by Clinton
Muart. and is the story of a daughter's self-
sacrifice to avoid revealing her mother's
shame. At the outset Mr.Stuart's workhad
a slight struggle for recognition not-
withstanding its many meritorious fea-
tures; hut it is a solid draw with
the public now, fixed as a favorite by the
compelling magnetic power of Miss Morris*
vivid development of the beautiful but rare
character ofKeuee, a sort of Gris&tli*in her
complete self-abnegation and silent suffer-
i;:;:. Miss Morris is playing on broader and
stronger lines than she did formerly, a fact
due, no doubt, to her improved physical
condition, and the peculiar accent of her
speech appears to share in the strength of

.her acting. The lady, who ha3never visited
Southern California on any of her previous
i nrs, on account of ill-health, feels robust
enough now to extend her present trip to .
BoomlitDd, and will, therefore, at the end
of her Baldwin engagement, visit all the
pleasant ilaces of the earth to be found in

THE I'LOT OF "ODETTE,"
Briefly stated, is as follows: The Count
Latour is married to Odette. They have an
infant daughter. O-tette engages In so in-. temperate a flirtationwith a nobleman that
he ventures to approach her at her own
bouse by means of a s'cret stairway. Being
discovered by her husband, aduel between
him and the intruder ensues. Odette is
violently accused of the crime, anil the hus-
band having secured the child, in spite of
the pitifulappeals of the mother, drives her
from bis home A separation of fifteen
years ensues, Odette retains her husband's
name, and in spite of lur^e otters to compro-
mise, she makes it a notorious oce the
len^tr. and breadth ofEurope. The daugh-
ter, who has grown to womanlwod, is be-
trothed to a nobleman whose pan-fits oppose

. the union unless Odette renounces her• husband's name and quits France. The
daughter has been taught to believe her
niotuer dead. During a carnival at Nice,
Odette first discovers her. daughter is
near her. Jn this city Odette Is connected
with a gambling institution, in which, about
the time she discovers her child's nearness
apartner in the concern is detected swind-
ling. Ariot ensues, and the husband en-
ters just in time to prevent murder. An in-
terview between Odette and her husband
ensues, wherein she demands an interview

with her child. Ifrefused, a terrible scene
will be made. Finally an interview is
granted to take place, but it most be in the
1resell of the liusbanit. The mother's

\u25a0 heart softens to the loving purity of her
duuidbtei and her fond and faithfulmemory
for the mother she believed dead. Odette
by t!.e touching tenderness of her daughter,
renounces her past life and enters a con-—
-vent without revealing her identity to her
child. The husband's good name is re-
stored and by Odette's expiation the play

happily ends.
I'ropoted Improvements.

At the. end of the Clara Monis engage-
ment, the Baldwin Theater will be closed
for a fortnight, and a very important im-

provement will be made.

The Crystal
Clipper" was presented at the Grand Opera
House instead of the Baldwin owing to cer-
tain conditions of the Baldwin stage. There
have been many improvements of late in
matters back of the curtain in the way of
mechanical devices, and it requires many
changes to keep abreast of the times.

These changes
arc rendered necessary in view of the fact

Henry Miller tin a Ktsulnc Expert.
Henry Miller, who, according to the New

York Dramatic Mirror, is an expert, gave
his views on the important subject of the
stage kiss to a Detroit reporter.

"The public have a general idea that the
stage kiss is a sham and a delusion, but they
don't quite see how it is done. There is al-
ways room to get your head between the
audience mid the person kissed and that
helps out the deception."

Mr. Miller avers that realism in this re-
spect would not do at all. "Itmight be dis-
tasteful to both parties, and what would bo
tiieuse of it. The ladies on the stage don't
want to be kissed by every man they play
With—that is, kissed as the lover wouldkiss—

and itmight not be pleasant to the men."
This disposal of the matter willrelieve tho

perturbed mind of Hie matinee girl, to whom
the stage kiss has been long a subjucl of be-
wildering speculation.
