At a special meeting of the Dashaway As-
sociation last Monday evening it was de-
cided to dissolve the corporation, and to
deed to the Trustees of the Home for In-
ebriates all right, titie and interest of the
assoectation in the ipstitution on condition
that said Trustees shall never deed the
sam# to the city nor allow politics to be
mixed up with the managem~nt.. The roll
of membership of the association onee num-
bered 4964, but the membership has been
stead:ly decreased since then by death and
withdrawals, until a mere bandful remains.
In 1882 the association obtained permission
of the Superior Court to sell the Post-street
property for $150,000, and a mortgagze for
$45,000 was canceled. Since that time there
has been constant litigation over this money.
After a division of the $73,500 Ashton
caused the remainder of the money to be
locked up under an injunction. The In-
ebriates’” Home was established by the asso-
ciation as an adjunct in carryisg out its
temperaoce plans.

OLD SOLDIERS.

Inspection of Their Home at
Yountville.

Goneral Averill Visits the Institution—Well
Pleased With the Result—Improva-
ments Under Way.

Yesterday General W. W. Averill, in his
official capacity of Inspector-General of
National Homes for disabled volunteer sol-
diers, paid a visit to the Soldiers’ Home at
Yountville, accompanied by several of the
Directors of that institution, among whom
were: Judge J. A. Waymire, Major E. R.
Merriman, Major George W. Walts, Colonel
H. T. Smith and the Secretary of the board,
Colonel A. L. Rockwell, The Commandant,
Captain William McCleave, who had been
spending a brief furlough with his family in
Berkeley, also went up with the party.

The distinguished company reached the
home after a delightful three houcs’ trip,

and were there received by Dr. P. J. Aiken,

the resident physician, and chief officer in
the commandant’s absence.
A THOROUGH INSPECTION.

As it was General Averiil’s purpose to
make an exhaustive examination of the in-
stitution, its accommodation, management,
sanitary condition, ete., very little time was
given up to formalities. After brief intro-
ductions the party were conducted to the
office, where the morning report was called
for and, with the statistics for the past
quarter, carefally scanned and noted. From
the report it was learned that 231 inmates
were at present domiciled in the home (an
inerease of 31 during the week) and that the
names on the roll numbered 254. The 20
absentees represent men who are still en-
gaged in harvest work in the vineyards and
wineries of the valley. Tie 31 who rejoined
the home during the -week also belong to
that little band of workers, who now that
the harvest is almost over are gradualiy re-
turuing to their comfortable winter quar-
ters at Yountville.

THE HEALTH REPORT.

From the health statisties it was gleaned
that only eight deaths occurred during the
past twelvemonth, not one of which oc-
curred from acute causes. Six of the deaths
were those of men ranging from 70 to 84
years of age, all of whom had been invalids
for many yvears—one had been bed-ridden for
seventeen years. The other two deaths
were of inen of the age of 50, whose decease
was hastened by excessive drinking.

After the records had been submitted to
close scratiny, and the Inspector-General
had made full note of every fact, the order
was given to parade the “extra duty’” men,
these being the inmates whose general state
ol health and strength permit of their being
put at work, within their ability, around the
grounds and buildings.

ON PARADE.

They were summoned to the parade ground
by dram beat, and made a feeble atlemat
to appear soldierly, which, though giving
abundant evidence of good intention, only
made their lack of strength and steadiness
the more painiully apparent.

The men numbered eizhty odd, were drawn
up in double ranks, which, after the salute,
were brought to rear open order. A minute
inspection followed, during which the com-
rades who had dilapidated or soiled uni-
forms were slyly reprimasded by compari-
sons between them and their more tidy
neizhbors. In the little by-play which here
became necessary, it often came out that
uniforms in use for two, three and even four
vears were in better condition than others
which had not vet been worn a year. This
fact being impressed upon the culprit, no
other remark was made, but the inspector
passed along, leaving him to his own
thoughts. One man, whose feeble state was
apparent to all, was ordered to nhis quarters,
and, the inspection over, the company was
then dismissed.

