Lippe. The ceremony took place in the
chapel of Alte Schloss. The chapel was
filled with members of the imperial family
and the royal and princely house of Ger-
many in state robes, making a magnificent
picture.

The Princess cannot be called beautiful;
but she has a pleasing and attractive face,
with rather more of the Hohenzollern in it |
than her brother, the Empercr. Indeed, she
resembles her grandfather, the first Kaiser,

more than anv of the family., She is tall
and of shapely figure, and of light-bearted
almest merry disposition.

Thre inconie of the Princess is about £3000
a yvear, and her imperial brother has granted
her £40,000 in view of her marriage. Prince
Adclph of Schaumbourg-Lippe, the bride-
groom, is a handscme man and a personal
friend and associate of the Kaiser. His
Serene Highness was born on July 20, 1859,
the sixth and youngest of the children of the
reigning Prince Schaumbourg-Lippe, and
holds a commission in the Prussian army.
His wife really seems to have a deep affec-
tion for him, and the marriage is spoken of
as a love match. Prince Adolph hasob- .
tained adeave of absence from the army for
one year to tnke a bridal tour. They will
remain ‘at Potsdam &nd be present at
the celebration of the fifty-first birthday of
the Empress Frederick.

IRELAND’S CONDITION.

Balfcur Spesks of Observations While on His
Recent Tour

Loxpoy, Nov. 19.—Balfour, in a speech
last night at Grimsby, declared that his tour
in Ireland had no political objeet, but he
was merely in quest of information. Al-
thoughh he had been attacked by the lrish
party and press, he hada no reason to com-
plain of his reception, but every reason to
feel gratified.

After eulogizing the attitude of the priests
and denying that he attempted to bribe
and condemning the course of the
Dublin peliticians, he said his tour left the
impression on his miund that the districts
visited were net congested in the sense of
being crowded; but the people appeared
unabile to draw from their holdings a suffi-
cient livelihood. There was not the wear-
ing and incessant toil for a wretehed pit-
tance, such as was seen in the industrial
centers of Eungland and America, yet the
peoirle were always so near the bLrink of
want that a scrious failure of the potato
crop might make imperial assistance neces-
sary. If the peasant’s condition was to be
bettered he must te made a better tarmer
and a better fisherman. Thercin lay the
only permanent remedy.

THE WORK OF NIHILISIS.

Searching fcr the Iiurderer of the Russian
Gereral, Seliverskroff.

PAR1s, Nov. 19.—Report says a stranger
called upon the Russian General, Selivers-
Eroff, yesterday at the Hotel de Bade, and
after he departed Seliverskroff was founa
by bis valet ucconscious aud shot in the
head. Apother report states that the
General received mno visitor. No weapon
was found and the furniture was not dis-
arranged. The police attach some suspicion
to the valet.

The authorities have more evidence, which

tends to prove the murder was committed
by a Nihilist and was an act of political
vengeance.
_ The authorities are conducting an inquiry
into Seliverskroft’s death. The police are
now c.nvinced the valet had nothing to do
with the shooting. The evidence clearly
polnts to assassination. The assassin is be-
lieved to be a Russian Pole named Pedelsky,
a servant, who has absconded.

A man resembling the suspected murderer
was arrested near the Spapish frontier to-
night. Anotlier Russian has been arrested
here. Friends of the dead General do not
think the murder due to nihilist vengeance.

Cuicaco, Nov. 19.—The Board of Lady
Managers of the World’s Columbian Exposi-
tion met liere to-day. They were called to
order and wele.med to participation in the
work by President Paliner of the National
Commi-sion. In the ceurse of his remarks
he calied attention to the fact that this was
the first time in the history of the nation in
which woman had been fuliy recognized by
the Government in the administration of a
great public trust.

