UNITED FARMERS.

Convention at San Jose to Organize a State
Alliance.

SAN JosEg, Nov.20.—Thirty-eight delegates,
representing thirteen counties, met at 10:30
o’clock to-day for the purpose of organizing
a State alliance of the Farmers’ Alliance
and Industrial Union.

Colenel J. S. Barbee of Santa Barbara,
National State Organizer, called the conven-
tion to order and appointed the following
temperary officers: President, M. Cannon
of Ventura County; Vice-President, S. K.
Schilling of Santa Barbara; Secretary, J. M.
Sharp of Ventura; Chaplain, J. M. Moore ot
Tulare; Door-keeper, H. N. Rhyne of San
Luis Obispo: Assistant Door-keeper, J. B.
Rigdon of San Luis Obispo. 7The following
committee on Constitution and By-laws was
also appointed: J. N. Wright, F. M. Sen-
tory, John S. Dore, John Roth, ¥. P. Cook
and E. C. Fuller.

AN OPEN SESSION.

Dr. Willey, with credentials from the
Pacific Coast Laborars’ Union, No. 1,
was on band seeking admittance, but
wus doomed to disappoin‘ment and obliged
to cool his ardor in the ante-rooum.
However, he industriously circulated the
remarkable open letter recently published
by the Laborers’ Union, button-heling and
buzzing every delegate unfertunate euough
to fall 1nto his clutches.

After the transaction of the preliminary
work the convention adjourned to meet at 1
o’clock in the afternoon.

The Committee on Constitution and By-
laws not having completed its labors it was
decided to hold an open session pending the
report.

This was

Willey’s opportunity and he
eageriy avalled himse!f thereof. Hastily
seribbiing & note he strutted up to
the President and pies#nted the same, It
was subsequently ascertained that he
ciaimed, as it was an open meeting, the
privilege of assuring the aliiance of the
hearty co-operation of the Pacific Coast
Laborers’ Union, No. 1. Iie had not long to
wait—a lull in the speaking came, and the
President announced the contents of the
note and asked the pleasure of the meeting.
Before any one could reply Willev. was on
his feet addressiug the meeting, He began
by assuring the meeting that the Pacific
Coast Laborers’ Union, No. 1, was an or-
ganization founded upon Auwerican prin-
ciples. It did net believe in or advocate
strikes or boycotts, but considered that the
cnly weapon worthy the hand of an Amer-
ican was the ballot. ‘T'he unions earnestiy
hoped that the alliance would endeavor to
arrange so that in future the Pacific Coust
Laborers’ Union, No. 1, could participate in
their deliberations arnd co-operate with
them. In substantiation of lus statement
relative to tbe character of the union he de-
sired permission to read the preambie of the
same. Before reply could be made he
slipped a copy out of his pocket and began
reading:
- We who form this organization of working
people, realize that for us there is but one ques-
tion of real Impoitance, namely, that everyone
should baveaus opportunliy 1o acgulire and en-
joy the comforts and necessaries of ife. Until
toat 19 settied as it ought to be, we will ot allow
ourselves to quarrel with each other over ques-
tions of race and creed. The probiem we wish
1o solve, 1s why these who produce the food, go
bungry; why those who make (he clothes aie
ragged, why those who buiid palaces live lu dirty
tecements, and why those who do the work of
the civiiized world live often In misery. We
find that each year not only our own counditions
as workmen grow woise and worse, but the same
is true of all other brancues of honorable toil;
ithe workers siuk into poveity whhie the 1dlers
ile up miilions. But the workers of the worid
ar out number the ldlers, and bave
the power, if they can be taugbt to use It to save
themselves (rom this comiug slavery. In order
to do this there is but one tiing required—that
we intelligently use the irresistible, vower of the
American frecinen’s ballot. The Ameriean citl-
zen, 11 his ewn right, is a greater sovereign than
the pioudest monarch under the sun. The power
of comblued wealth is but as the dust beneath
the feet of the Amerlcan citizen when he chovses
to assert bis prerogative., To the end that the
best results be obtained for all it Is necessary:
First—That we b= united, hold toge:her and take
as our motio and live up to Its bighest meaning,
“Que for all and all for oue.” In orderiodo
this, Lo organize ourseives and lend a helping
band to all other branches of honorable toil, Lo
secure, maintaln and defeua our rightsand to
repare for the inevitable crisis wherein these
ssucs shall be finally determlned, we do organ-
1ze the Pacific Coast Laborers’ Union, No. 1.

