THE lOSTAL SEKVICE.

Postmaster-Genera] Wanamnker's report
is characteristic of the man. He considers
the conditions anl services of the depart-
ment as il it bad no connection withoilier
1 ranches of the Government. lie refers to
the obligation of the Postal Deportment to
carry the mail of all other departments
without compensation as an unnecessary
burden. Doubtless the Postal Department
would make a better showing if all other
departments paid for their mail matter, but

.he does not show how the Government
would profit by paying postage on its own
in;iil. So in the matter of paper-covered books
which are carried Rt newspaper rates. If
these paper-' overed books are uot ola useful
iharaeter, or rather, if they are of a per-
nicious character their circulation should be
checked by raising the rate of postage. But
ifthey are publications which have a good
purpose, carrying them at cost is one of the
functions of the Post'.ffiee Department The
Government has not established that depart-
ment as a possible source of revenue.
When receipts approach expenditures, rates
of postage are cut down. Paper-covered
Iooks and uewspapers are carried at the rate
of1cent a pound or 8- a ton. There should
be no lo^s to the department In this service,
and the Government does not seek to make
a profit. Itis probable that some legitimate
.saving can be made in the way of contracts
fur carrying the mails, and ina more search-
ipg discrimination between "sample copie->"
ofadvertising sheets and regular newspapers.
Mr. Wanamaker thinks the time h;is not yet
arrived for a uniform 1cent postage. Two
cents a letter with the collecting and deli-
very agencies in large towns is a pretty

-cheap service.

Some time since a Chinaman named All
Ki* was arrested for violating a municipal
ordinance by playing a game of fan tan.
There does noi appear to have been a ques-
t: n as to the fact that Ah Kitd d play a

was contended that as Ah Kit was a for-
eigner the mnnieiial laws did not aiply to
huh. The ordinance might apply to Ameri-
cans, but itwas held to be in some way a
violation of the rights of a foreigner to do
as Mplease s in this country. The case came... before Judge Hawley and after a time
juope Hawley decided that the municipal
law was vi1 lid and might apply to a Chinese
as well as to nn American. Ah Kit's lawyer
then began the straw-bond game, which is

. as clearly illegal as the fan tan game. Two
or three worthless bonds were played off on
the court, but at last the court concluded
that it was being trifled with and summoned
Ah Kitand Ah Clarke, his lawyer, and read
the latter b much-needed lesson. Judge
Hi.wley told Ah Clarke that the Federal
courts should not be used to defeat justice
in ihe State courts. AhKitwillbe handed
\u25a0over to the city authorities, but it does not
appear that Ah Clarke, who tried to get Ah
Kitoff on bogus bonds, is to be punished.

-\Itis about time an example should be made
of lawyers who habitually trifle withcourts
by offering bonds which they know to be

'worthless. Thousands olChinese have been
fctit free by the Federal courts on worthless
bends and we do not know that any of the

..;.- guilty parties, either bondsmen, who have

SALVATION AHMY COLONIES.

The plan of General Booth of the Salva-
tion Army for the cure of pauperism and
the diminution of vice and crime in London
is not open to the objection winch is urged
ag.iinst so many philanthropic schemes, that
it is impracticable. On the contrary, it is
not only practicable, but it has been In
practice in many localities, in a mortified
shape, for years. Itis an application of the
principle that society owes iodising ami food
to every one Who will work.

The General proposes to establish three
institutions, each of which is an essential
part of liis relief system. The first is a
number of food and shelter depots in the
city of London. Here the pauper, the thief,
the abandoned woman, the outcast, can ob-
tain sleri ing accommodations, a supper and
a breakfast in consideration of doing Scents'
worth cf wort in making firewood, mats or
sacks, or in collecting cast-off clothing,
broken food or other refuse material from
dwelling-houses. The second is a farm col-
ony in the country, to which paupers are

sent from the focd depots in the city. Here
the colonists are taught to build cottages, to
grow finks, vegetables and flowers and to

make furniture. When the farm colony be-
comes overcrowded it i* di plated by a ship-
ment of its most skillful members to a farm
in South Africa. Each emigrant is settled
on a piece of land, which becomes his own
in fee as soon as out of the product of his
crops he has repaid the cost of his trans-

portation and his faim utensils. Itis reck-
oned that I'.e oognt to be able to do this in
abi ut two years.

