SEA AND SHORE.

Whltelnw Will Wreck the Selene
at Santa Rosalia.

Notes From Kew Bedford fcr Whalers— Trouble

•With a Crew-Carts in Waiting for

Coal—Movements of Ve«seli.

About two months ago the British bark
Selene and the French baik A. Thiera were
driven high and dry on the beach at Santa
Rosalia, Mexico, during a heavy gale. All
efforts to get them off were fruitless, and tlie
crews of both vessels came up here on tho
steamer Xewbern and were provided for by
the Consuls of the nations they belong to.

Captain England of the Selene stayed by
his vessel and saved all tlie cargo he could
from her and then sold her at auction. The
purchasers were Captain T. P. li.Whitelaw
and others of this city. The purchasers
made all preparations to send the wrecker
Whitelaw down to Santa Kosalia to wreck
the So'ene, but first had to make application
to the Mexican Government for permission
to work there.

Yesterday Whitelaw received a very cour-
teous letter from the Slexican Secretary of
the Treasury granting, without any pay-
ment of dues of any kind, permission to
work both on the Selene ami the Thicrs.
The wrecker was at once cleared for Santa
Rosallft, and willleave to-day about noon in
command of Captain Harmson. Her crew
will number fifteen, including three divers.
Captain Whitelaw will go down overland
and join his force at the scene of the wreck.

WATTISQ FOB COAL.

A regular recession of coal-carts was
waiting north of Market street all day yes-
terday, anxious to receive Wellington coal
from the ships discharging at Pacific-street
Wharf. Tlie line, which was in places four
deep, extended from Pacilic street to Union
and circled aruuml Lack again to the dock.
At fl o'clock, whin the clerk gave out tickets
10 the tminsteis entitling them to load tu-
day, there were 183 vehicles in line.
