FOR PERSONAL INJURIES RECEIVED.

Walter and Martha A. Renwick have sued

THE AGASSIZ PROFESSORSHIP.

The conditions under which the late Ed-
ward Tompkins of Oaklaud endowed the
Agassiz Professorship of Orciental Lan-
guages and Literature in the State Uuni-
versity have been fuifilled. Mr. Tompkins
bequeathed, in 1872, forty-seven acres of
land on New Broadway, with the prevision
that it should be held until the whole or
part should be sold for §50,000, this sum to
be devoted to the endowment of the chair.
The land has been soid for $50,000.

MORTGAGED TO THE REGENTS.

Henry R. Miller has morigaged to the Re-
gents of the University of California the
Camron Block on Fourteenth street, between
Breadway and Washington, for £51,000. He
has also deeded the same property to Au-
tuine Borel, subject to the mortgage. Miller
is a mining man, and recently purchased the
Camron Biock, which he remodeled from a
theater to a lodging-house and chaunged the
name to Park llouse.

A Strike of Iron-Workers at the Judson
Y Works.

L. H. Long, Justice of the Peace-elect,
has received his certificate of election from
the County Clerk.

Almon Ames, Assemblyman-elect from
the Forly-sixth District and a resident of
Berkeley, has been elected Chairman of the
Alameda County delegation in the Assem-
bly.

The articles of incorporation of the Berke-
ley Investment Association were filed yes-
terday morning, with a ecapital stock of
$500,000. The Directors are: W, E. Sell, J.

Jr., J. K. Stewart, W. P. Moore, Richard
Stevenson, John Finn, John M. Foy Jr., all
residents of Berkeley.

I'bere is eonsiderable talk now about havy-
ing half-hour trains all day on the Berkeley
local line. At present there are only hourly
trains between the hours of 10 in the morn-
ing and 3 in the afternoon. The travel on
the local line has doubled itself during the
past two years, and yet there are no better
accommodations to-day than there were
then. There is no question that the travel
on the local line at the present time war-
rants half-hourly trains during the middle
of the day, and it is hoped that the railroad
company will make the change as soon as
possible.

The ironworkers at the Judson Works,
Emeryville, have gone on a sirike because
the Superintendent, Napovleon Beauregard,
had discharged a water tender named Willis
Drake, and refuses to reinstate him.

The mem-
bers of the Iron-worker’s Union, now on the

strike, prepared the iron for the molders.
The rolling-mills at the works are closed,
and orders have been issued to allow none of
the strikers in the buildings of the
company or inside the fences surround-
ing the works. The strikers have
fitted up headquarters at the Commercial
Hotel, Emeryville, and ag\?ointed a com-
mitiee consisting of . Muliender,
Edward Murphay, J. O’Connor, William
Kitto, Edward l%nckhill. They demand
that Drake be reinstated before they will g0
to work again. 'I'nis the Superintendent
says will not be done and that as soon a8
the pay-rolls can be made out the strikers
will be paid off and aischarged. He says
the rolling-mills will rewmain closed forthe
remainder of this week, but will be opened
for work again on Monday with a new force
of men. He denies most emphatically the
charge that Drake was discharged because
he was an entlinsiastic union man, and says
that the only reason was that he believed he
could employ another man to better ad-
vantage as water-tender, who would do bet-
ter for the company than Drake was doing,
and that union or non-union bhad nothing
whatever to do with the matter.

The Dewocrats have already
so large a majority, and have made such a
hue and ery about the unseating of members
of their own party in the present Congress,
that there is reason to believe that they will
endeavor to make political capital by giving
the seats to those who can show that they
were really elecred.”

WASTED ORATORY.

_George H., Kvight sat at a dinner last
night with a party of frieuds aud the eon-
versation by some chance drifted around to
the subject of oratory. George, of eouise,
bas had no little experience in that line, and
be was looked to as something of an author-
ity on the subject.

*“The man who starts out with the idea
of being un orator is liable,” he said, *‘to
Tun across an unpleasant- oecurrence oc-
casionaily, and at times these incidents are
ludicrous ns well. Several years ago, I re-
member, when Iyearned for fame, 1 was
invited to deliver a ¥ourth of July oration at
a small town in Humboeidt County, and you
can readily imagine, as it was my first effort
in that line, what elaborate preparations I
made.

I
launched out with all the fervor of a young
orator, and was doing my very best when a
tall, gawky fellow, who sat almost in front
of me, wearing a broad-brim white bat and
with a bandana handkerchief about his neck,
spraug suddenly to his feet, and pointing, as
1 thought, iIn wmy direction, shouted: °Dee
tue cuss buck!” 1 had an iwmpression
that he reierred to me, but a moment later
the audience had disappeared. Following
them with my eyes 1 saw a man coming
down the hill on a bucking horse, and the
crowd making for him helier-skelter. I
never finished my oration.”

HE HOPED HE HAD.

“And that reminds me,” said J. C.
Cawpbell, who formed one of the party,
** of a setback I had when I was somewhat
younger than 1 am now, and which proved
a wost vaiuable lesson, in spite of its sever-
ity. 1 was making my first political can-
vass, and, as 1 thought, covering mysell
with glory. ! haa beeu out some two or
three weeks, and chancing across a very old
and dear friend 1 said to tum: *Have you
heard my last speech?’

** My friend eyed me eritically fora mo-
ment, aud, with chilling sarcasm, replied:
*That is a pretty hard question to answer,
Joe, but to be candid with you, I hope to
heaven that I have.” ”
