BIGBKB IItiATIOS.

The recent gift of Mrs. Alexander ofNew
York (nee Harriet Crocker of this citato
grinceton Univeisity, of a building forcom-
mencement exercises and various assem-
blages common to university lile, is the

latest indication of a puilose on the part of
some of cur rich people to see to it that our
insiilulir.ns of learning shall not fnilin their
object through want ot means. ]Sot many
fears ago there were grave fears that they
might do so. In the States west of the
Mississippi, the reservation of the sixteenth
.mil thiriy-sixth sections for school purposes
afforded ample menus for primary educa-
tion; but the low price commanded by the
laud lelt scant margin for the purposes of
university development In the Eastern
States, ithas been lor many years customary
for rich men to donate large sums ot money
or properties to universities; thus Harvard,
which was iv actual straits some years ago,
has now 50,000,000 invtbtid, Yale aud
Princeton have each ever Sr>,oUo,u>o, Cornell
receives income from investments amount-
ing to over $8,000,000, and the wealth of
Columbia exceeds even that large ligure.

Our own university at Berkeley, though not
so wealthy as these institutions, is still able
to command the services of able professors,
and has nn admirable college edifice with
suitable giounds; but it could use more
money than it has with advantage to thfi
SUte and to the cause ot education.

Our plan in this country is different from
the one which Europeans fuil»w. There
the tendency is to concentrate institutions
of higher education; here, our idea is to
disperse them. In Great Britain ar.d Ire-
laud there are seven gieat universities : Ox-
ford. Cari.'lifitige, London, Edinburgh, Glas-
gow, Aberdeen aud Dublin. In France
almost every leading city has a college; but
the University of France at Paris, which
counts some BCOO students on its rolls, is
practically tie one focus of higher educa-
tion. So in Germany, there are universities
of note at Gottint;en, Loud, Freiburg,
Leipsic, and elsewhere; but parents who
propose to give their sons the highest possi-
ble education send them to Berlin, where
there are SWO students ennl!cd. As the
best-edixnted Englishmen of the day grad-

uate at Oxford, so the Frenchman seeking
the same advantages goes to I'aris, and the

German goes to i!erhn.
We have in this country 361 institutions

called indifferently colleges and universities.
Of these the great bu.k are merely good
schools, where little or no pretense is made
to impart higher education. Only half a
dozen or so can compare as institutions of
learning with the great universities of
Europe. A vory fair education can be eot at
Berkeley ;hut a young man who proposes to
probe to the bottom a branch of letters or
science, and to add something to the sum of
common knowledge, generally feels itneces-
sary to complete his training ou the other
side of the mountains. Under Charles Eliot,
Harvard has so enlarged its sphere that it is
unsurpassed anywhere, and Yale and
Columbia are not far behind. Their means
can command the very highest ability in tho
educational line, aud tliey are conducted in
a large, enlightened spirit, which justifies
the hope that they willcontinue to turn out

as they are now doing, young men who will
be really scholars hud leaders of human
thought.
Itis not unconim en among those who have

not enjoyed the advantage of university
training to deride it us an accomplishment
only lit fordudes. Perseus who hold those
views must be classed with those who ruu U>
the other extreme, and maintain ttiat no
man is fitfor the battle of lifeunless he has
graduated at a university. In ioiut of fact,
the progress which this country lias made
l.as been largely due to the enlightened
counsels of those who laid the foundations
of their knowledge at a university ;but it is
also true that some of our greatest men
never went to college at all. There is room
in this country for both clashes. Lincoln
was none the less pre-eminent among men
because he dad received 110 schooling. But
the weight which Massachusetts has always
commanded in public affairs has been large-
ly<iue to tl.e fact that the leaders of thought
in the grand old commonwealth were gradu-
ates of Harvard.

American surgeo!;* nave the credit of bo-

hio among the nu-st daring in th'iir experi-
ments, but they do not beat the French.
What do you think of an attempt to clean
a man's heart? This is what was attempted
a short while since here in France. This is
a true story 1am telling you.no invention.
Two surgeons actually set Jo work to open
a man's chest for the purpose of getting at
and cleaning his heart.

Joseph Davenne, an upholsterer^hafl been
suffering for many years with fatty degen-
eration of the heart. The pool man knew
he had not long to .live, yet he was only
la years of age and saw uo reason why be.
should die yet.' Moreover, the doctors told
him that they luiehtpossibly cure him. They
pursuaded him that at least he would be do-
ing Invaluable service to science and that!
he was bound to die soon at any rate ifnoth-
ing was done, whereas this might prove the
means of curing thousands ofsullerera be-
sides himself.

"Ana so," the story is gravely told in a
French medical journal from which1trans-
late, "'loor M.Daveune consented to place
himself under their hands."

Then comes a lot of technical description
of the operation, which was performed un-
der water while the patient was in a condi-
tion ot anesthesia.

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GLACIERS.
Seas of Ice Among flic Mountain

Tops in Perpetual/ Snow.;:

Inhigh valleys, among the mountains whose
tops are covered with perpetual snow, are
often found seas of ice called "glaciers."
They aro formed thus: Snow that falls
upon lofty mountains melts very littleeven
in summer. So in valleys high up among
the mountains it gathers to a great depth,
and, from the weiyht of the snow lying
above, the lower laytjs become icy, as a
sucw-ball does when squeezed. Tlie upper
crust melts a little during the heat of the
day, and the water sinks down through the
snow, and then freezes at night. From this
melting and freezing the mass of snow is
soon changed into a sea of ice.

Kemember that when water freezes it ex-
pands. Ifwe tilla bottle with water and let
itfreeze, over night, in the morning we find
that the bottle is cracked by the swelling of
tlie ice. So itis with the water that forms
glaciers. When it freezes itstretches, and
pushes its way down in whatever direction
the valleys slope.

Glacier's oi to-day at*much smaller than
the ice seas of lung ago, but still, in study-
ing tnein we learn to understand the old
glaciers.

in traveling down valleys these ancient
Hl.ioieis left traces of their jouruoy. Over
ail the places where the ice seas passed the
roots are rounded and highly polished. A
field, of these rounded] rocks, when seen from
a distance, looks like a field filled with
sheep avouching on the ground, and Swiss
geologists haw called them roelies mouton-
uees

—
"sheep-like rocks." Ina valley along

the summit uf the Koi-kv Mountains, near
the "Mountain of the Holy Cross," there is
a beautiful display of these polibhbd,
rounded rocks.

As the glacirrs moved down the valleys
great rocks, frozen fi-st in tlie ice on the
sides, and at, the bottom, scratched and
marked other r^eks as they passed by and
over them. Sometimes these scorings are
very broad and deep, for the immense rocks
the glaciers carried were like strong power-
ful tools in the grasp of a mighty engine;
sometimes the lines are as line as those of a
fine euiiraving. They usually run all one
way,and by looking at the direction iv
which the lines run one can tellthe direction
Id wlii.h the glacier moved, in the sand-
stone west of New Haven, Conn., the deep,
broad scorings can be plainly seen running
toward the soutneast. The height at which
these scratches occur tell us something of
the depth of the ice.

Markings in the White Mountains indi-
cate thai the ice was more than a mile deep
i'Ver the region now known as Xorthern
New England.— St. Nicholas.

EACH HAD AN ANTLER.
