IN SIAM.

The Oriental Fashion of Putling
Robbers to Death.

Terrible Tortures That the Victims Must Eg-
dure Before the Death Biow Is Struck.
Bcedies Laft to the Vultures.

.

For several months previous to O:zto-
ber, 1886, the city of Bangkok had been
the scene of many daring robberies,
writes William P. Chipman to Suoshine,
and several times the most atrocious
murders had been added to the lesser crime
of burgiary, until no sense of security could
be felt by the citizens on retiring at night.
No one kuoew whose residence would next
furnisbh material for the robbers’ avarice, or
whose life wouid not be sacrificed in defend-
ing his lawful property.

Netwithstanding the vigilance of the po-
lice and bigher officials of the city the rob-
beries became more and more frequent, and
if it were possible, more and mere daring,
until a feeling of excitement and anxiety
took possession of the city, The skill with
which the eriminals eluded detection sug-
gested the possibility that the officials them-
selves might be in league with them, or else
the robbers were in a positi on to know and
thus to thwart the plans of the autihorities
to ecapture them.

But in October, by what seemed the
merest accident, two of the burglars were
discovered, and on their arrest gave testi-
mony which resuited in the capture of the
whole gang, fourteen in number. A young
American who was in the employ of the
Government had occasion in the aischarge of
his official duties to visit Bam-Pa-Lu, the
King’s summer residence, a few hours’
journey above Bangkok, on the Menan
River. Delayed by his official business
somewhat longer than he expected, it was
already dusk as he approached, on his re-
turn, the capital city., To add to his discom-
fiture a tempest, which has been for hours
threatening, burst upon him. Fortaonately
an old, dilapidated house, overhanging the
river baulk, was close at hand, and, at the
direction of the young American, his row-
ers pulled the beat underneath it, where
they waited until the neavy rainfall was
OVEr.

But the tempest had sent two other men
into the upver room of the house also for
shelter, and, suppoesing themseives to be
alone, they induiged in a conversation
which disclosed their connection with the
iong mysterious burglaries. Shrewd enough
to make use of his opportunity, the young
official sent his boat on to the city at the
cessation of the storm, whila he fol-
lowed the robbers to their habitation.
Before morning they were under arrest, and
within twenty-four hours the ouvher twelve
accomplices had also been secured. Of
these, three were, on their trial, sentenced
to death, while the other eleven were im-
prisoned for life.

A SPEEDY PENALTY.

Whatever may be said azainst the barbar-
ous penalties still practiced by the Siamese,
their speediness in executing punishment on
eriminals is an example to civilized coun-
tries, an example which, if put into prac-
tice; might have a tendency to lessen crime
by impressing it upon the minds of the
criminal class that there ean be no possibie
chance of escaping the punishment of vio-
lated law through appeals from one court to
another.

The execution of the three criminals, who
were sentenced to death, took place within
the same month of their arrest, and was wit-
nessed by a large crowd of spectators, a3 all
executions in Siam are public. Among those
who attended the execution was the young
American, whose opportune discovery had
put the criminals into the hands of the au-
thorities. When he left the city, in company
with the Amerlean Consul, on his way to the
place of execution, the rain wa® falling in
torrents. After proceeding as far as they
could by carriage they were then forced to
walk nearly half a mile through ankle-deep
mud, but deemed the occasion of sufficient
importince to overcome even that obstacle.

The spot selected for the execution was
perh:aps as dismal as it would have been
possible to have found within the preciucts
of the city, and seemed in perfect harmony
with the sad event about to take place.

A small plat between twodilapidated tem-
ples, surrounded by a swamp jungle, and
with tully 1000 vultures perched upon the
braneches of the adjoining trees waiting for
their meal of human flesh, will furnish the
imagination with a picture of the place.

About a half hour before the execution
three stakes were planted firmly in the
ground about ten feet apart in a direct row,
and each standing about two feet above the
surface of the earth. Banana leaves were
laid on the ground beside the stakes for the
criminals to sit upon when placed in & posi-
tion for execution. Directly behind the
stakes to which the prisoners wers to be tied
were planted three more stakes with sharp-
pointed tops, standing about four feet high.
These were to receive the heads of the vic-
tims after they were decapitated.

As soon as these arrangements were com-
pleted the prisoners, preceded by a company
of soldiers and musicians, were led out to
the place of execution. The legs of the
prisoners were manacied with heayy iron
chains, a wooden yoke was placed about
their necks and their hands were fastened
in wooden handcuffs. After each prisoner
had been securely fastened to his appointed
stake the yoke and handcuffs were re-
moved and about fifteen minutes were al-
lowed them to prepare for the final and
tragic termination of their eartiily careers.

