different fruits, and in the course of his ad-
dress described the properties of the soil in
different parts ofSanta Clara County, claim-
ing for the eastern slope of the Santa Cruz
.Mountains a peculiar adaptability for table
grapes, especially at an altitude of 1500 feet.

On the Monterey side of the mountains,
he said, the fruit ripened earlier and so had
the advantage of high prices in the \u25a0 begin-,
ning of the season, but the grape Is much
solter and does not bear transportation so
well. On the low, heavy lands .near , the
bay pears do better than elsewhere. On the
higher land table grapes bring $250 an acre,
and an additional profit is alterward made
by the purchaser who ships them to market.
On his ox crt-hard his ten-year-old prune
trees yii-ld $700 to $800 an acre, and pears
pay him 8300 an Here. All his neighbors,
observing his success, are putting in prunes
this year, but cannot secure enough young
trees for planting.

J. S. Stabler described a trip to Placer
County; where he made an examination of
the bottom lands and found \u25a0 splendid
growth of prunes and peaches. By com-
paring results there with those obtained
from his owi oivhnid in Sutler County, he
found that the prunes did better inthe moist
bottom tend than in his dry sandy loam.
The peaches on his own place wire,how-
ever, far superior, and he believed

would not thrive under any conditions in
bottom land or reclaimed swamp.

peaches neighing twenty-three ounces.
The Mussel Slough country h« believed the
best lor raisin culture—even superior to
Fresno.

Professor Hilgard told of experiments
with muscats grown en strong alkali laid.
They looked splendid and were very lamp,
but made an inferior grape. On the .-übjt-ct
of diehard cultivation, he believed tnat
plowmc could be done without on certain
soils, but where thu surface soil is shallow
pl( wing must be respited to to deepen it
He advocated plowing half an inch deeper

each year instead oi turning up a larger »ed
in the first place, because bridging tomuch
of the subsoil to the top prevents the growth
of crops for a number of years after, lie
also thought that Santa Clara orchardists
are pursuing a ioor policy inkillingdown
the. wetdn, as their doing so deprived the
soil of a very valuable fertilizingagent. .If
they d" not like weeds they should grow
buckwheat ami plow it under when it
readies a height of one and a half to two
feet.
