
MILLIE ACQUITTED.

A Verdict Rendered in Twenty

Minutes by the Jury.

The jury in the ease of MilliePanlmrst
rendered a verdict of not guilty at 4:30
o'clock yesterday afternoon, after having
deliberated about twenty minutes.

During the morniugsession an attempt was
made by the Assistant District Attorney to
introduce as witnesses persons who had
formerly known Miss Tanliorst on De Boom
street, and who would testify that her life
there- was not chaste.

Mr. "Wilson objected noon ths. first at-
tempt, art-iiii!!- that the defendant was not
on trial for bring unchaste.

The Judge said that unless Mr. Campbell
could show that Miss Panliorst perjured
herself by testifying that she was an inno-

!cent woiiiiiuuntil Goldberg met her the evi-
-1 dence he was seeking to introduce would be
Incompetent and the objection was therefore
sustained.

The ptosecutioti before closing its case in-
troduced a few witnesses to prove that Gold-
berg was not iv the habit of carrying a
pistol.

Mr. Campbell asked to havo the court
take a recess until afternoon, so tbat he
could have a little time to prepare himself
for argument.

Mr. Wilson replied that he was willing! to
submit Hit- case without argument, but the
rocess was taken.

Mr. Campbell's argument reviewed the
salient poiuts in the evidence neighing most
effectively against the defense, and ridiculed
the idea of setting up a defense of insanity
and self-defense, two positions he declared
exactly opposed to each other.

A PASSIONATE APPEAL.
Mr. Wiis.'ii replied to Campbell's remarks

abciit .San Francisco's "shockingly immoral
society by saying tbat such men as Sam
Goldberg made it so, and a remedy would be
to kill lhem all oil. lie appealed to the ju-
rors to remember the hideousness of tne
wrong Goldberg hud done the girl, aim
asked tbem to show her the same considera-
tion they would expect shown to their own
daughters under similar circumstances.

"Come with me," exclaimed the counsel,
appealing passionately to the jury. "Come
with me down Market street any day üboui
4o'clock in th" afternoon audi" wili show
you dozens of just such human fiends that
make our society what it Is—fiends that are
lurking nt tins moment to lure your wives
aud daughters lo ruin aird death. Tbey
ought to be killed. God grrmt they may br-
in time to save tho-e whom they now would
make their prey."

Gentlemen of the jury, it is your duty
todo what you can to lift this unfortunate
woman out of tiie slough of despond. He-
store her to her liliertv. You cannot give
her happiness; that willbe denied her while
she remains in Ibis life."

RECEIVING THE VERDICT.
Itwiis the. very general Impression el all

that the jury would not remain out more
than five or ten minutes, so that when tha
delay lengthened into fifteen and twenty
minutes the assurance of the young woman's
dt-fenili rs began to waver a bit. But then
there came a loud rap at the door of the
jury-room. Hesponding to it. Deputy
Sheriff Mackrett hurried from the court-
room and summoned Judge, defendant and
counsel. Though few Had a doubt as to the
result the suspense attending the delay ot
polling the jury aud calling for the verdict
was almost painful.

"Gentlemen, what is your verdict?"
asked the clerk."

We find the defendant not guilty,"
quickly responded the foreman.

Miss Panhorst gave a sharp cry and fell
into the embrace of her sister, where she re-
clined convulsed with sons for fully a
minute. The crowd iv the court-room ex-
pressed its approval by a burst ofapplause,
and, in the course of ten or fifteen minutes,
the young woman had sufficiently recovered
self-control to receive the congratulations of
her friends, and, hnlf smiling, half sobbing,
she thanked with a kind word all who ap-
proached her.

Before leaving the court-room she asked
the officers lo express her deep gratitude to
the press of tiie city lor its kind and
charitable treatment of her; also the Sheriff,
his deputy, Mackrett, aud Mrs. Gamba, the
matron of the jail, who had done so much to
make her eonitorlable. She left the court-
room with her stepfather and relatives,
stating tuat she would stay at home with
he r folks.

Judpe Hoffman of the Uuitod States
District Court wns busy yesteiday bearing
the case in admiralty oi Frank Johnson,
James Giay, John J. Figuera. and Edward
Smith versus the American schooner Sylvia
Handy, a seal-hunter, when, with its ap-
purtenances, bad been libeied for wanes.

On January 11, I">S7, the schooner sailed
from this porton abanting cruise. Among
her crew were seamen Gray, Figuera ami
Smith. The latter two were to receive each
a one-fiftieth part of the proceeds; the
former one-seventieth. liy the time they
reached Victoria 192 sealskins Had been
taken and at this port hunter Johnson
joined, fie was contracted with to receive
one-twentieth of the proceeds, aud on May
\\ MB7, the schooner started on its cruise.

The season was gooil, and KM skinswere added to the catch by September 2d
when a United States revenue cutter caught
them and made a seizure of the entire out-
fit. A libel was filed by the Governmentagainst the skim, but the owners appealed
giving bonds for the skins.

The complainants aver that the skins
taken before reaching Victoria were sofa*
for Sl'-48, and those afterward for 810,751.
Of this amount, Johnson claims that his
share is $68766, Giay 8171 41, Figuera and
Smith $23998 each. The papers in the suitwere filed last April and all the witnesses
were examined and argument heard at ad-
journment jesti'rday.

