Action in the Case of a Stock-
fon Clergyman.

The Name of Rev. D. L. Munro Stricken
. From the Roll of the Presbytery.

: ""I'YA Youog Man Sentenced (o San Quentin
~for Forty-five Years—A Seattie Bank
Cashier Shert in His Accounts.

StockToN, Dec. 2—Rev. D. L. Munro,
the Presbyterian clergyman who startled his
congregation a few dundays ago by makiog
a confession of worldly thoughts, is no
longer recognized as a Presbyterian clergy-
man, and will henceforth be an independent
minister. His relations with the Stockton
church have been dissvlved and his name
erased from the roll of the Presbytery.
- This result was effected to-day at a session
of the Presbytery of Stockton, which is
made up of clergymen and elders of churches
in the Stockton distriet, which includes San
Joaquin Valley counties and those of the
mountain counties adjacent to this.
An official report of the doings of the
Presbytery reads: ** The Presbyterv con-
sidered the confession of Rev. D. L. Munro,
made before the congregation on the Sab-
bath morning, November 16th, and also a
communication addressed by Mr. Munro to
the session of the church, in which he
expressed his willingness to have the pastor-
zl relations dissolved if the session deemed
best. The session having agreed uuani-
mous!y that it would be for the best that
the relationship be dissolved the Presbytery

took sction at once and dissolved the
pastoral relation. Rev. G. W. Lyons
was appeinted to preach here on

the second Sabbath of December, and to
declare the pulpit wvacant. Mr. Munro
having reported to the Presbytery that he
renounced the jurisdiction cf the Presby-
terian Church by becoming independent,
the Presbytery rec.rded the faet and erased
his name from the roll of the Presbytery.
Thus Mr. Munro becomes an independent
minister, and the Presbyterian Church can
- 0o longer be regarded as responsible for his
actions or confessions.”

The meeting of the Presbytlery was se-
cret, and only the official report given above
has been made public; but it is learned
that Munro may need a demit 1o preach in
Michigan, where he came from, but the
Presbytery decided that if it was
beiicved he was not fit to preach here
he should not be certified to the church
elsewhere. It is believed he will lead an
independent chureh here if his following is
large enough. The members of this church
belisve that a few who have been converted
to his faith-cure beliet will follow him, bat
they bhope he will go East. Ha said re-
cently that if God so commanded him he
would enter the Presbyterian church and
preach there, whether the congregation
liked it ornot. If God told him to go and
preach in saloons or houses of bad repute
he would do it. He says God has told him
he did right in making a public confession.
It is reported that wealthy relatives have
arrived from the East to talk with the de-
posed clergymaun.

TRAGEDY AT SAN RAFAEL.

A Psinter fhot snd Fatally Weanded by a
Chinamen
SAN RArArn, Dec. 2.—This morning
about 7 o’«lock Ah Lee alias Frank, a Chi-
Bese, in the employ of T: B. Berry, shot and
“ fatally injured C. H. Sheunton, a painter,
who bhad bLeen empioved on the Berry resi-
dence. The Chinaman is now in jail. The
facts of the case, as near ascould be learned,
are as follows: Shenton had been working
at the Berryv place for the past few days.
This morning he went there to paint a front
hallway and finish up his {ub. He found
that the hallway in which he was to work
was dusty, and he asked the Chinese to
sweep it for him. Lee applied a vile epithet
to Shenton, as a reply, and Shenton struck
bim. The Chinaman then attempted to
strike Shenton with a brcom and Shenton
“took the broom from him. Ah Leethen ran
to his room, put on his coat and started to
Berry’s Urcther’s house. Shenton got
into  his wagon and started to go
to. Ross Valley. The Chinaman then
waited until bhe cawme up to him, and
ealling_him a vile name, opened fire on the
ainter. Shenton attempted to jump from
is. wazon when a second shot was fired
taking cffeet in his back. He fell to the
ground, and the murdercs Mongol delibe-
rately tired two more shots, neither of them
takinz effect. The Chinamen then ran to
the Berry house and gave his pistol to Mr.
Berry, telling him what he had done. Ber-
rv tock the Chinaman inlo custody and
delivered him to the Sheriff. Shenton was
conveyed to his home, and on examination,
was found to have been shot in the left side,
. the bullet lodging in his spine. His lower
" limbs are paralyzed and his recovery is
~doubtfnl. Ah Lee is spoken of by those
who employed him as a very quiet China-
man. He has been a teacher in the Chinese
Mission School here. Among the working
class who have had anything to do with bim
he is known as quarreisome and vicious. He
bas repeatedly shown his revolver to per-
sons working around him in a threatening
manner.
Shenton is very low, and his deposition
will be taken to-night.

