Air. Ash said he claimed the right to file

the petition under Section 'M7, Code of CivilPiocedure,
The Court inquired for objections and

\\illi-im Al. l'lerson, for the Supervisors
aud ill-port, replied mat he had none.

After leading the complaint Mr. I'iersnn
argued that under Section 34.-3, fide of CivilProcedure, Hie Court hud no power to giant
\u25a0the .njiiuciioii,inasmuch as the awarding of
tlte printing was au act of legislation by theSupervisors.

The Courl remarked that the action ofhe "-upervisor-" in the matter was not dif-ferent frttni a similar action by un author-ized body innwaiding a contract for sup-plies to any public institution.Iniintlicr argument Mr. l'ierson stated
that there were no grounds ittum which tomake it case, becniibe plamtitf in his com-jiiuintdoes not allege Irreparable injury to
fiini.se.f or any other person by the award-
IBMof said contract, lie also asserted that
while the right to review the action of aIJoard of Supervisors is conceded, yet no-
where could he find a precedeut for a Court
of iquity to enjoin Suitervisors from per-forming a legislative function.

"NOT A "LKGISI.ATIvi ACTIO"",-.

C. F. Jennings, representing ihe petition-
er, ieplied to i'lorson's argument by declar-
ing his intention to oppose and denying the

claim that the awarding of the contract i.s a
legislative action. He characterized the in-
tention to award the said contract as only a
part of the execution of a contract, and
cited a decision of Chief Justice Morrison
which proclaimed the awarding of a prim-
ing contract by Supervisors to be lurelv a
ministerial act* " Therefore,**Mr. Jennings
argued, "itis not a legislative act, for the
law obliges Supervisors to let a printing
contract and advertise for bids therefor."
lie quoted repeatedly in support of his
argument.

"The admission by counsel for de-
fendauts of all the allegations in the com-
plaint, althoiii-h Iho chartes thereiu are
rnscttlitv anil illegal actions," said Mr. Jen-
nings, "is not auy more astonishing than
their temerity '" appearing in ciiurt to re-
quest that the Injunction be dissolved."

The Judse gave a careful consideration to
the point mado by Mr.Jennings "tliat the
proposals for bids incorporated street-Work
aovertislng withother city work and after-
ward stated in a misleading manner tliat
Btreet-work advertisinc would not be re-
girdctl us city-work advertising." Inorder
that he might investigate t lie matter thor-
oughly Ire adjourned fi.rther hearing uutil "J
o'clock tliis afieinoon.

SHARP'S VICTIMS.

Litlle Doubt Entertained of liis
Rascality,.

Sketch of His Business Career— Unfilial Cob*

duct—How He Sr>ld Pip-Iron— Mrs.
Pauline Sharp's Position.

The Jake Sharp escapade, if nothing
worse, was the sole topic of conversatb n
yesterday among the mercantile fraternity
during the dull moments of busiuess, and
the interchange of ideas ou this subject
helped to start .more than one spicy story
concerning ihe absconder. Resides lower-
ing him greatly in the estimation of the
business com invnity, the stories, whicli
lound ready credence iv their travels, throw
a ray of lightupon his history that partly
explains the mystery of his Hight.

A ciuple of gentlemen who were not
aiixijus lor newspaper notoriety and accord-
ingly req'iestcd thai tjieir names be sup-
pressed gave a Cai.i. reporter the history
of the vow insolvent concern, and funrMied
clews which, when followed up. completely
upset the estimate in which Sharp had beea
held by his numerous victims, and leave no
doubt th.it his departure was tbe result ofa
cunning plan tofleece his creditors ani all
who trusted him.

inn OBIGINAX.l"Ii:\l.
The firm was originally known as "Shaw

&Sharp," the partners being William A.
Shaw, a hard-headed Scotchman of keen
business Instincts, and Monis Sharp, a
shrewd and tight-listed old German
of rather eccentric ways. lt was
funned in the latter part of 1868,
the two meu pulling into their venture a
sum uf $5000 «ach. i'he business grew and
prospered until Ihe spriug of ISTB, wuen, iv
consequence of domestic troubles betweeu
Si.atti and his wife, the oid man withdrew
and gave bis interest to his sou Jacob (the
I.r.sent absconder), who had joined hands
with I.is stepmother in her warfare against
Iim. The old gentleman was practically
forced out of business by thesa two, and,
thoroughly disheartened by his home trou-
bles, he gathered up the remnants of his
fortune and returned to his uative towu iv
Germany.

