MEN ABOUT TOWN.

Some Grave, Some Gay, Some
Wise, Some Otherwise.

One Who Sold Charles L:mVs Library—Curi-
ous Collections of Books—The McKinley
Bill—An Angry Reporter.

Book-collecting has never before assumed
such proportions in the history of the
world as at present, and while it is neces-
sarily a costly amusement, it is indulged in
to a very great extent by men of moderate
means. The sale for $50 a few days ago,
to a gentleman of this city, of a book that
once belonged to Charles Lamb recalls the
fact that the greater portion of the latter’s
library was sold in this country, and many
of the volumes are to be occasionaliy met
with in the hands of collectors, scattered
about the various cities of the Union. Such
as are for sale command fancy prices, while
the major portion of them is.in the hands of
men who could not be induced to part with
tbhem for any moneyed consideration. De-
spite this fact, however, according to K. H.
Moore of this city, who assisted at the orig-
inal sale, the entire library was purchased
by Mr. Welford, who was in his day the
most widely known book-dealer in the
United States,

** He chanced to be in London,” said Mr.
Moore, **suon alter the death of Lamb, and
calling one day on a large dealer, the latter
directed Mr. Welford’s attention to a num-
ber of books heaped promiscuously in a cor-
ner. They belonged, he said, to Charles
Lawmb’s private library, and he suggested that
they might command a ready sale in Amer-
ica. The idea struck Mr., Welford as a good
one, and he purchased the entire lot for
£150, or §730 in our currency. They were
shippea at once to New York, and I assisted
in disposing of them. I do notthink we
realized more than $4%00 for them all, after
parceling them out to odd purchasers.
Some of them fell into the hands of James
Ficld, the Boston publistier, and a few are
now in the possession of George . Childs
of Philadelphia. “Yogether to-day they
would bring thousands of dollars.”

SAN FRANCISCO COLLECTORS.

In speaking of book-collecting, however,
it must be admitted that there are compara-
tively few collectors in San Franciseo who
devote much time or money to this peculiar
hobby, but it is growing in favor, and there
are already some very creditable collections
in the hands of individuals. Nothing, of
course, like the ecollection of rare and
curious editions of the Bible owned by
Senator Charles Farwell of Illinois ean be
found in this city, but that is due, perhaps,
to the fact that no one has ever taken to that
particular fad.

Captain Lees of the detec'ive force is a
collector in his way, and has a good-sized
library of buoks relating to the bistory of
great crimes and ecriminals. Another li-
brary in the hands of a private individual
deals exclusively with the history of Cali-
fornia, and comprises more than 2000 books,
pawpliets and newspapers, and yet there
are thousands more not included in the
collection drifting about in the hands of the
second-hand dealers. A subject which is
attracting a certain «lass of book ** eranks””
is the Civil War, about which thousands of
volumes have been written. To exhaust it
would require a lifet me and a fortune In
money.

A mere list of the books and pamphlets
make up a catalozue of 690 pages, while the
number of newspaper articles, if gathered,
would nuwmber among the hundreds of thou-
sands.  Dietionaries, the history of Christ,
thie Crusades, Napoleon, American Indians,
and a hundred otner subjects have their en-
thus:astic admirers, who spend years and
fabulous aums of money in accumuliating
whatever has been written about them.

AN ANGRY REPORTER.

THE M'KINLEY BILL.

“A certain class of merehants,” said J. L.
Tharp in conversation with a CALL repre-
sentative, “have used the much talked about
MeKinley "bill for ;o other purpose than to
wrongflully extort meney from the publie,
trusting (o the general ignorance of tlie pro-
visions of that measure to cover up, for a
time, their methods of doing business. Take
for example thesingle article ef champagne,
which has advanced in price from 50 cents
to 75 cents a bottle. Now the McKinley
biil is cited as. an excuse, when in reality
the increase in the duty is only 7 cents a
bottle. The other 43 or 68 cents, which the
customer is compelled to pay, is simply an
hmposition on his credulity, and the Amer-
ican people will soon demand a return to
the o!d price, which would still aliow a
handsome margin of profit.”

LIVERPOOL ST} -CATS,

L. R. Etlert has been looking up the Gues-
tion of franchises, and the fact that so many
have beea given away by the San Francisco
Supervisors without any retarn has set him
thinking. ““Now, in Liverpool,” he said,
“lhe city authorities give away no fran-
chises for street railways, but build and
own every mile of track in the city. A com-
pany composed of private individuals may
be formed to operate a car line, but they are
compelled to pay a fair rental to the city for
the use of the tracks and to keep them in
repair. In this way the city derives a con-
stant revenue from that souree, and can at
auy time prevent a combinatlon of the va-
rious lines to the injury of the publie.”

