Tin re was some little difficulty ingetting
a set of Hawaiian colors to run np on tho
Palace Hilei iiatstaft', but it was finally
overcome, and the emblem of the King is
now Seating pseud ly despite the rain and
the fog.

A heavily breaking bar kept the Charles-
ton outside of the harbor on Wednesday
night, and it was well past noon yesterday
iifore riie cuiisluered it snfe to enter the
harbor.

Feculi.ir Coincidence Met With on a

Pulnca Hotel Slip.
Atthe Palace Hotel the clerks have long

had tt.e habit of twice using the slips con-
taining the names cf guests. Every time a

guest registers his name is writtenneatly on
a small sliiiabout twoinches longand three-
quarters of an inch wide, and then stuck np
iv a slot where itmay be easily read. The
eusiim of the clerks has fceeu instead of
throwing these cardboard slips away topre-
serve them in a box alter a guest leaves, and
write the names of later arrivals on the other
side as they come. Clerk Warren has often
taken these slips after they have been twice
used and compared the names on both sides.

Whin tbe Marquis of Lome was here his
slip was afterward usid and on tlie reverse.-ide was fcuiid the name cf a shoe dealer.

Ou the leverse sidn of General William
Tecnmsefa Sherman's slip was found thename v!a visiting Episcopal clergyman, On
tbe name sap containing the name of Mon-
sienor Capei was. found lhat of a prominent
leader i1society. wlio?e beauty is not un-
known in Washington. On. tlie opposite
side of that bearing the autograph of the
Marquis of Queensberry appeared the signa-
ture ol a drummer for a boxing-clove house.

In this way many strange coincidences
have L.etu met by the clerk in afterward ex-
amining the slips, the names of titled
foreigners being often associated wltu thatof obscure plebeians. One of the strangest of
these conditions was that which happened
yesterday.

On ibe arrival of his Majesty King Kala-kaua, liis name had to go through the usual
formality of appearing on a slip. Clerk
t\arreu dived his hand down in the slip-

wiiltan tbe name, of tbe Countess of Kil-tore, who visited San Francisco some timeago on her way from Australia to England.
Ihe clerks state that this is ouoof the fewcases where there was no incongruity be-

tween the names ou bi.tii sides ol the slip—
tlieie being that of a King on one side anda iady with a coronet ou the other. Theslip wi;lbe preserved.

FIELD OF LABOR.

Rattan • Workers Fighting For-
eign- Made Ware.

The Uattan-workers' Protective Union is
turning its whole energy now to the protee-
tuni of home industry. This trade has al-
ways had in this city a discouraging battle
With cheap foreign ware, nnd in exactly tho
same manner that the rjgnr mafcpirn com-
menced their crusade aeninst Chinese aud
tenement-made cigars four or fivo years ago
their union is making war against the cheap
imported ware.
Itis admitted by those who have occasion

'o use rattan ware that the home-made arti-
cle is much superior to the other, but this
fret cannot aline uproot a difficultythat is
if such long standing. There is hardly h

tiiin in the lity that has not always usid the
foreign article to a larj;o extent, almost
with thinking that there is a home supply,
and this condition of things the union is
now obliged to confront.

The members are canvassing the entire
lield thoroughly, in fact haw finished a large
portion of it already, and have met wltu
splendid enoonrageuieut. At last nigiit's
meeting it was repotted that the indorse-
ment of the Retail Grocers' Association had
been a-suivd them, likewise the indorse-
ment of ihe retail nijuurdealers, the Wine-
growers' Protective Association and the
Federated Trades.

The. union adopted a sea! last niiht, which
Isa circular piece of tin, about the size of
a halt dollar, bearing the stamped words,
"California while labor demijohn"; aud
actively concerned in this movement aie the
glass-blowers, wh ipropose to co-operate in
all respects with ihe rattan-workers to m:ike
the home supply ot both wales all that the
market knows.

At the
slated session of the court Ulrieh's attorney
was not present, and the case went over
until to-day to be set for examination. At
a later hour ho appeared, and thu examina-
tion was set for Thursday morning next,

lira. Minnie.Friedman, from whose pockets
the money and the diamond dug were taken,
was in the Police Court yesterday morning.
Sho identiti d the prisoner and swore to a
positive complaint charging him with hav-
ing, on the L"Jth of November, stolen from
her 577, a diamond riug. valued at S7D, and
a purse, of the value oi50 cents. Itis prob-
able that Ulrich's attorney would not have
had his habeas corpus served by the Sheriff
ifhe had Known that a proper complaint and
warrant had been issued. Mrs. Fried-
man lives in Fresno Cuunty, and it
was absolutely necessary for her to
proceed with her husband to their
home on Saturday evening on a matter of
business, involvingmuch more t'uiu the loss
ol her pocket-book and its contents, or she
would have remained to prosecute the charge
at that time. The police believe the young
fellow and his Dal, who Was with him that
evening, are E.isteru pickpockets recently
arrived. The chum evidently disposed of
the diamond ring. As lie secured counsel to
help Ulrlcu out if possible, the police have
been on the lookout, and, it is said, think
they are on his tracks.

