Would Woman’s Vote Be Influ-
enced by Personal Interest?

How One Erave Womsan Acts in a Lonely
Office—Hints to Girls Behind the Counter.
Girls Who Go Away From Home.

WOMAN’'S VOTE.

Would It Be Influenced by Personal In-
terest the Same as o Man’s?
Editor Woman’s Column, Morning Call :
A writer for the Woman’s Column has sug-
gested that every man’s vote is influenced Ly
possible reasons that concern his own per-
sonal interests, and asks ' Would woman’s
vote steer clear of like temptations and
motives?” Why should it? For what isa
vote but to express one’s choice as to public
management, to make vublic methods sub-
serve private interests? The very object of
a vote is to represent cne’s interests, to help
decide what method will best aid the in-
dividuval. Why should not a woman, like a
man, vote for what she believes will help
her? Woman's especial interests are her
home, her children, her personal oppor-
tunities for education, a chance to use it
and to eujoy the fruit of her earnings.
Probably she would vote with reference to
then:, and why should she not? Each votes
according to his caliber: the coward, the un-
wise, the vicious—for peace without purity;
for present ea<e without thought of results;
for viees hoping to make werldly gain by
debauching the public. The philosopher,
the statesman, studies the science of govern-
ment, real politics, learns the laws of eceno-
mic life, laws asfixed as those of astronomy;
he understands political econowy, in which
these laws are made plain; he knows the
value of produetion,
THE RESULTS OF WASTE,
The impoverishment that comes from evil
practices; learns that the golden rule is the
exponent of political science, theoniy source
of permanent prosperity; and with his
large vision he sees beyond his immediate
galn and casts his ballot for the things that
are of permanent value, and the nation
rises or falls as the virtues or the vices pre-
vail. All vote for self, as is proper, for seif
is our especial care; but the oue who has
no high purpese, ne true idea of what is
good for himself, wrecks all he shiould hold
dear for debauching pleasures, and the
otler recognizes that nothing is good for
him thatisnot good for every one else; that
gocd brings evil to no one, and votes accord-
ingly. 2XNow, veting does not make a good
man less good, a bad man worse, It is a
power; in all power lies the temptaticn to
misuse. The good will use the power ior
good, the evil will devote it to evil, as he
does intellectual and physical streugth.
But the nisuse is no argument that one
should be shorn of the strength of the baliot
because sore cne else has abused thie power.
Fix penalties for the wmisuse of power and
apply them when deserved; but it is a
dauvgercus thing to disfranchise by whole-
sale or Ly class. All have an equal interest
in government and i othing but
INDIVIDUAL UNFITNESS

Should be a reascn for distranchisement.
The writer adds: **The burden of women’s
cemplaint seems to be based on the tyranny
of men, They do not seem to comprehend
that nen themselves are in a straitjacket
of sucial aud industrial slavery, ete.”” Sen-
sible people know very well that our present
conditions are inherited, the result of past
needs avd customs. Until within a century
men, like women, were the slaves of a ruling
class; men to fight they knew not for what,
women to produce the fighters. Gradually
the men learned te combine and turn their
arms and training agaiast their masters;
but women, bound to their masters by bonds
of affection, by children, unaccustomed to
cowbine, unused to arms, are still living in
the feudal ages, so far as law is concerned ;
those worst off too wretehed to reason, and
those in the power of men too noble to be
despotic, coften ignorant of the iniquities
practiced on powerless women, are indifterent
because they canuot feel for “others’ woes.”
If men were plac-d in the legal positions of
women they would not fail to call it tyranny.
To their credit they have self-respeetenough
to resent injustice, and if they perpetuate this
system of laws, based on heathenism, which
now prevails,