INSPECTING THE BUILDINGS.

A tour of the grounds and buildings was
then made, the old hospital, an anuex of the
main building, being the first to come under
cbservation. It was conceded by all to be
eptirely unfit for its purpose, and to be a
veritable deathtrap should a fire once get
started there. It 1s malter for general con-
gratulation that the new hespital building,
a counle of hundred yards north of the main
building, is now nearly completed and will
probably be ready for occupancy by the first
of next month. The new wing to the main
buildiag is also nearing cowpletion, but as
it has cut somewhat into the old hospital
many of the patients have had to be tem-
porarily distributed among the different
company barracks. As soon as the building
operations now under way have been com-
pleted the sick and infirm will be com-
fortably provided for, and the rookery which
has now to do duty for a hospital will be
reconstructed and unproved,

IMPROVEMENTS NOTED.

The barracks have been arranged in
streets. 1'he fact was instantly noted by
General Averill, who inspeected thae institu-
tion once before, in 1888, and was highly
commended by him as a great improvement,
They were thorouzhly examined and found
to be as neat as strict attention to cleanli-
ness could wake them. The laundry,
stores, kitehen and maie build ng were tien
examined, and, atter two hours’ hard work,
the inspecting offieer, Direetors and mem-
bers ot the press became Dr. Aiken’s guests
to lunch. After lunch the party beld a con-
ference with the civil engineers employed
to lay out a site for a reservoir in the hills
back of the home. It was informally de-
cid-d to construct a ecircular reservolr, 60
feet in diameter and 10 feet in depth, with a
capacity of 200,000 gallons. Two mains of
increased size w.ll be put in, instead of the
present small one, and, with the work done,
the Directors feei that every safegzuard in
their power will be proviged. It is expected
that the reservoir will supply sufficient
water for all the buildings, with plenty to
spare for orgamental fountains and garden
cultivation.

THE NEW HOSPITAL.

That matter disposed of, the new hospital
was visited, It is a plain-looking, L-shaped
structure of one story, though its high-
pitched roof and very high basement make
it practically a three-story building. Only
the main floor is intended for occupancy at
present. One wing i3 intended for the
patients’ ward, with a reeception-roomn in
front and the bath-rcoms and closets at the
rear. 'l'he other wing contains the sur-
geons’ rooms, pharmacy, dining-room,
kitchen aund attendants’ rooms, very con-
venlently arranged. The attic is a large,
airy compartmeut, of the same dimensions
as the main floor, but undivided. It can be
used in case of need as a dorwitory, but as
there is accommodation in the infirmary for
forty patients, and there are seldom more
than twenty hospital patient~, this svace is
pot apt to be putinto use for many a long
day.

A PLEASED INSPECTOR.

‘This ended the official inspection, and Gen-
eral Averill was pleased to say of it that he
was delighted with the prospects whiech the
home had before it. He saw an immense
imptovement in the two years that haa
elapsed since his first visit, and now the
general Government is co-operating with the
State authorities in eontributing funds for
the maintenance of the institution, he knew
from the ideas which the Directors had ad-
vanced during the day that the revenue
would Ne used economically and judiciously,
The General accompanied his remarks with
mauny valnable suggestions of his own, which
the Directors intend putting into pratical
use, and made his visit highly entertaining
and instructive by drawing on his store of
knowledge derived from long acquaintance
with the national and State howmes in all
parts of the country. He expressed himself
as bighly pleased with the sanitary regula-
tions, which, considering the poor conveni-
ences which the old buildings contain, show
that that particular portion of the manage-
ment is very carefully attended to by the
officers of tiie hume,

The visitors returned to this city at 7
o’clock., This morning General Averill will
leave for Santa Monica to inspect the branch
home at that point.

A Sportsman’s Peculiar Story of Alliga-
tor Hunting.

AMONG THE TOILERS.

Coast and Steamship Sailors in
Controversy Again.

Brewery Workmen's Bank Account—Shoe-
Clerks’ Mass-Meeting—Boycotts Off and
On—Shipbuilding Booming.