Foreigu Affairs Committee from the estab-
lishing of a London bureau,”” ete. He said the
resolution was very distasteful and reflected
seriously on the Foreign Affairs Committee,
which had not spent a dollar of the money
assigned to it. Goverpor Waller of Connect-
ieut, a member ol the Foreign Affairs Com-
mittee, also objected strenunously to the
stigma cast upon the committee by the res-
olution. e said the Executive Committee
was all wrong and that it has nothing te do
with the standing commitiees, except in a
supervisory way. He introduced a resolu-
tion setting forth that it is the sense of tbe

commission that the committee has
t.ken no action justifving the res-
olutivn of the Executive Coinmittee. Com-

missioner de Young wanted to introduce
a resolution calling for the expurgation of the
entire Execuative Committes resolution, but
Waller said he only wanted justification.
Comuwissioner Allen of New York moved a
resolution, requesting the Executive Com-
mittee to either expunge the unfortunate
resolution from its pr ceedings or to «ftici-
ally dl;lz\vnw all intent of disrespect
to the Foreign Affairs Committee. After a
lengthy talk Dboth resolutions went over.
McKenzie aud Britton, members of the
Evecutive Committee,made addresses regret-
ting that their resolution had been so worded
as to give the talse impression ot their in-
tentions in the matter. No disrespect or
aspersion was intended. The rejort of the
Foreign Aftairs Committee was then read
and laid over.

The Committee cn Buildings and Grounds
made a report reviewing the site entingle-
ment and recommendmg that the muin
portion of the fair be located on Jackson
Park; the art gallery, music hall and
elevtr'ical display on Lake Fronr, and that
Midway, Plaisance and Washington parks
be used for the overtlow.

READY FOR BATTLE.

K Conflict With the Indians
Considered Certain,

—_—

Warriors Under Red Cloud Threaten to
Heel the Troops To-Day.

Concentration of Soldiers at Pine Ridge
Agency—Reported Outbreak at Rosebud.
Alarm Among the Seftlers.

EBpecial to THE MorNING CALL

OMAHA, Nov. 19.—General Brooke, com-
mander of the Department of the Platte, has
left for the sceme of the expected Indian
trouble. General Brooke’s command will,
it is expected, leave Rushville to-night, and
the cavalry are under orders to move from
there not later than 11 o’clock to-night, with
the aim of reaching Pine Ridge Agency at
4 o’clock Thursday morning. The intention
of the commander is to mass as many
troovs as possible at the same moment in
the vicinity of the agency.

Agent Ryan at Pine Ridge telegraphed
the General repeatedly, and when the order
was issued centering soldiers in the vicinity
of bhis station begged that the information
might be witbhheld from the newspapers.
He feared it weuld reach the savages as
soon as it would be settled, and before the
troops could prevent it the Indians would
massacre every white persen found on the
reservation.

It has been announced that the Indians of
Roseb ud have risen en masse and are pro-
ceeding to Piue Ridge, the adjoining agency,
which is about fifty miles distant. If it
should prove to be so all the available troops
will be ordered to the scene of trouble im-
mediately. So far as known, the troops of
the Department of Dakota have tot yet been
called for.

THE DANGER NOT OVER.

CnicAaco, Nov. 19.—General Miles was
seen by an Associated Press reporter this
evening and asked for the latest informa
tion from the Indian troubles. “I'he same
turbulent spirit among thie Indians is mani-
fested at Rosebud, Pine Ridge and Cheyenne
agencies,” caid he. ‘“There is a more
threatening state of affairs at Pine Ridge
Agency than elsewhere, and my latest offi-
cial reports are that troops have gone to
Pine Ridge from Rosebud. General Brooke,
with three troops of cavalry anl! five com-
ranies of infuntry, will reach Pine
lfidge to-morrow morning. At the same
tim e Lieutenant-Colonel Smith will reach
Rosebud with three companies of cavalry
and three of infantry. In my opinion these
forces will ve sufficient to protect lives and
public property at the agencies. 1f the In-
dians do not eommit anyv overt act before
the arrival of the troops, or immediately
upon their arrival, I1think the appearance of
the soldiers will have a quieting effect. I
have information that night before last
‘American Horse’” had a narrow escape from
assassination by the turbulent at Pine
Ridge. He is a prominent Sioux chiefl and
friend to the United States Government.
He has always been inclined to peace and
loyalty, ana I can attribute the attempted
zssassination to nothing but the hostile and
disaffected spirit of the turbulent. He has
baengstrenuously opposing lhogr actions,”