Willey then hastily read Article XIII,
Section 1, of the constitution,

The intelligent use of the ballot being the only
practical means of attaining our ends, no mem-
ber of the union shall become a member of or
take part with any poiliical party unless Lhe
union by a two-thlids vote so sauction or decide,

The reading of these extracts having
failed to elicit the applause he expected,
Willey became disconcerted, losing the
thread of his discourse, and after-a few
efforts he subsided.

‘The reading oif a humorous poem entitled
“The Hayseeds in His Hair,” however, re-
stored the tone of the meeting, J. W.
Hines of San Jose then giving a powerful
address and brilliant closing prophetic ex-
hortation the open session ciosed.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

The Cemmittee on Constitution and By-
laws reported this afterncon, and at the
time of acdjournment the convention was
considering it seriatim. The convention
meets again to-m:orrow morning at 8:30
o’clock.

NO BUNCOMBE.

Active Measures Aczainst Conta-
gious Diseases.

The Board of Health Will Awaken the *Solid
Nine” to Other Matters Than Shove
ing Through Franchises.

The neecessity for extraordinary measures
to prevent the spread of contagious and in-
fectious diseases in this city at the present
time inspired Dr. T. J. le Tourneux to offer
practical amendments to a number of sec-
tions of the local orders for the regulation
of health at a meeting of the Board of
Health last night. The amendments were
adopted and ordered to be referred to the
Board of Supervisors.

In stating his reasons for offering the
amendments the doctor said that he had
been studying the health and quarantine
laws for the city and found a great defi-
ciercy in the stringency of many of the
orders passed by the Supervisors. He had
also been in communication with the Health
Departments of Eastern cities, and the com-
parison showed the sanitary laws of San
Francisco to be altogether too lax, inasmuch
as every attention is given to Asiatic chol-
era and small-pox, while scarlatina, diph-
theria and membranous croup are more or
less ignored, although the three latter dis-
cases are more deadly than the cthers.

The first amendment he offered was the
introduction of the words “scarlatina, diph-
theria and other contagious diseases” in
Section 6 of Order 1601, whieh provides that
physicians shall report at the Health Office
an account of every patient suffering from
small-pox or Asiatic cholera or deaths from
those diseases.

Dre. Juseph R. Davidson remarked that
scarlatina and diphtheria were included in
the wording of the siaid section as it ap-
peared on the postal-cards used at the
Health Office for notification purposes.

NO PENALTY FOR NOT REPORTING.

Mayor Pond, who was the presiding offi-
cer, called for a sample of the postal-cards,
and upon reading it asked, “Is there no pen-
alty enforeed upon physicians who do not
report cases of contagious diseases ?”’

Dr. le Tourneux 1epiied, “No; and that's
what I’m getting at.”

Tue Mavor said he would favor the ap-
pointment of a committes to revise the
health laws, and Dr. le Tourneux remarked,
“I'm coming to that.”

The second amendment offered by the
doctor was to Section 30 of Order 1601,
which provides against the removal of
quarantine flags. Iiis substitution was to
the effect that when a report of contagious
disease has been made to the Health Officer
a notice of that disease shall be posied on
the front deor of the residence of the
patient; and the penalty for tearing down
the notice shall be nout less than $20 fine or
not more than $10¢, or from 20 t0 100 days’
imsprisonment in the County Ja:l

Dr. Daviason opposed this amendment.
Dr. le Tourneux said he expected opposi-
tion, but as a similar law to the proposed
amendment was in force in Alameda, Los
Angeles and other places, he considercd San
Francisco should not be behind smaller
places in sanitary measures. Ile exhibited
the following sample of a card to be posted
on front dvors of bulldings wherein may be
coutagious disease:

Notice.
DIPHTHERIA,
A CONTAGIOUS DISEASE,
Exists fn the family residing In this house.
3 ben the danger frow contagion Las passed this
card will be remwoved. By viuer
BOARD OF HEALTH.