These are the outlines of a scheme which
has received {lie approval of the Queen and
a number of leading Englishmen. Our cir-
cumstances in this country are :-o different
freni these which prevail in Eugland that
we can hardly judge of its merits. Except
perhaps, in New York City, the pauper
class iii American cities is so. small that food
depots would be seldom required except in
exceptional seasons of hard time?. But the
plan uf decanting the surplus population of
cities to fauns in the country is going on all
the time. General Booth's plan indeed only
differs in minor details from the methods
which have been pursued in Ireland on oc-
casions of famine, when the unions resorted
to compulsory emigration to avert general
starvation.

The flaw In the plan is that the class for
whose benefit it is adopted willprobably re-
fuse to avail themselves of it, ami that there
is 110 means of coercing them. Even iv
London persona who aie willingto work
generally Ret work after some weary wait-
in?. Those who never set a job are people
who do not want a job, and who prefer to
trust to providence for food and shelter
rather than put in a square day's work.
General Booth, in his "Darkest England,"
describes his scheme as "a great machine
foundaiioued in the lowest slums of our
great towns and cities, drawing up into its
embrace the depraved and destitute of all
clashes, receiving thieves, harlots, paupers,
drunkards, prodigals all alike."

Hiiein the General shows himself to be
more of a philanthropist tlian a philo-

sophic observer of humanity. The classes

whichhe proposes to "embrace" will, with
few exceptions, decline the civility. They
had rather starve two or three days in the
week and preserve their bohemiun freedom
of roaming where they pleas?, stealing

where they can and defying all law, human
and divine, when there Is no policeman in
sight, than submit to the stern rules which
wouldhave to be enforced in the General's
colonies. No one can fail to be touched by

the sincerity with which the General pro-
poses to "drain off the social residuum,"
but ifthe residuum coagulates and refuses
to be drained off what is the General coins
to do. about it?

TIIK CANADIAN PACIFIC.

The gigantic railroad combination that is
apparently about to be consummated leads
a contemporary to the conclusion that the
Canadian Pacific Railway is all that stands
between the people of the United States and
a considerable increase in rates. Itis in-
timated that the San Francisco Chamber of
Commerce committed an error inresolving
that the laws which prevent ships from
doing business between American ports

should deny to a foreigu railway the privi-
lege denied to foreign shirs, Kemedies
which throw American business into foreign
channels should be regarded withdistrust.

Such is not the way, to effect a cure. A
Government that cannot handle domestic
questions without calling in the aid of
foreign nations confesses its inefficiency. A
very poor way to keen American roads
from charging exorbitant rates over their
routes is to procure transportation to be
done over foreign routes ana by foreign
companies. In the event of such a consoli-
dation of railroad interests as has been fore-
shadowed, our Government will be called
upon to protect the people from extortion.
The cost of transportation can be ascer-
tained with sufficient approach to accuracy
to enable the Government to establish
maximum rates without danger of injustice

to the capital invested. The Interstate Com-
merce Act demonstrates the ability of the
Government to control the most powerful
corporations. The railroad combination
will possibly make the subjection of cor-
porations to the law the leading issue in
American politic?.

OI7T OF WHULB CLOTH.

TheExaminer said on Sunday inreference
to the taxes a fanner has to pay:

"
lie can

hardly clothe himself anil family for less
than $150, but the tariff demands something
like $75 of that" Our veracious contem-
porary will find some difficulty in showing
that a man who clothes himself and family
on Sl5O a year pays one dolar into the Fed-
eral Treasury. A man who might buy two
$73 suits ina year would p«y about S'M in
excess of what he w<uliipay ifthere were
no duties on foreign clMb. But a farmer
who clothes himself nr.d family on Sl.^J a
year does not buy imported cloth. Ho does
not buy SlO worth of anything that may Dot
be made in this country. The coarser va-
rieties of woolen cloth, nil kind of cotton
goods, and nearly everything a family in
moderate circumstances wears, are nearly ot
quite as cheap in this country as abroad.
ItIs by such misrepresentations that a tem-
porary prejudice has been created against a
protective tariff.