INCENSING THE CONDEMNED.

Incense was burned in front of each pris-
oner, and any simple want manifested by
them was imwediately supplied by the at-
tendants. As the time drew near to con-
suininate the tragic scene the ears of each
prisoner were sealed with eclay, their bodies
inclined forward in a sititng position, and
their heads slightly bowed.

Marks were now drawn across the back of
their neck to airect the executioner’s aim,
and it warned the doomed men that the end
was very near, but the sealing of the ears
prevented their hearing, and thus they conld
not know the exact instant when they wouid
receive the fatal blow, as the executioners
approach from behind.

Presently the executioners appeared from
out the temple with drawn swords in their
hands, and dressed in scarlet robes trimmed
with gold. The swords were about three
feat long, with broad and shining blades.
When within about thirty feet of the pris-
ouvers the executioners halted, and, holding
their swords by the hilt and point, brought
them in front of their taces for an instaut.

Then, flourishing the flashing blades high
in the air, they noiselessly approached the
prisoners, with grimaces and contortions
not uniike these assumed in an Indian war
dance, until divectly behind them. Then
they grasped the hiits of their swords with
both hands and simulianeously brought
them down with well-directed aimupon the
necks of the doomed men, almost severing
the heads from the bodies. To have com-
pletely severed the head at a single blow

would not have been considered scientific, |

or the mark of a skilled executioner.

The moment the fatal blows had been
given the executioners disappeared as noise-
lessly as they had come. 'I'he attendants
then severed the heads completely from the
bodies and placed them on the top of the
sharpened stakes,

The bodies scarcely moved after the heads
were severed, but the contractions of the
faces were something horrible to behold.
Indeed, the contractions of one of the heads
were so violent as to throw it from the
stake, but it was immediately replaced by
an attendant,

The chains were now removed from the
limbs of thre beheaded men by cutting off
their heels, and then the bodies were left for
the vultures to dissect. Scarcely had the
throng of spectators taken their departure
before the horrible harpies were at their
work, and a few hours later only the cleanly
picked bones of the eriminals told of an ex-
piated law, or suggested the sad tragedy
that had taken place there,

SAVING HIS AMMUNITION.

Why a United States Marshal Held His
Fire for Future Use.

In the 'year of the last yellow fever epi-
demic in the South one of the first men to
catch the disease at a summer resort on the
guli was a tall, rather heavily built man,
whose eye was dark and keen and who wors
a fine gray imperial.

Her death recently caused his attorney,
W. S. Anderson, to break the seal of silence.

*“It was the most dramatic scene I ever
witnessed,” said Mr. Anderson. 1
have seen all the tragedians of the
past quarter of a century,.but none
that compared to the scene on that
occasion. The mother, every line in her
face showing the most intense suffering,
and ber heart nearly broken, while the son,
knowing that the truth would kill her, stood
like a statue, his face showing the pallor of
death, assuring her that she was mistaken.
Such int-usity of action was never pro-
duced on any stage. It could not be.””—Cin-
cinnati Enquirer.

FISHERIES CENSUS.

Information of FPacific Coast Interests to
Be Ob:ained. b

Special Agent C, W. Smiley of the Census
Office in Washington,with several assistants,
arrived in the city yesterday for the pur-
pose of getting statisties of the fisheries. In
previous censuses the statistics of the Paci-
fic fisheries bave been very much neglected,
ana now an effort is to be made to collect
this information in a mannper thoroughly
worthy of the immwense interests of this
Coast. Some seventy-five local enumerators
have been selected in California, Washing-
ton and Oregon, including five in this cty,
who will enter tmmnediately upon their work.
The statistics desired will cover the “capital
invested, the number of men emploved and
the amount and value of the catch, and will
relata not only to the fisheries proper, in-
cluding the whale fishery, but to oysters,
lobsters, ghrimps, shelis, ete. The enumer-
ators in this city have already eutered upon
their work and will visit the firms and in-
dividuals engaged in fishing for the purpose
of securing the information.

The office of Mr. Smiley is at 73 Ap-
praisers’ Building, where he will be glad to
Se¢ any persons interested in the fisheries,
The local enumerators are Messrs, McFad-
den, Kinard, Douglas, Gopchevitch and Arm-
strong.