LUIGIDAMA'S WILL.
More Evidence to Show His Sig-

nalore Was Forget!.

During the trial of the Luigi Dama will
contest yesterday before Judge Coffey,
depositions in reference to the hand's riling
of the deceased were lead. This testimony
was intr. duced in support of the contest-
ants' allegation that the willof Dama as ad-
mitted 11 probate is a forgery.

Jennie Forbes of Boston, a teacher, de-
posed that she knew Dama thirty-two years
and that he had been lier music-teacher.
He married her sisler, and she saw his
handwriting man; times, having received
ninny letters from him. Deponent did not
believe the writingof the will,as judged by
a photographer's copy, tv be Damn's, but it
was a very good representation, in her
opinion the signature was not that of Luigi
Dam i.

This testimony was corroborated by tho
deposition of Frank 11. Randall, her brother.
"1do not think."lie deposed,

"
the writing

in the alleged willwas dono by Dama. ltis
too well done incomparison with the letters
Ireceived from bim, aud 1do not tnink itis
his signature."

Benjamin Randall of llost-n also stated in
a deposition that he first knew Dama in is;;;,
when he became amusic teacher for some
nf the deponent's sisters. He did not think
the alleged will was in the handwriting of
Dama. Itis a studied resemblance, but not
the same.

The next interrogatories answered by the
deponent were in relation to the contents of
a Safe Deposit box in Boston belonging tv
the deceased and the testimony on this
point was that the contents uf the box in
1887 were $5000 in Government bonds— four
ol £1000 and two of $3O0; also some articles
of jewelry which had been given to Damn's
deceased wife by her former husband. In
1880 there were nine Government bonds in
the box. but Dama was not the owner of
that property in KirjJ.

The pertinency of these statements was
due to the fact lhat the will was made iv
1887, and in its provisions the bonds were
bequeathed to Mrs. Sarah Barker Smith,
nnd it was stated in the will that the bonds
were in the Safe Deposit b.x. Randall
further deposed that lie sold in May, 1885,
Sli.oou worth of bonds, leaving $3000, and
those were in the box in1887, and not $1"L,0U0
worth, as tiie testator devised In the alleged
willol ISS7. Deponent sold them in Doma's
presence aud under his direction. The
check was made out in Doma's name and it
wns with that money that certain property
on Jackson street in this city was pur-
chased.

K. A. Waterhouse being called testified as
follows : "Ihave been nere since 1865, and
have lieen connected with the firm of Water-
house &Lester, which firm is conrjiosed ot
my brother Columbus Waierhouse. 1 was
acquainted with LuigiDam i and first met
him iv18M); took lessons in vocal music
from bim. He was a verycareful man in hishabits; sometimes he seemed to Ivvery lib-
eral and sometimes very close. Ifeclaimed
tliat his wiis tlie ooly true method of teach-
ing vocal music aud" all other systems were
wrung. 1was familiar with his handwrit-
ing."

irhown the nllcjed will of the deceased,
the witness said it was not, in his opinion,
written by Luigi llama. He had seen llama
sign his name several times, and lie be-
lieved the signature to the will was a for-
gery. When cross-examined Mr. Water-
house remained firm inhis declaration that
the writing in the will is not that of the
deceased. lie had beeu the administrator
ot the estate of Damn's deceased wife, bnt
denied that he had had a quarrel withDama
over the compensation he was to receive.

Frederick O. Young testified that he was
an expert In and a teacher of handwriting,
He said that for a mouth he had been en-
gaged in making comparisons between ad-
mittedly genuine specimens of Doma's
handwriting and photographic copies of the
alleged will. Hu was explaining his rea-sons for thinking that the handwriting of
the alleged willis not that of the deceased
when the court adjourned.

PURCHASE ALSO MEANT PAY.
A Decision on an Aiai-rue-l Contract to

Deliver Fruit.
A decision was rendered yesterday by the

Supreme Court on the appeal of the defend-
ant in the complicated suit of the Cutting
I'acking Company vs. The Packers' Ex-
change of California. On September 17,
1881, a contract was entered into between
W. C. Blackwood and the Cutting Packing
Compauy fur the delivery of a crop of apri-
cots at Haywards for ihe seasons of DSS2,
1883, 1884, 1885 and IS*!, to be not less than
seventy-live tons and not more thau -00 tons
per year, and at tne agreed price of 3 cents
per pound. Uu March 15, 1882, the contract
was assigned to the Packers' Exchange ot
Calilornia by the Cutting Packing Com-
pany, lint Blackwood refused to deliver tho
fruit to the substituted firm.

During tbe month of July nnd August,
IKTS4, and in accordance with his contract,
Blackwood made a delivery of 235,693 pounds
of apricots to the Cutting Packing Company,
which iv turn tendered It to the firm to
whom ithad transferred Its—-the contract;
but the fruit was refused. It wns then
placd on sale by the plaintiff and brought
•4770 CO, or 93300 39 less tba amount it was
compelled to pry Blackwood, who then
brought suit aud recovered judgment. The
packing company then entered suit to re-
cover fiom the exchange the whole amount
in accordance With the contract signed over
lo it.

The trial court held— and in its judgment
the Supreme Court has coincided— that,
while the plaintiff was not released from the
burden of the contract byit.assignment,
yet when the defendant "took tbe right to
purchase the fruit it also assumed the bur-
den of paying for it. The court held the
contract to be a non-negotiable instrument.