The manner of the
accomplishment of the erime was extremely
aggravating; robbery was also accom-
plished. *The Court is satisfied that you
are utterly depraved. Your presence isa
constant menacs to society., That being so,
it is the duty of the Court toretire you from
the worid. The Court can bardly believe
that you possess a well-balanced mind, but
he Court must consider tbe crime. The
judgment of the Court is that you be im-
prisoned at the San Quentin prison for a
term of forty-five years.”

RAIN AT LAST.

A Heavy Storm and Downpour Begins
Early in the Night.

The long-looked-for rain came down last
night in copious streams, after a whole
day’s gloomy foreboding. Shortly =after
nightfall big drops began to fall slowly and
the gusts of wind carried a slight mist,
which grew denser until about 9:30 o’clock,
when the rain first fell. Before two bours

Suddenly umbrellas appeared on all sides.

The incan-
descent lamps flickered fitfully, and the
greater number refused to glow at all.

The are lights also flickered, but in long-
drawn efforts, often becoming dark fora
minute or two, then shining again, or some-
times failing to give out more light. At the
coruer of Pine and Kearny sireets, a wire
that touched the woodwork and awning
lost its covering with the sudden change
from dry weather, and emitted a light that
illuminated the vicinity and l%nited the
buildigg. In several places similar occur-
rences'were noted.

Early in the morning the storm increased
in its impetuosity, the wind rajsed and
moaned In the chimneys and through win-
dows. The storm had all the appearance of
having come to remain for the season.

M. Riley suggested that the collectors of
the altar societies should have charge of the
bazaar collections, and J. J. McMade moved
that a committee of twenty young men be
appointed to do the collecting, which, after
an hour’s canvassing of the question, was
passed by a fair vote,

LABOR UNIONS.

Plan for the Formation of a Ma.
rine Federation.

A plan to bring together all the Coast
maritime unions into a federation is being
considered. It originated with the steam-
ship sailors and longshore lumbermen and
should the scheme be carried out the follow-
ing unions will be represented in the feder-
ation: Longshore lumbermen 400 men,
steampship sailors 800, marine firemen 700,
steamship stevedores 700, stevedores’ pro-
tective 250, riggers and stevedores 300, inde-
pendent long-horemen 1C0, ship-carpenters
400, riggers 150, brick-handlers 100 and the
great Coast Seamen’s Union, with a mem-
bership in good standing of 4200 men, mak-
ing in all over 8000 men represented.

Brewery Workmen,

At a meeting of the Exccutive Committee
of the Brewery Workmen held last night an
additional $100 was donated to the striking
molders and core-makers, making about
$800 given in all. A letter was received
from Seattle stating that a new brewery
there—the Albert Braun Brewing Associa-
tion—had conformed to union rules and had
signed a contract to that effect. All branch
Secretaries were instructed to send in sta-
tistical statements of finances and member-
ships, as General Secretary Fuhrman is pre-
paring an annual report for all the unions
on the Pacific Coast. The brewery work-
men noew have $9525 05 in bank, and will
bave over £10,000 by the first of the year.

Forniture-Waorkars,

At the meeting of the International Fur-
niture-workers’ Union, No. 15, a communi-
cation was received last night from the
C ouncil of Federated Trades, asking that an
asse ssment be levied on all the members of
the union for the benefit of the molders and
coremakers. It was decided to call a joint
meeting of unions Nos. 15 and 25 for next
Wednesday night, when the matter will be
definitely determined. The Committee on
the Amalgamation of the two unions re-
ported that they would have to vote sepa-
rately on the proposition, and for that pur-
pose special meetings of the union will also
be held on next Tuesday night.

Trouble for the Box-Makers.

It is said that more trouble is brewing in
the Box Sawyers’ and Nailers’” Union. In
reference to a schedule for over-time charges
Secretary Pye of the union called upon the
proprietors of factories yesterday, but says
he was treated with scant ceremnony. He
says they told him they would employ and
discharge whom they pleased, would fix
prices to suit themselves, and the union
could do whatever it pleased about the mat-
ter. The union will not act on the subject
until some plan is decided upon by the
Council of Federated Trades.