SIUDKN" AITLIEXCE.
Young Jake was. at the tune of this sud-

den change in his fortunes, a buy of i'o
years and a student at the Berkeley Uni-
versity. Up to that time he had never had
the handling of money, save a small monthly
allowance of 5- or ?:'•. lie at ouce entered
into the possession of, to him, a princely
revenue, amounting to Sl9O monthly, the
balance of the nrofits going into the busi-
ness. But Instead of I'siny this witb judg-
ment, he, from the very lirst, plttimed hoail-
long intodebt, and to meet his expenses in
a little while die .\ $.00 a month, and finally
S-."-U a month from the busiuess.
This continued until isst, when the
licr.u of the linn discovered that
Jake had collected a sum of SJioO
which be had immediately converted to his
own use. He piofessca repentance, was
firgivet and the amount charg-rd up against
him. This happened iii lbo early fall, aud
by the middle oi the followingsummer the
illeiise wis repealed on four several occa-
sions. The amount involved was about the
same each time. All of Sharp's misdeeds
were condoned hut the last, when, seeing
that lie would not alter his course, the part-
nership was dissolved, and Mr. Shaw gave
up his interest for -oini-thing approximating
$10,000, oric-linlf of wbicli was cash and the
balance notes, indorsed by Mrs. Paulina
Sharp, who besides being tho absconder's
stepmother and the founder of his fortunes
Is a sister of thu re'.'enlly deceased Joseph
Spanier.

JEALOtS OF JAKK.
On account of the friendly relationship

which has always existed between the two,
and which is admitted to have been "he
cause of considerable jealousy on Morris
Sharp's part, as he was his wife's senior by
many years, thero are those uncharitable
enough to assert thai Jake doesn't owe Mrs.
Pauline Sharp a cent aud that her attach-
ment on the office is a bluff, meant to encour-
age the belief that her son has robbed her of
her all. This matter will no doubt
be tested in the courts, and it is
even probable that the valuable personal
property she is known to possess
will be levied upon by the Sheriff to-day.
W. A. Sliaw, the ex-member of the linn,
lias already commenced suit against son
and stepmother, to recover upon one of the
notes, which matured last week, and au at-
tachment is now inthe Sheriff's hands. A
fourth attachment has also been issued at
the instance of the UlacK Diamond Coal
Company, to recover (1318, but as tliere is
nothing to levy on tins bangs fire in ihe
Sheriff's office. A fifth attachment will in
all probability be taken out to-day hv the
Oregon Improvement Company, and "it is
this which is likely to most nearly concern
Mrs. Sharp, as the lepurlis abioad that iier
fins, diamonds and other valuables will
ornament the Sheriff's othce before night
falls.

HE WAS A CAMirI.KII.
Several curious stones about tiie runaway

attribute his fall, among oilier things, to
Chinese lottery. He is also -aid to have
owned a thud interest in the spanier cigar-
Store, where gambling for high stakes was
knowu to be carried on for years—in fact
the ci"iir business was but a cloak for the
other. Here he, no doubt, dropped the
larr-e sums ne drew out of the partnership
cf thaw & Sharp in 18.sr-r-B'.it and possibly
continued to do so up to the time of
S|tanier's death. That he Was fast is also
admitted to-day, as readily us ilwas denied
jesterday, and the names of many frail
women are bandied around in connection
with his.

No secret is now made of ihe fact that
Meyer, Wilson & Co., the wholesale iron-
dealers.are large losers by their transactions
with him. and it is freely charged that while
purchasing pig iron from them at SW per
ton ou time, he immediately disposed of itat
S-T to tiirs for cash or short credit. Tiie great-
er part of this material went to Reno, Tus-
cariiraand other mining centers, and it was
to that part of the country that Jake went,
presumably to make collections, before he
dropped out cf sight. He was seen at the
\osemite House, Stockton, ou Tuesday last,
by several Sau Francisco commercial meu,
and must have beeu ai Bene two days later,
as a telegram was received here from tliat
town on tint liiilhult., making au api>oiut-
nient withhis legal adviser for the following
Saturday.

HIS FItIEXDS DOTAL.