UNCLE SAM’S SHIPS.
Seamen, L:zndsmen and Mechanics
Wanted on Men-of-War.

The Lieutenant in eharge of the local Re-
ceiving Office of the United States Navy at
10 California street was asked yesterday
what suceess he is meeting with in supply-
ing the demand for seamen, ete., on men-of-
war now here and fitting out,

* Well,” said the Lieutenant, “ we want
men badly and have orders to enlist good
men for the Swatara, Marion, Thetis, Alert,
San Francisco and Charlesion. We want
seamen, crdinary seamen and landsmen,
mechinists, boiler-makers, firemen, black-
smiths, carpenters, calkers, painters, ete.”

“Is it necessary that all the men must
have been to sea before ?”

“*No. Men who bave never been to sea
before are eligible to enlist as landsmen or
coal-heavers. When vacancies oceur lands-
men may be appointed as tailors, iamp-
lighters, jacks-of-the-dust, baymeun, ete.,
provided they can quality for these posi-
tions. All men before enlistment must be
examined to determine whether they are in
good physical condition, with good eyesight,
and no one defective in these qualities will
lie accepted. Recruits must not be under
21 nor over 25 years of age, unless they have
a mechanical trade, such as machinist, boiler-
maker, blacksmith, fireman, sail-maker, car-
venter, calker, printer, painter, etc., when
they can enlist up to and including 34 years
of age. Enlisted men serving on bosrd ves-
sels may be advanced from lower tp higher
rates when vacancies occur providing they
can qualify.”

“ How long are the men enlisted for and
what pay do they receive,” said the reporter.

**That varies according to the class or rating,
The terms of general enlistinent in all cases
is three years. All recruits are sent on
board the receiving-ship at the navy-yard,
Mare Island, and drafied from there as re-
quired. Officers’ stewards, cooks and at-
tendants are enlisted only at the request of
officers concerned, and then for special serv-
ire for the cruise of the vessel named. Ap-
plicants for these positions can present
thems-lves for examination and registry at
tne rendezvous. The vay is for landsmen
$16, ordinary seamen $19, scamen $24, coal-
heavers $22, second-class firemen $36, petty
officers, mechanics, ete., $35 to $70 a month
and rations. All whoenlist may leave allot-
ments not exceeding one-half of their pay.
Pensions are given to men who serve honor-
ably for ten or twenty years and to widows
of enlisted men dying from wounds or dis-
ease contracted in the line of daty.”

ALONG THE RAIL.

Another Project to Put a Stop
to Rate Wars,

The General Passenger Agents of all roads
doing business out of San Francisco have
been instructed to meet here on January
15th, for the purpose of considering the ad-
visabiiity of establishing a union ticket
office on the Clearing-house system. If
this scheme is carried out, it will have the
effect of abolishing all the local offices, and
of putting the Eastern passenger business
of the city in one concern. The union office
plan was tried here in 1880, when the Iowa
pool was established, though on a much
smaller scale than the project now pro-
posed. It was a dismal failure and was
d iscontinued after a short trial, but accord-
ing to well-informed railroad men the bad
condition of rates, arising principally from
the practice of paying commissions, has ren-
dered this step necessary. Anoffice such as
the one proposed would probably preclude
the possivility of rate wars, for the practice
of rate-cutting would be unknown. No in-
ducement is held out to employes to recom-
mend any particular line, and passengers
will be free to choose their route (a privi-
lege not always accorded them under the
present system), for whieh they will pay
tariff rates. Probably the greatest advan-
tage to be derived by the roads interested
wiil be the saving of expense of separate
oflices. It costs the Eastern rcads repre-
sented in San Francisco from $12,000 to
$15,000 per month to run their agencies. By
the new system the output would be very
materially reduced, and when the non-pay-
ment of commissicns, and the consequent
safety as regards rate wars is taken into
consideration, the enormous advantage of
the system is apparent.

General Passenger Agent Goodman of the
Southiern Yacific addressea a letter some
weeks since to the general passenger agents
of all roads handling passenger business out
of San Francisco. 1t was a severe criticism
on the methods rescrted to by some of the
San Francisco agents to swell their salaries.
That the Pacific Coast representatives might
be acquainted with the estimation in which
they are ield by the Southern Pacific’s Gen-
eral Passenger Agent, the communication
was in several instances forwarded to the
local agents by their superior officers in the
East. Among other thirgs the letter calls
attention to the fact that the Southern Pa-
cific’s order forbidding the sale of tickets by
agents over roads which they do not repre-
sent 1s constantly violated and that ia many
cases agents are neglecting the interests of
lines in whose employ they are supposed to
be, by selling tickets over other roads and
thereby securing the commission.