"THE SMALL BOOK SYSTEM."
There seems to he universal condemna-

tion against "the small-book system" of
Oakland's po ice among citizens, officials,
attorneys and every one else who believes
in the personal liberties guaranteed by the
Constitution of the United States and the
Constitution of tha State of California to
every resident. The laws of the land no-
where countenance it. The law contem-
plates, so attorneys fay, that arrest* on sus-
picion as well as for knnwn violations of
law shall bo openly made and th«y should
b« booked just the same. There is no pro-
vision by which any one may be arrested,
they say, and held secretly In durance vile.
Every one favored the chancing ol the crim-
inal entrance of the City Prison from the
frout of th? City Hail to the west side, be-
cause the driving up of tiie patrol-wagon
with even a drunk gathered a crowd, which
jostled persons having business with any of
ll.e various city officers whose offices are
situated in the City Hall; but it was not
supposed that it would be a secret entrant.*)
such as was had to the Baslile. It whs ex-
pected that prisoners would be conducted to
the desk of the Priscn-keeper and booked on
the re^i-ter as usual, but instead their
names are taken oo ii siip of paper or a
"small Look," and if not suspicious cases
afterward sent out |to the Prison-keeper to
be placed on the register. The people want

Hrs. LizzieLord, who says she has been

five years inthe asylum at Stockton, having
been sent there from Los Angeles, i- at the
Oakland City Prison. She declares that
she is not insane and has nut been. She hud
been told that sho never would be released
and so she leit of her own accord. She ap-
pears to be sane aud when asked if any one
comd have any motive in keeping her in the
asylum she. said that herestate.whieii Boyle
Greenwood of Stockton, her guardian, had
inbiscontrol, is small and that he is a
wealthy man and (Jieenwood is her brother-
in-law, and that he and her sister had
treated her kindly before her commitment
from his house in Btocktoa Her husband,
however, hail vied of consumption m Los
Anjieles seventeen years ago aud she had
never received a penny of his estate, al-
though he hnd been engaged in land trans-
actions, involvingiar^e amounts, withmem-
bers of his family wiiolive in Luke County.
Tho auihorities at the asylum were tele-
graphed to and an investigation will be
made. Supervisor Chestnutwood and Mrs.
Carrol t:ir asylum came down and took her
last evening. They stated that the unfor-
tunate woman is in-ane on the question of
spiritnalifcßl and the asylum authorities, as
well as the lady's relatives, would be glad if
she were sane, the former f-ueeially on »c-
--count of the crowded condition of the insti-
tution.

The trial of William Hanna, the Liver-
more farmer, on a charge of manslaughter
fur killing William Luders some two months
a^o, was tomineured before a jury in Judge
Gibson's department yesterday, the plea of
Ihe Uelendant b'ing self-defense.

THE LAST OF MIDWAY STATION.
Tlie station building at Midway, the most

•\u25a0xtrtine eastern town in Alumeda County,
was burned at daylight yesterday. The lire

some years. This was a station ol some
prominence during tho days when the. over-land ran over the old western division
through Liverniore. There is little there
now besides a gravel pit, though at one time
Billy Norton aud Archie Lister were the

portant a station in those days," said BillyNorton, "that 1once had a box-car of egas
there for ten days before 1couid get a train
to stop to take it away. Ifthe eags had
stayed there a day longer they would have
cone iffthemselves."

Petition by Dr. C. C. O'Donnell
for a Recount.

E« Avers That Ha Has Been L-gaily E'ect id,
and Charges the Precinct Boaidf of

Election With Maleondcet.

The election ol Mayor-elect George H.
Sanderson has been contested by Dr. C. C.
O'Donnell, who filed his complaint yester-
day, accompanying itby a statement to the
effect that he is informed and believes and
therefore avers that he, and not Sanderson,
received the highest number of legal votes
at the election, but by reason of malconduct
of the Boards of Election in canvassing and
counting the votes a wrong return was offi-
cially announced, whereby Sanderson was
declared' elected.

The contestant fnrther states that more
than CIOO votes were tallied for Sanderson
which should have been tallied lor him,
He adds that by Board of Election he means
the Board of Judges and the various mem-
bers thereof, also the Judges and Inspect-
ors. The charges invoive the returns Irom
every precinct in the city, and are set forth
in 103 pages of printed foolscap.

The contestnnt alleges that he has been
fraudulently, illegally, unlawfully aud un-
justly deprived of and excluded from the
oflice of Mayor, and prays the Superior
Court to order a special session of the Supe-
rior Court to hear aud determine the con-
t.-st; that Sanderson be cited; that the
Registrar of Voters be ordered to produce
the returns of the various precincts for ex-
amiuatiou^ that on such hearing the elec-
tiou of Sanderson be annulled and set aside ;
that the certificate of election issued by the
Registrar be annulled aud set aside; that
the contestant be declared elected to the
otliee ot Mayor aud have lodgment for his
proper costs and expenses incurred, and lor
siicli other order aud relief as may be meet
in tlie premises.

The Death of sin Old Argonaut

Recalls a Thrilling Story.

The friends of Royal Maywood will learn
with regret of his death, which occurred in
Paris on November ;)d of this year. liehad
a Strange, eventful career. Tills city was
his birthplace, and in I*so,at the ace of 20,

he left home for California.
InISMHay wood and a party of friends

were prospecting in a gulch running down
to the Sacramento River, and made a rich
find.