WHY ARE THEY NOT RESPONSIBLE ?
Men do pot need to remain in *‘a strait-
jacket of social and industrial slavery’’; the
ballot glves cue the same chance as another
aud no civil law can put good sense and
bigh purpose into a voter; law can only un-
manacle hin, leave bim to his own course,
and if e ¢oes pot know ‘enough to run in
the right direction it is his own misfortune
or fault; law cannot belp bim, All woman
asks is “hands off ; let me do anything the
Lord gave me abiiity to do, if it be good;
punish me by disirenchisement c¢nly when
I do wrong.” Men sell thewselves to
slavery thigugh their votes. They swear
about moncpolies, then elect the biggest
monuvpolist available to muke laws for them.
They sterm about taxes, then vote for all
the iniquities of Sodom #nd work to build
jails, pocrbouses, asylums and reforma-
tories ; they multiply courts and policemen ;
they cherish such institutions that their
children ate pretty sure to grow up extri-
vagant and von-proeductive, But only use-
ful production enriches a country, and use-
less expenditure always impoverishes, it
kills the *‘gocse that lays the golden egg.”
They distrust the swarm of middlewen, the
agents, drummnieis, ete., who take the lion’s
share of the producer’s profits, then vote
thew into ofiice. lLet voters take a course in
political eccnomy, cease to sell themselves
to th:e highest bidder, and they will cease to
be slaves. 1hey can help themselves
through the ballot. 8. 8,

Never attempt to instruct a customer;
wkile you may} suggest, or politely ques-
tion the desirability of thiis or that.

Do not say, ** Here, Sade, hand me your
pencil,” to your neighbor.

Never say, **No, we haven’t got it,” in a
short, c1isp tone; far better a polite *“I am
sorry to say we do not Liave it in stock.”

Do notthrust a puckage at a customer as
ycu would a pistol in tho face of a highway-
wan. :

Never throw downgoods with an air which
seeins to say, ‘1 do not care whether you
buy it or not.””

Kemember that the purchaser often sees
more ia the seller than she thinks, and re-
fined young women have made valuable
friends for life by their courtesy to an ac-
complished customer.

Always remember that duty to your em-
ployer demands your best service, and duty
to youarself also,

Seek to be a model saleswoman, and some
one will soon recognize your merits,

Dress modestly and avoid cheap jewelry,
the best ornaments are: promptness, polite-
ness, a well-modulated voice, and strict
attention to duty.

Have your hair neatly combed, your teeth
well brushed and your finger-nails tidy.
Customers are often repelled by untidy
clerks of either sex.

temember always, that you nre superior
to circumstances oniy when vou make your-
self so. The most selfish, exacting employer
viillkgladly recognize the merits of an efficient
clerk.

Frown down with womanly scorn the non-
sensical title of * saleslady.” It is a grand
thing to be a woman anything; if you are a
true and good woman, a good clerk is
infinitely more respectable than a so-called
**saleslady,” and the term has a shoddyish
ring which is totally un-American.

Out of two hundred clerks in a large
establishment the favorite with nearly all
of the customers is a young woman who
iovariably dresses modestly in black, aud
bhas such charming manners that it is a
positive pleasure to visit her department.

MUNICIPAL PRINTING.

The Right of Supervisors to Seg-
regate Questioned.

An Interrogation by the Court on the In-
Jjustice of Mulcting Poor Debtors and
Property-Owners.

The hearing of the matter of Frederick B.
Perkins 1o enjoin the Board of Supervisors
from awarding the city-printing contract to
the Report was resumed before Judge Hunt
yesterday afternoon.

Attorney Jennings applied to amend the
complaint in intervention made by the Jour-
nal of Commerce Publishing Company by
incorporating the resolution passed by the
Supervisors in awarding said contract. The
application having been granted, he then
continued his argument in support of the
petition by asserting his belief that any
manner of advertising mentioned in the
official proposal for bids should be desig-
nated as public printing, or, to make his
meaning clearer, be declared that all street-
work advertising should be subject to the
same competitive bids as that advertising
which has been offered to be done free of
charge.

He submitted that the Board of Subpervi-
sors is not proceeding according to law in
the awarding of said contract, inasmuch as
the contract is not veing let to the lowest
bidder, and an injunction is the proper
remedy. The Supervisors are merely trustees
of the city property and interests.

THE SHERIFF'S PRINTING.