There is more trouble between the Coast
Seamen’s and the Steamship Sailors’ unions.
This time the difference beiween the organ-
fzations is over the regulations of the Lum-
ber-handlers’ Union. Last Saturday the
steam schooner Point Arena, manned by
steamship sailors, was discharging lumber,
and her crew was discharged for refusing
to work overtime for less than 75 cents an
hour. The captain of the vessel then en-
gaged a new crew from the Coast Seamen’s
Union, and hence the present state of un-
pleasant affairs between the unions,

Brewery Workmen.

The Brewery Workmen now have a snug
bank account. General Secretary Fubrman
depcsited $700 more yesterday, making
86700 to their credit. At a meeting of the
drivers last night four asked for readmission
and their request was granted. One was
fined $10 for “using vulgar language against
the union.” The shop delegates made very
favorable reports and statea that théir work
is progressing favorably. During the week
additional work has been secured for four-
teen members of the union. A letter from
President John O’Brien of the Council of
Federated Trades at Portland, Oregon,
stated that the boycott there against Wein-
hardt’s brewery is progressing well and the
leading saloou-keepers are taking Seattle
beer in preference to that made by Wein-
hardt. Seeretary Fuhrman will go te San
Jose on Sunday (0 attend the flag dedication
of Branch No. 2.

Cocks and Walters.

At a meeting of the Cooks’ and Waiters’
Protective Union last night the boycott of
the blacksmiths against C. A. Do, le’s shop
was indorsed, and it was decided to raise
the boycotts on the following restaurauts:
Palace, Ellis’, Richards’, Empire and Me-
chianies. This action was taken in order to
carry out a plan of boycotting two places at
a time instead of the wholesale plan, render-
ing the boycotts less effective. The Order
ot Elks has promised to employ only union
men at its ball at the Pavilion on next
Wednesday night., ‘The union will send
thirty-five waiters to Oakland for a party to
be held there soon.

Furniture-Workers.

At a meeting of the International Furni-
ture-workers’ Union, No. 15, last night the
boyeott of the Federated Trades against the
Trades and Labor Journal was indorsed.
An expelled member was reinstated and
fined $10 for the non-payment of dues. The
Executive Committee reported that an efiort
to unionize the Coast Furniture Company
was successful _and its shop will soon be
governed by the orgavization’s rules. To-
day there will a meeting of the committee of
twelve to copsider a plan to awalgamate
Uuaions 15 and Z35.

Revocntion of a Charter.

The Musicians’ Protective Uunion has
moved «into its new quarters at 39 Fourth
street. The union favors sending East a
delegate to the conveution of tha Amarican
Federation of Labor and is willing to_pay its
share of the exvenses. Secretury Kreilow
of the local Federated Trades has received
a letter stating that the American Federa-
tion has revoked the charter of the Indepena-
ent Musicians’ Union, as the last mentioned
body obtained the charter under a mizunder-
standing of the true state of its slauding,

Wood-Carvers.

The membership of the wood-carvers’ as-
sociation are now receiving $3 50 a day as
the regular standard of wages, which is an
increase of 50 cents a day over the former
rates, A bLoycott is about to be declared
against certain firms that refuse to recognize
unton rules. At a meeting of the associution
last night it was decided to ask «the carpen-
ters and joiners, plasterers and mill beach-
hands to assist in unionizing non-union mills
aud shops.

Three More Gone E»st.

The iron-molders claim to be preparing
to strike their late employers, the members
cf the Manufacturers’ Association, an un-
expected blow that will settle in their favor
the long-standing disagreement. It was re-
ported last night that three more men had
left the Union Iron Works and returned to
their homes in the East.

Shiv-Building Booming.

The boiler-makers and ship-buiiders say
that business with them is unusually brisk,
and all the members of their league are con-
stantly employed. In facr, the demand for
workmen is greater than the supply of
skilled mechanics. Seven candidates were
elected and five applications for member-
ship were received last night.

Cigar-Makers.