Referring to a dispatch saying it was ru-
mored an outbreak had taken ylace at Rose-
bud Agency, the General said he cinsidered
the story premature. Both Generals Ruger
and Brooke are acting with the utmost dis-
cretion and care to prevent hostilities, pro-
tect the settlements and maintain Govern-
ment control over the Indians. ““The danger
is not over,” said he, “however much that
result mizcht be desired.” The General
added: “The disaffec ed Indians are scat-
tered over several hundren miles of terri-
tory, and aggregate, in round numbers, 6000
warriors. The troops seattered over this
territory number about 6000, and not more
than 1500 of this number are effective
mounted troops.

CONFLICT THREATENED.

A special from Rushville, Nebr., says:
**As soon as the troops arrived there to-day
couriers rushed with the news to Pine
Ridge Agency. Word was received to-night
that the Indians uncer Red Cloud declare

they will meet the troops in Dbattle
to - morrow. Agent Royer and his
Indian police are powerless. One

of them, Thunder Bear, arrested a bad
Indian last Saturaay, but was overpowered
and the prisoner was released. Several
cther prisoners were released and the rebels
threatened to burn the agency buildings.
‘The Indians at Pine Ridge Agency are
about equally divided among good and
bad. Red Cloud and Little Wound have
been fermenting trouble for several weeks,
while American Horse and Young-Man-
Afraid-of-His-Horse tried to pacify the
warriors.  Last week a big meeting was
held thirty miles from the PFine
Agency, at which it is  reputed
an apostle of the Messiah was present. fe
told thhe Indians to return to the agency and
await the coming of the Messiah, who is to
arrive to-morrow in the form of a buffalo.
He will give the sig.al for the
ovening of the conflict which is to annihilate
the white race. This fact causes great
fear in the minds of old Indian ftighters.
Unless there is absolute failure to get word
from the Messiah on the day of the arrival
of troops a conflict is certain. Major But-
ler’s column went into eamp to-uight pre-
pared for what now seems to be a certain
combat. Many of the friendly Indians have
left the ageny and are now camped at
Rushville. They have signified their inten-
tion of aiding the whites.”
TROOPS AT MANDAN.

MINNEAPOLIS, Nov. 19.—A Mandan spe-
cial to the Iribune says: An unconfirmed
report was received to-day that Siiting Bull
was in irons. - Pickets are out at night, and
the rules of a military garrison are ob-
served. A company of troops from Fort
Totten arrived to-night. People keep com-
ing in from the country. Houses large
enough to comfortably accomodate one fam-
ily have five to ten families. An Arickaree
Indian to-day said: *“The Sioux are in a
good shape for a fight. They have plenty
of guns and ammunition and all the jerked
beef they need. They have the white man’s
meat to eat while fighting the white man,
There are 300 young ducks missing from the
reservation. The scouis and Indian police
don’t kncw where they are.” Everybody is
praying for a blizzard.

THREATENING REPORTS.

WasniNeToN, Nov. 19.—The War De-
partment this morning received a dispatch
from General Miles at Chicago, in which he
says: ‘Reports are of the same threaten-
ing tenor from Pine Ridge. Troops have
been ordered to that agency and Rosebud.
The military is using every effort to restrain
and avoid an outbreak, or at least bridge
over the time between this and the severe
cold weather. It is believed any other
course way precipitate hostilities. Thus
far no Indians have been reported as hav-
ing left the reservation with hostile intent.”