Any person removiug this card without au-
thoiity 18 liable Lo prosecution.

Dr. le Tourneux assured the board that he
was not indulging in buncombe; that he
was thoroughly in earuest, and felt certain
the board would be remiss in its duties if it
withheld approval of the amendment. This
sally did nct prevent Dr. Davidson frow
voting in the negative when the motion for
approval was put.

ALL EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS.

The third amendment offercd by Dr. le
Tourpeux was to the section ordering prin-
cipals of public schiools not to accept cer-
uficates of puysicians treating contagious
disea-es unless countersigoed by the Doard
of Health. His amendment included prin-
cipals or teachers of all educational institu-
tious in the city.

The fourth attack against contagious
diseases by the dvctor was in the form of a
resolution, whicth wiil be referred to the
Supervisors, and provides that the bodies of
persons dying from said diseases shall not
be removed from the rcom where the death
las occurred until taken therefrom for
burial, and shall bs burie! within twenty-
tour hours nfter death, No formal cere-
mony shall be permitted at residenca or
church.

* Well, doctor,” said Dr. McQuestin,
“how about taking a body to an under-
taker’s, and what about a stranger dying at
a hotel? Would you have the body buried
withiout notitying the friends of deceased?”

Dr. le Tourneux replied that the law was
now most emphatic upon that point.

Drs. le Tourneux and McQuestin were
then appointed a commitiee to present the
amendments apd resolution to the Health
and Police Committee and the Supervisors.

Felix MeDonald, who was among thesmall
audience, startled the board by asking it it
was a '*Board of Health or a Board of
Death.” He said that Converse street, be-
tween Eighih aud Ninth and Branpnan and
Bryant streets, was a cesspool on account
of the absence of sewerage there. He
scemed fighting mad when he told the board
that he had appealed to them in yain for the
past six months,

Mayor Poud asked Secretary Hoesch for
information upon the matter and was sur-
prised to leern that Converse sireet i3 a
private one, and althougnh condemned, the
principal owner of real estate there, J. En-
right of San Jose, bad refused to putina
sewer, as no outlet could Le gained.

The Mayor said tbat if the property-
owners do not at unce attend to the evil tue
dwellings will be vacated,

SMALL-POX HOSPITAL.

Dr. P. H. Humphreys was appointed Resi-
dent Physician of the Small-pox Hespital
at Twenty-sixth street, at a salary of $150
per month.

The resignation of Dr. W. P. Simpson,
Resident P’hysician of the City and County
Hospital, was accepied. The dector resigned
because he is go East.

‘The following premises were ordered con-
demned as unfit for habitation and in a
filthy and loathsome coundition: 936 and 938
Folsom strect, second floor of 622 Battery
street, rear of 621 Jackson street, upper
fluor of northwest corner of Clay and Stock-
ton streeis, prewises frenting on Pacific
street, between Frontand Batiery, and stag-
nant pools between Valencia street and
Mission road and Army street, and also on
westerly side of Kentucky, Solano  and
Santa Clara streets.

Quarautine Officer Dr. Lawlor reported
that he had examined seventy-one incoming
vessels and collected $452 50 in fees. He
referred to the discovery of smali-pox on
the steamer San Blus and the thorougn
fumigation of that vesscl.

City Physician Dr. H. M. Yemans re-
ported that he had treated 123 patients in
the County Jail during October.

Dr. G. W. Lundborg, resident physician
at the Alinshouse, reported 198 patients and
182 cases treated in his office during Oc-
tober, with sixteen deaths.