WILL AhSKIiT ITS BIGHTS.

A Chicago dispatch to a contemporary
gays the National Commissioners propose to
assert their rights. Perhaps the commission
would do well to ascertain what its rights
are. The local directory seems to have the
key to the money-chest. It has been said
that the member of a matrimonial firm who

carries the nurse is ruler of the household.
The National Commissioners of the World's
Fair might find a good deal of law to show
that they have a right to mannge the enter-
prise, but their first movement should be
upon the $10,000,000 Guarantee Fund. If
they can capture that they will be in a posi-
tion to "assert their rights." Ithas been
remarked as somewhat strange that the
California Commissioner, who knows the
value of money ifnothing else, should be a
member of the impecunious party. He ap-
pears to be engaged in the somewhat diffi-
cult tas-k of convinciuE the Chicago Direc-
tory that the National Commission ought to
have charge of the Guarantee Fund.

A TAKIFF FOX KEVISNCE ONtl.

A local free-trade paper says: "Aperfect

revenue tariff would yield no protection at
all, and a perfect protective tariff would
yield no revenue at all." This statement is
half true. A perfect revenue tariff would
yield us no protection at all If revenue
were the only object, duties would be laid
on articles we do not produce. Revenue
from articles we do not produce could be
more closely estimated and more easily col-
lected. Duties would be confined to a small
number of articles. The McKinley tariff ad-
mits free about 45 per cent of the eutire im-
ports. Uut the articles it admits free are
articles we cannot produce, thief among
them are lea, coffee and spices. A tariff for
revenue would revere this rule. It would
impose duties on r.rticles we do not produce

and admit free articles we do or may pro-
duce. It is true, therefore, as our contem-
porary says, that a tariff devised solely for
revenue would afford no protection. But it
is not true that a taiiff devised solely for
protection would produce no revenue. A
perfect protective tariff is not a prohibitive

tariff. A tariff devised solely for protection
would impose a tax on foreign goods, but
not one that would shut poods out entirely.

We impose a tax on wool, which serves to
protect wool-growers, hut we still import

wool. The same is true of woolen goods.
We impose a tax on iron in every stage of
production, but we >till Import iron. Wo
might go through the whole catalogue of
foreign articles upon which duties are laid
and lind inevery ease that a protective tariff
both protects and provides revenue. A per-

fect protective tariff would matte protection
its first consideration, but revenue would
result from it. The people will eventually
decide between the two policies— between a
revenue tariff which affords no protection
against foreign competition and a tariff
which does afford such protection, and at
the same time provides revenue.

WORSE FOR CURLEY.
Strong Evidence That He Killed

How Ah Wong.

The preliminary trial of Thomas Curley,
charged with the murder of How Ah Wong,
an unoffending Chinese, near the corner of
Pine and Franklin streets on iho night of
the 10th iust., was resumed yesterday in
Police Court 1.

The principal witness was James Conlon
Jr., who lives near the scene of the murder.
He testified that he was in Kelly's stables
on Pine street on the evening of the fatal
assault with other young men, when Cur-
ley, the accused, entered with a big club.
The club was examined. Itwas a heavy
piece of redwood scantling, strong as a post,
and had a nail in the thick end. I'tirley left
the stable and a few minutes later screams
were heard in the next block. '.nuking up
the street witness saw a man running away
toward Van Ness avenue. The group of
young men in the stable went to where they
had heard the cries and found the Chinese
weltering in his blood upon the street.

A message was sent to police headquar-
ters ami the patrol-wagon took the Chinese
to the Receiving Hospital-.

'1he club that Curley had carried into the
stable was found across the street from
where the dying man lay. It had some
blood upon it. Witness recognized it in
court.

About half an hour later Curley strolled
Into the stable looking quite Unconcerned,
and laughing.

"Get out of here," exclaimed Frank Kelly,
one of the proprietors. "1don't want any

one in this stable who beats people to death
on the street."

Further hearing of the case was set for 2
o'clock this afternoon.