Puzz!ed Pressmen.

The Pressmen’s Union is puzzled over the
unpleasant fact that a large amount of
such printing as labels, ete., in which the
principal item of expense is presswork, is
done in the East and then shipped to this
city. Eastern firms have agents here who
solicit this kind of work at very low rates.
The union cannot understand this, as in the
cities in the East where the work is done the
wages of pressmen are much higher than on
this CoastThe union intends to investigate
the nmuel.’

Carpentors’ Couneil.

The new District Council of Carpenters
and Joiners of California will not attempt
anything radical when thoroughly organized,
but will preserve the advantages already
secured. The eight-tour law is now practi-
cally adopted among all the carpenters on
the Coast, and the chief alm of the ccuneil
will be to prevent encroacliment upon this
beneficial law.

More Molders Gone Eastward.

The striking iron-molders stated lagt night
that during the dav two importsd men left
the Risdon Iron Works, two the Pacific and
one the Fulton, aud that they were sent
East by the union. The usuil weekly do-
nations have been received from the varj-
ous unions, aud the moiders and core-mak-
ers declare they are still in the fight to stay.

Willow-Workers' Stamp.

The Cane and Willow Workers’ Union in
its_agitation of home industry will adopt a
California white-labor stamp. The men are
chiefly engaged in making thie wicker-work
coverings for demijohns and their chief com-

etitor 1s the willow cover imported from

ermany. ‘The stamp to be adopted hy the
union is a tin tag bearing the words: *Cali-
fornia white labor demijohn.”

Stair-Builders.

The stair-builders report that business is
unusually brisk, and that all members of
the union are steadily employed. At a
meeting laet night four candidates were
initiated and six applicationis received. An-
other shnlp has conformed tc union rules,
making all in the city unionized.

OBITUARY.
CAPTAIN JOHN ANDERSON.

Captain John Anderson, who for eighteen
years was master of the American ship
David Crockett, died on November 25th at
the residence of his son, Edward A. Ander-
son, Brooklyn, N. Y. Captain Anderson
was a native of England, but his first ex-

erience at sea was in an American vessel.

e was in command of a vessel when he
was only 22 years old, and at the outbreak
of the war was captain of the steamship
Commander, trading with Southern ports.
He was later master of the Mercury, which
became a school ship. Eighieen vears age
he took charge of the David Crockett, & clip-
per ship of 2600 tous, which had the record
of the best average speed between New
York and this port. Sle sailed between the
two ports over and over again in 101 days.
Captain Anderson had been out of active
service for nearly a year at the time of his
death. In 1872 Captain Burgess, master of
the Crockett, was washed overboard during
a fierce squall off the River Platte, while on
a voyage from San Francisco to Liverpoo),
and Captain Anderson succeeded him in
command.

EMANUEL MUZIO,

Emanuel Muzio, the original leader of
Italian opera in this country, died vester-
day in Paris. Adelina Patti, Clara Lounise
Kellogg and her sisters, and many ether
singers of more or less note were among his
pupils. He relinquished the duties of his
gro(eusiqn many years ago, and of late has

een living in retirement in Paris, He was
for a while at the head of the Conservatoire
in that city, and while occupying that posi-
tion was drepded by all applicants for
admnission in consequence of the strict disci-
pline he enforced. It was possibly owing
to this trait in his character that he became
one of the foremost musical instructors in
the world. He is credited with having said
that America bad as good opportanities for
& musical education as anywhere in Europe,
but the schools lacked discipline. It was
his hobby.

M. LE GRAND VILLERS.

The death of M. le Grand Villers, the Gov-
ernor-of the Bank of France, is announced.
1t occurred yesterday in Paris. The dead
Governor 1s spoken of as a man who,
throughouf the years of difficulty under
which the bank labored, managed its affairs

in an eminently prudent and successful
manner.

COLONEL 8. D. R. STEWART.
Colonel S. D. R. Stewart, brother of Sena-
tor Stewart,. superintendent and large
owner of the Lineoln mine, died at Sutter
Creek yesterday very sud&enly from apo-
plexy. Deceased was well knowan in mining
circles.