A Suspected Thief Jailed— The Bcu'evard Pro-

John ITrich's San Francisco attorney
thoufiTit yesterday morning at 9:4*> o'clock
that he had his young client safely out of
the clutches of the law on the rlittp'iiof
grand larceny for the alleged picking of the
pockets of Mrs. Friedman at Uie Oakland
pier on Saturday evening. Ulrich's ease
was at the foot of tbe calendar in the Police
Court and when tbe complaint was read,
with an affidavit of the complainant made
on --information and belief" that Ulrich is
the person accused by Mrs. Friedman, coun-
sel fur the prisoner moved for the discharge
of his client on the ground that tiie papers
did not state facts sufficient to constitute a
criminal offense. Judge Henshaw sus-
tained the motion and ordered tbe de-
fendant discharged. The attorney con-
cluded there would be no repetition of Tues-
day afternoon's episode, and inking the yonng
fellow by the arm marched out of the
court-room with him. When nearly at the
entrance of the City Hall Captain Wilson
and two or three other officers were ready
and acain arrested him and took him below.
Tbe counsel went back into the court and
ehde&von d to have the officers punished for
contempt, but was informed that the Court
did not see that any contempt had "been
Committed. The prisoner bad been dis-
charceil and is out of the Jurisdiction until
brought before the court again, lie did not
know why lie had been arrested, but the
officers might bave another charge against
him. The attorney left immediately for San
Francisco, saying ho would have I'lrich
across the bay on habeas eiirpu"*, and that
when there discharged he would not be
again rearrested. Up to last nighi the new
writhad not beeu served. A new complaint
aud wan aut were made out yesterday after-
niHin Inanticipation, and Ulrich would have
been rearrested if he had been discharged,
Mrs. Friedman will swear to a complaint
tliis morning. Dlrich's pal, who escaped
frcm tlte officers on the Oakland mole, is
supposed to be as.-sisting liini to come out of
jail.

MOUNTAINS OF SALT.
Nevada Onco the .Shore of the I'ncillc

Ocean.
The Reno Journal says tbat the salt

mountains located on the banks of tho Rio
Virgin, an affluent of the Colorado, inLin-
coln County, "Nev., cover an area of about

twenty-five miles, extending to within seven
mils of the junctiou of that stream with
the Colorado. The salt they cont tin is pure
and white and clearer than glass, and it is
said that a piece seven or eight inches thick
is sometimes clear enough to nee through to
read a newspaper. Over the salt is a layer
of sandstone from two to eight feet thick,
and when this is torn away the salt appears
like huge snowdrifts. How deep it is 'has
not beeu ascertained, but a single blast of
giant powder will blow out tons of it Un-
der the cap ro k have been discovered
charred wood and charcoal, and matting
utade of cedar bark, where the salt has pre-
served the bark of prehistoric man.

The Lyon County Times relates that in
Nye County General Irish has discovered
caves filled withclear salt. His idea is that
this line of caverns was once the snore of
the Pacific Ocean, and everything there
points to this theory. In places, he states,
he could see objects through twenty feet of
ciystallized salt, and he has also found In-
dian pottery and weapons of war, such asbows, arrows and spear-beads in the caves
which were evidently hollowed out by the
action of tue waves.

ifsuch deposits of salt were inCalifornia
or Oregon, plenty of Nevada capital could
be found to invest in them. Being inour
own State, however, they are too near home.

AN ALASKA MESSIAH.

He Caoses a Strike Among Chi-
nese in the. Canneries.

Koch Trouble Results Frcm the Imposition
of Labor Contractors

—
A Self-Elected

God of War AlmostDrown-d.

Interesting news from the Alaska can-
neries was brought to this city yesterday by
the steamer Sigual, which arrived in port
oarly yesterday morning. The vessel brought
a heavy cargo of canned and barreled
salmon, consigned to local companies. More
tlian this, the steamer brought intelligence
of a peculiar craze among the thousands of
Chinese employed in the canneries of
Alaska, and an explanation for the cause of
the shortage of nearly 70,000 eases of salmon
for the season's catcb.

From A. B.Ford, the charterer of the Sig-
nal, who came down as a passeuger, and from

.the officers of the steamer a reporter ob-
tained some important facts in reference to
the unpleasant experiences the canners had
during tbe season with their indolent Mon-
gol employes. "Atone of my canneries,"
said Mr. Ford, "Ihad lifty-twolChinese,
who were furnished me by a Celestial labor-
contractor. Out of this number there were
only two who were not green hands. That
is what led to a great deal of trouble later
on. We generally get a half dozen men who
know nothing about the business and who
are either too indolent or surly to learn, out
of every fiftywho are supplied as experi-
enced tishers or packers.