The first edition of the Pacific Coast Ofe
ficial Railway and Steawship Guide has
been issued. The publication 1s owned by a
company recently orzanized and composed
of local railroad agents, aud gives the most
complete information demanded by trav-
elers aud shippers of freight eoneerning
railway, steamshiv and stage line time-
tubles, also of all connections, rates of fare,
etc., and like subjects.

PROGRESSIVE JAPAN.

Perfecting Diplomatic Relations
Mexico.

Not long ago the announcement was made
of the conclusion of a treaty between Japan
and Mexico, but until now nothing was done
to perfect the diplomatic ard consular rela-
tions on the part of Japan. 1t was the hope
of the Japanese Government, when the
treaty was drawn, that a large market for
Japanese goods might be developed to the
south of the United States. The belief and
hope that this was probable was shared by
the consular attaches of the Japanese Gov-
ernment in this country, many of whom,
having been educated in the United States,
had opportunities for investigating the com-
mercial outlook for American countries.
Recently the Japanese Government instruet-
ed its Consul at this port, S. Chinda, to pro-
ceed to Mexico to look over the ground and
report in full. This is understood to be pre-
Iiminary to placing the diplomatie and con-
sular branches of the Japanese Government
in operation in Mexico. Mr. Chinda is a
graduate of an American university and
speaks English and Spanish fluently, He
has been Consul here only a short time,

The Presidio Water Supply.

In a recent search for a water supply to
meet the needs of thie Presidio for domestic
and garden purposes, five experimental
wells were sunk without meeting with
nmuch success, At last a well was dug in the
vicinity of the military cemetery, and an in-
exhaustible supply was tapped at a depth
of 51%; feet. It is a flowing well, and will
provide sufficient water for all the neeas of
the post and plenty to spare for irrigation.

CONDITION OF TRADE.

Business Quicting Down With
the €lose of the Year.

Bank Clearings — Expected ¢/Advance in
Freights—Cereals Weaker—Sharp Advance
in Sugar—Coal Prices.

Business is hardly as active as a few
weeks ago. It always falls off toward the
close of the year. At the same time fluctona-
tions are always fewer than during the late
summer and early autumn montlLs; hence
trade really presents few features worthy of
note. The local $ank clearings during No-
vember were $80,822 438, against &72 825,124
in November, 1890. This shows an increase
for November of about §85,000,000. The
clearings for the first eleven months of the
year were $772,976,007, against $768,804,270
during the same period in 1889. So we con-
tinue to lead 1889 in volume of business.

The street is greatly interested in the re-
ported advance of 10 per cent in west-bound
rail freight December 15th. 1his advance
would have a tendency to further increase
prices on some lines of Eastern goods.

THE CEREAL MARKETS.

Most cereals are shaky. They have been
firm and high for some time, but the indica-
tions yesterday were more or less rainy,
and the markets were weak in consequence.
Wheat remained steady, as the dry weather
has impelled holders to cease offering; but
barley options dropped several cents, and
the actual market declined in sympathy.
Corn is now in very heavy supply, and the
Produce Exchange monthly statement shows
very large stocks. Buyers accordingly have
lefv the market, whizh is neglected and de-
pressed, at much lower quotations than
ruled a week ago. Oats have not deckined
with the other cereals, because, like wheat,
receipts have been light; but the market
:annot be called firm, Rye is dull, at un-
changed prices.

Fiour is repgrted in good demand, at
steady prices. Bran and middlings bave
not changed duiring the week. Cornmeal
and eracked corn have declined in sympathy
with the raw grain. Buckwheat is dull, at
lower prices.

T'he Daily Commercial News has this to
say on the grain-bag situation:

Dags are duilat unchanged rates, but this is by
no meaus due to local causes, Caleuita mer-
chauts bave little regard for the interests of
their customers. Last September the Associ-
ated Jute Mills in Calcutta suddenly reduced
their price for grain bags from 120 to 100 rupees
per 1000. At the time of this unaccouniable
proceeding San Francisco importers had on hand
about 23,000,000 bags, of wkich 8,000,000 had
not even left Calentta. They have since bought
7,000,000 at the reduced price, but are anything
but pieased at the reduciton. Whether the pe-
culiar tacties of the Caleutta mills are the result
of sunstioxe or of brandy pawnee, this factis
evident—that they have caused a loss to their
customers of 20 rupees per 1000 on 23,000,000
bags, sav 460,000 rupees, to say nothing of the
7,0C0,000 since sold, on which they have thrown
away 140,000 rupees of their own mouey. Alto-
gether the farmers will save 610,000 rupces, or
about 200,000, mostly at the expeuse of San
Francisco merchants.

GENERAL COUNTRY PRODUCE.