The Court asked if the Sheriff's printing is
included in the proposals received by the
Supervisors, and Attorney Pierson replied
that the Sherifi’s printing would be done
free of charge under the contract made with
the Report, as it is under the control of the
Supervisors.

Attorney Ash promptly stated that the
fees for Sherift’s printing bad always been
deposited in advance, and had nsver beeu
considered as public printing under the
especial contrel of the Supervisors. He
read a portion of the petition to sustain his
argument that the Supervisors have every
intention to segregate the Sheriff’s from
th e publie printing.

Mr. Jenrnings concluded by stating that
the pivotal point is as to whether the Super-
visors have the right to segregate certain
branchies of public printing for which full
charges are to be paid.

Robert Ash, representing the Journal 0?
Commerce, then delivered his argument for
the petition, Ile reiterated his statement
that the Sherifi’s printing is always paid for
in advance by those whe have business at
that office, and there is no effort on the part
of the Supervisors to control the Sheriff’s
printing. He declared that the street-work
printing, althongh publie printing, is so seg-
regated as to permit the Report to charge
full rates for it. Upon these grounds he
based his yight to petition the court to en-
Join the Supervisors Irom awarding the
prindng contract to the Report.

TWO POINTS SUBMITTED.

Be asked: “Whois to determine whether
the charges for street-work prioting are
proper?” and replied by asserting that the
Superintendent of Streets had no power to
fix the charges, ana the wmatter is left en-
tirely to the diseretion of the printer hav-
ing the contract. He poiuted out how very
unjust to property-holders is the reckless
action of the Supervisors in the matter. He
then informed the Court that he was ready
to set the case for trial, and added that all
his client wanted was new and prover speci-
fications tor public prinling and new pro-
posals fer bids.

The Court asked counsel for respondents
to confine their arguments to the two fol-
lowing points:

Why the strest-work and Sheriff’s print-
ing is segregated from public printing?
The property-owner and the poor debtor
shioula be entitled to the same benefit of de-
creased fees by competition in printing as
the Supervisors.

The other point was that if the Super-
visors ask for bids for public printing znd
tlien specify certain branches for which full
charges can be made by the party awarded
the euntract, how can the Supervisors re-
gard the specific branches as public print-
ing? 1f not public then it must be private
printing. If public priuting it must be sub-
Jecs to competitive bids. 1f private print-
ing it cannot be counsidered under the con-
trol of the Supervisors.

IN BEHALF OF THE BOARD.

Attorney O’Byrue, representing the Board
of Supervisors, argued that the injunction
should be dissoived, because it was granted
improvidently and without cause.

'he Ceurt asked hLim if bhe claimed the
awarding of the contract a ministerial act.
Mr,.’()’B) rue replied, “We wost assurediy
do.

“Why,” rejoined the Court, “svour asso-
ciate has declared it is a legislative and not
a ministerial act.”

Mr. O’Byrue gave as one of his strongest
argunments an allegation that the petitioner,
Frederick B. Perkins, *does not aver that
he is a contributor to the municipal burdens
ot the city.” Counsel cantended that as
street-work p:inting is not paid fer by the
Supervisors, but by property-owners, it is
but right that street-work printing should
be segregated in the specifications. He
declared that if the bid wade by the Report
isnot the lowest, then the awarding of the con-
tractis nuil and void. He believea, though,
that the Report’s bid is the lowest, all asser-
tions to the contrary.

He apuvealed to the court to dissolye the
injunction in order that no diffienlty might
ensue after the close of the year by the con-
tract for printing being in au inextricab y
conlused state for a time.

The Judge annecunced that if the counsel
would hand him their points and authorities
In writing to-day he would give 1is decision
on Tuesday. This was agreed to and the
hearing terminated.

Juagment as Praved For.

In the case of S. Mattingly against J. C.
Pennie, administrator of the estate of the
late Thomas H. Blythe, to recover $125,000
for commission on an arranged sale of the
stock of the Blue Jicket Mining Company,
a jury in Judge Hunt’s department found a
verdict for the plaintiffi yesterday for his
claim in full. Nine of the jurors favored
the verdict and three dissented.