The members of the Iuternational Cigar-
mukers’” Union, San Francisco Branch, have
all the work they can possibly attend to
and the standard rates of wages are upheld.
At a meeting of the Executive Committee
last night the boycott against Bushnell and
Thurman’s weekly journal was indorsed.

Shoe Clerks’ Masss-Mceting.

The shoe clerks will hold an open-air
mass-meeting to night at the junction of
Third and Market streets. All the members
of trades unions in this city and all the ad-
voecates and supporters of shorter hours of
labor are requested to be present.

WATER-FRONT INTERESTS,

The Harbor Commisstoners Decide to
Make Several Changes.

At a meetingof the Board of Harbor Com-
missioners, held yesterday, bills amounting
to 1,207 54 were ordered paid.

A repbdrt from the Chief Wharfinger, rec-
ommending the placing of an electric light
near the middle of Mission-street Wharf was
apfroved.

The attorney of the board was instructed
to bring suit against Walter E. Huey, the
defaulting collector, and his bondsmen ; also
to petition the Governor to offer a reward for
his apprehension,

W. W. Fowler was awarded the contract
for building & sbed -at Ferry Slip No. 1 for
$750, which was one-half only of the lowest
bid presented a week azo for the same work.

It was stated informaily by Commissioner
English that the board had decided to build
the first section of the belt line road at once
along Lombard slip to Pacific and to the sea-
wall shed.

STATE PRODUCTS.

New Sites for Exhibits—Retarded
Development.

William H. Mills presided yesterday after-
noon at the monthly meeting of the State
Board of Trade, held at 220 Sutter street in
Horticultural Hall. The destruction of the
exhibit by ihe Grand Hotel fire was formally
reported and two offers for new exhibition
rooms were considered.

The Bancroft Company offered the third
floor of the History Bullding on Market
street and Bovee, Toy & Co. offered the use
of astore on Seventh street, near Market.
Governor Waterman desires to locate the
State’s exhibit in the building to be erected
by the Harbor Commission at the foot of
Market street, which will have a large wait-
ing-room on the second floor in which the
Governor would like to see the exhibit of
the resources of California, as all travelers
will have to pass through it.

Mr. Mills presented the Governor’s sug-
gestion and spoke in favor of it. He desired
also a more extensive exhibit than there was
in the old plac® and asked the board to take
action in reference to increasing the size
and nature of the future displays. At his
suggestion the Chairmen of ail standing
committees were appointed a special com-
mittee to attend to the preparation of the
exhibit.

During a general discussion over the proper
location of & new site for the board’s display
the proposed new State building at the ferry
landing was favored.

The Secretary was also instructed to in-
form the Boards of Supervisors of the State
of the destruction of the exhibit, and of the
necessity of replacing it.

Mr. Mills presented a suggestion from
Collis P. Huntington in reference to the best
methed of inducing immigration. The rail-
road magnate proposed to have those who
have settled here to write to their nearest
friends of their former homes in the East
stating the advantages to be derived from 1
settling in this State. Mr. Huntington would
also like to send some settiers back East to
tell what they know of the matter.

At the previous meeting of the board a
committee was appointed to investigate the
industrial condition of California, and, as
Chairmanof that committee, Mr. Mills made
an interesting statement yestorday. He
said he proposed to show that the settlement
and development of the State are retarded
by various causes, and to give reasons why
the rural distriets have not grown: “There
is something,”” he said, “holding the growth
of the State back, and whatever that is we
propose to find it out.”

N. P. Chipman said that extensive wheat- ‘

raising is not profitable. Fruit lands are
more advantageous and the best fruit men !
estimate that in seven years they can pay
for the finest lands, including interest and
the cost of planting trees.

Mr. Mills said the conditions here are
favorable to the growth of the population.
“In the next ten years,” he continued, *‘I
expect a wonderful growth of both cities
and counties in California. The State has
a splendid future and will eventually be an
empnire of wealth and population.””

Before adjourning a vote of thanks was
given the State Horticultural Society for the
use of its new hall.