General Schofield sent areply approving
General Miles’ course, and adding: *‘The
cavalry and artiliery at Fort Riley and all
other available troops will be placed under
your orders if the emergency seems to re-
quire it.”

CHEYENNE (Wyo.), Nov. 19.—Transporta-
tion orders for ¥ort Russell troops were re-
ceived here this afternoon. Seven compan-
ies under command of Colonel B. H. Oftley
are in readiness to move for Pine Ridge
Agency, South Dakota. No trouble is ex-
pected from the Shoshones and Araphoes
and Indians in Wyoming.

SETTLERS ALARMED.

LincoLN (Nebr.), Nov. 19.—Specials from
Cody and Valen ine say the settlers there
are very muchalarmed and coming in in
increasing numbers for protection from the
threatened outbreak, FKFority-five members
of Buffalo Bill’s show passed through Fre-
mont te-day on their way to Pine Ridge.
They said they would use all their influence
among their friends thers to prevent an out-
break.

TRANSCONTINENTAL.

Charges in the Pacific Mail Directory.
Purchases by Gould.

New York, Nov. 19.—At a meeting of
the Directors of the Pacific Mail this after-
noon George Gould was eleeted President
and J. B. Houston Vice-President. Jay
Gould, George J. Gould and Russell Sage
were elected Directors. Gould has regained
control of the Pacific Mail Steamship Com-
pany. The contest of last spring, by which
George Gould was ousted from the presi-
dency and Gould’s representatives from the
dircetory, will be remembered. George
Gould made a hard fight at the annual meet-
ing, May 23d, to retain his hold, but failed.
His report, delivered to the stockholders at
that time, stated that he met with opposi-
tion i plans from certain railway interests
in the directory. These interests, it was
was then understood, were those of the
Southern and Central Pacifie reads, repre-
sented in the directory by C. P. Huntington.
George Gould’s favorite plan for promoting
the interests of the Paclfic Mail Company
was to extend the business by putting on a
steamship line between Tacoma and Japan
and China. This scheme, of course, was to
the advantage of the Northern Pacitic road,
which bas counecticns at Tacoma. Conse-
quently it was bitterly opposed by Hunting-
ton.

At the meeting of Directors this afternoon
George Gould was present, representing the
Gould and Sage interests. The resignations
of Edward Lauterbach, C. M. McGre and
Oliver H. Payue were received, and George
J. Gould, Jay Gould and Russell Sage
elected in their places. Then J. B. Houston
resigned the office of President, and was
suececded by George J. Goula, who imme-
diately offered a resolution that Houston be
elected Vice-President and General Mana-
rer. ‘I'his was carried without dissent. The
Jirectors decline to state whether the policy
of the companyv will be changed in regard to
making closer connections with the North-
ern Pacific and terminus at Tacoma. An-
other meeting of the Direstors will be hela
to-morrow, and this matter may be brought
up then.

Kiernan’s Agency says the Pacifie Mail
Directory changes are the outcome of ami-
cable arrangements between the Gould and
Hart faetions, and are entirelv agreeable to
both. There are no stocked hands.

Following is issued by Dow, Jones & Co.:
*The reasons given by authority for the sud-
den changes in Pacific Mail are, first, that
Gould hes become the controlling factor in
the transcontinental business of this coun-
try, and it was important he should also
contrel the Pacific Mail, an important link
in the general chain; second, Gould’s pride
has been more or less hurt by the usurpa-
tion of control by other interests at the last
election, and naturally it is a maiter of
pride to get the control back again ; third,
representative interests in the stock were
anxious that barmonious relations should be
established with Gould, and it was at their
suggestion that the changes are made in this
quiet and peaceable way.”

President Inman of the Richmond Termi-
nal says Gould has purchased the seventh of
700,000 shares of the company, which will
entitle him to name three or four of the
eighteen members of the directory.