P Weaver, Supsrintendent of the
Almshouse, reported eighty-seven inmates
during October acd 724 remaining on No-
vember 20th.

Dr. J. H. Healy, Superintendent Phy-
sician at the City and County Hospital, re-
orted 411 patients in tbat institution on

November 15th. During October there were
nineteen deaths,

Dr. R. E. Williams, Police Surgecn, re-
ported having treated 480 patients during
October. There were tuirteen deaths and
three patients remaining.

Market Inspector Wray reported having
condemned during October 6 cows, 8 hozs,
£71 ?jalves and 700 pounds of fish as unfit for
ood.

Health Officer Dr. J. W. Keeney reported
540 deaths in Oectober, as against 527 in the
corresponding month last year. There were
80 cases of diphtheria reported and 20 died.
During the preseut month there have been
145 cases of diphtheria and 24 deaths there-
from. Eight school-liouses have been fumi-
gated. 'l'ue doctor mentioned that most of
the so-calicd cases of diphtheria were only
sore throat.

The board thelf adjourned.

The stage was occupied by the facnlty of
the deparument, while the graduates were
given seats in the first row of chairs facing
the orchestra.

The exercises were opened with prayer by
J. Saunders Reed, and he was foilowed by
Professor William Watt Kerr, who made an
address on behalf of the faculty, He im-
{:ressed upon the class the grave responsi-
bilities resting upon them, and urged them
to make the Go!den Rule the st.ndard of
their professional lives. The lack of sup-
port given medical schools by those not
members of the profession he commented
on, and spoke of the sad lack of encourage-
ment given those engaged in the work of
education.

Martin Kellogg, A. M., President vro tem.
of the University, conferred the degrees in
a brief address, and Professor R. Beveriy
Cole administered the Hippocratic oath.

Rumors Concerning the Pacific Rcads.
Nor{kern California Freight,

NEw Yorg, Nov. 20.—Dow, Jones & Co.’s
News Agency says: “Itis stated the pur-
pose of the visit of President Adums of the
Union Pacific here is to learn definitely just
what he may exprect from the changed con-
dition of the heldings of the company’s stock.
He told a friend last night he understands
that a certain lorge New York stockholder
is opposed to him. If satisfied that this is
true, he will resign at once. Fred L. Ames
was here yesterday in conference with Gould
with reference to this very matter. A day
or two will determine the result.”

President Ad~rms of the Union Pacific and
President Hughitt of the Northwestern
have been in this city since Tuesday, and it
is said some important developments will
soon oeccur. The Gould people state the
Board of Directors of the Union Paecifie will
be reorganized withiu ten days, and a
statement is circulated that President
Adams has signified his willingness to hand
in his resigoation if it is asked for. It is
also said if he finds large slockholders op-
posed to him he will resign.

President Oakes of the Northern Pacific
was asked what truth there is in the story of
the Rockeflellers having obtained control of
the (‘ompang{. He said: *Itisall nonsense.
There is not a word of truth in it.”

At Viilard’s otlice the following statement
was made: “itis nottrye that Viilard has
given up his passage to Awmerica, as pub-
lished this morning. He will sail on the Al-
len to-day.”

Tne Northern Pacific Directors to-day de-
clared the quarterly dividend on its pre-
ferred stock. The books close December
12th and reoven January 19th.

The statement that the Rockefeller inter-
ests and their associates, geverally known
as the Standard Oil party, had increased
their holdings of Northern Pacific pre-
ferred by 100,000 shares caused much dis-
cussion in regard to the Villard interest in
the property. The exact amount of
this it is difficult to estimate. None
of the Rockefellers could be seen
to-day about the reported purchase.
President Oakes said: *I confidently be-
lieve the Rockefellers and their associates
lately added largely to their holdings of
stocks and bonds of the Northern Pacifie
Company.” He stated positively there was
no truth in the report that Villard would
retire or be forced out of the company.