COXTP.ACT CHIXKSE.
"This year we were imposed upon to an

alarming extent, and so was nearly every
cauner in Southeaslern Alaska. A good
deal of trouble and excitement was also oc-
casioned further north lrom the same thing,
but of tbat 1knew little. At our canneries
the green hands began to act ugly noon the
day they were landed. They could not or
would not do tin- work, and refused to com-
plete the labor to which they were assigned.
Finally every one of the Mongols obj-cled
to receiving orders or instructions, aud flatly
refused to work at all. Their strike seems
tv hnve been ordered by a sort of half-
crazed fellow called 2MI Ping, who professed
to be a new 'God of War,' and preached to
his fellow-cnuntrvmeu that they were eu-
tiiled to their bond amd coutract wages
Without work. Dining the time they were
idle they created no disturbances. Atlast
the boss Chinaman induced the men to go to
work and the strike came to an end. This
-triko »as one of ihe causes that lod to the
bis shortage in tlte season's pack.

JI.V.NY OiIKEX HASUS.
"The Chinese are paid by piece-work,

that is the contractors who supply them get
a certaiu stun for eacli case or barrel of
saiinou packed. The laborers nre paid by
the season by these contractors, who are im-
posed upon at such a wholesale rate by
sending up so mauy green hands."

Captain Smith of the BaraaoS Packing
Company, whose establishment is situated
on l'aianofl Island, said that out nf twenty-
one Chinese scut up there more than half
were ereen hands. "It took some of thema long time to learn the business," he said,
"and to teach some it would be necessary to
break titeir stubborn necks. For the season,
which lasts about six months, eacli Chinese
is paid from S--W to S'llo by ttie contractors,
who make about as much more out of their
labor. 1 bavo heard lhat among the can-
neries in Uie upper parts of Alaska, where
several th. usrtnd Chinese are employerrrcon-
siderable trouble was also experienced
through the scarcity ofexperienced hands."

The steamer Signal, which brought seven-
ty-three Chinese from the canneries, had
several mishaps and exciting incidents dur-
ing the voyage. The steamer was delayed
twice for about four hours eacli time by her
machinery breaking down and the blowing
out of cylinder rods. The lirst mishap and
delay of this kind occurred just outsido the
harbor of Delia liella and the second near
Cape Flattery.

A god of WAS.
Ah Ting, the deposed and self-elected

"god of war," was aboard, and to him the
superstitious Mongols attributed tho acci-
dents of the voyage. Allalong the Alaskan
coast Ping stood aft night aud day burning
slips of paper, liy tbis peculiar method he
loudly declared he would drive away all
evil spirits aud storms. While oil Loriug,
Alaska, one night, he lost his bal-
ance and toppled overboard. A num-
ber of Mongols who witnessed his
involuntary plunge shook their fists and
loudly curst d hint. Hot one would make
any attempt to rescue bim ar.d were fighting
mad, when Sidney Perry, the brave young
steward, jumped overboard and took hold ol
tne drowning mau. Ping soon had Perry in
a deadly embrace and both would have
drowned hud not an oflicer thrown a life-
buoy 10 them. Ping and his rescuer were
hoisted hack on the Steamer" and resusci-
tated. During the remainder oi the voyage
Pina burned no more paper and remained
in seclusion.

A new manager, on taking charge of a

cafe some time since, says the New York
Herald, was astonished fo see how large a
part of the profit and loss account chargeable
to the wine-cellar was attributed to the
mysterious disappearance of whole quarts,
no trace of which, bottle and all, was ever
found, or to the even more mysterious num-
ber of bottles found with foil, wire aud cork
absolutely intact in the case, but destitute
of a drop oi the once sparkling contents.

Could it be possible such bottles had been
corked and wired empty? Or, on tho other
hand, if the wine had leaked out where was
the consequent discoloration of tbe paper
wrapping mid of the other bottles, etc.? A
detective was engaged from a convenient
point of vantage to watclt the celiarmen In
the long hours uf theday, wlien Ihey roamed
at will through the casks, barrels and bas-
kets.

The cellitvmen had a common yellow bowl
in which they kept ice for their o»n use.
When one of them wanted a cording draught
of champagne he went through no formali-ties at all,not even the cutting of a wire or
the drawing of a cork.

He simply took a quart out of a case,
emptied lite earthenware bowl of its con-
tents, stoml and ice-pick, point up, iv the
bowl nnd brought the hollowed bottom oi
the bottle down with a light quick blow on
Ihe point of the pick. A small, round, even
puncture was the result, through wtiioh the
champagne flowed in a steady stream Intothe bowl.