Hay is easy and quiet, though continued
dry weather would have a tendency to
harden the market.

Beans are quiet all around and present no
features worthy of remark, except a decline
in Limas, which are dull and depressed.

Ounions sell readily at about last week’s
prices. Potatoes are stiff at an advance.

Butter is very weak ata decline. Receipts
are increasing, as the cows are now coming
in. Dealers complain that some dairymen
are using the new milk for their butter,
which consequently turns racceid after being
in market two or three days. This ought to
Le stopped. The flurry in pickled Dhutter is
apparently over and the market is now re-
ported quieter, though there is not much
left here.

Cheese is reported steady. Eggs of all
descriptions are very weak, as stocks are in-
creasing gradually. The tendeney is toward
lower prices.

Honey has again advanced, as the Dbest
grades are scarce and wantea,

Dried fruits contibue in unsatisfactory
shape. The market almost always is dull
just before the holidays, but the local trade
here look for a better market during the late
winter and early spring months. Prunes
are in fair demand, but peaches, plums, ap-
ples and pears are weak and hard to sell.

Walnuts are heavily offered and weak.
Almonds are also quieter. Peanuts are
steady. All imported nuts rule firm and
more or less scarce,

Hops are steadily held, but dull. The sit-
uation has not changed for several weeks.

Wool is reported quiet and week

Hides are very weak and depressed. Tal-
low is fairly active.

The meat market is amply supplied at the
old prices.

GROCERIES AND PROVISIONS.

Sugar has been sharply advanced, and is
very firm.

Coffee is quiet, and prices have not ma-
terially changed for several weeks.

Rice rules more or less unsettled. Island
rice is in active demand for coast and terri-
torial trade, while Chinese descriptions are
casier and quieter under liberal receipts.

Provisions are moderately active and not
materially changed.

Canned fruits are quieter, owing to the
close of the year and the recent money
stringency in New York, which cut off con-
siderable of the demand.  Nevertheless, can-
ners report a fair inquiry.

Nothing new in canned salmon.

MISCELLANEOUS.

Tin plate has again advanced, being now
quotcd at §6 75 per box, and sume dealers
ask 87. Pig tin is weak and dull at 231
cents per pound.

Dry geods are still selling well, though a
good rainstorm would tend to increase the
country demand.

There is ncthing new to report in tobaeco
and cigars,

The public wil! be glad to hear that Coos
Bay coal has been marked down $2 per tou,
being now quoted at §9. The cheapening
of a single description of coal is not im-
portant, only as it indicates the tendency of
prices, and the present decline is significant
at this moment. In fact, the coal market is
not inherently strong, though coal dealers
are valiantly talking about possible famine
prices later on in the event of stormy
weather. As they are making thousands of
dollars ofit of the public at present, it would
not, of course, do for them to even gdmit
that the market was hardly as strong as it
had been. The week’s receipts were 18,637
tons coast and 5290 tovs foreign. We will
begin to get relief from Australia in about
sixty days from date, and everybody ex-
pects cheap and abundant coal next sam-
ner.

Lumber is reported in lighter demand by
the local trage. The receipts at this port
during the first eleven months of the year,
compared with the same period in 1889, were
as follows: Pme, 212,608,000 feet, against
285,542,000; redwood, 146,000,000 feet, against
146,790,0005  shingles, 120,878,000, against
87,517,000; railroad ties, 1,368,505, against
681,841, . .

FIRE LIMITS.

A Vigorous Protest Agalnst the Proposed
Extension.

A numercus delegation of property-own.
ers appeared before the Fire Committee of
the Board of Supervisors yesterday to pro-
test against the proposed extension of the
fire limits.

Gecrge Cumming denounced the proceed-
ing as an outrage, not justified by any pres-
ent condition of circamstances, and entirely
preuiature. The district he referred to, Mis-
sion street, about Sixth, is largely inhabited
by citizens who have worked hard for years
to build themselves modest humes. They
are anxious to build more, but are not able
to build brick buildings such as would be
habitable. They are too expensive. He
intimated broadly that this extension was
not conceived through any urgency of safety,
but by some syndicate anxious to force a
corner on its holdings.

Assistant Engineer Sullivan argued that
San Francisco had the least fire protection
of any city in_the nation, and so far from
pushing the limit to the proposed lines only
he thought the whole ecity north of Van
Ness avenue and Twelfth street should be
included in the fire limit.

Supervisor Kingwell opposed the order,
but the other members of the committee
were for it and its passage will be recom-
mended. It was so modified, Fowever, as
not to affect buildings that are now under
headway, or will be commenced within the
next six months,

Engine-houses Nos. 6 and 16 will be re-
paired and provided with new concrete
foundations.