Dow, Jones & Co.’s Boston special says it
is probable the Atchison Directors will meet
oftener hereafter. It is understood buyers
shippea their Atehison bonds to Berlin and
then ordered them to Paris, from where or-
ders for their sale were issued many weeks
ago.

Cnrcaco, Nov. 20.— It is reported that the
Rock Island and St. Paul have made traffic
arrangements with the Union Pacific simi-
lar to that between the Union Pacific and
the Northwestern.

DEFECTIVE GUN CARRIAGES.

The Cruiser Philedslphia Eubjected to a Cone
siderab'e Delay.

NEW Yorxk, Nov. 19.—It is learned that
the craeks, which appeared in the carriages
of the six-inch guns on the cruiser Philadel-
phia during therecent trials, will necessitate
considerable delay in her starting out. The
cracks are known as “‘heat cracks’” to foun-
drymen. That these were known of before
the guns were mounted on the ship is evi-
dent irom the fact that they are shown to
have been calked over and sal-ammoniac
rubbed in. This rusted the steel, and
effectually concealed the defects until the
shock and strain of firing opened them. The
carriages are cast in one piece, ana itis dif-
ficult to see how the defects can be reme-
died. They will be sent to Annapolis.

SEALS ARE SCARCE.

That Is What Professor Henry
. Elliott Says,

—_——

Amost Exterminated by the Ceaseless
Warfare Waged Upon Them.

Information Regarding the Departure of
Steamers for China and Japan
Carryicg English Mails.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 19.—*The entire num-
ber of killable seals on the Aleutian Islands,
which comprise the only sealing grounds be-
longing to the United Stales, is now less
than 100,000,” was the startling intelligence
presgented yesterday to Secretaries Windom
and Blaine. This information comes from
Professor Henry W. Elliott of the Smith-
sonian Institution, and will be transmitted
by the Secretary of the Treasury in a special
message to Congress as soon as that body
convenes. The reports of Special Treasury
Agents prior to 1890 bad been so conflicting
that Congress last summer decided to send a
man to the islands whom they could trust.
George R. Tingle, Special Agent under
Cleveland’s administration, reperted that
seals by the million swarmed upon the
islands, and scoffed at the talk of danger of
their extermination.

Charles J. Goff of West Virginia, later
presented to Secretary Windom a carefully
prepared statement demonstrating that not
one-tenth of the seals deseribed in Tingle’s
report came from the islands. Now Profes-
sor Eliiott fully coiroborates Goff. This
fact places Tingle in a queer position, espe-
cially as he is now Superintendent of the
corporaticn which secured the sole right to
catch seals,

Professor Elliott refuses to talk until his
repert has been submitted to Congress, but
from other sources it is learned that very
crooked work perpetrated during Cleveland’s
administration is laid bare by the professor.
The report is backed by surveys, plates and
aflidavits, and will show that since 1872 the
number of bacbelor seals has beea reduced
from 1,500,000 to 100,6¢0. In fact, Professor
Elliott doubts very much if enough killable
seals remain for next year’s catch.

The repert will recommend that the Gov-
ernnent shall desist from its catches for at
least seven years. It urges that unless this
is done seais will be absolutely exterminated,
Mr. Goff was apprehensive as to the pro-
priety of taking even 60,000 seals a year—
the number Secretary Windom had specified
in his advertisement calling for proposals
for a new lease of the seal islands. He sug-
gested that 40,000 be the limit. His adver-
tisement having been made publie, how-
ever, Secretary Windom declined for cbvi-
ous reasons to chaunge the figures. The
lease was awarded to the North American
Commerciil Company of San  Francisco.
They bid $10 25 per skino, the next highest
offer being but $8 70.

No doubt was expressed by auy one,
unless by Mr. Goff, of the ability of the new
company to get its 60,000 skins, and their
manéger, ex-Special Treasury Agent Tingle,
assured his employers that he would secure
60,000 of the finest skins that were ever
brought down from those islands. How
false were Mr. Tingle’s prognostications is
shown by the investigation of Professor
Elliott.