Other parties identified with both in-
terests  say  the 127,000 shares of
preferred stock held by the North

American Company were hypothecated to
se ure loans, sold by creditors and then
bought in by the Rockefellers. The officers
of the North American admit that some of
its securities were sold, but decline to state
how many or what they consisted of. There
is a possibility that the Rockefellers may be-
come hostile to Villard on account of reeent
developments in the market. At the regular
monthly meeting of the Northern Pacific to-
day nothing was developed.

SANTA FE FREIGHT ARRANGEMENTS,

Caicaco, Nov. 20.—The Santa Fe has per-
fec'ed arrangements to direct hereafter all
freight to and from Northern California
points via Colorado Springs and Colorado
Midland railway. This will not only give
the Santa Fe a much shorter route to North-
ern Califernia points, but enable it to trans-
port freight, such as green hides, ete., which
it could not handle heretolore, owlag to the
hot climate on the Atlantic and Pacific route.

PICKING POCKETS.

HEow Youngsters Were Trught the Art
of Thieving in D:niels’ School.

If Harry Daniels, principal of the notori-
ous school for thieves discovered at 416
State street and broken up by the police,
has never perused that famous work of
fiction entitled “Oliver Twist,”” he will now
enjoy quite a leng peiied of leisure, which
he might prufitably devote to making him-
self familiar with the character of Mr.
Fagin, one of the most repulsive and cun-
ning masters in vice and erine depicted by
the graphic pen of Charles Dickens. Dan
iels, whose character comports admirably
with that of Mr. Fagin, and who seems to
have modeled his school after the den of
that ideal monster, was yesterday seut to
the Brideweil. Detectives Arado and Duffy,
who made the capture, say that the school of
Daniels a few weeks ago was located in a
dingy reem at 157 and 129 Clark street.  Here
he instructed boys of various ages in the art
of picking pockets, picking locks, snatching
purses and handkerchiets, and, in short,
gave them a complete training to fit them
for lives of erime. The officers got on bis
track, and the school suddenly disappeared
from its dingy abode on Clark street. Three
weeks ago Danlels turned up at 416 State
street, where hLe engaged a third-story
room from Mrs. Dye, the landlady of two
flats at that number. He was accompanied
by three small boys, who he said would be
his rcommates. Allsaidthey wereemployed
in a certain downtown newspaper office, and
were compelled to work at night. This was
their excuse for sleeping all day. Soon the
people in the adjoining rooms began to hear
queer nioises issuing from the ehamber oceu-
pied by Daniels and his gang., Then they
made an observatory which enabled them to
look over the transom. What they saw and
heard i3 very well described by Mis. Dye,
the landiady. .
- *The head man,”” she said yesterday,
‘appeared to be busy most of the time
teaching the boys he had gathered around
him in the art of pettv thieving of every
kind. Sometimes his class numbered six or
seven. There were newsboys and bootblacks
among his pupils. He also had nuwerous
visits from oue or two men. One day a
roomer next door heard Daniels say to the
bovs: *When yvou want to steal a pocket-
book from a lady cne must run slam up
against her when she is in a crowd, wkhile
anoiher grabs the boodle.” Then agsain he
would teacn the boys how to ‘work’ the
crowds at the theaters, The room in which
the school was held was provided with
many satchels and boxes, and there was a
dommy rigeed up on which the youngsters
could practice the art of pocket-picking. No
one was considered an adept till he could ex-
tract the wallet without ringing any of the
bel s hung about the clothing. The *kinchin
L-]y,' as practiced by the renowned Noah
Clayrole, was also taught to perfection.”

Daniels, who is only 24 years of age, ap-
pears to be utterly depraved. He is a vie-
tim of the opium habit. He is said to hail
from the fas \\'est, where he is known as
*’Frisco Harry.” The police here aiso
know him by the alias of *“* Sheedy.”—Chi-
cago Herald.

OBITUARY.

OLIVER 8. GLISSON.