The four resident special Treasury agents
who assisted Professor Elliott, and officers of
the revenue marine, 25 or 30 all told, have
little hesitation in expressing themselves,
and Professor Elliott seems to indorse their
views. In short these agents declare that
the seal interests of the Government on the
islands are to-day on the verge of speedy
and complete extermination unless the Gov-
ernment orders and enforces a rest on land.
and succeeds in stopping poaching at sea,
They positively assert that a point has been
reached where further killing on land and
continued hunting mn open waters means
the immediate ruin of the sealing interests
of the United States. The old hunting
grounds of these islands, which when Pro-
fessor Elliott was here years ago were cov-
ered with thousands and tens of thousands
of surplus young m-:les are now grass-
grown and abandoned. The few young

‘seals caught are taken from the Immediate

margins of the sealing rookeries which no
sealing gang ever visited in the old times.
e

MONARCHS OF THE FOREST.

Destruction of Gigantic Scquoias—A Big-Tree
Grovs in Wasghineton.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 19.—Andrew Cald-
well, the Special Land Office Agent, who
was sent from the Visalia Land Office, has
filed his report with the Land Office on the
mammoth trees of California. He finds that
the Land Office plats on the subject of mam-
moth trees are not always correct in locating
the sequoias, but by interviewing old set-
tlers, miners, mountaineers and local sur-
veyors, he secured information which great-
ly aided him in bis work. The greatest
body of sequoias, he says, are to be found in
Townships 15 and 16, Range 29 east, and
Townships 15 and 16, Range 30 east, Mount
Diablo meridian.

He says: *“The Kaweah Co-operative
Colony Company are making squatter claims
on much of this section, and unless it is
stopped there is danger of their making en-
tries of all the desirable lands upon which
the great trees arestanding. It would be an
irreparable loss if this one large and perfect
body of requoias giganteas fall into private
bands and be cut down or otherwise de-
stroved simply to gratily and possibly en-

‘rich the leaders of this body of misguided

enthusiasts.,” A saw-mill in the vicinity, he
says, is creating much havoc with the for-
este thereabout.

A newspaper giving a short paragraph
about the discovery of a group of trees,
some of which were over 600 feet high, said
to have been discovered in Pierce County,
Wash., crused Commissioner Gran' to detail
Special Agent Mosier to investigate the
story. He went to the locality pamed and
found the author of the newspaper story,
who said that the trees were in a remote
eanyon in the southeast corner of Pierce
County. Some of the trees, he said, were
400 feet high and mauny of them were
thirteen feet in diameter. Deep snow pre-
vented Agent Mosier from penetrating this
mountain region, which has never been ex-
plored by white men.

It ishoped by the department that some
means may be devised by which samples of
these trees may be shipped to the World’s
Fair at Chicago. Of course their transporta-
tion by rail would be out of the gquestion,
and the only other way would be to take
them by ocean around the Horn and up
through St. Lawrence River and the great
lakes or else up the Mississippi River to
Rockford, Ill., and thence to Chicago over
the prairie country.

THE MARINE CONFERENCE,

Report of the Committee Appointed to Consider
Its Recommendations.
WASHINGTON, Nov. 19.—The committee
appointed to examine the suggestions made
by the International Marine Conference has
made a lengthy report to the Secretary of
the Treasury. The committee does not
agres with that portion of the report of the
delegates which recommends the appoint-
ment of a board of five experts in matters
pertaining to the merchant marine aund an
admiralty lawyer, etc. ThLe objection
to the five experts 1is the fact
that such appointments must necessari-
ly be made from interested persons,
and therefore, as they would be obliged to
pass upon matters in which they themselves
are interested, it would be scarcely possible
to secure a satisfactory Board of Iixperts or
associate members. ‘The appointment of
an admiralty lawyer, as proposed, does
not feem necessary. The bill submitted
says there shall be in the Department of the
Treasury a Marine Board to consist of cne
of the Assistint Secretaries of the Treasury
as ex-officio Chairman and a number of
heads of bureaus as ex-officio members.