Rear-Admiral Oiiver S, Glisson, U. S. N.,
retired, whose death is announced as having
taken place at Philadelphia yesterday, was
a native of Ohio, but was appointed mid-
shipman from Indiana, Novewber 1, 1526,
His first cruise was in the slcop John
Adams to the West Indies in 1827-28. From
that time his record was in progression as
follows: Sloop Falmouth, West India Squad-
ron, 1820-30; schooner Gampus, same squad-
ron, 1831-52; prowmoted to Passed Midship-
man June 4, 1832; in the Delaware 74, Med-
iterranean, 1852-35; Navy-vard, Norfolk,
Va., 18263 commissioned as Lieutenant Feb-
ruary 9, 1537; in the sloop Fairfield, Brazil
Squadron, 1837-40; sioop Marion, West India
Squadron, 1841-42; sloep Saratega, Brazil
Squadiron, 1843-44; commanding schooner
Reefer during the Mexican War, 1847; Navy-
yard, Norfolk, Va., 18i8-50; special duty,
1851-52; attached to the steam trigate Pow-
hattan, EKast India Squadron, and on the
Japan expedition, 1832-535, and was in Japan
when the first treaty was mwade by Commo-
dore M. C, Perry, He was commissioned as
Commander September 14, 1555, command-
ing storeship Jnflu P. Kennedy, East India
Squadron,1856; Naval Asylum, Philadelphia,
1857-60; commanding steamer Mount K"er-
non, N. A, B. Squadron, 1861; eommissioned
as Captain July 16, 1862; while “in the
Mount Vernon saved the transport Missis-
sippi bound to New Orleans, with General
Butler and 1500 men on board. It was sup-
posed that she was designedly run on Fry-
ing-pan Sheal, North Carolina, and bhad it
pot been for the timely assistavce of the
Mount Vernon it is very probabie that many
lives would have been jost. By this valua-
ble service being rendered General Butler
was enabled to reach New Orleans in time to
participate in that great batile. While on
the blockade of Wilmington he burned a
light-boat under the guns of Fort Caswell,
50 close that they could hear the sentinels
calling, “*All’'s well.” This light-boat was
all ready to receive her battery of eight
guns, aund would have been put in commis-
sion in a few days to cruise against our com-
merce. He was placed in command of the
steam sloop Mohiean in 1862-63, and sent in
chase of the Alabamaj; was commanding
the steamer Santiago de Cuba, 1561-65; was
Yrcsem at the two attacks on Fort Fisher
December, 1864, and January, 1865, com-
manding the TLird Division in both engage-
ments; was recommended by Admiral Por-
ter for promotion for covering the landing
of the troops and carrying his division into
action. He was commissioned as Comino-
dore July 25, 1866; was in command of the
Naval Station, League Jsland, Pa., 1867, to
May 1, 1870. He was commissioned as Rear-
Admiral June, 1870, and was ordered to the
command of the European fleet, where hLe

remained unt:l he was retired in 1871

I. CRANDALL.

Ex-Deputy Collector 1. Crandall of San
Francisco died yesterday at Bath, Me. He
came to this State in 1849 with the first rush
of immigrants, but joined the expedition
which satled for Japan under Commodere
Perry in 1852, and was present when the
treaty with that country was made. When
the expedition returned to the United States
in 1854, he was left in command of a detach-
ment of troops at Tamul, Lew Chew Islauds,
the Government having concluded a treaty
of friendship with our Government, by
virtue of which American steamers were
granted the right of using Tamui as a coal-
ing station, Upon his return home be
brought much vaiuable informativn regard-
ing the islands.,

AUGUST HERMAN.

August Herman, proprietor of the Mil-
waukee Hotel and Brewery at Mission San
Jose, died on Tuesday, after a short illness,
The deceased was a native of Baden, Ger-
many, and arrived in Mission San Jose about
sixteen years ago, and was well known all
over the county as one of the best-hearted
men that ever lived. He was buried by
Mission Lodge, No. 56, A. O. U. W. He left
surviving him four children, his wife having
died two years ago.