ical Fumig:tion.”” The last paper produced
the principal discussion of the session. 'The
fruit men from the southern portion of the
State all claimed that fumigation with hydro-
cyanie gas was saving the orange orchards
of the State. They report the coming crop
of oranges to Le the largest aud finest ever
grown in the State, with buyers already as
thick us grasshoppers. All the growers of
citrus fruvits, apricots and prunes are very
enthusiastic over this season and the future
prosvects.

At the convention this afternoon Elwood
Cooper, in behalf of the State Board of
Horticulture and donors, presented Albert
Koebele with an elegant gold watch

and pair of diamond ear-rings for Mrs.
Koebele. This  testimovial was in
recognition of the  services of

Mr. Koebele in discovering and introduci

the Australian beetle to this State, which
had proved to be a parasite which destroyed
the white scale on fruit and ornamental
trees. ‘The discovery of this beetle is re-
garded by fruit-growers as the salvation of

the orchards of the State. President
Cooper  referred to the services
of Koebele as the greatest ever

rendered the fruit interest of the State,
This evening a complimentary ball was
tendered to the visiting fruit-growers at the
Pavllion by the Native Sons and Daughters
of the county.

The Commissioners of Horticultnre in at-
tendance held a convention of their own

this evening in the interest of the
agitation to better protect the
fruit- growers against insect  pests.

Commissions from twelve counties were
present. Before adjournment the Commis-
sioners will endeavor to formulate a bill for
presentation to the coming Legislature,

A DEMOCRATIC PLOT.

The Sitoation in New Hamp-
shire Explained.

K Desperate Scheme Concocted to Capturs
the Legislature,

The Governor Inclined to Call am Exira
Session for the Passage of a Law fo
Prevent the Qutrage.

NEW YOREK, Nov. 19.—In a letter to the
Tribune Senator Chandler says: The situ-
ation in New Hampshire is simply this:
The Republican candidate for Governor has
100 more votes than the Democratic candi-
date, but by reason of 1300 Prohibition votes
there is no choice and the election goes to
the Legislature. The Friday after the
election a Democratic paper, the Manches-
ter Union, made this announcement of the
returns for mewbers of the Legislature:
“There have been elected a grand total of
188 Democrats and 190 Republicans.”
Thereupon the TUnion declared that
this Republican majority should be
converted into a Democratic majority of
not less than twelve. This scheme was to
be carried cut first by excluding from the
roll of members elected forty persous,
twenty-seven of whom are Republicans and
thirteen Democrats, representing under the
census of 1890 abeout 60,000 inhabitants.
The second part of tle plot was to admit to
membership thirty-ive persons, twenty-
three of whom are Democrats and twelve
Republicans, representing only 7000 in-
habitants. These alleged members come
from small *classed” towns. Last year
they were allowed only fourteen members,
As a matter of fact and law they have no
right at all to seals in the coming House,
because ‘the recent constitutional amend-
ment abolished all “‘classed” towns and al-
lowed them to be represented only by special
permission of the Legislature. That per-
mission has not yet been given, and for the
very particular reason that at the last ses-
sion Harry Bingham, the Demovratic can-
didate for United States Senator, prevented
the passage of any act for the Republicans
of “‘claszed” towns in the Legislature.

Because the Republicans intend to obtain
by proper measures the organization of the
House, which on any fair basis will have a
Republican majority, the Democrats are
threatening a revolution. They intend to
organize two Legisiatures unless the State
is surrendered to them. Meantime the Gov-
ernor and Council think of calling an extra
session for the election of a clerk and the
passage of some proper law to secure an or-
derly organization of the coming House and
to prevent a civil strife.
